A Cordial Reception by Governor

Robinson's Opponents.

TILDEN'S DREAD INFLUENCE.

Declining Certain Interrogatories
and Answering Others.

The meeting of last night on behalf of Mr. Kelly
has been the talk of the town. In Its extent aud
enthusiasm it was unprecedented In this region, and
argues that the opposition to Governor Bobinson is
strong and deep seated in this stronghold
of the democracy. Mr. Erastus Corning said
to your correspondent last evening that if
there had not teen a misapprehension about the
time of the arrival of Mr. Kelly and his party, the
meeting would have been larger than it was by 100
per cent, as preparations had been made to uniforma number of clubs, but owing to the want
»f time this oould not be accomplished in due
lesson. Mr. Kelly, acoompanied by Mr. Erastus
Corning/John H. Strahan, Maurice F. Holahan, Peter

McCloskey and Mr. John B. Hitskiu, went out this
morning to visit the Troy Ironworks, the property
Of Mr. Corning, which covors many acres, and is
sonsidered one of the most extensive steel and iron
taotories in the country. Mr. Kolly took particular
Interest in the hours of labor and the remuneration
»f the employes. In passing through the various
workshops, word was sent around by some of the
Ben that Kelly was on the promises, and the workIngmencrowded about to see him.
After spending several hours in the examination

sf the premises of the Messrs. Corning he returned
lo the Delavan Bouse, in Albany, where he received
numerous representatives of tlie anti-Bobinson
democracy, lie subsequently went to Troy und
look up his uuarterR at the Troy House, where ho
was visited by a number of the leading democrats of
that city.

Mr. Kelly wore a determined expression ou hie
face. "I am trying," said he, "to purify the democraticparty and to make it atrong and potential,
but the unfortunate circumstance is that our plans
have always been thwarted by the Governor. I
never have given any orders that were not with the
object of benefiting the city and people of New York,
I have reached tho conclusion, aftor looking the field
carefully over, that Governor Kobinson will not be
re-elected, and that Kelly will evoke an uncommonly
large voto.

TILDKH'S INFLUENCE,
"I believe tbat the domocratio party of thir State

can be made entirely free of the influences of Tilden
and Kobinson, ami that in future our canals and
prisons and the patronage of the State government
must not be used for tlio aspirations of men who
would sell out any party and accomplish its ruin for
their own selfish purposes. It would be better that
the democratic party should never have known these
men. Tammany Hall, itmust beconcodeu, has never
sold itself to any person." Mr. Kelly said he was
told before leaving New York that there wore no
Trinnds of his in Troy. (A voice, "Thousands 1")
Those who told him that wero elthor misinformed
or else had knowingly state^n untruth. The large
assemblage that he saw before him and the events
that had takon place during the evening showed
conclusively that ho had trlonds in this
town.

They were bore to appeal to the people of Troy to
support democratic principles. (Great applause.)
They were bare for the purpoao of communicating
with the lwople of Troy aud of obtaining their sympathy,ami for the reason that the party to which ho
and' the' other gentlemen belonged was in danger
of. being destroyed bv wicked modes and plans
that had been ooucelvod aud put in operation by
bad men for their own selfish purposes. As the
papers would have informed, them there had been a
convention recently at Syracuse, and probably It
would be superfluous for bim to say anything about
that eouveution; but there was one thing which he
could properly say, and that was that It was bonght
by tho money of a man who expected to be supportedaa a candidate for the I'rosideucy of this
country.

DECLINING INTKH&OGATOUIKH.
"X have boeu followed," continued Mr. Kelly,

"around alnco we left home by a circular, probably
Issued by our enemies. This circular appeared last
night in the meeting in Albany, and there were certaininterrogations propounded to me. I am not
going to answer thorn, because I don't care to occupyour time in answering such frivolous
questions. There is one question, however,
which I will answer, and that has a relationto the organization to which I
belong in the city and county of Now York. Iam
talced, 'What claims has Tammany Hall superior to
tho democracy of the State that justifies the attempt
to ruin the party?' On the contrary, we are
doing oar best to preserve the integrity of
the democratic party. 1 am glad to see so
large a meetiug. It shows that you sgree with me
that we need a purification of the party. Whatevor
the result of this campaign wo will unite alter it,
because these weu will bo outside. Tammany will
certainly be victorious in Now York oounty and will
thua vindicate herself In principles."

Almost a daily visitor to the republican hoadquartersIn the Fifth Avenue Hotel is Mr. Thnrlow

Wood, the veteran journalist and politician, and
among the party loaders and their aids who throng
that room not one is more conlldout than he of republicansuccess In this State next month, and
throughout the whole country in the tall of 1K80.
To a IIk&ald reporter who engaged hie attention
for the better part of an hour yesterday Mr. Wood,
with apparunt freedom, expressed himself on the
men and measures of the duy. In describing the
condition of politics in this State, and particularly
In this city, bo said ho oouldonly call it a "muddle,"
and of bim who had douo more than any ouo else
to disturb tho political waters ho spoke In the followingterms:.
"Mr. Kelly la a man of courage, and he is certainly

making a vigorous fight. Moreover, ho is s man of
ability, though not in the wire-pulling way.that
Is. I regard bim as a bulldog, politically speaking,
rather than a well trainee bound. And bis hotter
qualities have won bim many admirers, oven among
those who differ from his viaws. In attacking Til-
den over Itobinaou's shoulders.tho only way In
which ho could bo roached.bo lias struck bim a

fatal blow. When be atteudod tho Democratic Con- J
voutton he of course knew bis own nomination to
bo out of tho question, but hu hoped that Chief
Justice Church would bo tho mull. Being disappointed,ho deliberately elected Cornell, (or his
'bolt' can have no other result. Even in this city 1
think It Impossible that hu can secure a majority of
the democratic vote."

Resumption of
specie payments and the restoration of commercial
prosperity lisve given liiiu a strong hold apou the
people.

Ig oounectlou witii the subject of resumption Mr.
Weed had something to say on the silver question.
He had always advocated bi-uietallism, he declared,
holding that "gold and silver were provided by
Providence as the two standards of value," and were
supplied in quantity aufiiciuut to satisfy the de-
mauds of the world. For the ninety-eight cent
"dollar" he holds the New York press responsible.
Had it not so violently protested against silver in
any shape or lorui, he said, Eastern Senators would
not have hesitated to advocate a silver dollar worth
one hundred cents. Though Henator Jones and a
few others were interested in having a trade dollar
ooutaiuiug leaa than a dollar's worth of silver a majorityin the Senate was not. ilut the majority was

frightened clear away from the subject by the press
of New York city.

"I tried to persuade Senator Blaine to make a
stand, and he promised uio he would,'' Mr. Wood
went on; "but at the last uiotucut he backed down,
and It was the only good tusovure from which I ever
knew him to withdraw. I also brought the Presidentto my way of thinking, but he was badgered
out of It. Gerutauy was the lirst to oppose silver,

The question
took Mr. Weed by surprise. Ho had regarded the
defeat of the democrats in that State as a foregone
conclusion, and consequently had thought nothing
of Ewiug as a rival of Bayard or Haucock.
Drifting from the politics of the presont day to

the period of the rebellion, Mr. Weed ulludod to the
"Diary of a Public Man," now current iu the North
American Jieview, expressing his convictions that the
anonymous author (who has in aoine quarters been
believed to be the cage of Wost Twelfth street himsolf)Is ox-Senator Charles E. Stewart, of Michigan,
who sat for that State just beforo the war.
"I am surprised." said Mr. Weed, "that tho diarist

sAould ridicule end condemn Mr. Howard for tho
precautious be took to prevent tho assassination of
Mr. Lincoln while passing through Baltimore on
his way to tho capital just before his Inauguration.
It is surprising in view of the fact that the Presidentwas actually killed by a Baltimorean
only a tow years after. I know beyond a doubt, and
Seward knew it ns well, that even at that early date
a conspiracy had been formed to assassinate Lincoln,and that Baltimore was its hotbed. I was told
so at tho time by a prominent citizen or Baltimore,
who was well acquainted with the conspirators.
There cap be no question that such a plot then existed,though the man who afterward carried it out
was uot actively engaged in its formation."
In the coarse of tho interview ubove reported Mr.

Weed took occasion to bewail the "personality"
which is nowadays so prominent iu politics. "There
was always office-seeking," he observed; "but in
tho old times, and, as they seem to me, the better
times, there was more patriotism for patriotism's
sake."

TIIE KELLY COMMITTEE.

At the Kelly State Committee's headquarters at
the St. Nicholas Hotel Mr. Augustus Schell, William
U. Secor, Captain John U. Moouey and P. W. Bhodcs,
the secretary of the committoe. were in consultationfor a long time in the afternoon tn regard to the
work of the campaign. It was roported that an
additional list of names of supporters of Mr. Kelly
to the number of .1,600 had been receivod. Those
persons were scattered through the interior. Lettersto tne number of itOO were also said to bavo
been received yesterday. New Kelly clubs huve been
organized at Courtlaud, Wellsvillo, Highland Falls
slid Lockport. Several visitors from the country
f;uvo encouraging reports of the outlook iu the
nterior. This committee aro sending out documentspurporting to prove that iu the counties in
this Stato under the control of tho ltobiusou-Tllden
faction tho State debt has been increased, while in
those counties where the other brunch of the democraticparty lias control the debt has boon decreased.
Tho circular also purports to prove that In the flrst
uauied counties the democratic representation in
the Legislature has steadily fallen off, while iu the
other counties it was maintained until laat year,
when, through tho manipulations of Governor Uobinson,it was decreased also in these counties.

and harmony was restored. The antis, mastersof tho position, caluily elected as

delegates for the genoral committee whomsoever
ihey chose. On the tollowing morning Thomas
O'Neil, of No. Hi ltank street, who is a water inspectorof the Doard of Public Works, and consequentlya Thompson man. went to the oyster barges
owned by "Tim" Shea and "Alec" Davison, both
leaders of tho anti-Thompsou movement, on bust-

GEORGE W. CURTIS' POSITION.

he resigns the chairmanship of the richmondcounty republican convention.
The Richmond county republicans met yesterday

afternoon at Tynan's Hall, in Staplctoc, for the purposeof nominating a county ticket. When it was

learned that George William Curtis, chairman of the
Convention, waa absent, much dissatisfaction wns

expressed. James McNaweo, the secretary, called
the Convention to order, and statod that Mr. Curtis
bad iorwarded a communication to Do Witt Stafford,
chairman of tho General Committee, which, on permissionof tho Convention, would be read at Mr.
Curtis' request. At this half a dozen dele,
gates sprang to their foot at once to protestagainst the communication being road
On voto the letter of Mr. Curtis was read. It get
forth hia position and views with regard to the republicanparty. He aaid he was aorry to learn
that curtain articlea appearing in Marper't Wtekhj
bad created auch a fee. lug among the republicans
throughout the State, lie thought that every truo
republican should be governed by hia own conscience,and, as to himself, he would voto for tbo
devil if he was at tho head of the ticket if hie consciencetaught him to do so. Mr. Curtis cloned by toudenngliie resignation as chairman of the Couvcntion.
Upon it boiug moved that Mr. Curtis' resignation
be accepted another stormy scone ensued, and it
was only after ten minutes of sharp wrangling that
a voto could bo taken. Tbo resignation was accepted.
David W. Judd was elected to hU the vacancy, and
in his remarks on taking his seat said:."I stand
here to-day to dofend the name of our widely known
citizen, the lion. George William Curtis.(laint applause).who,I think, has been unjustly censured
by some members of our party, not only in this
county, but throughout tho Htate. In tuy opinion
those articles which have caused this tooling woro
never written by Mr. Curtis."
The roll was tbeu called, when it was discovered

that uoiuu twelve delegates were absent. Nearly an
hour was spent in Ailing the vacant places. Xhuu,
much to the surprise of many, a motion was made
that the Convention adjourn until featurdav next.
Upon a vote botng taken tho motion was carried ami
tho Convention adjourned. Ono of the prominent
members of tho General Committee said:."That
letter from Mr. Curtis aucinod to have demoralized
the Convention."

There is
a widespread feeling that the disaster might easily
have been averted, and tlio Jact that the employes

place an engine on the track at tho time
when tho express train was duo csubcs

great indignation. It seems tolerably clear
that the Michigan Central officials have already arrivedat the truth of tho matter. A Coroner's Jury
has also been investigating the unfortunate occurrenceto-day, and a large number of witnesses have
boon examined, including some of the managors
of the railroad. Prom tho tostimouy which has
been received here this evening, it seems the
blame rests between Yardmoster Col well, the switch^
man. Sawyer, and tho ougiueur of tho switch cngiue
Jones. Many people here are in favor of tho criminalprosecution of these men. Medical men who
aro attending the injured at Jackson state that their
patients are doing woll and that nearly all will
recover.

ARRIVAL OF SOME OF TiIB SURVIVORS AT CTIICAtlO.STATEMENTSOF PA8SKNOER8 DESCRIPTIVEOF THE DREADFUL ACCIDENT AT JACKSON.DISTRESSING SCENES DESCRIBED.
Chicago. Oct. 1L 1«7D.

There is still considerable excitement here con|corning yesterday's railroad disaster. An imiueuao
crowd gathered at the station last night to
receive the special train by which the survivorsworn brought here. When the train
arrived the reception of the passengers was

enthusiastic. It seemed as if nearly every one was

met by from one to twenty friends. At least Ave
hundred people. Including a hundred ladies,
thronged the platform in tho depot. Every person
on the traiu, whether great or small, was given a

reception by waiting frionds.all except the poor
iuimigrauts; they were taken charge of by Mr.
J. llarvey, who cntuo on tho gpeclal train
in charge of tho baggage, and were escorted across
tho street to a hotel, where comfortable quarters
were provided for them. They certainly looked as

though they uccdod rest and care. Nearly every
soman carried a babe and was surrounded by a group
of small children, while the men woro loaded down
with bundles and hoggago of ovcry description.
They will rctuaiu in this city only as long as is necessaryto adjust the damages they may have sustained.A larger part of tho baggage destroyed belougodto this class of passengers. Its destruction
was due llrat to tho fact that it was not so well
scoured or so well rased, and second,
because it happened to bo all stored
together in s part of the car that suffered most
damage. Every scrap of baggage that could be
found was brought ou hero, and to-day an effort
will" bo made to determine the loss of each one as

nearly as possible. The company expresses the intentionof paying every cent at once. 1L C. Wont-

Mr. 0. O. Parsons, of ltoston, stated that ho left
the sleeper in connection with a friend. When lio
llrst climbed through tho window of tho telescoped
cur ho could scarcely Ami rooiu for his foot, so thick
wore tho bodies of tho ilcitd and wounded.
Tho groans of tho poor, mangled sufferers wore
horrible. Children were calhug lor parents and
in tho inky blackness of tho wrecked ear mothers
could too hoard crying for Uioir children, husbands
calling for their wives and wives tor their
hnsbauds. The horror o! the position cannot
bo depicted. Thu body oi olio little girl
was ban ded out whose hcud liad boon literallysmashed to a juiip, tho liraina protruding
from the gaping wounds. A little hoy wao passed
through tho window bv Mr. l'arsous, who was also
terribly smasliod. Mr. Fry, of Albion, Mlcb.,
lifted by maiu strength an iron bar that
coiiilued several wen, who, although alive,
wcro nimble to help themselves. nix men
were tlius reached, and throo Head bodies were In
the same manner pulled froiu the pars. Oue poor
fellow died ot strangulation, an iron bar having
pinned him to the ground: the bar lay across bis
throat, but so great was its weight that it was Impossibleto rescue him. Mr. l'arsous says the man
breathed his last within six inches of his (Parsons')
face. M'liuu taken out thu body was l'ouud uniuJu reJ.

KXTRK'ATIKO WI LI.Ik HICK.
After getting out ill do.td aud wounded who were

wedged lu between the telescoped ears Mr. l'arsous
went to tho torwurd end of the wreck to assist in
taking out any persous who might bu buried
beneath tho pile of broken timber and bent
Iron rods winch at this jo int were terribly

suggestive of dead and mangled human forms. One
of the saddest features of the accident wan here developed.afamily consisting of lather, mother and
one little boy, four years of age, were
found crushed beneath the pile of splintered tint-
ber. Ililslmiid and wife were dead. The mother's
arm was clasped so tightly about her child that tho
little oue could not be extricated from thiH veritableembrace of death for several miuutes.
The little fellow was finally gotten out of
the wreck after two hours' labor, when it
was found that one ot his legs was
broken, lie acted like a little hero. L>r. .Uckauuli11ii. of Jackson, took Jiiin to the Hibbard House
and tenderly dressed his wounds. The man's uauie
was ascertained to be itice, and the family were ou
their way from Philadelphia to Chicago.

.Mr. Parsons pathetically referred to an iustanco of
a like nature. A child loss thuu a year old was,
while nursing, torn from its mother's breast, aud
the bodies of both wero found in the wreck. ConductorLadd and Mr. Pry, of Albion, were tireless
in their olTorts to do all in their power to assiat the
victims of what It would seem was the result of
criminal carelessness on the part of somebody.

WHAT TUK WAONEll CONDUCTOB STATES.
The conductor of the Wagner sleepers on tho

doomed truiu csme with his cars made up aa a specialtrain, arriving in this city at nine o'clock. The
particulars of the Jackson accident, so far as seen by
hiiu, wero given us follows:.My train was made
up of thruo Wagner sleepers, the tit. Nicholas,
Fort Wayne and Dexter, with forty passengers. Wo
did not get away from Detroit until about half-past
teu o'clock, being fifty miuutes behind time,
aud ran liko the devil.all ot forty-five miles
an hour.to make up, uutil pulling into
Jackson yard, when wo slacked up to twenty-tlve
miles. 1 was in the rear couch, the Dexter, that is
shackled at Detroit fur Grand iiapids, aud soinewbut
drowsing, when 1 felt a slight shock as though the
engine had reversed. .Many a time I have felt
a harder jar from common causes, but I

very quickly, and I stepped out to ace what wus the
trouble. Xbuie wiu a brakuniau hurrying l'*ac with
a light, and ho auid iu auawor to tuy holloa of
"What is the matter?" that the train xvuh smashed
up. I jumped oil uud run ahead, aiul Haw the tor-
riblc sight. Engines lay Hide by aidu, up against
the bunk; tho boilers together, as you would
lay your llugers. both cabs were off, uud 1 noticed
that one steam box was stripped, the ahum escaping
lrom tho vent with u shrill roar. Uaggago and
smoking ears were forced together a little, but nut
much, while tho two next cars completely tele-
scoped. 1 never saw anything like it, they being
jammed through each other. It was horrible
beyond any words of description or imagination.
Tho first car was well tilled with emigrants, ami
their groaus, cries and shrieks made me sick. 1 dm
not stay long, as 1 had my own cars to look attor
and could give no assistance there. It wus

right lu the village, occupied by road emuloycs,
and more than a thousand people seemed to be heli>Hig.'lhe ougiueer of our taaiu was Mat Gilbert, and
the fireman Smith. I did not know the iatter's
lirst uatue. both men were killed outright. Gilberthud both legs cut oil and his bowels
toru out. 1 can't bear to think of it, ns

X saw him lying with his hot life's blood
shining in the glare of tho many daring lamps.
Smith was cut and torn beyond recognition. I
went back and found many of my pasaeugera not
even awakened, and they were a good deal vexed at
being hastily aroused. ;I threw out bedding,
towels and mattresses as fast as could be doue
with the help of tho portors. From the littlo lookingaround I saw there was a siding right there,
with a freight train on it. Our wrecked cars lay
upon them, and arter a while the treighta were
cleared aud our cars shifted. My oars wore mado
iuto a special and came right along, so I could not
look Into thincH much more. As 1 understand it.
the blame is between the engineer of the switch engineand the yard master.

TKUllOU IN A SLKKriNO ( Alt.
Mr. William 11. Clapp, who, with his wife, occupieda middle berth in the ilrst sleeper, was

first apprised of the disaster by being violently
dumped from his contruetod couch upon the
fioor. "1 gathered myself," said Mr. Clapp,
"into a standing posture as soon as possible,
but was unable, tor five minutes or so, to make an
exit from the car, owing to the confusion. Upon
reaching the platform the scone revealed was indued
a sickoniug one. The cries of agony from
tho wounded and dying, the hissing steam
from tho engines beneath tho debris, the
crushed timbers uud the dickering lights gave
tho scone a weird aud horrible appearance. Tho
lady inmates of the sleepers who iiad scrambled
from their cou'bes and had the horrible spectacle
and its enormity suddenly revealed to their
vision alternated their sobs with prayers to
be romoved from tho ghastly sight. A little
later, when the men became sufficiently
sell-possessed to begin extricating the victims, the
scene was one appalling to the strongest, and in
many instances sickening. The first of the victims
to whom my attention was directed was a flaxenhairedlittle girl of perhaps five years. Tho right
side of her face had been cut away us
if severed by some sharp instrument, while tho
child's liinbs worn tightly wedged lu the debris. A
short distance romoved from this sickening sight
was noticed a mass of some six human buingu
jammed and disfigured almost beyond recognition,with arms aud limbs in their nakedness
protruding in the lost quivers of ileum, fctlll a little
l'urthor along were the oodles of the llroniuu aud engineerof tho express train under u mountain of
splintered wood and warped iron, "For the
subo of a mother save tho child!" cume tho
husky voico of a young woman as she drew tho
attention of a group of onlookors to n littlo boy
wedged In among the wreck a few yards off. who
cried piteously to be liberated, while its mangled
head and shoulders swayed lu its struggle for life. Of
course such scenes as tliese unfitted the stoutest heart
for tho work needed. Aa the morning wore ou.
however, the passengers, the railroad hands and
those attracted to the scene entered upon the work
of extricating the unfortunate ones. The ordeal was
one 1 hope never to pass through again.

A t'LKROYMAM'H UCPElilKNl'B.
Rev. Noal Jlclierniitt, a Presbyterian minister, of

Ouelph, Canada, who was on his way to Kliulra,
111., related his experience of the accident, lie
said:."I was in the third car at the time.
Our train was late and was going proh-
ably forty mile* an hour. The front cars
of tho train were full of passengers, most
of whom were French Canadians r»» routt for the
pinery region. The car in which I sat was tilled
with passenger*.men, women and children. All
at once it was dark, and I could see,
ou looking around, about a dozen men,
all tho rest being buried in the debria.
The car was literally smashed to kindling wood, and
the pieces were used to mako llro with later. I receivedsuvcral slight wounds ami must have been
stunned. This car suffered tho worst of any, sixteen(7) of its inmates being killed. Tho yard engine
and tender with two of the cars attached
wem so mixed with the engines, express, baggage
and three paaeenger cars of tho express train that it
would bo almost impossible to know to which train
the pieces belonged. I did not in auy way feel the
shock at tho time, and at first <lld not know what
had occurred."

WAR DEPARTMENT EXPLANATIONS.

The Indians at the Uintah Agency
Reported Quiet.

Washington, Oct. 11, ls"9.
The oyly olhuial despatch received to-duy ut tlia

War Department wan from Oeueral Sheridan, wha
telegraphed General Hiierman that General Merrill
would begin active operations against the Utes witll
a force of l.SOU uien, anil was instructed to make no

terms with them, if they desired to cease hostilities,short of an unconditional surrender.
The letter of Miss lloso Meeker, the daughter of

the Indian agent at White Itiver, published in the
Hi:ualu to-day, attracted much attention among the
army oilicials on duty at the War Department. She
has the sympathy of them all iu her terrible trial,
but it ia claimed that she could not have
known that the letter of her father, of which
she speits, did not reach the War Department
until ionj after Major Tbornburgli's command was

on the line of march lot the agency in obedience ta
the request of tho Interior Department to aend
troops to White Biverto protect Agent Meeker and
the white employes there. Tho War Department
oilicials think it but just to the army that tbe facti
should bo known, lost tho cliarco made by Misl
Mucker bo accepted us true. Mink Meeker says
in Uur letter:."llutl tlicro Deon half as much
expedition mut force put in operation from the time
of my father's calling for troops until thu battle as

tliure has been since thu buttle this horriblemassacro would never have occurred.
Xho government with its slow movementshue lot my father be murdered, when
it could huvo been prevented. My father wrote
Governor Pitkin on September 10 that his and all
the lives at the agency were in peril, and requested
troops. After three weeks' delay so small a detachmentwas sunt that it was overcome, giving the ludr
iaus more power than they had before."

DECAY OE COMMUNICATION.

The lottcr roferred to as having been written oa
thu 10th of September did not roach Governor Pitkinuntil the 11th of September and was two dayi
afterward sent to General Pope, commanding the

Department of thu Missouri. The some day that
Governor Pitkin recoived tho letter he telegraphed
General Pope and received a despatch to
the oil'ect that a company of cavalry had
been ordered to proceed at ouce to the White Uiver
Agency. This was the company commanded by
Captain Dodge and operating at that time in breakingup Indian stores and looking utter the Utcs, who
were charged with being oil' their reservation. Ia
this letter of Agent Meeker, after detailing to GovernorPitkin tho troublus he had with the agency
Indians, he concludes by saying:."1 have
no confldouce in any of thum and I feel
that mine ot tho whlto Decide are safe. I
know they are not, if we go on to perform work
directed by tho Commissioner of Indian Affaire.
Here are tny wife aad daughter in tliis condition.
Conter with Ucnoral Pope, tho Commissioner, and
Senator Teller. At leant one hundred aoldiere ought
to couio hither to protect us and keep the Utce on

their reservation. Should be more. Don't lot this
application get iirtho paper*, for 1 know the Indiana
will hear of it in a few daya. Of course what thn
Indiana have done la a matter of nuwa."

TtlK 1NU1ANH UllUWAUNKLI.

Three days alter Agent Meeker wrote the lettor in
which he appealed for troops, and be to re it reached
its destination, he despatched a courier to Uawliu.
the nearest telegraph station, with a telegram addressedto the Commissioner of Iudian Allaire suitingforth that thu presence of troops was absolutely
necessary for tho protection of thu lives of thn
whites. This telegram was received on the loth, aud
on the sutuo day formal application was made by thn

Acting Secretary for troops, and a copy of the letter
was immediately telegraphed to (ioueral Sheridan.
Not a day was lost iu carrying out tho instructions*
aud as soon as it was possible tho command of
Major Thornburuh was on the march for
tho agency. Tho letter of Mr. Meeker was

promptly forwarded to Oencral Sheridan by
General Pope, but did not reach Chicago
until aftor the orders of Major Thornburgk
wore publicly known at Omaha and ethci

points along the I'uiou Pacific Uuilroad, aud hence
the caution which Agent Meeker made that his
application for troops should not be mado
public oatno too late. Tho War Departmentofficials say, however, that It would
have been impossible to prevent a knowledge of thn
movement of the troops. It was necessary to order
cavalry from several posts, and reference is made to
tiio long despatch, printed in the Hkbald of the 19tli
ot September, from Omaha, giving the details of
the expedition and tho lustrnctJons under which
Major Thornlmrgh was to act. This information, it in

supposed, reached the agency some time before the
column was ready to move and warned the Utes of
the approach of the troops. Their conduct accused
them of the necessity tor calling for troops, sad
with their suspicious traits it Is claimed that they
must have been on the alert, nnd must have mad*
preparations accordingly to moot the forue sent oat
to protuct the agent,

The Uintah Agency,
situated lu tho uorthoastorti part of Utah, is the
Ute agency nearest the Whito ltiver. and the depart-
tuent la cnconragod by thia despatch In ita lielief
that tlio litoa or tlio White Uivur Agency will not be
annietod In their boatllltiua by any other portion of
thulr trlbo.
