“No, sir! I will not under suy circumstinces
allow wy name to become conuected with any dis-
aster,” was the emphatic utterauce of Deputy Col-
lector Wynkoop to a HumaLp reporter yestorday
when asked if he had granted certificates to run the
boats of the Graud street ferry to Williamsburg.

The publication in the Hezatp on Sunday of the
fact that the hoats George Washington, George Taw,
Commodore Perry, Commodore Barpey and Warren
bad been peremptorily forbidden to run as passens
ger hoats until their hulls have been thoroughly
overhauled and repaired created some little excite-
moent in Willlmnsburg cirelos yesterday, as the prob-
sbility of a total stoppage of travel in consequence
would inconvenience tens of thousauds who make
the two ferries trom Grand street, this city, to
Grand streot, aud also to Broadway, Williamsburg, a
highway during each day awl might. A Hznarp re-
porter was aceordingly despatehed to get all the fucts
in the cuso and to ascertain what the ferry company

AT THE MSEPECTOR'S OFVICE.

At the Inspector's ofice Mr. Matthews, tho Super-
vising Inspector of Stesmuoats of the District of New
York, stated that the certificates wore refused for
gammnl defections in the hulls of the boats; there
were soma rotlen timbers in them which must be
removed betore the certificates would be granted.
He then referred the reporter to a subaltern in the
oflice, who declined to give the details of the re-

orts made, saying they must be obtained from thy
F ormer gentleman. The two then held o private dis-
cussion and flually concluded to say that all they
could furnish was the following dates of coustrue-
tion ;—George Washington and George Law, built in
Brooklyn in 1866; Commodore Baroey, Uommodore
Perry and Warren in Hrooklyn, 1859,

The office of the compuny was next viaited snd
Mr. Kavensteyn, the secratury, siid :—You will have
to go to the office of the inspector, sir. We have no
information to give the HEmALD except that no im-
pediment will thrown in the way of travel and
the boats will be run right along; all the repuirs de-
munded will be made as required, but in such & way
as to cause no inconvenience to the public,”

Mr. Chappel, the superintendent of the company,
who had spent the entire morning running between
the oftices of the Collector in the Custom House and
tho Inspeotor in the Post Ofice, when accosted by
the reporter said:—“Write me down u know noth-

ing. 1 know mothing sboutit, I have received no
orders to stop the boats, and they will be kept run-
ning until 1 do."
