that the canvas»ntains. Tho "Regular" on the
Oswego banner i>egarded as an evidence of considerablecheek. Tlfallure to sail openly nndor tho
democratio colot in Auburn is looked upon as a

very singular omiion.

Coming direct om Oswego to Auburn is calcu.
lated on a superflcl examination to convey tho impressionthat tho'.elly movement tapers off very
suddeuly after lea>g the canal towns. This, how-
v««r, buuu proves j uo an erroneous conclusion,
for while there is u the overwhelming and avowed
ascendancy of the ai-ltobinsou and Tildon strength
in Cayuga that one nets at every turn in Oswego, a
very little inquiry tows that the rebel movement
has its friends in th. county, and that they aro of a
character not to b despised. There is not tho
avowed and bold siport of Mr. Kelly which is
met with in Ononcw and Oswego, and which
takes the offensive in the battle going on
within the democnlc party; but there is
a firm, settled determi.tlon to defeat Mr. Rnhinsnn.
and by bo doing to dit»go forever of Mr. Tilden's
claims on the Presidenil nomination and of hia allegedattempt to seize pon the democratio organisationof this State as piece of personal property
to be nsed only for thtiroinotion of his ambitious
schemes. This foeling takes anti-Robinson votes
or Btay at homes all ovc cayuga county just as certainlyas it carries witlft the groat bulk of the
democrats of the city Oswego, a fair portion of
the democrats of the tons of the county and a considerableshare of the d'fcocraey of Onondaga.

courteous to those who approached him tor political
favors. His removal was urged, but for sumo
time was refused by the Superintendent
of State Prisons. When the timo drew
near tor eleotiug delegates to tho democratic
State Convention, Beardsley. Weed, Schuyler uujl
others made a vigorous effort to obtain the removal
of Wells and the appointment of Moses aud they at
last succeeded. It is alleged that they needed the
inttueuce of the patrousge to secure friendly delejgates to Syracuse. When Mr. Moses weut into tho
wardenship he made many changes in tile othcers of
the prison. But a great man v more promises had
been given pending the election of delegates to the
State convention than could be redeemed, and now
there are democrats all over Auburn who, AudIing themselves cheated, swear to revenge themselveson Governor Uobjiisoii. The statement of
the chairman of the Uobinsou committee that a great
many of the Kelly men in Auburu aro disappointed
applicants tor place iu the prisou or men who have
been turned out to make patrouagu for tho trieuus
of the new warden and his patrons is no doubt true;
but their votes will count against Governor Uobinsoujust as much as if they were iuAuuneed by less
personal motives. The republiosus are also incensedat Wells' removal and are consequently less
disposed than before to do anything to aid Governor
Itobiuson. Whichever way tho all'air is viewod, tho
removal seems to have been one of those political
blunders iuto which incapable advisers too often
load the well-iuteuttoned Governor. Promises and
expectations of patronage may for the moment have
been effective in securing a friendly delegation to
Syracuse, but in the end the policy pursued at Auburnhas certainly raised up a strong opposition to
Governor Uobiuson and materially increased the
Kelly strength in tho county of Cayuga.

WHAT WARDKM MOKES SAYS.
The new warden of the prison, who Is an editor

and sn experienced politician, denies emphatically
that there is any dissatisfaction at Auburn growing
out of the changes In the State Prison. But he admitsthat there arc soreheads now iu opposition to
Governor Robinson who have boon turned out of tho
prison or failed to obtain appointments under the
now regime. He thus concedes that politically tho
movement has been a blunder. If the new appointees
are, as is alleged, tho particular friends of the Uobiusonleaders in the county they would probably havo
been with the Governor to-day even if they had failed
to obtain these places. Tho men who have been
turned out and tho men who expected places and
did not get them would at least not havo had the
same inducements to vote against tho Governor as

tboy now have, if no change had been made. Ueuoe,
while Mr. Moses and his friends aro of course Benefitedby the change, Governor Uobinsou is politicallydamaged by it to a considerable extent. Of
course this is only tho political view of the matter.
Bo far as tho condition and discipline of the prison
are concerned tuoy appear to no unexceptionable.
They may or may not have been tho name under Mr.
Well*, but certainly a close examination of the
prison ahowM it to be now under very capable management.

THE KEIJ.Y STKENOTH IN CAYUGA.
An Inquiry among the Kelly moil in Auburn shows

the strength of the movement there to be by no
means slight. Mr. Charles G. Curtis, one of the
leaders, is an active, vigorous politician engaged in
tho brewery business, and is a member of the regulardemocratic County Committee. Five other membersof the committee, H. B. Fay, Kraatus W. Allen,
James O'Brien, Daniel L. Hurlburt and Charles L.
Adams, are also avowed and active supporters
of Mr. Kelly, making six Kelly men out
of the ten members of tho committee
from tho city. The anti-Ilobinson men thus carried
six out of the ten wants in Auburn, and in all these
wards Mr. Kolly is said to be assured of a majority
ovor Governor ltobiusou. Mr. W. H. Do Groff, of
the town of Fleming, another member of the county
committee, is also avowedly with Kelly and against
ltobiusou.
"The statement that the strength of the movementis made up of men who are sore about the

State Prison offices is not true," said Mr. Cnrtis.
"The feeling against Governor Itoblnson grows
out of the conviction that be is used
by Tilden, and this is and always has been
since 1875 a strong auti-Tilden county. Wo do
not like Mr. Tilden's management of tho party; we
do not want to see him secure the next Presidential
election through intrigue and trickery, and ws intendto put an end to his schemos with the democraticparty of New York, now that wo have a chance
ot doing so. Knowing how the oloction of delegates
was managed here we do not regard Governor Robiuson'snomination as regular, because It was not
tho free will of the party, but was secured by chicaneryand fraud, and we have no hesitation in onposinghim openly and above board. If the vote in
Cayuga county should be taken to-day Mr. Kelly
would receive 800 out of our 5,(MX) democratic votes
in tho county, and 1 bclievo the number will increase
before election. We havo men who are mad about
State prison matters with us, of course; but tbey
form comparatively a small part of our forces. Our
club the night beforo last enrolled 183 names on tho
Btart, and about fifty havo joined since. In the town
of Fleming there is quite a largo Kelly strength. So
there is in the town of Mentz. Port Byron in that
town is all Kelly. In Montezuma and Sterling thero
is a strong anti-Robinson element, and it extends
more or less through all the remaining nineteen
towns. John Spauldiug, who is the most influential
democrat in Port Byron, cornea out openly for
Kolly."

HOW CATCOA nXPUBUCANB FKKL.

Inquiry among leading republican politicians and
Others who belong to the party, but are somewhat
independent in their action, developed these facts:.
The county as a rule did not like Mr. Cornell's nomination,and there is an entire lack of personal enthusiasmfor the ticket. Up to this time thcro has
keen apathy on the part of the leaders and indifferenceon the part of the masses of the party. Tho
county is anti-Coukling naturally, and against tho
kction of the Syracuse Convention, liut the politiciansknow the overshadowing importance of
a victory in tho State at this time, as
certain to have great influence on the Presidential
election, and they are commencing to see the
necessity of doing something to wake up the entliu:slasm of the party. They have resolved to commencean active canvass, and are even now setting
to work in that direction. Tljo business men who
have generally acted with the republican party, althoughnot liking Cornell, declare that they cannot
aflord to allow the democrats to renew agitation
and to plunge the nation again into uncertainty and
confusion by reopening tho liuancial questions and
the issues settled by the war. They pronounco tho
action of the democrats in the last session of Congressrevolutionary and perilous to tne reviving
prosperity ot the country, and on this account they
are resolved to endeavor to secftre tho state for tho
republican p-rty. A prominent republican merchantstated to tho Hkraui) correspondent that howeverdissatistled republicans were they would not
stop to thluk, but would voto. A merchant of
Auburn who states that he "rotes nine times out
of ten witli tho democrats," said:."I am now with
the republicans. Tbe democrats in Congress have
shown what they would do if they could, and I regardTilden as one of the most dangerous, as ho is
ouo of the meanest men in the nation."

TUS SITUATION SUMMED UP.
Tho situation iu Cayuga county inay be summed

upas lollows:.l'he republicans aro apathetic, but
will in the end coma out and poll their votes for
their own candidate, with vory few exceptions.
There is not the least appearance of any Intention on
the part the republicans to vote for Uovernor
Itobiuson. The Lewis vote is likely in this county
to take more dissatisfied democratic farmers than
republicans, but will oe vory small. Mr. Kelly will
receive about 700 votes iu the county. Cornell's
plurality over Itobiuson In the county will be prob1ably 3,900. Morgan's majority over Kobluson in
1H7G was '2,070. A county in which are to oe found
such strong republicans as tVoodlu, General Knapp,
Senator Pouieroy. William il. Howard. Jr.. General
MolHmgal ami Judge Folger la uot likely to be sufferedto go by default.

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BUSY POLITICIANS.

ENCOCBAGING NEWS AT ALL THE HEADQPABTEBS.GOVEBNOBKOBINSOX DEFENDS UIS BEMOVALOF COITNTT CLERK OLMBLETON.
All tho political headquarters woro a busy look

yesterday. The greatest crowd was at the St.
James Hotel, the headquarters of the Democratic
gtato Committee. Mr. W. A. Fowler, chairman
of the Ezecutivo Committee, directed the
active work of the day, mid rocoived tho
callers. Among the latter was Colonel D. C. llobinsun.who stated that the Governor would arrive in
tho city this evening, in order to review tho troops
of the First division ou Wednesday; Attorney-GeneralSchoonmaker, Dr. George L. Miller, of Xebraska;
Hamilton Wilcox, of Lowls couuty; A. V. It. Henning,of Niagara couuty; S. X. Wood, of Cattaraugus
couuty; Generul James 11. Pearsall, Henry J. Cullen,
and Senator Jacobs, of Kings county. It was stated
that an open letter had been received from John
O'Connor, of Wollsvillo, the prosident of the only
Knllv oliih in Allfiirnnv rnlintv in which tho writer.

In tendering Urn resignation, says:."In our local affairs,the men who have been encouraging the Kelly
movomout, who are republicans, have attempted to
detent the election of Irisbmen on our ticket. * * *

1 can bat look upou tho movement inaugurated by
these gentlemen only as a tail to the republican
kite and for the purpose of advancing the interests
of a republican candldatu for tlovernor." This Is a
specimen of the seutiuient expressed by the writers
of many other letters to which Chairman Fowler
caused replies to be sent. General James McQuado
said:."The reports of the cauvass come lu splendidly.Mr. Kelly may possibly get 8,000 or 10,000
votes in the State outside of New York city."
Mr. Fowler said to a Mehalo reporter:."To a representativeof this ooiuiaitteo Governor ltobinson

said yestcrdsy (in response to a remark that Mr.
Kelly's anger over the removal of Mr. Gumhioton
was because Tamiuauy Mall lost one-half of the fees
of tho County Clerk's oflieo by reason of his removal)that he also had heard that story. The
Governor told our representive that In that mattor
ho had no other course thau tho removal of the incumbentto pursue."

"RKrrsED TO ARIPE I1Y THE LAW."
Mr. Fowler thon read Governor ltohinson's words

as giveu in a special despatch front Albany, as follows:.
After having tbo proof of his flagrant violation of the

law in thu case, hail I not rmioTml hint I myself would
have beou liable to impeachment and would uavu
deserved it, for Mr. Giiiubloton was defiant and refusedto alter Ins course so as to abido by the iaw. Had be
ehown a willingness to obey the law when his faults were
shown him. I could have suspended the charges which
woie preferred against him. Charges were preferrod at the
samo time against Mr. Loew, tbo Kegistor. Mr.
Loew at once came up aud said tliut thu fees
exacted weie according to the schedule he found
In bis office upon taking possession and as followod by
hie predecessors. Hut if he was wrong in this ho would
alter the schedule. This he did, making one hi accordancewith thu law, nnd giving ino his writton pledge that
ho would abide by the changed schedule, and ne has douo
so up to this time. Consequently I exercised thu discretionvested in me and suspended all proceedings against
him. I have uo desire to remove auybady from office, but
Mr. Gumbleton acted in a manner eutirely opposed to Mr.
Loew. He was defiant in tho extreme, and contcudod
that because his predecessors had pursued the
policy that had brought him to Judgment, he was
entitled to do tho samo. The iaw which prescribes
the duties of county clerks.the law of 1H47.is plain,
minute and explicit. It declares what tbo fees shall be;
tliat certain books showing the receipts of tho otlico
shall be kopt so thut the income thereof shall bo known
to the public, and doclaros that at ail times these books
and all the records of tho office shall be open to the
inepectioti of the public. In nil of these things Mr.
Gumbleton flagrantly disobeyed tho law. Ilecxtortod fees
in excess of those natuud in tho law; ho did not keop
books which sot forth tho receipts and income of tbo
office as required by law; he refused to yield up the
books und papers of tho office for investigation. Ho
doflantly rejected any propositions to alter his courso. As
a consequence there was nothing left for mo to do but to
remove bitn. I should have as flagrantly lieglcotod my
duties and official until if I bad failed to do so. as ho hud
done. But this fact seomed to have uo consideration from
the people of Tammany Hall, aud thoir orators are misstatingand falsifying tho entire affair to their own ends.
Mo loss is it u misstatement and a falsification in their
connecting mo with tho manner in which Mr.
Thompson got possession of tbo office. When
finally all means to persuadu Mr. Gumbleton tu
obey tho law had been exhausted, I concluded
to remove him and appoint Mr. Thompson, who was representedto me as a most worthy man. I made out Ills commission.committed it to tho bands of a messenger to couvuyto Mr. Thompson at once, aud tlx)re my connection
with tho nffuir ended. Of tho subsequent events I had no
knowledge until I saw thorn recorded in tho mornlug
papors of New York city. Now, this is a statement of the
mutter upon which, so far as I cau learn, Mr. Kelly baaed
his bolt from the Convention.

Political Interview with

Governor Kobinson.

Mil. KELLY AT UTICA.

Squarely Assailing the DemocraticAdministration.

[B* TELIGBAI'II TO THK HKBALD.1
Dtica, N, Y.. Oct. 13, 1879.

Bofore leaving Albany to-day your correspondent
called on Governor liobinsou and bad % conversationwith hiin extending over a period of half an

hour.
"What do you tliiuk of the political situation?''

was the first question that suggested itself.
"1 don't think anything about political mattura,"

responded the Governor, who was looking well
and hearty and was tnore disposed to be communicativethan over I found him before.
"I don't think," he repeated, "snytning auout

political matters, for I leave all that to the people.
Ou tlio 4th of November I expect to celebrate iny

birthday, and If I am elected Governor the celebrationwill bo additionally bright; bnt if I am not
elected the fact will take very little away from the
cheerfulness with which I shall commemorate the
natal festivity."
"You don't seem, Governor, to core for a ro-oloction."
"I don't want the office, sir, and I nover would

have tukeu the uominatlon if it had not been for tho
attitude of John Kelly."
"What had Kelly got to do with it. Governor?"
"Why, Kelly put the democratic party in such a

position that it had to nominate mo and I had to acceptthe nomination. Ou tho day of election John

Kelly and his crowd will vote for Mr. Coruoll. They
aro not the men who will give away a vote, or even

half a vote, if ever they con utilize it for their

purpose."
THE PAItTY OH A SOUSPEH BASIS.

"But how will this contest alloct the p«t»r pursuedyour correspondent.
"It will place tho party here on a sounder basis

than ever it was on before. No mutter about tho
issue that is now being tried. That is ephemeral
and its influence is only for the time being, and the
great old dcmocratio party will survive the shocks
that threaten it."
"Of course you consider Mr. Kelly's action altogetherirregular?"
"Well, if tho Convention had submitted to the diotatiouof John Kelly it would have perpetrated an

act of the grossest cowardice, and nothing injures a

party more than the reputation of cowardice. There
was only one course left to tho party.either to submitto Kelly's dictation aud bow down to Tammany

circus that ever appeared in their region.

"Aint he a solid looking inau?" they wonld say, as
they gazed at the stalwart form of the boss of TammanyHall.
"That's just John Kelly, by gosh!" a man would

remark who had exhausted himself in contemplatingthe Tammany chieftain.
"You but he'll wollop that old fraud Hobinson."

remarked another, and thus the discursive conversationwent on.
I attended two meetings this evening, one of

which was held in behalf of Mr. ltobinson and the
other in behalf of Mr. Kelly, and I must candidly say
that Kelly had the biggest crowd and the most enthusiasm,and a thousand people can make aliidavit
to the same oilect.

IN TUB OPEBA HOCSE.
After supper Mr. Kelly and Ins frionds, accompaniedby Mayor Huckley ami a delegation of citizens

appointed by the John Kelly Central Association of
the city, repaired to the Opera House in carriages.
Tho streets in tho viciuity of the hall were packed
with people and the interior of the hull, from orchestrato gallery, was so crowded that standing room
was at a premium. At eight o'clock tho visitors,
proeeded by the Utica committee, mauo their
appearance on the stage, which was tho
signal for long and continued applause. Mayor
Huckley was selected as chairman, and. after a brief
speech, introduced Mr. O. H. Potter, of New York,
who reviewed the action of Governor Hobinson in
vetoing certain financial measures which were of
the moat supreme importance to the city. Assam-
bly man Grady was the next speaker, and discussed
at b ngth the principal cause of oppesitiou on the

man Hoiallan was introduced after Mr. Grady,
and was given a cordial reception. After lie had
spoken about thirty minutes the star of tho evening,

of those who have conspired to destroy

Lit. 1 would bo criticised tor saying anythingdisrespectful about an oppoueut, but
you bavo heard what Mr. Robinson has done. We
do right in guarding our interests. We stated our

objections at ttie Convention, saying that the pcoplo
of New York county would not voto for Robinson.
No attention was paid to our rrotest* or appeals.
Those who controlled the Convention had resolved
to nominate Robinson because they hud not tho
sense of children.

PRISON LAIKIil.
I might occnpy your time in examining the weak

points of Rohlnson's record, but will content myself
with saying 1 am at least as good a democrat as ho.
lie claims to have wrought reforms, especially in tho
prisons and canals. 1 would not deprive hlru of any
deserved credit, but leant see where the reform conies
in. lhfuro tho constitutional amendments were

adopted the prisons almost paid their oxpeuses under
the old ayateiu. The new system haa no advantages,
while it is ruining ami beggaring mechanics, and
tho contractors grow rich on convict labor at forty
cents a day. Two thousand hatters, l.iWl) Iron
moulders are thus idle, while thu wages of all aro
cut down. One contractor made #.">(«).issi last year,
but the Ntato received no benefit. Mr. Seymour lately
said that tho whole trouble begun lu the present
Superintendent'* bad theory of treating criminals
as if all were condemned for li'e. Mr. Kelly would
not advocate Idleness or anything inhuman. He
would favor the system ind irscd by reformers and
recommended years ago which would let convicts
earn tuoney even to help support their faminesand yet not compete with free labor. Tho
Governor may sympathize with the convicts, but
during the whole of hi* term he has never Yisitod a

prison.

Seldom was a more genuine and delightful joke

practised in the midst of a political convention torn

by bitterly contending factious than that which the
Ilobinsou men perpetrated at Syracuse, and which
was brought to a most laughable culmination last

evening by a grand formal banquet to "General J.

Washington Nixon, of Erie," at the Westminster

Hotel. It will bo remembered that one midnight, in
