HOW' THE "BOOMS" ARE ORGANIZED.

Sharp Campaigning in Tioga and Other
^Republican Counties.

CANVASS OF THIS RURAL DISTRICTS.

No Disaffection Among Re-
publican Farmers.

PROSPECTS IN ONTARIO COUNTY.

Owego, N. Y.. Oct. 14. 1879.
In my tour through Orange, Sullivan, Broome and

Delaware countiea 1 endeavored to hud some scintillationsof that wonderful uprising against Tildeu
and ltobinson so noted in the Canal ltlng districts of
the State. Booms of that character uro not at all

apparent in the sections through which I have just
travelled. Neither are they observable in Tioga
county, irorn which my present correspondence ia
indited.

POLITICAL THICKS.

To an impartial aiTd painstaking observer of politicalevents it is not a diillcult task to get at tho true
.nwarduess of such "booms." If we are to take republicanestimates and republican narratives as to
the nature aud extent of these displays the conclusioncould only be reached that Alonzo B. Cornoli
must be elected by at least 00,000 majority, Mr. John
Kelly drawing oil'over 150.000 votes from the regular
democratic nominee. Such Bentimeuts and reports
are doubtless admirably worked up throughout the
Stute. ltepublican leaders evidently spare neither
expense nor labor in creating a good impression.
Their local journals in all sections are busily engagedin this labor of love, whllo wirepullers behind
thu scenes leuvo no stone untamed in efforts to
befog the public mind on many prominent issues.
That the State contest will be a close one scorns to
my mind pretty clear. Of course the moro vigorous
boost" the Kelly boom can receive in the State the

better chance exists for republican success. Hence
the anxiety of republicans to manipulate tliundorand lightning for their Kelly sido show, which is
eipectod to so materially aid Mr. Cornell's canvass

on the 4lh of November next.
1 will give an instance of this style of political

wirepulling:.Whilo in liinghamtou I attended a

Kelly ratification meeting at Tremain's Hall. A few
minutes before the organization of the meeting a

band assembled in front of the Exchange Hotel, kopt
by N. L. Osboru, a Kellyito and formor canal contractor.The "Sweet By and By," the "Wearing of
the Green," "Garryowcu to Glory." a little sprinklingof "Pinafore" and other popular airs attracted
a crowd of several hundrod persons. Then tho
band headed for Tremain's Hall, followed by the
curious crowd. The hall was speedily filled
up. Major General F. U. Spinola, with a glistening,"brand now" shirt collar covering his
ears, and Assemblyman Thomas F. Grady were

the imported Tammauv actors, brought to convert
Broome county domocrats from the error of their
ways in support of Robinson. About seven hundrodmen occupied setts in tho room. It was undoubtedlya largo mectlug. Spiucla was greeted
with whistles, cat calls aud other interruptions.
Grady scarcely fared better, although the geutlomau's
eloquent speech and happy delivery brought down
the limine several times. I watched the audience

narrowly (luring the delivery of these speeches. I
will venture to assert that there were not twelve
Kelly votee in that room. The next morning, in
looking over the reports of tho "rally" in republicanlocal papers, I was amazed at tho headingsnud observations."immense Kelly meeting,"
"liobiuson's doom," "One thousand votes for Kelly,"
Mc. The true version of the gathering was tuily given
me afterward by a sensible countryman, who

said:."Why, the same crowd would go to a republicanor a liobinson meotiug. We haven't much to
amuse us in tho couutry, and these political sideshowsarc novel and entertaining. They suit us as

well as a circus, but they have little or no effect on
the voter."
Thus the "sentiment" is supposed to be worked

up. while many innocent people are fooled into tho
Idea thut a certain "boom" is rolling throughout
tho length and breadth of the State with fearful
velocity.

THAT DANOKBOIS REPUBLICAN DISAFFECTION.
It is not an easy matter to get at tho cxtout and

variety of republican disaffection as affecting tho
vote of Mr. Cornell. That such disaffection exists,
and that it will make itself felt on election day, is
patent from tho result of observations already made.
It will doubtless coiuo with tho "silent," quiet po
liticul wave so drcadod by machine politicians.
Whether it will bo effective in disposing of Mr. Cornellis auothor question. Leading republican politiciansand prominent business republicans with
whom 1 conversed deny that this movement
will amount to much. They concede, however, a few
disaffected individuals here and there.that is all.
liut when I get dow among the masses it Is different.For instance, while sitting in a barber's chair in

"Do you suave many republicans," I asked.

TllE UUX1DY SHIRT.L'NllRillIKN REPUBLICAN RANKS.

1 met three or four republicans bere who consideredit uuadvisable to keep up the "bloody shirt"
controversy. They thought the masses of the communitywere satiated with wur issues and it would
be much better to let theiu drop for topics more oou.genial w ith popular taste. Mr. Kastou also told tne

thai he had talked with several republicans wno
were of tho same opinion. Ouo remarked to him,
"I am heartily sick ot this continued attempt to

keep up sectional issues. It only disturbs the countryand keeps the thoughts of our people from more

protltable speculations."
Mr. Stewart L. Woodford was here some few daya

ago and delivered a lengthy speech almost solely devotedto the couaidcralioh ot uatlougl questions us
affected by the lato wur. Tho speech was a good
one, but some of the republicans described by Mr.
Eustou were not at all satisfied with it in consequenceof ita "bloody shirt" tone. The republicau
paper (Owego Timrt) compliments General Woodford
handsomely upon his effort. Among other things it
says:."His several visits to the South since the
war, during which he has made very frauk, direct
and noteworthy speeches at colleges, commencementsand other public gatherings, and especially
his recent attendance at tlm fumous Chisolm luur.Imstrial in MikhlssiihiI. oivtt luutuliar mcaiiinff and
weight to his thoughtful anil earnest words Tu regardto the Issues involved iu what is known in
national politics as the solid South."

A VKTK1IAK llEPUULICAS tlDITOU.
Mr. 'William Siuyth. editor aun proprietor of tlio

Owcgo Timet, occupied the position ot Superintendentof insurance before John h\ Smyth took possessionof this impartunt olliee. Ho is au enthusiasticrepublican and an able editor. He denies most
emphatically that a break can be found anywhere
among the republicans of Tioga county. "1 do not
know of a single individual among our ranks that
has declared his intention to vote for Uobiusou," he
remarked.
"Democrats with whom I talked hero express

themselves differently. They say there are several.v
"Did they mention names'/"
"Three or four, but X cannot now recall them."
"If you give me the uumos 1 will bo ready to answertor the postliou ot these gentlemen, as 1 know

them all prutty well. I have endeavored in my editorialcapacity to lay before the peoplu hero the issuesthat cume up in what was called the 'extra sessionot Congress.' I think we all understand the
attempts then and previously made by douthoru
ltuprescntativus to accomplish by legislation what
they failed to secure on the battle held. They ignolninlouslytailed, and their conduct has only resultedin cementing more tlrmly the republicans of
the country. They might have succeeded had they
been patient."
"You think that the 'Southern brigadlora' showed

their hands too soon?"
"That is it."

S1CNATOB WOODIN'S CANVASS.
Under the last apportionment this Senatorial district.theTwenty-sixth, composed of Tioga, Tompkins,H ueca and Cayuga counties.is hopelessly republican.The candidates now before the people of

this district ror their suffrages are William U.
vVoodiu, of Auburn, not unknown to fame in the
days of tho "lamented" Twoed, and George W.
Schuyler, present auditor of the Canal Department.
The charges against Wooilin are too recent to need
repetition here. The mam allegation was made by
Tweed that he placed some $-40,000 in the hands of
an intermediary to be given to Woodin,
so as to secure that gentleman's influence
tor tho celebrated New York city charter
ot 1870. Tweed further narrated several interviews
which he had witty Woodin on this aud kindred sub-

tioli of 1877, when the Senator was then again up
before the people for their suffrages. He solemnly
denied the Tweed impeachment, but withdrew iroiu
the Senatorial canvass, Theodore M. Eomeroy being
nominated in hia place. It is, of course, understood
in tho district by democrats and republicans that
these charges will be now again aud again brought
forward, but 1 have not yet met the ilrbt mun who
doubts tho Senator's success. It is not lor me to
discuss tho proposition as to the truth or falsity
ot these charges. It is probable that some

spicy developments may bo brought out in
regard to Ihem before the canvass is many
days older which may not souud well in the
ears of the party of "high moral ideas." If I ant In
the district by that time I may llnd it necessary to
again allude to them. Uue fact is clear, the republicanparty has hud no such talented representative
in the Slate Senate since William 43. Woodin retired
from public service. It certaiuly would be a pity if
visitors to tho new Capitol at Albany did not have
an opportunity to hear his masterly eloquence in
legislative debate next winter.
The Convention which placed Mr. Woodtn in

nomination as a representative in the next Senate
balloted oight.v-six times bol ore it could come to au
agreement. Each county bad a candidate of its own,
uud neither would give way. A similar deadlock
resulted to that which took place in Senator Huibert'sdistrict. On tlie eighty-seventh ballot, howover,this deadlock was broken, Mr. Woodlu being
nominated.

Do you notice any particular impediments in tho
way of Senator Woodiu's canvass?" 1 asked Mr.
Smyth.
"None at all. I think ho Will carry every county

except Tompkins. That, you know, iu tho home of
his democratic opponent, Mr. Schuyler."
"The charges will have no effect?"
"There uro two sides to that story. An effort was

made by certain enemies of Mr. Woodin to break
liiiu down, and they entered into a conspiracy tor
that purpose. They failed, however. Wiien I say
that he inav not carrv Tompkins count v I mav be
mistaken. That, too, you must recollect, is tho
homo of Mr. Cornell. Tho enthusiasm tor the head
of the State ticket may also send Mr. Woodin along,
so that he can here, too, secure a larger Tote than
Mr. Schuyler. Ills majorities iu tlio other three
counties are conceded. I know of scvoral prominentdemocrats iu Mr. Woodiu's own county.
Cayuga.who will vote for him."
"Charles N. Boss and other onti-'lllden democrats

I presume you mean."
"Yes."

MORK OR'KVANl'ES.
Oovernor Robinson must expect to moot with

the bitter animosity of Mr. Wheeler H.Bristol and
his particular lrieutls in this county tor one particularreason, as explained to me here. Last winter
tho Board of Audit passed upon a claim of some
$110,000 for breach of contract by the State on tho
KUtiira itelormatury Building. Mr. Bristol was understoodto he interested iu this contract.
Tito item was inserted in tho Supply bill,
and passed both branches of tho Legislatttre.When tho Supply bill canto bctoro
the Governor he quietly drew his pen across this
Item and sont It back to the Assembly with a veto.
Iu this action he was supported by an opinion deliveredby Attorney General Schoonmaker. The republicansiu the lower house fretted and turned over
tho action of the Governor, Mr. Georife B. Slo;iu
making a powerful speech in opposition to the conclusionsreached in the veto. But notwithstanding
their virtuous indignation the republican phalanx,
with ninety-seven solid votes behind them, did not
dare pass the Supply bill over the veto with tins
$tiG,liU0 item restored. The claim, be it just or false,
it is said will again be brought up next winter, in
order, as some republicans say in Owego, to give
"Governor" Cornell a chance to examine into the
matter.

A CANVASS OF THE BUliAB DISTRICTS.THE

CCKitEXT SETTING KELI.Y-WAKI).NO DISAFFECTIONAMONG TUB BEPWBLICAW FARMERS.
Geneva. Oct. 11, ls?9.

An Impartial canvass of the rural districts of the
State furnishes even inoro convincing evidence than
Is supplied by the rebellious cities of tho utter demoralizationof the democratic party and of the ileaperatecondition of Governor Robinson's prospects,
Tho only manner in which the large and admitted
detection In tho Robinson vote in New York, Brooklyn,Albany, Troy, Syracuse, Oswego, Rochester and
llutTalo could bo compensated for would bo by a

heavy transfer of republicans from Cornell to the
democratic candidate iu the country towns, smaller
cities and villages of the State. The groundwork
of tho hopes of the Tildeu-Uobiuson party has been
uii alleged popular enthusiasm iu favor of Governor
llobiuaou an an upright au(l economical executive,
whose vetoee have touched the popular heart by
reason of their blunt honesty, and wo have been led
to expect an uprising of tho farming population in
support of that candidate tnat would overcome all
tho efforts of hi* cnetniea to compaaa hit dofeat.
llut tho fact ia that ao far from there being anv evidenceof Much a movement lu tho rural diatricta, the
dissatisfaction with tho Hyracuse nomination, tho
deano to overthrow Mr. Tiiden now and forever,and the belief tli.it tiiu preaoiit trouble in the
ileinocritic party ia duo to hie aelflali lntriguna,
Hpread througii all tho towtia in the State, and will
muku a Hteady drainage from the democratic strength
lu nearly every election dlatrict. Here and there a
republican may bu round who for mine rnaaoti or
another will oaat a vote for Governor Hoblnaon, but
nowhere la there any indication of an important
movement of republlcana toward tho Hyracuno nominee.Home diaxatlsllod deinoerata in the country
towiiH will remain away from tho pnlla; others will
vote for Cornell, others for Kelly and othcra again
for XiOwlH If he ahonld remain iu the Hold. It ia iinqiicationablytrue that there la very little entliuaiaautfor their own cundidato among tho
republicans, and that conalderable apathy line
prevailed iu mutiy localities, both among tlio
republican loaders and tbo republican maeaoa. Out
they nevertheless appreciate the Importance of carryingthe State iu view of neat year'a Presidential
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contest, and tliey will steadily vote their ticket on
this account. It is impossible to discover any settledor far-reaching disaffection in the republican
ranks, and ceitaiuly it could not be thoroughly con'cealed if it existed. The plain fact is that the ropub|licau indifference can be and is being overcome,
while the deuiocratio rebellion cannot be supj
pressed, and the steady drainage from Robiusou in
the rurvl districts in this cart of the .State, at least,
seems eveu more threatening than the bold and open
Kelly movements in the cities.

AS ISSUE AUAINST KOHIXSON.

A singular element in the election develops itself
in Ontario county and the other counties in the
Twenty-eighth Senate district. Senator Hammond
was elected to the State Seusto in 1875 wheu Ontario
was in the Twenty-sixth district. He introduced a

bill which placod important safeguards about the
management of life insurance companies and materiallyincreased the responsibility* of trustees and
managers. The bill wus bitterly tought and was
defeated alter a hard battle. In 1877 Senator Hammondwas a candidate for rc-electiou, and it
is alleged that curtain life iuuuraucu companiesin New York.prominently one in which
Governor Robinson is uuuouiicod as a manager
sent money to the district and doleatetl him. The
people rau very much incensed against the companiesl'oc tliis alleged corrupt interference with
their Senatorial election. Mr. Pureed, in but paper,
the Rochester Uniun, directly charged the ottuuco on
a New York lite insurance company uud otiered to

£reduce evidence to substantiate the charge. In
ia annual message to the Legislature Governor

Robinson alluded to the subject of legislation concerninglite insurance companies, and, it is alleged,
glanced iudiructly at Senator Hammond's bill in the
following paragraph:.

"All experience baa shown that every legitimate
brunch of business is moat successf ully conducted
whcu left to the management of those who understandit, with their hands us free from and untrammelledby legislative interference us practicable. Tho
assumption that, intelligent business men do not
know enough to muiuigo their own affairs, and that
the Legislature should undertake the tusk for them,
is both erroneous uud mtschiuvous. Iullueuced by
this idea the Legislature, twenty years ago, establishedthe Insurance Department."

In taking this broad ground that corporations
should he left entirely free troni legislative iuturierenceGovernor llohiusou olleudud a great many personsin Senator Hammond's Senatorial district,
which is now the Twenty-eighth, uud includes
Wayne, Ontario, Schuyler and Gates. The sentimentin these counties is strongly against the encroachmentsuud abuses of corporations, aud it is
said that tlie incident connected with Senator Hammond'sdeteat, the association of Governor Robinsonwith life insurance companies, and above all,
the hold stand he took in his message against interferencewith the acts ot these aud other corporations,will lose him many votes in tho district withoutreference to the Kelly light.

VOICKS AT THE COUNTY FAUt.
A county fair is an excellent place for ascertaining

the political sentiments that are uppermost in the
county towns aud among tho farming population.
Tins lias ueeu uuuuij i»u n i.oii ui uouutd, >uu a lain

among tin; solid workers of the soil shows more reliablythan the information furnished by political
leaders how they stand all'ectod toward the political
partios and candidates. As a rule, thu republican
larmurrt expressed themselves as very woll satisfied
with the republican ticket.

' I never heard anything said against Mr. Cornell's
integrity," said a well-to-do and lutel igont farmer
of the town of Phelps, "and X believe he will make
quite as honest and curctul a Governor as Governor
Xtobiusou. The latter has done vory well, but lie has
shown bitter partisanship, and I think he has done
wrong in claiming all the credit for reforms secured
through the recent constitutional amendments. I
prefer a republican government, and at this time,
after the disturbing action of the democratic Congress,I think every republican is in duty bound to
do all he can to preserve the nation front falling into
the hands of the democracy, who will owe their victory,should they wiu oue, to the solid 8outU. I
know of no republican farmer In my town.who does
not thiuk as I do 011 these matters."
A democratic farmer from Manchester said:."I

shall vote for Lucius ltobinsou. I voted for him in
187(1, and while I don't liko the way they acted at
Syracuse in forcing this trouble in the party, I dou't
suppose he was responsible lor it. lie has made a

good Governor, so lar as I know, and I shull support
him. Some of my neighbors will vote against bun,
but I don't think they will all go for Mr. Kelly. A
few of them will, but I guess some will vote for Cornell,because they understand that the railroad corporations,and especially the New York Central, are

opposed to him. I don't know of any republicans
in luy town who will vote for Governor ltobinsou.
A few talk about not voting at all, but I guess they'll
go tor their own candidate in the oud."
"There is considerable of a Kelly feeling among

us," said a resident of Canaudaigua, "and I
shouldn't wonder if he got a good many votes. The
democrats are not satisfied, and some of them may
stay at homo. The republicans ain't doing much
yet, and 1 don't think they care much about the
election. But they generally turn out aud vote, and
I suppose they'll do so this year. I'm a democrat,
but.well, friend, I'll tell you how I voted if you
call on me after election."

llEI'UBLICANS AT GENEVA.
The republicans at Geneva are not as yet very

active about tlic canvass: but Colonel Prince, one of
the leading men among them, i.as only J nut got home,
and, km lio Maya, "there is plumy of tiuio for
work." Judge Muson believes that the full republicanvotu of thu county will be out, und Mr.
Hcmlup. thu postmaster, believes good work hau
already boon dono through thu mail*, although it
doua not appear on the aurfare. Mr. Z. T. Case wax

very much Uissutistiod with thu rupublican nominations,und at oun tiniu it w.ts uupposed that
ho might oppouu und vote agaiiiHt Mr. Cornell.
But he avowa his duturmiuation to support hi*
ticket, and declares that liu never contemplated
voting lor llobiiiHon. A well informed and active
republican denied positively tho existence ol any
utiti-Coruell movement in tho Senate district, which
ho KU.VM lie haa canvassed, and lie predicts that
Cornell's plurality over ltobinson in Outario county
will cquul the majority given to Judge Folgor.
This was 'J.2UU. Ah Morgan's majority over Uuhiubou
in i»7ii was only C7h thia iM probably an over-estimate.It may be safely calculated that Cornell's
plurality in tho county this year will be l,5oo. Tho
republican nominee tor the Senate, Mr. Lord, the
ex-Assemblyman of Yatoa county, will strengthen
his party in tho district.

TtIK KKl.LV MOVE'JKNT.
Although thcru haa been, as yet, no attempt at

organizing the Kelly movement in Ucuevu, it would
be lucorr«>ct to aay that 110 movement oxista. A
Kelly tculiug shown itself, and if there ahould be no
attempt to draw it out the result would l>c many
democratic absentees from tho polls and aoiue democraticvotes for Cornell. William \V. Wright, thoa
ex-Canal Commissioner; Jobu II. Mealian, .Superintendentot Streets; Daniel E. Moore, Canal Collector,
and other equally strong aud active democrats are
openly lor Mr. Kelly, Tho principal ltobinson men
are lukewarm, and There do not seem to be many
really zealous supporters of the (Jorernor in the
place. Mr. Barker, editor of tho Ga:rtte. Is doing all
in his power for the- party, but he has no harking to
help hnn in the work. In fact,Governor Itohiuson's
strength here, as in many other places, appear* to
l>e negative, while what Kelly strength there is, be it
more or leas, Is always positive.
Mr. Kelly will huvo votes In tieneva, w here W. W.

Wright is tulluoutiul; in Cauauduiguu, l'helps, liast
