Conversations with wove ral ot tlie leading RobinsouUouiocraia tu the city made it evident (bat the
more sensible uicu ou that aide do uot underestimatethe threatening character of ths Kelly move-'
went and are uoi disposed to make light of it.

"1 aiu worry," said one of these "to see a quotationiu the L'uimi to-day irow the Albany I/ .<)« ». allegingthat the Kelly clubs are only republican de|Toys, not up bt republican workers. .Such statementsonly do harm, bueauso where uieu know ditlereutthey impair coutioouce in the whole campaign. We
cannot win by deceiving ourselves or by insisting
that tilings are as we wish them to be. There Is uo

denying that the Kelly movement here is both
earnest and strong. Why. the Fee brothers' tiriu
supplies hundreds of smaii liquor dealers and hotels
all over this section, and they are active, enthusiasticmen, who will push the canvass in which they
have enlisted with great vigor and influence ail the
votes they cau reach."
"What do you anppoae has made the movement so

apparently strong hero?"
"Well, there has been general dissatisfaction among

our democrats Iorsome time. The men of real power
have been snubbed by the Aihauy leaders, and others
who have not claims equal lo their own have boon
taken into favor. Uy tniB policy jealousies and dissensionshave beeu fostered in the party here.
George H um s ouiy came into the democratic camp
iu 1S72 because the republicans would uot renominatehi in for District Attorney, was elected by us ou

u combination thsi year ami has held a fat othce
ever aiuce. Henry L. Fish hoi ten to tlie
republicans because he could not get u nomination
for Assembly, wus elected by them uud voted as a

republican all the session. These men are favored
at Albany, the latter is made Deputy Superintendentof i'ublic Works here, and they are incited and
helped to carry on a tight against our old and most
popular leaders, i am a regular democrat, and as
such support Governor ltobinsou; but I cannot
close my eyes to these wrongs slid, as I believe,
bluuders. Why, our City Convention to noniluate
il»i.wktus to Svraouso is a laroo body consisting of
tou delegates trom eacli of the sixteen
wards, or 100 in all. This year the antiliobiusonineu elected fully one hundrod
out of thU number, three delegates to represent
the Second Assembly district at Syracuse were
chosen, und resolutions wero adopted lustriu-tiug
the in to oppose the nomination of Governor liobiusou.The majority were uppealod to by the Itaiues
and Fish minority to give the latter two of the delegatus,urging that as there were instructions it could
make no ditterouce. For the sake of harmony this
was done. But at Syracuse the two delegates were
made to disobey the instructions and go for Robinson'srcnouiiuatiou. This was all wrong. Moreover
it was unnecessary, and has turned muuy good democratsIn the city against us."
"What do you think will be the Kelly vote here?"
"Well, 1 don't really know. It looks forinideble

now, but will, I hope, changu before election, l'urcell,in the Union, is making a good tight for Robinsou,and tbo otuer side have no organ in the city.
This may hurt them betore the canvass is over."
Mr. John W. Martin is oue ot the leading aud

most intelligent Robinson democrats in the city. On
the subject of the Kelly movement he said:.
"The movement lias started among us with much

enthusiasm, but I have great hope that it is
dying out. It may not be so numerous nere
as It is in Oswego, but I tbiuk more prominentand active men huvo associated themselveswith It here than iu any other place. My
opinion is that it is not to be despised, and I think
it folly to underrate its extent. Still I believe its
friends overestimate its strength. They talk of
getting 1,500 votes In the city. I don't think they
have more than 1,000 iu the county, and 1 do not believethey will increase."
"Do you find any Robinson accessions from the

republican rauks?"
"I shall be greatly disappointed if we do not get a

great number of republican votes for Roblusou in
tills City hdu county. luo ropuuucaus >10 uihbuc

fled with their candidate and quite apathetic as yet,
although their meeting to-night may rouse them up.
I have understood from good republicans that Mr.
Cornell is not confldeut by any means, and that he
rulios for success on the Kelly movement. Now, I
don't believe the Kelly vote will aid him to win,
provided it is cast tor Kelly. I believe that
Governor ltobinson with a united party
would beat Mr. Cornell by u0,000 majority.
I do not think Mr. Kelly can got near
00,000 votes. What 1 fear, howevor, is that some socalledKelly democrats, like the Lords and Jurome
Kuyos, intend to vote directly for Mr. Cornell. I
am satisiled, as a general result here, that with three
factors in the race, Kelly, Cornell and ltobinson,
Monroe county will make a good record in the election.But 1 fear that when the unti-ltobiusou men

begin to realize that the Kelly movumont is weakeningand that ltobinson is likely to win, they will
turn all their votes directly to Cornell."

KKLLY IN l'UU TOWNS.
In the town of lirecce it is conceded that Mr. Kelly's

vote will exceed that of Governor llobiusou. KxHupervisorPeter Larking leads the movement
there. In Hamlin, under the lead of James Cornea,
a rich farmer and iutluoutial democrat, Kelly will
reeoive a good vote. In Pittsiord, the homo of JarvisLord, his vote will also bu large. In most of the
sixteen remaining towns he will got some support.
In tho nine city wards iu which the Kelly men prevail
there were, in 1870, voters, lu the seven wards
carried by tho llobiusou men there were 3,004
voters. It is claimed by tho Kelly party that they
will obtain at least 2,000 votes in all these wards.
More impartial calculators concede them that numberin the county.

Tilt: ULPUBLK-'AN OUTI.OOK.
Mr. Fitch, tbu editor of the Democrat, the republicanorgan hero, believes that while thoro has not

yet beon much active movement among the republicansof Monroe, they will make a good report at
the polls and will pull fairly for Cornell. Ho far as

voting for llobiuson is concerned, while three or
four city republicans have declared their intention
to uo ho, there is not tins slightest foundation for
the statement that tbero Ik any poreeptible movementthat way, and Mr. Fitch believes that 100
votes will more than cover the number. Mr. E.
L. Pitta, the ex-Speaker of the Assembly,
is the nominee for the Senate, and is
a popular man. Mr. Pitch states that the republicansrecognize the fact that while Mr. Cot-null's
associations have been objectionable ho is himself
singularly free front uuy taint of a public character,
aud during the most heated newspaper controversy
not a word bus been uttered against his personal
integrity. This is very creditable to Mr. Cornell,
aud is helping him gradually into favor. It
is also remembered that he set his face
firmly. as Hpeaker of the Assembly, against
bad aud corrupt legislation. Mr. Fitch regards
the Kolly movement as earnest and important,
embracing as it does tho most earnest democrats in
the city. He believes that, having three weeks in
which to warm up, the usual republican vote will be
out and will be cast for the party candidates. If the
farmers' alliance is going' to take any republican
votes it must be in the western towns, and the independentrepublican movement insugnrated in New
York has no vitality here. Robinson is being hurt
by his record as tho champion of corporations. In
tact, in Mr. Fitch's opinion the republican prospocts
are bright, aud he is certainly doing all heoan in his
paper to help on the cause.
To sum up the situation here, It appears that

there will be some republican votes for Robinson In
the county and about or nearly as umny democratic
votes for Cornell as well. The vote will be about
wliat it was in 1870. Kelly will get about fifteen hundredvotes in the county. Morgan's majority over
Robinson in the city »nd county in 1870 was 1,477.
Cornell's plurality over Robinson will be 2,600.

Oswkoo, N. y. Oct. 15. 1879.

The Kelly parly arrived here thia afternoon at
about Ave o'clock from Syracuse. A delegation
from the Kelly Club, of thia City, wearing bine ailk
badges inscribed in gold letters, "Tammany Hall;
for Governor, John Kelly," met them at the

depot, and a wort of informal procession waa formed
and Mr. Kelly was escorted to the Dnollttltf House
by a pilscellancoua crowd of hla admirers,
who indulged in a froe and easy and
very audible criticism of hia appearance.
"He's a foine, likely lookln' man," aald ono;
"he's a great sight to see," said another; "he looks
as it he could wax Kobinson," said a third.
"There he is," cried ono person to his
neighbor, "with hla high ahtrt collar,"
pointing out General Hpluola and all along the
way from tho railroad station to the hotel the
whole talk of the people on tho street was about
Kelly. The party registered at the hotel in the
following order:.John Kelly, Orlando 8. Potter,John H. Stratum, Maurice F. Holahan,
Thomas F. Graily, General Hplnola. John
IJ. llaskln and Felix Mcdoskry. Tne hotel
had no moore room to spare than those engaged for
the Kelly parly, and several of the newspaper tnen
hud to souk quarters elsewhere. Delegations had
come into town from the surrounding country and
made sleeping accommodations scarce.

GOVERNOR ROBINSON.

BIS EXCELLENCY SERENADED BX THE MEMBEBS

OF THE YOUNO MEN'S DF.MOC'BATIC CLUB.

Governor Robinson spent yesterday at the BrunswickHotel up to half-past three o'clock, when
he entered a carriage and drove to Sixtyfifthstreet, where his staff were waiting
for him. About two o'clock the sidewalks
in tho neighborhood of the Brunswick
and Dolinonico's were filled with people anxious to

get a glance at the Governor, and at four o'clock
they were almost impassable. When ho appeared
there was a general excitement aud crush to get
nearer the carriage. The windows along
hifth avenue were filled with sightseers, and
as the Governor appeared shout aftor shout
went up in %is honor. After the review he was conductedto Delmonico's for dinner by the oifiocrs of
the staff, and, although the serouado by the Young
Men's Democratic Club was not to take place until
half-past ten, the streets were then filled with people.The edges of the sidewalks were llnod with
young men waiting for the Governor and
the band to arrive, and at ten o'clock Captain
Williams and a platoon of police put in an

appearance. The members of the Young Men's
Democratic Club followed in large numbers, and
took possession of tne Governor's room and parlors.Ladies crowded the balcony from which ho
was to speak, and the entire onter edge was covered
with flowers. Bouquets of enormous size and every
possible design were thrown in heaps In his bedroom.and it was almost impossible to move in any
of the apartments without steppiug ou a basket or
a pillar of roses.

simple but most important official duty, which was
to review the First division of the National Guards
of the State of New York. It is proper for me
to say that the ruview has more than mot my higbcat
expectations. (Cheers for Kelly and hisses.) It has
shown a degree of improvement and efficiency in
the discipline of the National Guard which brings
it nearer to pertectiou, as I believe, than any
other organization of citizen soldiery in the
world. It is an honor to evury man and
soldier connected with it.an honor to this great

(Cheers.) It will bo a happy hour for the citizens
of this crest metropolis when everydepartmentof tho municipal administration
can show the same perfection and fidelity
which prevail in tho National Guard. I thank
you again for this mark of attention to myself. In
bidding you, fellow-citizens, good night, let me also
wish for you and your fellow-citizens all the prosperityand happiness which follow upon wholesomelaws and their good administration."

Wales, Geueral Horace Porter and Elliot 0. Cowdin.
Collector Merritt sat in the body of the hall, facing
the speakers. The walls were profusely decorated
with the national colors, relieved at intervals with
the flags of Germany, Prance and other European
nations. Mr. Luther K. Marsh, having been called
on to preside, expressed inn regret at tne anaence

-of Mr. Hamilton Pish, who through illness waa preventedfrom occupying the chair. He alluded to
tho dissension in the republican party in thia city,
and aaid that all should lay aside their persona] predilectionsand vote together, or otherwiae the party
would be shattered.
Mr. Edwards Pierrepont, ex-United Htates Attorney

General and ex-Ministor to England, having been introducedby thu chairman, said:.
"The Presidential contest opens with this canvas*,

and when the vote of New York is counted on the
4th of November we can protty surely know
whether a republican or a Confederate will
be thu next President of tho United Htatos.
Momeutous issues hang on this result.
perhaps the issues of peace or war."
The speaker called attention to the "slxty-flvu Confederatesc.Idlers" in tho liouso of Representatives,
who, on the 4th of last March, "took their places
to legislate for their conquerors, and block
the whoels of government by withholding supplies."
bpcaklng of the election contest in this btate, he told
the meeting that without New York the Confederates
have no chance of victory, and that without it the
republicans have no better chance. In portraying
some of the results that may rollow a loss of New
York to tho republicans by the possible election of a

democratic President, do predicted general distrust
about the financial question; aud also that a (lainand would be made by the 8outh that tho treed
slaves should bo paid for. Hoverting to history, he
mentioned William tho Conqueror, as being
the natural son of tho Duke of Normandy,
by Arietta, the handsome daughter of a

tanner, and how when William hold his
sruiy before the revolted town ot Alonyon, the
besieged hung rawhides along the walls of the town
with the jeering cry, "Work ror the tanner I" adding
that tho revilors perished before tho conqueror's
fiery onset as stubble before thu flames.

Hut if ho Is so called he will do it
thoroughly. This allusion to General Grant elicited
great cheering trom the audience.
General Hanks having been called upon delivered

a fiery address in wiitch lie fiercely arraigned the
Mouthoru leader- and urged his hearers not to let
the government pass into the hands of tho Mouth.

names were received than on the first dsy, and about

equal quiet prevailed at the places of registration.
There was nothiDg to indicate along the streets that
an important political duty was being performed
throughout the city save the inelegant quadrangularpiece of paper which Indicated to passersby the places of registration. Through-
out mQ xoreuouu sua uuhuk tuo ai iciuuun

the inspectors and the solitary policeman who was

on duty under their control had a sleepy, lazy, time
of it, and when yarns were exhausted they reclined
on the hard bottom chairs supplied to them as well
as they could, rousing themselves with something
of a business-like air when some citizen came in to

give a satisfactory account of himself. It was

rumored early In the day that some of the inspectors,for one reason or another, had resigned.
When this became known at Police Headquarter*
the Commissioners immediately held a meeting
knd filled the vacancies with gentlemen willing to
act. It was understood that the substitutes appointedwero mostly Tammany men. At No. f>7H

Eighth avenue, iu the Twenty-seventh election districtof the Fifteenth Assembly district, only two inspectorsput in au appearance yeatorduy morning
and, consequently, no names were registered there.

MB. MC'HKLL AT WOBk.
The distinguished gentlemen, Augustus Scliell,

ox-Judge Joseph W. Uosworth and others, who were
appointed, wero all in their places, patiently going
through their clerical labors. Mr. Mcholl was visited
at his new quarters in the barber shop. No. 7 West
Broadway, last evening and was fouud engaged in
carefully scrutinizing an application. When this
patriotic act was flulxhod the reporter asked him
how he found the situation to bo progressing.
He replied that everything was going on very harmoniously,and though the numbers wore noigroatcr
than might be expected, still be believod that the
whole vote of the district would be polled.

"It is rather a wearisome job?" said the reporter,
interrogatively.
"Oh, no," replied the Sachem, "there is quite an

attention to business required."
Mr. Schell was then asked it he meant to sit it out

nntil nine o'clock, when he very quickly replied,
"Of course."
As tar as could be learned from a canvass in the

evening there must have been a much greater registryyestorday than on Tuesday of last week. It
was uoticeable that during tho dinner hour, between
twelve and one o'clock, the greatest number of
voters put in an appearance, and again between seven

and nine o'clock in the evening. There must have
been some unusual efforts made this year to induce
the Oernian element to come to the front and preparethemselves for election day, for lh tho Oerinan
districts an uuusually large number of this class of
citizens acquitted themselves of the preliminary
dutv. In some of the (iurman districts nearly all the
voting population has been already registered.There was au utter absence during
the day of anything like commotion or disturbance.The business went on, up town and down
town, in a perfectly matter-of-tact sort of way.
It seemed to be understood generally that thore was

but little use iu attempting fraud or trickery, so that
the inspectors had a sinecure except as far as concernedthe mere toobnical labors of registering
names and addresses.

OBITUARY.

WILLIAM WILT DECHERT.
Intefligonce has been received of the drowning,

near Sau Jusn, Porto Blco, of Mr. William Wirt
Dcchert, a civil engiueer, of this city, while he was

attemptiug to cross the ltiver Louisa on horseback.
Mr. Dochert was boru at Heading, Pa., in 1834, and
was a descendant of old colonial settlers. His grandlather,Robert Porter, was for many years a judge
in Pennsylvania. His groat uncle. Mr. Jamta M.
Porter, was one of Tyler's Cabinet, and another groat
uncle was Governor of Pennsylvania. Mr. Dechert, in
his short career, was engaged in no less than twelve
important railroads in this country, Mexico, Honduras,Cuba and Porto Blco. He was first emp oyed
on the Catawissa Railroad In Pennsylvania and afterwardon the survey and construction of the Camden
and Atlantic and West Jersey roads. At twenty-two
he was made vice president of the old Camden and
Amboy Railroad, under Mr. Edwin A. Hteveus, but
shortly after joined Colonel Talcott in his great Mexicanroad froiu Vera Cruz to the City of Mexico.
Having to leave Mexico on account of a revolution in
1857, he assumed the engiueership of the upper part
of the Central Park. Ho, however, in 1858, in conjunctionwith the late Colonel M. O. Davidson, sailed for
Cuba, and was occupied on the Havana and Matanzas
Railroad, afterward being made chief engineer of the

of Cuba. Ia 1863 be again returned to Mexioo. anil
was made principal oxeiHtaut engineev of the Vera
Cruz and Orizaba Itailroad, and when Mr. Lyons, ths
chief ouginoer, was killed by the guerillas, Mr.
Dechert was auvanced to bis late position.
He soon after returned North, and was
connected with some lead mines iu the
northern part ot this State, but in 1865, when
the English and Mexicans formed the Imperial
Mexican ltailroaa, he again returned there and had
charge of several divisions ot the road, on one of
which was the great bridge across the ravine of the
Metlac, about three hundred and seventy-Ave feet
high. Mr. Dechert was in Mexico during Maximilian'sshort roign, and liatLmany opportunities of seeinghim and Marshal Dasaine In connection with the
military forces required for the protection of the
rosd, bat on Msxiinlan's death Mr. Dechert returned
to tho United States and wau engaged on the constructionof several new avenues in Wostchester
county. Ho resided for tho last live years of his life
lu Edgar Allen Poe's cottage, at Fordham.

IIEN'KY JOHN PHILLIPS.
Dr. Henry J. Phillips, who died In this city en the

10th Inst., was born tn London, England, on Ootober
2,1830. He studlod modicino In both the London
and Paris colleges, and ultimately graduated from St.
Geor, e's Hospital, London. He served with distinctionon the medical staff In the British army during
nearly the whole of the Crimean war. He came to
New York at the breaking out of the war in this
country and served in the volunteer army as
surgeon from its commencement to Its end.
In 1866 he was appointed asaistant surgeon
iu the United States army, and In that capeoltv went
through the Sioux and other Indian wars. During
this camnaliin he contracted rheumatism, which
ultimately deprived him of the sight of one of hla
eyea, and at the time of hia death he waa about to be
placed on the retired list. He had been vlaiting
friends at Euglewood, where he caught cold. Pneumoniaensued, and ho died after an lllneas of only
lire days,

JOHN U TUI'PER.
The recent death, at Rugby, of Mr. John L. Tapper,

whom the AOunatm calls "one of the ablest draughtsmenof the day," is announced. Some twelve years
ago Mr. Tapper, who was educated at the Royal
Academy schools, studied originally as a sculptor
and waa selected to teach drawing at Rugby school,
so that It might become with the scholars more
than a genteel accomplishment. He was aftorwsrd
appointed curator in oharge of the school museum.
For many years previous to hia advent at Rugby he
was principal draughtsman in (lay's Hospital. As
an art writer he produced several much appreciated
papers, Including essays and poems in "The derm."
