A TERRIBLE STORM PREVAILING.

Rawlihs, Wy. T., Oct. 15, 1879.

The Indian war critics at the Kast, who are always
tester to say something to the detriment of the
army, might learn their . B. C.'s in campaigningby joining Merritt on the warpath tonight.Tho rain of yesterday ceased last night,
and in its wake came a bleak wind sweeping
over all this mountainous region lying from seven

to ten thousand feet above the level of the sea. At
this moment, when the theatres on Broadway are

aglow, when goutlemen are just quitting the dinner
table and hundreds of barroom loungers in
New York, Boston and Philadelphia can tell you
much more than I can about the situation. At the
front a fierce snow storm has usurped the sceue

from here to Iferritt's command. Five or six inches
of anow have fallen at ltawlins since nightfall, and
the wind is piling it Into drifts in overy canyon.
The troops expected at Bock Creek, eighty-six

miles east from here, on the Union Pacific Railroad,
reached there to-day, bat the snow scurrying westwardcame ao thick that at three P. M. a telegrsm arrivedhere saying it was impossible to load tho animalswith the command on the cars. Increasing in
velocity, the wind is now blowing the snow at a rate
that forbids all travel.

DIFFICULTIES OF THX SITUATION.

despatch which arrived this afternoon from the
Interior Department at Washington, and Intended
to inform Oeneral Merritt of the Mission of CommissionerAdams from Denver to Chief Onray
and other Ute authorities, was ordered to be
tent from here by courier at onoe, but
the officer on duty at ltawlins has not yet
taken the responsibility of murdering a courier
by starting him on such an errand, oven if he
tould discover ouo willing to go. The tempest
thus prevailing suggests additional difficulties in
lonnsction with the present campaign. For tho
last three years the winters between here and the
White River Agency have been comparatively open.
The previous winter of 1875, however, was a
bad one, compelling everybody who traversed
the region, including the mail carriers, to
use snow shoes. In 1873 Frank Ernest,
a freighter whom 1 have questioned to-day, in companywith Colonel Brackett, who is to commandthe next relay of troops, started on
October 0 from Rawlins for, the agency
with several wagons loaded with heavy freight,
and was thirty-two days on the way. Ue
reports the posses were encumbered by snow at this
very season, although the valleys wero comparativelyfree from it. Should the storm raging tonightcontinue thp attempt' to furnish GonsralHerri it with even tne temporary supptles
he needs would be seriously Impeded, but evon
of the troops at Rock Creek, who sro to escort all
these supplies, reach here promptly and are able to
make their way south without serious interruptionowing to a let up of the prosent storm, other
storms ore liable to occur which might effect a
blockade between the troops and Rawlins on any
d*y.

have deserted White Ittvor.

The information, which ooiucs by way of Indian

runner*, who are In communication with Chief
Douglas in thu mountains, is that when thu luaasacruof Agent Mocker aud Ills men took place the
white wonieu, comprising Mrs. Meeker aud her
daughter Josephluo, and their attendants, were

iiuartured in a ditTuroiit building. One ot the maraudingIndians started to enter this building. He
wo* shot dead upon the threshold by nue of the occupants,who is believed to be Mies Josephine
Meeker.

he i* cautious in furnishing information, and particularlyc*reful not to say anything that will betray
the whereabout* of hostile* or assist the soldiers in
their search for them. These runners do not know
tho name of the Indian whom Miss Meeker ahot.
AL1 agree that the Indian who was shot was a tail
man with big beard aud black piercing eyes. It is
not supposed that it was Chief Jack, although this
description tallies with that of the most notable of
tho outlaws.

XNCBOACHING MIXES* IK PANGEB.

The greatest uneasiness is felt here concerning
the situation of the miners on Gunnison and Eagle
rivers, of whom there are fully a thousand scatteredabout the Indian reservation and adjoining
oountry, poorly armed. Au organization has been
effected at Ruby and at Gunnison. At the former
place M. M. Curtis, who has spent his life among
the tribes and has had much experience as interpreter,is in charge of the company which has been
organizod on the White River.

MOVEMENT* OF THE INDIANS.

Curtis' opinion of tho Iudians is valuable. He
estimates the population of the reservation, includingthe Uiutahs in Utah west of the White River
Ageucy, who are likely to combine in case of trouble,
at 7,000. He states that all tho districts cannot
muater more than 3,000 fighting men. The White

three hundred warriors. According to the last distribution,about a year ago, the loaders would probablybe Chiefs Douglas, Sanwick, Jack and Colorow.

EFFORTS VOH PEACH.
General Charles Adams has been designated by

Secretary Schurs as a Commissioner to treat with
the Utes for peace. This appointment is made in
accordance with the proposition of Ouray recently
reported in the Trlq/ram. Adams is now a Special
Agent of the Post Office Department, and was for a

great while agent at Uucompahgre. He is a man in
whom Chief Ouray has every conddenoe.

OP PEACE.VISIT OP AN AGENT OP THE POST

' Denver, Col., Oct. 14, 1879.

I have just had a talk with Ocneral Charles Adams,
who has boon appointed speoial commissioner by
the Post Offioo Department at the request of SecretarySchurz, and lcavos to-day for the Uncompahgre
Agency, whence ho will proceed northward. Ilia instructionsbeing to flncl the hostiles, he will leave
for the north on 8unday morning, taking with him
I it l,r> will nn >. ,1 it nnt wh-tm

Ouray may name. His first demand will be that
the women be surrendered, and the next that their
arms bo given up. Ho is also instructed to meet
Morritt, and in case either demand ia refused he
will doclare the Indians hostile, and Morritt will
then pursue his own courso. lie has nothing to do
with negotiating peace, that boiug an aftor consideration.Xo alternative being left to the Indians
but to comply with the demands, if they do so

those who provoked the trouble will bo demanded
and Justice dealt to them. He expects to find the
hostilos on Grand lUvor and to reach them by next
Monday.

GOVERNOR PITKIN'S VIRWB.

I asked Goveruor Pitkin to-day how he believed
the war would terminate.
"I believe," bo replied, "that Ouray will be made

largely instrumental in restoring pooco. His friendshipto the whites cannot be doubted, and he can

yet do a great deal to control the Indians."
Being further quostionod, the Governor intimated

chiof, in fact, of .all tho Utea, which is his groat ambition.While the Governor knowa Ouray personallywell, and thinks a great deal or him for what
he has done for the whites, he believes that he
is atill a hotter friend to his Indians than to auy
ono else, lie must know that his Indians havo
been to White Itivor and taken part in tho hostilities,
yet he would not say so, because, in the first place,
he would shield the Indians, and in the second, he
would not havo his people seen in an unfavorable
light. He is shrewd enough to know that hostile
demonstrations on the part of the Utes increase the
chances for their removal, and to know that when
they go ho must go.

COLONEL gilukht'b command.

A despatch from Hear ltiver, dated the 11th, states
that Colonel Gilbert's command had reached that
point and waa thou marching forward with all haste
with tho hope of reaching Milk Creek in time to join
Merrltt in the march to the agency. The advanco
guard ot Gilbert's command had chased some Indian
scouts and tho correspondent reports thut Indian
spies were constantly seen on the hills, right and
left. Quito a heavy body of snow fell on t)ie Kth and
it is feared winter ban set in.

AT THK AOKNCT BKVOBX THK TIGHT.
Colonel John W. Htoole, wlio went to the agency as

inspector for the Post Office Department, and who
was one of the last to visit the agency, has written a
letter to the Denver Tribune detailing his experience
on the trip, and giving the last interview he had
with Mr. Meeker. He first visited the agency in
June and found the Indians hostile and suspicious,
burning timber, atcHltng stock aud continually off
the resorvstiou. On tho 10th of September he waa
agalu sent in ou account of disturbances on tho mail
route, naviug noon wm out troni too department at
Washington. He wn* frequently interrupted iu his*
travel" by Indiana, who told hint be must go bark,
but pushing forward bo arrived at tbe agency at nix
1'. M., wlicre bo round a number of ludiaus, and
many of thoin greatly oxctted. Unsays:.

1 noon learned that tbe agent (Mr. Meeker) had a
abort timo before my arrival beon violently assaultedby a Ute chief named Johnson, and severely
if not dangerously injured. Tbe white laborers
told me they bad been bred on wbilo ploughing in
a bold uud driven to the agency buildings; but thuy
wore not much scared, as they thought the ludiaus
only wanted to prevent the work, and tired to
frighten them. Finding Mr. W. H. l'ost. the agent's
chief clerk aud the postmaster of White Hirer, in
his office, I proceeded to transact my business
with hlui. White engaged in this tho Indians
begun to congregate in tho buildiug. Mr. Post introducedme to tho chiefs Uto Jack. Washington,
Antelope and others. Uto Jack socmen to bo tho
leader, and asked ino my naine and business. 1
told him. lie then Inquired if 1 caino from Fort
Steele, ami if tho soldiers were coming. I replied
that 1 knew nothing of the soldiers. Jsck said:.
"No 'fraid of soldiors. Fort Steele soldiers no

light; Utes lionp light."
He again askud my name and when I was going

away. I replied, "In the morning." Jack said Iliad
better go pretty quick. I offered him a cigar, ami
repeated that 1 would go in the morning. He then
inquired for Mr. Meeker, and aaid to Mr. Post:.
"Utes heap talk to lue. Utes say agent plough

ifo inure; li tea say Meeker must go away. Meeker
aay to Utes, 'Work, work, work;' Uto no like
work; Ute no work; Ute uo school; uo like school,"
and much more oi the same sort.
Jack asked Mr. Poat when the ludlau goods would

be issued, and Mr. Post replied. "In two moons."
Jack said that goods were issued at the Uuoonipahgre
Agency ; that four Indiaus had come lroui there aud
told him. Poat replied, "I guess not."

CAIMK or PIHBATIsrACTION.
Mr. Post said to mo:.
"Jack's band got mud last week because I would

not Issue rations to some Uintah litis who had cotuu
here, and all tlio bucks roused to draw their supplies.

The squaws drew for themselves aud chll-

I naked If tho idInera wore not making trouble with
tbo Indiana, and l*oat replied tbat ho bud not hoard
any a<ini|>lalut trom tun Indiana about minora;
tlint lliujr wore kepi off tlio reaurvatlnn ami mado no
trouble. Tito whole complaint of tho Indiana had
boon about ploughing tlm land and being mado to
work aud requiring the children to go to acbool, mid
that very recently they hail ahown pre it anxiety to
have tho Indian gooda diatrlbiitod and coiuplalnodabout that; tliut lie could not dlalrlbute tbo pooda,
as they had not arrived at tho agency.

Mil. mkkkkh'* nmaim,
Mr. Meeker cauio in for a abort tlmo while wo

wore talking. About eight oVIook I wont to hia
quartern and found hiiu propped up iu hia arinohair
with plliowa, evidently aulfortiig aoveroly trum injurloaroceivod from the. uaaault of Chief Johuaou.
Alter a abort tlnio Mr. Meeker aald:.

I came to tuia aeency in the lull belief that I
couid civilian those I'u-a; that I could teach thom to
bocoinu nelf-eupportlng. I thought I could cataiillah
aolioola nini intereat both Indiana mid tlielr children
in learning. I have given my beat olforta to thla end,
al way a treating tlicm kindly but firmly. They liavo
eaten at my table and received Chuttnuvd kiudt oaaoa
from my wife and daughter and -*11 tho employe*
about the agency. Their cnmplalnta hnvo boon
hoard patiently and all roaanuablo rcqnontn have
been granted thorn, and now the man ror whom I
have done the moat, for whom I have built
tho only Indian bouae ou the reservation,
atul who liaa frequently eaten at my table,
haa turned on mo wltnout the allghteet provocation
and would have killed me but tor the white laborer*

EIEKALD, THURSDAY, OC
who got mo away. Ho Indian raised his hand to preventthe outrage, and those who hail received continuedkindness troiu myself and family, stood
around and laughed at the brutal assault. They are
an unreliable and treacherous race."
Mr. Meeker further aald that previous to this asaaulthe had expected to nee the discontent die out

as soon as the annuity gooda arrived, but he was
now somewhat anxious about the matter, lu reply
to au inquiry he said that the whole complaint of the
Indians woe against ploughing the laud and against
work and the school. I told him 1 thought there
was groat danger of an outbreuK. and I thought
that ho should abandon the agency at once. To this
ho made no reply.

utk jack auain.
Shortly aftor Ute Juck came into the room where

we were sitting uud proceeded to catechize lue nearly
as belure. He then turned to Mr. Meeker and repeatedthe talk about work, and then aeked the agont
if ho had seut for soldiore. Mr. Meeker told biin he
had not. Jack then said. "Utes have heap more
talk," and left. During the conversation Mr. Mooter
said tliat Chief Douglass was thn head chief at that
agency, but that he had no followers aud little influence;that Douglass and his parly had remained
on the reservation all the summer and been
friendly to the whites; that Celorow, Ute Jack,
Johnson and their lollowers paid no attention to
his orders and had been off the reservation most of
the summer; that Chief Ouray was head chief, but
bud lost his influence with and coutrol of the NorthernUtcs. I again urged on him the danger of remainingat the agency, when he told me lie would
Bend for troops tor protection. During this conversationtho Indians had remained around the
agoucy buildings making much noise.

AN INDIAN WW-1VOW.
About ton o'clock I wont to tho quarters

assigned me for the night in the storehouseoffice. Soon alter this tho Indians began
howliug and dancing in one of the agency buildings
and around the agent's quarters. About midnight
Mr. Meeker attempted to quiet them, but was only
partially successful, aud thn red devils made it exceedinglyuncomfortable for mo most of the night.
1 was told in the morning that the Indians had a war
dance. Those who described the scene are all dead
now. At day light the bucks had all disappeared,
and after breakfast I called on Mr. Meuker in bis
room to bid him goodby. He told mo he had writtenfor troops, and requested me to telegraph for reliefas soon as I reached Rawlins. After bidding all
goodby I mounted my horse and, not without many
misgivings, started for Bear River.

un ilie ruiuru trip 10 uur uiver i met many Indiansgoing to tba agency (or the laaue of rations.

Several of the bucks hailed me. bat X hadn't time
to stop. At the traders, in the canyon, I found severalIndians purchasing supplies. At the crossing
of Howard fork, thirty miles from the agency, I
met throe Indians, two of whom I saw at the agouoy
the night before. They stopped me and inquired
for ammunition for Winchester rifles. I replied,
"No sabe," and after detaining me for nearly one
half hour I persuaded them to let me pass, and
reached Rawlins without further incident worthy of
mention. I immediately telegraphed and wrote
Oeuoral Sheridan the condition ot affair at White
River, and received his reply that aid would be sent
at once.

TH* PROVOCATION.
As the Eastern p ipers, the Secretary of the Interior

and others are seeking for some provocation for this
outbreak J may say it w*s not owing to tba enoroochmentof miners, for there are none nearer
than Habn's Peak, 100 miles away. It was not the
settlers, for thore are none nearer than Bear River,
fifty miles from the agency, and they are scattered,
and their only safety for life and property has been
in retaining the friendship of the Utes. On the
other hand, these Utes have, sinco early summer,
been off their reservation a distance of from fifty to
two hundred miles; they have destroyed all the timberand grass they could; have destroyed the propertyof miners near Uahn's Peak and burned the
houses and hay of settlers on Beur River; they have
killed cattle belonging to settler* on Bear and Snake
rivers and terrorized that whole region. They complainedonly that Father Meeker urged on them the
benefits of civilization.

ALL QUIET AT LOS PINOS.LYING HUMORS IN

COLORADO.THE WHITE WOMEN AND CHILDRENFROM WHITE RIVER AGAIN REPORTED

SAFE.
Washington, Oct. 15, 1879.

The following telegram was received by the Indian
Bureau to-day

Los Finos. Col.. Oct. 11. 1879.
To tho Commissionicit or Indian Arrauui. Washingion,D. C.:.

All Is quiet. No danger of troable from Indians,
eitner uoar or remote, unless precipitated by evil
counsels and conduct of whites, who seem determinedto m&ko trouble. Newspapers and the very
atmosphere of Colorado are full of lying
rumors. Tho secret of all this outcry
and those false rumors can bo found in the
popular text, "The Utos must go." The white
women, children, money and papers are safe with
Mrs. Meeker. All will be sent here as soon as practicable.Some employes aro believed to bo alive.
Tho soldiers have boon reinforced. Provisions and
water are plenty. These items are obtained hers
from runners from White Blvor.

NEW MEXICO INDIAN TROUBLES.
APACHES UNDER VICTORIA 8TILL ON THE WAS

PATH -MURDER OF CITIZENS IN MESILLA

VALLEY.ATROCITIES PERPETRATED.CITIZENSORGANIZING AND ASKING SUPPLIES.

Despatches received from Santa Fe indicate that
the Apache Indiana under Victoria have not been so

completely whipped as was indicated by military
reports a few days sgo. After committing numerous
uepruuauuua »uu uiuruunug wuiuo bulij people in

Mesilla Valley in the early port of September, Victoria
took his station at the head waters of the Lashnlmas
Blver, where ho afterward ropelled the command of
Captains Dawson and llrier with lose. Major
Morrow thou took the field and routed
Victoria, who took refuge in the Mongolianmountains. Mujor Morrow expressed the beliefthat he would attempt to make his way through
Burro Mountains to Mexico. He believed that he
had sufficient force to conquer Victoria, but thought
that two months would be required to do so, saying
in his report:."Victoria is evidently determined to
fight it out on this line and so am 1."

MASSACHKS or CITIZENS.
Nothing was heard either from the Indians or soldlorsafter the 1th until yesterday, when news came

of a massacre of citizens near Hillsboro, the scene
of former difficulties. The despatch states that
the Indians made their appearauce in Mom Ilia
Valley last Saturday and continued murdering and
fighting. On Saturday and Sunday a party of
thirty men were attacked by ahont one hundred
Indians, and so far hut one oacapo is reported.
Nine men aud two families, with the exception of
two persons, were killed at McEver's ranch, fifteen
miles from Hillsboro, the women being outraged
previous to the killing, aud tho bodies of the men
were burned. Lovd's ranch near by was burned
aud several Mexicans killed.

INDIAN TACTION.
It Is believed that the Iudiaus scattered before the

advance of the soldiers and again consolidated in
the roar, committing the doprodations reported. It
is stated that Victoria was not personally In command,
but it is believed he directed tho movements of the
murderers. It is thought the Indians have boon
reinforced from Mexico. There aro some three hnuilredaud Arty soldiers in tho fiold and authority has
been granted to uulist twenty-four Navajo scouts.
Companies are formitig at Las Couces and Mexilla.

A WAR MKKT1NO.

Yesterday a war iiieutlug was held in tho office of
Governor Wallace in Santa Fe and a committee of
safety appointed. Tho territorial officers joinedwith'Governor Wallace and have tolegraphed to the
Secretary of War and Geueral Pope for rutious for
600 men for sixty days.

Among an extensive liat of com*
positions, involving an interpretation of the ldatl
of mo many groat masters, it might have been
expected that aoiue <iuention would arise aa to hie
conception or rendering of some one pannage here
or there, producing the impression that in cer«
tain selections he failed to he completely aatiafao-
tory. Almost every one with musical la*
tiucte lias some personal musicml bias or

prejudice, some flrruly rooted individuality
of opinion which warps their judgment. As to th«
general conception of a master's composition we may
all agree and be as one mind in all main details, but
hero and there we have our Ideas.sometimes almost
unconsciously.of some bit of coloring which we
miss if we are uot accorded it by the interpreter.
These special impressions or prejudices
are oUen so light that wo almost fail to
rocoguize or admit their preseuce, but they
are still operative on our like or dislike of the performer,and we are more or less governed by them
inourfiual judgments. Again, when £ rapid suo*

cession of musical contrasts are presented in a
varied selection of composers, the musical coutrasta
deepen the opposing effects, and we are apt
to thiuk the coloring too strong. Herr Joseffy's
large audience, largely mimical and professional, *u
calculated to produce the effect first above mentioned,and tbo varied programme was oquallv cab
cuiutod to question bis evenness of color. To secure

an absolute success.to effect a complete triumphrequiredthat he should interpret the muslo
so excellently that his oouceptiou would
overpower all other opinions wherever they clashed

most profound impression from the first to the last
note he touched, end carried the entire audience
with him, securing a complete and absolute

SHOOTING AT A THEATRE.

Baltixokx, Md., Oct. 15, 1879.
John M. Nelson, the medical student who was
