COURTNEY WITHOUT A BOAT

His Practice and Racing Shells
Cut at Night

Ugly Charges of Attempted
Bribery.

HANLAN'S TIME, 33M. 5G 1-4S.

Tb« Hanlan-Courtney race U over, Edward Hanlan

having rowod over tho course aa a walk over, doing
the whole five miles in 33m. 66148., the fastest time
on record for that distance. The cause for Courtney'sfailure to appear on the course was that his
practice and racing shells were sawed almost in two
last night. The whole thing is a disgrace to professionalsculling, and may be considered the end of
Charles Courtney's rscing career. The fact that
Hanlan made such fast time settles the question of
his superiority over his American opponent as on

oarsman. Disappointment and chagrin is the universalfeeling, and tho few thousands who came here
in hopes to see a good race go homo feeling very
sore at the suspioious work accomplished in Courtney'sboathouse. Neither the Canadians nor

the Americans feel satisfied; for Hanlan is made to

£ feel some of the odium as well as Courtney. It was
a most miserable end to what promised to be a

notable race, and will do great harm to boat racing
for somo years to conic. The best thing Courtney
can do is to break all his boats at home, and hereafterstick to his carpenter shop, for sporting men
cannot bare much confidence in him or bis intimates.

tux story ox the boat cutting.

Meeting Mr. Blaikie, the referee, near bis quartersat ten o'Qlock, be informed me that news bad
just come from Courtney, to the effect that bis boats
bad been sawed in two. Jumping into the Hebaiu>
cab we drove up to the bouse and found Burt
Johnson and ltobert Larmon on the lawn, talking
to Captain Hubbell, one of the judges selected for
the finish. Mr. Blaikie called all three toward the
barn and began an examination.
"What is all this about the boats?" said he.
"Let Bob Larmon tell you the story," remarked

Captain Hubbell.
"Well," said Larmon, at a nod from the referee,

"we locked up the boathouse at six o'clock to go to
supper. There was Charley, 'Prencby,' Burt here
and mo. Charley took a hammer and drove a nail
over the hook on the door next the water, and we
locked the other door with a padlock. After supper
I said to the boys, 'Let's go down and buy a pool,'
and we all walked down, loavlng Charley at the
house with the family. We came back about
half-past eight and found Charley playing
euchre with some of the folks. Burt and me then
started for the boathouse to stay all night. We
found the door all right, unfastened the padlook
and went in. Burt W6nt in first, and noticing that
the water gate was partly open, went down to fix
It. As he passed the practice boat he exclaimed,
'Holy 1 this boat's cut.' I Jumpod to where
he was standing and saw the boat had been nearly
eut in two. Bunning over on the other side of the
well, I found tilat the racing "shell had alao
been sawed, bat not so. much. We found that
the iron nail that Charley had driven over the hook
had been broken off. There was room between the
doors when shut to let an oar pass through. We
looked around and found tho saw wo had in tho
boathouae ever since coming here lying in the water
and left it there. Burt and I then sat and talked tho
matter over. Looking at 'Frenchy's' boat, which
was hanging up overhead out of the way,
we saw it had not been touched, so coneludedthat after all Charley could row in that
boat, and as Charley was then, no doubt,
asleep, wo decided to stay where we were until daylightand let him rest. At half-past five we went up
to the house, and, waking Charley, told him all
about it." 1 omit the questions of the refereo duringthis inquiry, as they aro sufficiently indicated by
Larinon's statement.

THE MUTILATED SHELLS EXAMINED.

Mr. Blaikie then asked for the key of tho boathouse,as he wished to examine the boats, when he
was surprisod at tho coniession of Larmon that he
did not know where the key was. lie remembered
relocklng the door, but had forgotten what had been
uuuc wiiu iuu lev, uoruouiu j>uri aoiiinoii icu. 11117
also stated that nobody belonging to tho Courtney
party bad boon noar the boathouse Hluco flvo o'clock,
ao that there was no telling what condition tho boat*
Were in. On reaching tho buathoaao, accompanied
by Mr. Brister, Mr. Bloikle examined both boata.
The practice shell wss lying on two stools, bottom
up, on the right hand side, and six feet four inclioa
from the stern it hsd been cut through with a saw,
from the silk covering on the right side of the boat
right through to within an inch of the loft gunwale.Tho racer was cut on the keel lino to
depth of three inches. Tho practice boat was cut

almost at right angles with the line of the keel, whllo
the other had been sawed so hurriedly that tho cut
was at an oblique of nearly three Inches from end
to end. There were scratchos on tho hull, showing
that the saw had boeu used by a nervous hand boforo
the tool hsd gone into tho psper machine. Tho saw
was flshod out of the water and found to lit
the rude gashes in the boats. Mr. Blaikie then
examined "k'ronchy" Johnson's boat and found
tt intact, but tho braces of tho outriggers were not
like Courtney's boats, nor oa wido in the reach;
naithcr was the slidoas long as the mutilated shells.
Shaking his hesd tho reforoo loft tho boathouso to
the inspection of tho public. On reaching Courtney's
quarters wo had an Interview with Charley. Ilo
seemed much out up and said that ho could not row

in Johnson's shell, nover having boeu iu it but once

I repeat these remarks because they were not privateand for the reason that, though professional

jealousy may have promptod them, they show how
the professionals stand on the question. Fully
three out of live of the men 1 heard talking to-day
expressed the belief that the cutting was not done
by a stranger to the boathonse, while the others
thought that the Courtney party were to blame in
leaving the boathouse unguarded for nearly three
hours, as they-say they did. As your correspondent
was bound to sift every statement to the bottomand view every sign impartially, he is
constrained, as a faithful writer, to say that
the circuinstauoes surrounding the case look very
bad for Courtney's fair tame, and though the verdictmay be an unjust one I aiu satisttod that the
word "guilty" will hereof er stand against the record
of tins ruce. The taot is that the job of cutting the
boats was too clever, aud the actions of Courtney's
two friends in telling their story too dramatic. I
am sorry to havo to say this, but affairs at the Courtneycottage during the forenoon wore not at all
pleasant for the admirers of Courtney. There was
too much mystery even to the representatives of the
press, who only came to learn the real facts.

THE lUdrKHEKg DECISION.
Mr. Blalkie made his appearance at the depot immediatelyafter the interviews, as above detailed,

were over aud iuformed your correspondent that he
had consulted both Bides; that Courtney held to the
opiulon that a postponement should be hod, while,
on the other hand.

The course
being clear Uanlau was culled out.

HANLAN'S KXT11AOltlllNAltY WALK OVKIt.
The word "<io" was hardly uttorod before HanIangot his blades in with a solid grip and

was off, not at any spurt of 3d or 10
or 11, as when he beat Elliott, but at a simple
31 stroke. Instead of heading up alongside the
Hags be veered off to the southwest, aud
opened the gap between him aud the flag line wider
and wider at every stroke, until by the flrst quarter
lie was actually all of '200 feet sidewlse from tho
flags aud still working out more aud more. The 31 of
the flrst minute had dropped to 31 by the third, the
watch saylug about 2m. 45s. as he passed the flrat half
milo, uiue seconds slower than when he won the
British championship. Uunuing up again to his
31 stroke, he rowed in hotter form than ho
has yet shown on this water, in that he held his
head up much better and' got its weight ou all
through. His tendency to slice the water with his
blades showed itself constantly. But look!
Why, 'there, he's stopped! Yes, indeed, stopped
rowing and not at it again for several seconds, remindingone of the photographs so common or hint,
where he is sitting in his boat, calmly tanning himself,with poor Elliott tugging hopelessly on behindhim. There, he is oiT again, and his
flrst mile is covered in 5m. 53s..last time
oven on this dead, flat water.while he
tarns liis head and keeps a sharp lookout
for a mail ahead in a skiff, who ia yelled otf the
runrao ut last from the referee's boat. Just aeo
where ho ia! Why, ho luuitt be going aalioro, for
lie ia nearly live hundred foot inshore irom the
Hags, and atlU working further away. Ha<l Courtneybeen there beeido him you would have seen
steering tliat would have been something like.

if he'a in good condition, so llanlan, atter these
frequent casings up, is Jpff again with new
life ami daah, and more than utouea for all he has
lost, and stays fro-her for the rest of the work.
Notice how he does his work. Ia thore anv ot this
vicious grip at the beginning.the "catch" so
familiar to all whoever reads the account of his
Kuglish race? Not at all. Indeed, ho hesitatesabout getting hold, rocks his
boat not a little, and his stroko is

CHARGES AND COUNTER CHARGES.UGLY STATEMENTSBY BOTH SIDES.

He also said something about his (Hanlan's)
being pig-headed; I didn't say a word, but let him
(Ward) do all the talking. I was suffering terribly
that uight from a boil, and had Just had it lanced
bofore 1 left home by Dr. Fordyce, of Union Springs.

Mr. Brister at once asked mo it I
was prepared to meet their views; told him
that I understood their views were that Courtney
was to win the race, and would not start under any
other condMntpi. He said they were prepared to give
ino half of tho prize If Courtney were allowed to win
and that Courtney would give Hanlau a letter
to that effect, and he requested mo to
draft a letter, which I did, aud wrote on a telegraph
blank.

in the proposed agreement. Gave him the
draft of the proposition to allow Courtney to win
the race by paying Hanlan $3,000.

TILTING IN PHILADELPHIA.

SMiimtD NPOBT BETWEEN MARYLANDERS, VI*

GISIANS AND PESNSYLVANIANS.
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The tonrnament which was begun to-day at tht
Permanent Exhibition Ground, aa a prelude
t'e the Yorktowu contenary celebration,
was entirely successful. Tho preparations not
being completed as early as was expected, the
riding did not begin until after four o'clock, so that
only part at the day's sport was finished. The
eourse or lists extended about five hundred

^'foet along the lawn, parallel with the south
aide of tho Centennial Building. From the
npper end of tho courso to the first arch is 240 feet
Of clear starting ground. Tlio second, aud whlca

the horseman passes through. Is eighty foot beyond
the first, and the third and last arch eighty
feet below. The second marks tho end
of the 300-foot course, which must be run

by knights inside of ten soconds. This is a rulo
which was not too rigidly adhered to to-day. Suspendedfrom the top of the arch by a slender wiro
and hook, the steel ring, just the size of a silver
doliar, hangs on a level with tho horseman's shoulders.These rings must be speared and picked from
their book by the knights at full gallop.

"
A PBltnl SIGHT.

The arches were gaudily dressed with flags, and M
the small battalion of horsemen trotted down the
course on their V spirited auimals the field
presented a very pretty sight. The Virginianswore the Continental suit et blue^
lined with buff, and throe-cornered hats*
Tho llarylunders wero attired in tho cavalry suits
of green, with slouch huts and plumes, while the
Pouusyivaniau8 wore buckskin suits and caps, borne
of the best natural riders in the country were on
the field, aud the first hour spent in practising
nt tho rings was perhaps as pleasing to
the spectators as tho tuoro serious sport. The
Marylanders aud Virginiaus brought their horses
with them and they were well mounted on some ut
the swiftest and surest horses to bo found in the
country.

VICIOUS HOUSES.
The 1'ennsylvaniaus were not so fortunate 16 the

way of hortu-s. Those animals who could be urged
to a requisite speed had a ragged gait, which precludedauy proficiency with tho spear. A good many
ugly horses have be n tried since the arrival ot the
kniirhts here, and not a few accidents have occurred.
Uue horse iu particular bailie tlie skill of a uumbel
of riders, and finally w. a taken in hand by P. A
Hcaggs, a jouuk uiau froui Prince George county,
Mil. lie was a beautiful rider, and was probably
right in saying that very few horses in
the world could throw hi:n. Hut this Pennsylvania
horse was one of the tew. Alter some uitliculty ha
managed to ride the animal up to the upper end of
the course. She started down toward the arches
at a rnn which few horses could follow,
Mr. Scagg» had to watch the h >rse so closely that
the rings were uugleoted. After coming through
the third arch with its powerless rider the horse
shot luto the air and came down with legs as stiff as
a three-legged stool, liofore the knight had recoveredfrom his surprise enough to pick himself off
the neck of the auininl its hiud legs rose, as it
seemed to thu lookers-on, almost perdeudicularly,

andMr. Hcaggs left tho saddle with territto
velocity. He came down on his hip and arm.
and was carried oil' the track by his frionds. Ho
bones were broken, owing perhaps to the softness
of the earth, but the untortnnate rider was injurled
internally so seriously that he was sent home before
tho tournament began.
