In 1575 the negroes of
the middlo belt of Georgis pluuned an insurrection
that was to cmbrace soveral countes sud utterly
woeed out the whites, ‘These plans were ais

to organizing all through the blsck belt. Shaw
put himself at the hoad of his little band of despors-
does, which lhe pamed the **Georgis Tigers™ and
went to work a8 & sort of pairol and regulsting
squad. There is no telling what demage was done
duriog these days of disturbance, as the eonntry
was full of fugitive negroes and armed squads, but
oothing ean be lesrned definitaly,
quieted down, however, it wus discovered that Shuw
and his crowd were still organized and were plunder-
ing und kilidag. They operated upon the edge of a
swamp, and it was tapossible to detect them, Tho
nogroes wers driven out of the suction that they in-
fosted and wvaluable plaotations were thus
rendered almost worthless, One day Celonel
MoComb,’ who owned one of these places,
rveceived aun aponymous letter, telling him
#hat if he would look in an old well on his plnce he
would find tho skeletons of threo men who had been
missing for some time, and that the skeleton of an-
other missing man could be found in o creck noar
by, where it had been anchored down witn stonos,
The lotter turthor said that Mike Shaw snd his crowd
waore the murderers of these people, and that they
bud beon killed for the most trifling cause, two of
them simply becanse thoy bad worked two days in
the corn field of Shaw's ganyg and it was cheaper to
kill them than to pay them. A sesrch was made and
tho skeletons were found aa deseribed, Arrests of
tho whole gang wero belug planned when it was re-
ported that Mike Slaw's wife bhad beenm found

in her bodroom with her skull crushed in—mur-

dered. A hall-witted boy swore that be saw Shaw
bimself kill his wife. He said that he caunght her
by the hair on the piazzi of the Louse, buat lier over
tho head and shoulders with a bludgeon nntil she
was felled to the floor, and then dragged her into the
bouse, leaving o treail of blooa tho way. Imme-
dintely after they hod dissppefred in the houso n
pistol shot wns heard and Shaw came runuing out.
Bhaw was put npon trial, convicted and atter long

¥ was hanged for this murder. His gang was scat-
tored and demoralized, sud some of them hid out in
the swamps. It {s supposed by many that they arve
oonnocted fn some way with tho prosent disturb-
ances, although they are locsted in a different part

of the county.
A REIGN OF TENROR,

One of the mysterious poiuts of this whole mat-
ter is that it is imponsible to definitely place the
responsibility of the bloody work that is now boing
doney The people will not talk about it, and & perfoat
torrorisn s estublished in the troubled distriot.

The circumstances of tho late troubles are these:—"

Dr. J. A, P. Robaon is & physicisn living near the
lino of Hancock county. He is @ perfectly foarleas
man; has hod nis nerve tested often, and has nover
flinched in an cmergency.

be did not desist he would be burned out and kuled.
He Enuuml Ltk way despite these warnings, sud one
night ho saw that his sawnidll was in flawes, He
Alressed hastily and ran toward thoe mill for tue pur-
pose of putting out the five. Just ad soon as he came
within the circle of light e was fired upou from the
buslics and s bullet or two sent through his clothes,
He hurriedly fell back into the dark and returped

iv neighbors, attracted by the fire, huprried
scross the country to belp save lis properiy. As

soon sk they reached the light they, too, were fired
upon, and retreated. The mill was consumed, and
the gang then departed.
