Mgr. Ctocki, the newly appointed Pupal
Nuncio ut Paris,lias presented bis credentials to
President Urtfvy. Algr. C/.aeki said that he
counted upon President Grevy's kindness and
the support of liis government to bring about a

perfect agroemunt between the Church and
State. The union of Church und Stute, he said,
was the best protection for their common interests,and to afford n mutual satisfaction of those
interests was the principal aim of his mission.
President flrfvy replied that the maintenance
and strengthening of the good relations existing
between France and the Holy Sec was the objectof constant solicitude to the French govern-
nest.

mile*. All the inhabitants under his jurisdictionwill be required to surrender their arms

Within a week on pain of death if they fail to do
so. Rewards will be paid lor the denunciation
and conviction of any person concerned in the
massacre of the British embassy. The restric-
tiou* against newspaper correspondents accompanyingthe British ariuy in Afghanistan are

now withdrawn.

FI.OOD8 IN HI'UN.

Sir Garnet Wolseley is at Pretoria, where he
has publicly declared that the annexation of
the Transvaal is irrevocable. The committee
of Boers have adopted a resolution tliat nothing
will satisfy them but the restoration of independence.
how great britain repays the boers fob

their forbearance at a critical period.

The lloers have played their cards badly.
They have been clamoring for independence
all the year long. Souie mouths ago they
assumed a vcrv determined attitude, and at one

time threatened to keep Sir Hurtle Frere us

hostage at Pretoria unless their demands
were granted. At that time 20,000 Boers
had pledged themselves to support their
leaders by force of arms if necessary
in demanding independence from England. But
the leaders permitted themselves to be bamboozled,and this at a time when, if they had
added their might to thut of the Zulu King, it
would have gone hard with the British Hag.
Three companies of British infantry garrisoned
the entire colony during the past six months,
and every possible soldier iu South Africa was

needed to fight Cetywayo. Then, of course,
was the golden hour for the Boers. During the
Pretoria gatherings iu April last, when England
had already suffered her first reverses at tho
hands of. Cetywayo's Zulus, Sir Bartle Frere
was sent ti parley with the leaders Kryger and
Joubert, and Sir Bartle induced them to draw
up a pefitiou to the British government containingan account of their wrongs and theirdcuiuuds.
In forwarding this petition to Eugluud Sir
Bartle Frere said:."And looking to tho beariug
and temper of the committee whom I met.ineu
of positiou in tho country and respected, pud
leaders who have, siueo the earliest establish-
meut of the Republic, taken a prominent part
in the government of tlio coufitry.I think I
may say that their representattain* are worthy
of your earnest consideration.'' But, the war

in the ltufi'ord road, Fairfield, Liverpool, and left hor
homo on the afternoon of Wednesday, the 3d of September,lu order to i>ay a few tradesmen's accounts
In a district known as Islington and in I.imo street.
Iteyoud tho fact that tho young lady was subject to
fainting fits thoro would appear to bo no reason why
it well conducted uirl of eighteen year* should
not leave her homo without escort to pay bill* and
rail upon her friend*. Shu was recognized la
the oninihti* by the way of Went Derby road, and
directed it to atop clone by the King'* Monument, in

the London road. This was proved; for, aa it happened.ahe wan recognized while In the oninibu*,
and when it stopped wag aeon to pa*g down one of
the atroeta off the London road, which would be the
shortest but poaaibly not tho moat dcslrablodirection to Islington. From that momentwhen tho oninibu* stopped and Miaa
Kd ward* wua ob*erved hurrying along on
her errand aho had, according to all available
evidence, been aeon by nobo ,y. At lallngton or Llmo
stre. t aho never arrived; tho bill* were not paid and
the trienda unvlaltt d. Thirty day* purged away, and

graph, "that this virtuous young lady hail boon detainedin some low don ot Infamy, will make every
honest man burn with Indignation. Thoto havo
been such eases, and there are believed to bo such
cases now In the great city of London itself. There
are probablv at this moment, both til Loudon and
1U l'srls, girla firmly tied to the stake of iiiiamy,
who may cry out in their agony, hut arc unable to
get telesao. Threatened with murder, watched at
the door, robbed of their clothes, they
would lead a life of dally death, until
ahainolcssnesa or despair or drink drown*
their troubles and accustoms them to vlco.
For, easy as it looks to escape, how can they obtain
their freedom? Their Jailers are relentless, their
visitors do not darn to release tliom, lest, by tlio
scandal, tliay accuse thomselves. Wo do not say
that tins is the solution of tliu nivstory, but, at any
rate, it Is more charitable to believe lu coercion than
III deceit."

WOMEN AND THE DUELLO.

Labouchere Escorted to His Officeby a London Crowd[by

cablz to the herald. 1
London, Oct. 16, 1879:

When the Clerk of the Guildhall Police Court
called the libel case of Messrs. Luwson and

Labouchere, the jouruuliHts, this morning, every
(scut allotted to spectators wuh occupied, and
every inch of standing room behind the bar was

covered. Sir Robert Cardeu took liie Beat

u]hjii the bench at noon. Sir Robert was

for a long time Senior Alderman of London,
and is the dean of the magistrates' guild in
those courts where tho civic authorities still
hold jurisdiction. He is a man of large and
imposing presence, bis white silky hair and
beard giving him the patriarchal upi>eurance of
a lawgiver of old. The crowd had to wait for
soino little time for the coming of the combatantsuud eagerly discussed their personal ap-
peuranco while it waited. Mr. Labouchfere's

figure had long been familiar on

'Change, and few of the city men in
court had forgotten his street encounter,
waged some years ngo in this vicinity
with Mr. Sampson, the late financial editor of
the London Times. Mr. Lawson is better
known iu tho Parliamentary and journalistic
world than in tho neighborhood of the Stock
Exchange. Nevertheless, his paper is nowhere
so widely rend us in the business quarter of the
city, and it is safe to say that a great pecuniarycrisis would hardly have excited more

interest than tho present personal squabble.
BUZZ ! THE ACTORS ABB CQMINO.

Mr. Lawson was the lirst to arrive. lie sat

op the attorney's bench, immediately behind
his counsel, Sir John Iiolkcr, the Attorney General,and Mr. Poland, Q.'C., of whom the latter

prosecuted on behalf of the Treasury. Mr.
Edward Levy Lawson is a man of medium

height, but inclining decidedly to embonpoint.
lie has a light mustache uud slight
side whiskers. He was dressed iu

mourning, and is plaiuly a man of much nicety
in his toilet. Mr. Lubouchfere followed. As he
entered tlie court he threw a glance of great

,,nnn l.Su ,......wwl a
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a look of equal disdain. Then Mr. Lubouchhro
dropped iuto u scat among tbo reporters, whom
ho greeted with a pleasant nod. Ho is a well
built man. His jetty beard is tinged with gray
and be is almost bald. He is certainly a most
inoffensive person in appearance. He bears no

mark whatever of the recent encounter. Some
little time was lost in preliminaries, during
which the spectators jostled each other in their
eagerness to see the heroes of the bruwl; and
then, catching sight of nothing but two quiet
and very neatly dressed individuals, almost repentedof their curiosity.

At length the Attorney General rose to open
the case. Sir John llolkcr is sure to command
immediate attention, no less in Parliament than
intheluw courts, although his massive build and

good uutured lace give him ruther the look of a

successful farmer than of one of the shrewdest

lawyers ut the English liar. He recounted ut

some little length the Duily Telegraph'*
policy with respect to Mr. Gladstone
uud the Liberal party. lie did not defend it. It
was no duty of his, ho said, to stand sponsor
for a newspaper's views; but it was necessary
to the understanding of the charge that the
Court should know from what cause it originally
sprang. Sir John then entered 011 the subject of
Mr. Laliouehfere's long series of attacks, and read
the obituary of Lionel Lnwsoti, which hud
lii'im iiiihlishcd ill Truth. eiiuiliiisiziiiir the imir

MEXICO.

RETURN OF SENOR BENITKZ TO THE CAPITAL.
CONGRESS ENGAGED IN ELECTION INTRIGUES.

Havana, Oct. 1G, 1879.
The steamer City of New York, which arrived this

morning from Vera Cruz, brings city of Mexico advicesto the 5th lust. Sefior Bcuitez had returned to
tli<! capital. Tbere were great demonstrations upon
his arrival. The partisans of Seilor licnitcz aro not
numerous, but they are active aud noisy. Congress,
in secret session, accorded parts of the Btates of
Chihuahua, Duraugo and Cohahuila, including the
entire mining district of the Uierru Mojada, to l>e
erected into a federal torrltory, remaining under the
jurisdiction of the federal government until the
question ot boundaries shall have been definitely
settled by the said Status. Some of the newspapers
allege that this act is unconstitutional, hut it
appears to he the only remedy to preserve order
and proveut conflicts of the local authorities. Congressappears to be altogether eugagud in election
intrigues, laying aside legitimate legislation. The
public peace is uninterrupted. The Diario Oficial
denies that Mexico is taking measures to renew relationswith Franco. Typhoid tuver is raging in (iuadalajara.Destructive inundations havo occurred
in Tabasco, where the loss caused by the destruction
of coru, cacao aud tobacco crops is estimated at
$1,UUU,U00.

country or this continent, on Jho subject? It is
doubtful. Wo arc ot the opinion that no benefit wUl
accrue, but that harm may.

LEGISLATIVE CUKICUi'TION.

POSTPONEMENT OF THE TBIAL FOB BRIBERY AT

IIAUKI8BUBG.STRANOK CONDUCT OF THE

JUDGE.

The Attempt to have the trial of the Legislature
riot bribery case postponed was successful to-day.
Judge PearHon, who had so absolutely Insisted that
they should bo determluod the first week of court,
beginning November 17, agreed to a continuance of
one week. The defence wore given moro time on

the strength of a letter to Judge lVaraou, from oxAttorneyUenoral V. Carroll Drew*tor, one of the
principal attorneys employed by them, stating
that other engagements would seriously iutorfero
with his appearance for his clients at tlie time fixed.
The general impression is that the counsel for defence
cjipoct to save tho alleged corruptionists by their repealedpostponements. Although Judge l'oarson
declared to-dsy that nothing should bo allowed to
lnturfero with tho trial on the Jlth of Novuiuhnr,
there is an spprolienslou that still rurthcr time will
he granted tho accused. The Judge first charged
with severity against legislative corruption; second,he agreed to a postponement and indicated
his desire to have the detendauts tried at a apoeial
term In October; third, lie receded from this positionaud appointed the third Monday In November
for the trial; tourtli.hu gave the defence another
Week. These numerous concessions are looked Upon
with much dlstavor by thoae who want legislative
corruption made odious.

GENERAL MERRITT ON THE MARCH TO GRAND
RIVER.NO BXONH OK THE INDIANS OR NEWS
OF THE WOMEN AND CHILDREN.DIFFICULTIESOF TRANSPORTATION.COST OF THE WAR.

Rawljns, Wy. T., Oct. l»i, 1S71I.

In response to a despatch sent by the writer to
General Crook at i'ort Steele, requesting the teuor
of his despatches received to-duy by courier trom
General Merritt, the lulluwing response in at this
inomeut receiveJ by telegraph:.
A letter. dated on the Ritli iust., from the White

River Agency, written by General Merritt, su>s that
he (General Merritt) baa given orders to move next day
for Grand River, and that he ultimately expected to

bring up ut Uncoiuapahgore Agency. General Merritt
adds, however, that a aevero atoriu had set in and
that he would have to wait for Colonel Gilbert's
command to arrive, which he expocted on the followingday. General Merritt transmit no news in
addition to what ho has previously seut.

THE WOMEN AND CHILDREN.

There is news in regard to the women and ohildren
who wero at the agency.
The above despatch from General Crook to your

oorrespondeut shows that Merritt, who in his last
despatch seemed to await Instructions, has takeu
the bit in his teetli and is determined
to go ahead if ho can without further instructions
added to his geueral ones. Tho delay he specUles
caused by tho storm may enable him to
receive the messages sent by the last
two couriers from Rawlins, one of whom
carried the despatches communicated to Geueral
Slirrman by Secretary Schurz. Gilbert's six com-
panics or tnu i»-vontb lurantry, numbering :«ju mou,
wore accompanied by three cavalry companies trom
Kawlius, which may have reached White ltiver beforethe iufantry.

THE WOUMDEI).
l'aviio'H and Hodge's commands arc reported by

William Ilea, the rider from Hoar Kiver, as havingcucumped on the muddy creek, about
sixty miles from here, when he passed.
To-night they expected to reach Soldier Wells, I'ortytlvcmiles from llawlius. To-morrow night they aim
to reach Lambert's, seventeen miles further this
way. They hoped to arrive at lUwlins Saturday.

FUTILE HKAItUH FOB IXDIANS.
A courier just lu trom General Merritt's eoinlnandreports that the troops were at

the White Kiver Agency and that they
have been scouting throughout the
country for fifty miles around without finding a
single Indian. It seems evident thut the Indians
have gone south and split into small bauds, going
into tue various agencies. It looks as though the

' troops may have an all winter campaign to terret
out those of the suvago tribe who brought on the
trouble.

THE TItANSI'OUTATION (QUESTION.
From all aceouuts that can be gathered Geucral

Mcmtt, if he docides to move southward, must
move with pack trains, which would carry enough
rations to enable him to mukc dashes of ten days at
a time. He may be able to take wagons further
south, but the testimony is against thut possibility.
That his pack trains, with which he marched to
Payne's relief, are in a sorry plight, is proved from
the letters of two packers received here.
That a base of supplies must be established at or

near tho White River Agency is the universal opinionot officers licro and those who have Deen hoard
from at tho tront. Mcrritt will not find a pound to
eat except what is sent after him, as tho Utes left not
a living thing at the agency nor anything edible.
They drove off all tho cattle and threw all the Hour
to the winds. In case supplies should not reach the
agency there would ho nothing left for the troops
but,mule meat to be eaten to the detriment ot their
transportation. All hope that affairs will not reucn
that pinch, but this bitter storm suggests disappointmentwhilo it continues.

DEPREDATIONS IN THE RIO GRANDE VALLEY.

RUNNING EIGHT WITH A VOLUNTEER COMPANY.APKIWI8TENT WAR INDICATED.
San Francihco, C»l., Oct. 1C, 1879.

A despatch from Tucson, Arizona, says a spocial
despatch to the Daily Star from Silver City contains
tlio foliowiug:.The Indians havo boon committingterrible depredations Jin tbo ltio Oraudo
Valley and southwest of Fort Cumniings for several
days past. The pooplo of Colorado have been besiegedand fighting since Saturday and appeal for
aid. On Sunday a volunteer company of
thirty men under Captain G. Crouch wont
from Mcssilla and Crucea to their aid. They met
one hundred Indians near Colorado, eighteen miles
from Slocum's ranch, on the sido of the road.
After a sovero fight tho volunteers wore compelled
to full back. They had a running fight into Slocum'sranch. Tho killed in this fight were W. T.
Jones, County Clurk of Douohuo county, and four
Mexicans. On receipt of tho nows at Mcssilla two

companies of eighty mun wcro raised, commanded
by Colouul Kyuersou, and wore composed of tne
best men in Mossilla Valley. The companies were
to join Crouch's command to-day at Slocum's and
go to Colorudo.

TRAINS CAPTURED.
Two trains were captured yesterday on the west

side of Slocum's. In one of them eleven men, one
woman and a child were killed, but in the other all
hands escaped, lloth trains were scattered, utid
some of the oxen were killed aud others left standing
In their yokos. The stage from tho east arrived this
morning, two hours late. The number of people
known to have been killed within tlie past four or live
days roaches aii aggregate ot about forty. Tlioludlan
trail, leaving the stage road yesterday, leads
toward the iilack Range and the vicinity of the
Hillsboro mining camp. Major Morrow, of tbo
Ninth cavalry, witli a strong scouting party, is
thought to be in tho vicinity of Colorado.
