The German Emperor has borne the fatignes and
sxertions of tho manmuvres last moutl far better
fhan could have been axpocted at his advanced age.
Hin Majosty, devotiog himself with his usual ardor
to the dischurgo of his military duties, passed from
Kinigsberg, in the east of Prussis, through the
whole of his realm to the far distant fortress st
Matz. To judge from the almost reckloss way in
which, without any regard to his four sgore years,
he oxposed himsclf, Enisor Wilholm scems to be
blessed with eterual youth. In appesrance ho is as
balo and hoarty sa ever. Only & certain stiffnces
in his right armn  reminds ome of Nobiling's
attempt. Officers who had sn opportunity of
closcly watching the Emperor's movoments during
the wanwmuvres cannot stfelently extol his as-
tounding vigor. It was not uncommon to wes hlm
remain on horseback for hours together, gallopiag
over the field and inspecting the troops st their va-
rious quarters, At the conclusion of the evolutions
he generally summoned the commanding officera to
his side in order to eriticise the events of the day.
On such occusions he clearly manifested that not
even the minutest detalls of the manwuvres had es-
caped him, In dapce with the roquest of his
medical sdvisers, afrald lest Lis sirongth might
finally give way, the Emperor shortensd his stuy ot
Muts, for the firet time visited by him since the wap.
Ho was rather loath to leave the ancient capital of Lor-
raine. His Majesty, surrounded by a brillisnt stafl,
lingered long on the heights of Vionville and Mars-la-
Tour, listening to the cxpluuations on the course of
the battle given by Field Marshal Moltke, snd viait-
ing the graves of those who had fallen, His recen-
tion in Alsace-Lorraine, certainly not so enthusiastic
ns that acecorded him in the old provinces, neverthe-
less proved that the great Tunss of the people are
beginning to get reconciled to the mew rule. This
fact can scarcoly canse surprise, s nearly all allns;
