The ocean sloop race for the "Center" Cup over

the Cape May course was finished yesterday, and
resulted in a victory for the Mischief, beating the

Itcgiua by 41i. -hui. This race originated through
the presentation of a cup to tho Seawauhaka Yacht
Club by Captain ltobert Center, to bo sailed tor by
sloops. In tho month of October, over tho Capo May
course. The cup was presented last year and becomesthe bond fide property of the winner. When

Captain Coutor gave tho cup ho was told that tho

sloops in the club were not tit to go over tho course,
and he replied, "Then it will encourage tho members
to build seagoing sloops." Tho Mlschlof, the winnerof tho oup, was built this year, and ia the first
iron centreboard sloop that has been built iu these
waters. Mr. J. It. liusk, the owner of the Mischief,
is vury mucli pleased with his yacht, and fuels so

well satisfied that iron is superior to wood that he

said yesterday, "If I were going to build a schooner

yacht I should certainly build her of iron."
The stcamtug Cyclops, with the ltogatta Committorof tho Seawauhaka Yacht Club, went down

lust Thursday morning to start the sloops entered
for the race for the cup. They had a beautiful
morning for tho start, hut a sad luck of wind. Tho
following yachts started in tho race:.

At the lightship tho Cyclops took up a position

to tho eastward. so us to lot tho yachts pass botween.
The following sailing instructions were issued to tho
captaiu of each yacht:.
The start will bo msdo at teu o'clock in the forenoon. or as soon thereafter as practicable.
The committee's boat will be placed to leeward of

Sandy Hook lightship and aa uear as possible east
or west, as the case may be, and the yachts will
start across an Imaginary line between them.
A preparatory signal will be given by two blasts of

tile whistle and hauling down the club ilag on
the committee's boat. The club flag will be kept
dowu seven minutes and then ruu up. At ten minutesalter the preparatory signal the starting signal
wiil bo givou by one blast ot the whistle and dipping
the club dag, and the time ot this signal will be the
starting timo of all thu yachts.
Capo May lightship may be rounded either way.

In approaching this mark at night each yacht will
burn two signals.first, at a distance not greater
than half a mile, the club signal; second, as near as

practicable, tho moment of rounding, tho initial letterof the yacht, except that lliu Mischief lor second
will burn tho Mew York Club signal.
The race is to end at an imaginary line drawn duo

cast from Handy Hook lightship, to be crossed within
easy trailiug distance of that mark, sud it made at
night thu same signals are to be buruod as at Cape
May lightship.
Tho Cyclops blew the preparatory whistle at llh.

05ui. A. M. and at llh. 16m. A. M. a second whistle gavo
the starting signal. There was a light westerly breeze
and tho yachts al'l crossed tho line on the starboard
tack, the Mischief leading, followed by tho lioglna.
\V avo and Blanche in tho order named. Aa the Reginacroasod tho line she ran down bcr Jib and shook
out a balloon jib topsail. In half an hour's time
they woro Hailing in prooession, the Mischief half a

mile ahead of the Regina and then came tho Wave
some distance ahead of the Blanche. The Miachle!
was doing remarkably well aa long as tho breeze held,
but oil Long Branch they ran into a calm and the
Regina, Wave aud Blanche closed up. Tho Mis
chief and ltegiua jibed their booms to starboarc
about 12h. 20m. P. M. trying to oatch a ligh'
easterly air and tho Wave and Blanche kept edgint
in shore. At lh. P. M. the Cyclops returned to Nov
York and the racing yachts wore left to their owt

devices. Of course, as far us a tost of the raclnf
qualities of tho different yachts, the only contest
was really between the Wave and Blanche, %s the Mi»
chiur wan ih loot longer man tiio itegina and the
latter it feot longer than the Wave and Blanche.
Length will tell in the water and a boat of CO fool
over all cannot be expected to eail with a boat 60 feel
in length. During the afternoon the breeae kept
light and variable and the yachts kopt drifting about
In the same positions. About 41i. P. M. a light
aoutherly breeze act in and the Begins beganto close up ou the Miaubief. Oil
Asbury l'ark, about an hour latar, the
Kegina paaaud the Mischief and took the lead of the
Ueut. At this time the Wave and Blanche were severalmiles astern. The Mischief then sent up an immenseclub topsail, and with its asststauco pasacd
the llegins shortly before dark. Both yachts wore
then on the port tack. When night act in the Mischieftook In her club topsail, but still appeared to
be gaining on the Begins. The lights o( the yachts
were visible to each other, and at tih. P. M. the
Mischief lost the Bcgiua's light and then tacked In
shore. The wind was variable, shifting between
southeast and southwest. The Miscliiet made Uarneu.ttlight abeam at Uh. 20111. P. M., and then ran into
a calm. At this timo the ltegina was about three to
four miles astern and the Wava and Blanche
a long way behind. They kept drifting
alouj. and agaiu, at 2h. A. M., they were
becalmed off Abiecom Buoy. Hbortly utter 7h.
P. M. the Begins made out tiio Mischief to leeward,
but about lour miles ahead. The wind was then
light from the southeast and about an honr later
shitted to southwest. It was thick during Friday
morning and the yacht* lost sight of each other.
The Mischief was off Hereford Inlet shout 10b. A. M.
and hud a light breeze from tne westward of south.
Shortly alt. r 121i. M. the dirt cleared away and the
yachts came iu view or each other, the Mtschlof
being Home aix or aoveu miles ahead of the Begins.

A* *uon aa she rounded the Mischief set her

big club topsail, and with boom to port unci the
spinnaker on the atarhourd side, moved along very
pleasantly in the light air. When the Jteglua
rounded alio also set her light kites, but could not
close the gap between her and her big antagonist.The Mischief kept off all the time, edging In
shore, and presently lulled up on bur course, setting
tlia spinnaker to port aa a Jlbtopaail. About 4h.
1'. M. the breeze freshened and the yaelita bounded
along in handsome style aud presently luade out the
IVavc uud lilauche bound for the lightship.They wore both on the port tack and
boating up to tho lightship. As the sun
went down the broczo freshened and tho Mischief
began to bum along at about an eight-mile gait.Shortly before 7h. 1*. hi. the Mischief took in lier
club topsail and the jib topsail shortly afterward.
Hhu then put a reef In the mainsail aud went alongunder reefed mainsail and Jib. Uaruegst was abeam
at 'Jh. 3oiu. 1'. M. aud the Mischief was going about
ten knots. There was a short sea running that
niado tho sailing very lively, and the Mischief rolled
until the end of her boom dipped iu the water.
The Mischief made tho Highlands light at lh. 30m.
A. M., and then tho breeae drew a trifle more to
the southward, bringing them past the lightship at
3h. tfciui. A. M. The ltcgina arrived at ih. JUlii. A.
M., being over tour hours behiud tho Mischief.
The latter therefore wins the cup.

CUL'ISK or TDK 1ILANCUK.

Half an
hour afterward the Blanche got within hailing di*<
tanco to windward. Than the Wave passed about
two miles to windward. .Shortly after it commenced
to blow very lioavlly from the South. The Blanche
stood off toward tho Five Fathom or Capo May
light. When the Blanche arrived within «

mile of the lightship there came on a perfect
gale ruin the south and a sea that washed ovui

everything. One or the stays parted, and was car
rieil away. The spreaders anil Jaws of the gaff wert
alru carried nwa.v by the terrific force of the gale
Although temporary repairs were made tho pilot ol
the lUaurhe refused to go any further, saying thai
tlie yacht would lose every stick if she attempted to
round ilie Cape May lightship. The bowsprit wa«

Sprained, and on Friday uight it broko aud was lost.
Captain Grundy asya that never before In his experiencedid he moot with such a sea. The lee rails were
under all the time, and reef sftor roof wa«

taken in without avail. When the Blanche
passed down to the city every one on board ex

pressed gratitudo on getting bark safo. Some of
the crew said that they would not venture their
lives again In such s craft In a stormy sea. Hha
showed evident signs of hard usage at the hands of
old Father Neptune.

YACHTSMEN IN COtJUT.

JUDOS 1IENEDICT DECIDES THAT THE CLVTIE

WAS AT VAULT IN COLLIDING WITH THE VOLANTS.
An action has just been docldod by Judge Dcnodict

in the United States District Court in Admiralty,
which is of especial internet to yaohtatneu. involving,
as it does, the application of the sailing rules in a

peculiar situation. It la believed that it la, iu thla
case, first determined that of two veasela, cloaa

hauled, beutlug out of a narrow channel ou theseme
tack, th« vcaaal to windward aud ahead
muat give way and go about on approaching
tho aliore in time to let the following and leewardvessel tack lnaafuty. The circumstances under
which this becomes the law aro explained by tho
learned Judge in his opinion. The action was the

filing of a libel against the yacht Clytio by the owneraof tho yacht Volanto to rocovor the damages sustainedby tho tearing of the mainsail of the yacht
Volante while thoso two yachts, together with the*
rest of the Now York yacht squadron, wore beating
out of the harbor of Now Bedford on August IS.
1*77. Tbo damages claimed wore insignificant in
amount, and the decision of nautical questions of
law aud fact was the object of bringing the action.
Out of the two different accounts of tho collision

given by the parties to the suit tho following
aro the facts agreed to:.Tho collision occurred iu

daylight, in clear weather. The channel at the

place of collision was only about one-eighth of a

mile wide, aud * tug was standing out with two

yachts In tow, diminishing tho clear space available

by about one-half. The tide was Hood. The first
tack after starting was to tho eastern shore. On this
tack the Volante came abeam of the Clytio, and was

to the windward. Tho Clytio hailed the Volante
to go about, but the hail was disregarded, and
tho Clytie, to avoid collision, passed iu shorn

off buoy 1(1, catching her contrubourd on tho
reef and falling off some four points. When
alio camo by tUo wind xuc voiauto, mill to

windward, was ahead, the two yai'lil a being
on parallel courses with tho tow in front. As they
nuarod tho tow the Volunte tacked to eastward. Immediatelyafter tho helm of the Clytie wus put hard
down, and while head to wind and going fast enough
to steer well her jlbboom caught in the outer leach
of tho Volante'a mainsail.
Tho libel chargod a violation of sailing rule 17

(article 12). The defence was that sailing rule 21

(article IK) applied, the caso being one in which the
leading vessel failed to give room to tho followingvessel to tack. It was claimod that
the narrow distance in which the two yachts
were compelled to work, tho presence of the tow directlyahead and tho relative speed and position of
tho two yachts constituted special circuiuatances
under which the latter rulo applies. It was contendedby Mr. Lewis Cass Ledyurd. who appcarod
for the Clytie, that inusmiich as the Yolante started
from auchorago furthor up in the harbor and astern
of tho Clytie, she wus, thorefurc, tho overtaking
vessel. This claim was disallowed by the Judge,
who held, howovur, that the responsibility or the
Clytie did not necessarily follow from the fact ot her
being the overtaking vessel, as claimed by Mr. M.
Kilos, who appeared for the Yolante. "There was a 1
time," said the Judge, "attar both vessels were ou
tho wind, when tho Clytie had bo gainod on tho
Yolante that it was impossible tor her either to luff
clear or the Yolante or go upon tho starboard tack
under tho Yolanto's stem, or clear the tow by bcariugaway or slacken her speed or anchor. And after
that point had boon reached by the Clytio it was still
possible for the Yolante by shortening bar port
tack to enable tho Clytio to tack at tho tow <
without hitting either tho tow or the Volanto. <
It waa then the Yolaute's duty to do this. ,
It waa the Clytlu'a duty to hold on to her ]
port tuck us long as possible without running into
tho tow. If there was no failure on the part ot tiro
Clytio to do this the fact that the vessels collided us

they did couvicts the Yolautc of a failure sufficiently
to shorten her tack, and casts upon her alone the ro1spousihility for the aocidout. it is thus seen that
the vital qiio*tiou of tho case is one of fact, a quus-
tiou of distance.namely, the distance from the tow
at which the Clytie was when she came head to wind."

given In testimony vary from twonty-tlve feet to
200 feet, "lint while," uaid the Judge, "tho prosumptioncertainly is in favor of the correctness of

On
t this grouud, and with regard to the fact that if the
t Clytie had gone about six feet nearer to the

tow she would bare cleared the Volante.
the Judge decided the coutrorersy. "For,"

> he sajs, "it follows that the Volunto, having
by accident or design.and it matters not which.
left room for the Clytie to come to the wind with
out hitting either the Volante or the tow, was guilty
of uo fault, aud that the fault which caused the collislouwaa the failure of the Clytie to go as near to
the tow as she could with Hutety." In regard to tho
claim that the Clytie ahould have swung to westward
the uocesaary six foot, tho Judge says:."What a

yacht la willing to do tor the purpose of winning a

wager, she is lu case of necessity bound to Uo
to avoid colliBiou. While, therefore, it may
he said to be requiring much of the Clytlo to say
that she oould have avoided the collision by putting
her helm hard aport alter she had come head to tho
wind, lu view of the evidence and the answer it is
not easy to absolve her from fault In this respect."
A decree was. therefore, given in favor of thu libellauts,with an order of rcforenco to ascortain the ,

amount.
It Is said the club rules provide for the case, but

tbey were not admitted in evidence, and tho parties
preferred legal adjudication.

Philadelphia, Pa. Oct. 18, 1879.
Tho mooting of Governors to arrange the details

of tho centennial anniversary of the aurrender of
tne KngUah army under Lord Oornwallia at
Yorktown, convened for organization at Carpenter'sHall at elovon o'clock this morning.Governors Andrews, of Connecticut;
Hollidsy, of Virginiai Hoyt, of Pennsylvania; Simpson,of South Carolina; Jarvls, of North Carolina;
Hall, of Delaware; Carroll, of Maryland; Van ZanUt.
of Rhodo Island, and Colonel Llucoln, representing
Governor Talbot, of Msssachusetts, were present.
An address of welcome was responded to by GovernorAndrews, of Connecticut. Governor Holliday,
of Virginia, waa cnoseu president of the meeting,
and Colonel Lincoln aecretary. The meeting then
adjourned to Independence Hall, where Mayor
Stokley addressed tho Governors, welcoming
them to tho city, and Governor Carroll, of Maryland,
replied. Governor Hoyt then extended a welcome in
