Important Decision by the United

States Supreme Court.

SUSTAINING THE THHUMAN ACT.

Payment of the Government Obligations
To Be Provided For.

Washington, Oct. 20, 1870.
The following himinouM wus transacted in tliO

United States Supreme Court to-day:.
No. 1 .u.iJ o£ 1878. The Union Pacific ltailroud Company,appellant, vs. The United States.Appeal from

tho Court of Claims; and No. t>7'2, of 1878. Tlio
Central l'acUlo liailroad Coiuauy ct al., appellants,
vs. Albert Dallatin.Appeal from tho Circuit
Court of tho United States for tho Districtof California..These cases, both of

which involve tho coustilutiouulity of the
Pacific liailroad act of May 7, 1878, known

as the Thuriuau act, were decided and tho dccisious

announced on the last Monday of last term, but

owing to a great pressure of business nolther tlio

majority of theCourt nor the Justices who dissented
were able to prepare written opinions in time to bo
delivered when tho decisions were rendered. Opinionshave since, however, been propurod and were

delivered this aftornoou. Chief Justico Woito read
the opinion of tho majority of tho Court sustaining
tho constitutionality of the act in question, and dissentingopinions were delivered by Associate Justicesllradley, Strong and Field.

TUB SIKKINO FUND MUST 11E PltOVIlJKD.

The opinion of the Chief Justice, which deals especiallywith tho case of the Uniou Pacific, is, in
brief outline, as follows:.The precise point to bo
determined, in tho opinion of tho Court, is "whether
a statute which requires tho company, in tho managementof its all'alrs, to set aside a portion of its
income as a sinking fund to meet its subsidy bonds
and other mortgage debts when they mature, dc
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process of law, or iu any other way improperlyinterferes with vested rights." Tho
Court holds that the railroad company is subjectto legislative control bo far as its
business alloc ts the public interests: that by tho
reservation contained in the chartering acts of 1802
ind 1801 Congress retains full power to inalto such
llter.itioUB and amendments of the chartor as come
within the just scope of legislative power. In so

doing it cannot undo what has already been done
aor unmake contracts which liavu already beuu
made, but it may provide for what shall be done in
the tuturc and luay direct what preparation may be
made for the due performance of contracts already
entered into. In icbs than tweuty years iroiu
the present time the.e will boccuio due from tho
Union Pacific Company about $80,000,000, secured by

, first and subsidy mortgages, besides the capitul
stock representing $30,0 0,000 more. With tho exceptionof the laud grunt little, it anything, except
the earnings of the company, can bo depenuud on to
meet those obligutious when they mature. Those
earnings the company, after paving the interest ou
its own bonds, lias been dividing trom time to time
among the stockholders, without laying by anything
to meet the enormous debt which is so soon to becomedue. Thus tho stockholders of the preseut
time are receiving in tho shape of dividends that
which those of tho future may bo compelled to
lose. Tho United States occupy toward this corporationu twofold relation.that ot sovereign and that
of creditor. Iu their relation of sovereign it is their
duty to see to it that tue current stockholders do
not appropriate to tiieir own use that which in
equity belongs to others. A legislative regulation
which docs no more than require them to submit to
their just contribution toward the payment of a
bonded debt cannot in any sense be said to deprive
tiicm of their property without duo procoss ol' law.
The Court holds, therefore, that tho legislation complainedof may be sustained us a reasonable
regulation of the ull'uirs of the corporation and coproiuouvuof tho interests of the public and the corporators.It is also warranted under the authority
by way of umeudment to change or modiiy tho
rights, privileges and immunities granted by tho
charter. The judgment of tho lower court is
alhrmed.

justice stooko's dissenting opinion.
r From this decision Justices Strong, lirudley and
Field dissent iu long und carefully prepared opinions.Justice Strong maintains that the Thnrmuuuct is a plain transgression of legislativepower; that tho government, in its
contract with the railroad companies, laid
aside its sovereignty, and that tho contract is no

part of the charter of the Union Pacific Company or
of tho acts of 1*1)2 and 1804. It was a subsequent
transaction, ami the United States became a party to
if in.t it. if* daviti'iilirii oluiraetar. but as a civil eor-

poration, with tUo same rights and obligations an a

private person anil 110 more. lint what does tliu act
of May 7, 1878, attempt to do? It dues not purport
to bo a repeal of the charter. All ita provisions have
iu view the imposition of additional obligations upon
the railroad companies. Its leading purpose lb to tuku
control of the property of the debtor ami sequester
It for tUo security of a debt which, by the terms
of the contract, is uot duo and payable for years to
come. To claim sucli a power Is to claim tliu ritjlit
to disregard the contract eutiroly and substitute tor
it u diilereut ouo without the consent of the dubtor.
If tho United States cau exact now one-quarter of the
net earnings of each of these companies ami place it
In tlieir Treasury they eun, by the same power and
with the same reasou, exact thu whole of thu earnings,
or any other pioperty equal to the amount of thu
debt. Such legislative power as this is not only not
couterred by the constitution, hut in effect is expresslydenied in those clauses ot tho fifth amend-
nieut which provide that uo person shall be deprived
ot liio, liberty or property without due process of
law, and thai private property shall uot betaken for
public use without just compensation, further-
more It may well bo doubted whether tlie act of 1878
Is even an attempted exercise of legislative
power. A statute uuderiukiug to take the propcityof A uud transfer It to 11 is not legislation.It would not bo a law; It would
be a decree or senteuce, the right to declaro
which, if It exists at all, Is iu tho judicial departmentof the government. Congress would iu such
:u»u bo trying to perlortu the t unctions ot a court,
liy the act uudcr consideration the creditor becomes
the custodian of the debtor's property, and acquires
aright to hold ami manage it as if it were bis own.
It is absurd to say thut this is not practically a rudi-
cul change in tno relations between tho parties
established by tlio contract, and it is equally impossibleto maintain that it Is not depriving tlie
uebtors of their property without due process of
law. Justice Strong concludes, thoretore, that the
net of 1«78 :a not only unauthorized by uuy power
existing iu Congress, nut is all infraction ot thu
probibitiou continued in thu tilth amendment to
tho constitution.

JUSTICE FIELD CONDEMNS THE GOVERNMENT,
The dissenting opinion of JUstico Fluid begins as

follows:.
"1 also dissent from ilio judgment or tho Court lu

these ( lined. The doctrines minouuci d w.ll, lu my
opinion, create (treat insecurity in the title to cor-
pontic property in tho country. Willi mutiy assertionsto the contrary, tliey in olloct declare that tiie
geuerul government is under no legal obligation
to fill ill its contracts, und whether it shall'
do bo in any case or not is a question ot policy and
not of duty. Xliey also recognize its right to appropriatelylegislative decree, tho earnings of u corporationwith which it deals, without judicial in-
quiry and determination as to its claim to such earn-

tugs, thus sanctioning tho exercise of judicial fuuc-
lions 111 its own eases; and Dually they assert a nu-

prenmcy ot the federal over the Mate govern-
uietit tu the control of tlio corporations of
tho latter utterly subversive of tlio rights
ot the State." Alter reeiltug tho organization
of tho Central 1'uciDo ltallroail Company as

a corporation of the State ot California, tho reser-

vatiuns of power made by the Htato lu tho'com-
patty's charter, tho construction ot the rouil anil its
full compliance in nil respects with Its engagements
and tiie passage of the I'liurmaii act requiring tho
eatablishiucut ot a sinking Hind, Justice Field continues"ItI* not material, lit the view I tnko of tho
aubject. Whether the deposit ill the Treasury of tho
creditor of tills largo slim be termed a pay incut, or,
by jugglery of words, be called something else. It
ia the exaction from tlio company of money belongingto it for which tliu original contract
lid not stipulate that constitutes its objectionable
feature. The act of 1MT8 makes n complete change
lu tho rights and liabilities of tile company, lis
purpose, however disguised by specious pretexts, is
to coerce by legislative decree the payment of
moneys years in advance of the time prescribed by
the original contract. That it is as unconstitutional
in its character as it is unjust In its operation, 1
have no doubt whatever, aud 1 have yet to hear any
reasona which seem to me even plausible lor
its maintenance. * * I do not under,stand or appreciate tlint doctrine which would
ascribe to the federal government a sovereign right
to treat as It may choose corporations with which it
deals, and would exempt it trum that great law of
morality, which should hind all governments as it
hinds all individuals to do jlistleu slid keep faith."

INVASION or STATIC HltlHTS.
With regarti to "the invasion of the law upon tho

Tights or the Stale of C'alllortila, Justice Field concludesas followsi.
"The Central l'uelflc Railroad Company is a Htato

corporation, and in creating it the State reserved tiie
lame control over It which it possesses over other
railroad aud telegraph companies created by it. It
undertakes to control anil manage it iu all particulars
required for tbe public service, and cau there be any
iloubt in tbe mind of any ono who lias the least reapoet for the reserved rights of the Stato that over
Its own creations the Slate lias supreme authority?
I confess that 1 am utterly at a loss to tltid where authorityon tliu part of the United states to Interior*
with the State in this respect and take such control
"Hi it is lu bo found, except lu the theories of

those who regard the general government as
the all controlling power of the uatinii,
to which States even in local mutters
must bend. 1 cannot assent to any such
theories. The government created by the constitutionleft to the States the control of local mutters,
and tt never eutered into the conception of its
trainers that under it the creations of the States
could be taken by it from their control aud
they lett powerless and helpless in the
matter. The doctrines announced, in the opiuiouof the majority of the Court, go further
than uuy heretofore advanced, anil any ovcu
thought possible in tlio history of the country
to destroy the independence of the States and establishtheir helplessness even in matters of local con*
rem us against the will of Congress. He must be
dull iudeed who does not see that under the legislationand the course of decisions of late yeurs, our
government la fast drifting from its ancient moorings.rromthe system established by our fathers,
into a vast centralized anil consolidated government."
GREENFIELD'S DEATII SENTENCE.

HE CLAIMS TO BE INNOCENT OF T1IE MURDER
OK HIS WIFE.TO BE HANGED DECEMBER
12.A NEW TRIAL ASKED.

Tho Court to Houtcucu Nathan Orlando Greenfield
for tho murder of his wife, uud for which murder lie
was fouud guilty ou Thura lay lust, convened again
at the Court Mouse in this city at nine A. M. to-day.
Hundreds of people went away unable to obtain admittance.The prisoner came into the Court calm,
and inquired of bis counsel it anything could be
done to save him. Counsel told him that a

petition was being prepared for eirculutlon
among the business meu of Syracuse asking
the Oovcruor to commute his seuteuce to
imprisonment for lifo, aud that steps would
bo also taken to obtain a new trial. The prisonor,
in response to tho <iuestiou of the Judgo whether he
had anything to say why sentence of death should
uot bo pronounced against him, spoko as follows:.
"1 have this to say, that 1 am iuuoccnt of tho crime
with which I have been charged, aud I am satisfied
that in time it will bo showu. When 1 was ou tho
stand I told tho truth as near as I could recollect
it, before God, who is a God of truth aud
justico. I have been convicted, an innocent
man. I can do no more or say no more." The
prisonor was visbly u(tooted. His voice was much
broken and he was very pale. He wus sworu by the
clerk, aud in answer to <iucstlous, said he was born
in the town of Orwell, Oswogd county, is twoutyniuoyours of age, aud by occupation a farmer.

the death sentence.
Judge Daniels then addressed Greenfield, tolling

him ho wus perfectly satisfied tliat he had been
fairly tried and convicted on the evidence presented.
The Judge, in alluding to the prisoner's story said,
"We can entertain no doubt, uuder the evidence,
that you committed tho murder, inasmuch us there
was no person that appeared to have any motive
whatever fo molest or interfere with your wife. Wo
cuu allow ourselves to udopt uo other conclusion
than that which seems to be indicated by the testimonywhit h was given. The circumstances establishedthat she lost her life by your interposition.
by your hand.and this act poriormed by you was
one of deliberation and premeditation. The sentenceof the Court is that you, Nathan Orlando
Greenfield, bo remanded to tho custody of the Sheriff
of the county of Onondaga and bo by him detained
in custody until Friday, tho 12th day of December,
187'J, and on that day, between tho hours of ten in
the morning and two o'clock in the afternoon, you
be taken to the place of execution provided by tho
statute in such case made, and that you bo thero
hanged uy the neck until you aru dead, and may God
Almighty have mercy upon your soul.

MOTION you A NEW TU1AL.
Tho prisoner stood up during this terrible oruoal

anu watched the Judgo closely, listening with great
apparent interest, but with uo evident emotion.
Mr. Goodollo then said certain questions had urisen
since the trial upon which tliuy wished to make a
motion for a new trial. It would bo nccessury to
prepare some allidavits in regard to it; but as this
Oyer and Terminer could grant a now trial he hoped
an adjournment would be taken to give sufficient
time for the preparation of the alHdavits. The Court
directed counsel to servo their allidavits upon Mr.
ltugur next Monday, and then ordered an adjournmentof the case to November 3, at nine A. M.

MRS. SMITH AND "COVE" BENNETT.

day. The counsellor said that counsel for tho defence
had had another consultation early in the day and
coucludod that they weru not ontiroly prepared to
begin the now trial. District Attorney Alexander
T. AIcOlll. Jr.. said to the reporter that the case
would positively he called to-day for trial. Last
evening Sheriff Toffey informed the IIkjiald ropresentativothat subpu-nas had been issued for tho
witnesses and the struck pauel of Jurors were also
notified fo bo present to-day. It is thought probablethat if the caso is called the defence will ask to
have it put off until the next term of court.

TBIAL DELAYED.

The trial of Paul Shirley, who is undor indictment
in Kings county for killing Michael Travers,
was adjourned in the Court of Sessions by
Judgo Moore yesterday until November 0.
The adjournment was had on motion of
Assistant District Attorney Wernberg. Tho
counsel for tho prisoner. Mr. James Hidgoway, opposedtho motion to adjourn, aud said that Mr.
Oakey, who had beeu appointed to try the cuso for
the people was makiug stump speeches throughout
the State tu the interest of John Kelly, lie strenuouslyobjected to unnecessary delay.

MORE CHARGES AGAINST HIM.

County Jail at Newark, held, with Mrs. Meicrhoeffcr,
on a joiut chargo of murdering, at West Orange,
last week, tho husband of the woman.

THE BROOKLYN PRESBVTEHY PREPARES AN EX- f

PLANATION OF ITS FAILURE TO OBTAIN THE

SIGNATURES OF WITNESSES IN THE RECENT

TRIAL.ARRANGING FOB FUTURE MEETINGS.
The Brooklyn Presbyiery helil au adjourned meetingyesterday morning, in the Second Presbyterian

Church, to tako final action upon the report of the
committee appointed to Bocure the testimony of
witnesses in the Talmuge trial previous to sciulihg.,
the caso to the Synod. The moderator, ltev. Dt.
Taylor, and the secretary, ltev. J. M. Greene, were

present. Thu chairman of tho committee appointed
to secure the siguatnros of witnessos, ltev. Lewis It.
i'oote, made a verbal report, alter which the followingpaper was read by Rev. Dr. Spoar:.

Tuhuage, ou the charge lit" falsehood and deceit, it ap
poiutod u committee for tho purpose of reading tliu testimonylo tho witnesses and obtaining their subscription to
tliu sutuo during the trial, us directed in tho Hook of
Uisciplluo, chupior 0, miction 17. This cuuunittou mado
no report until tlio meeting of the Presbytery which
whk iiold on Monday of last week. and thou ro-
ported that tho duty assigned to it had not boon din
churned in u single instance. Tho Presbytery exceed-
lligly regrets that such un omission should have
occurred, uud that earlier action should not have hoou
taken to supply, if possible, an appropriate remedy.
There wu» no iuteiitiou ou it* part or thai of a committen <

to disregard a punitive mandate of the Hook of Discipline,
and the Presbytery can explain tho omission only from
tho want of icasohuhl* alien lion to Hie importaiico and
authority ot tho rulo on tho subject. Tho Presbytery
further ropresoiits that, at tho mooting of lust .Monday,
one of it* members who wan a witness in tho cane in-
foriuod the Presbytery that ho had hy himself gone to the
place where tue record of tho testimony was deposited and
iiad road his own testimony and subscribed his name
thereto, not in the presence or with tho knowledge of tlio 1
committee or of tho Presbytery; and thut another member
ot the Presbytery, who was also a witness, iufoimod it that
he had done the same thing, uud that in addition thereto I
ho had secured tho attendance of several of tho witnessesfor tlio prosocution. who iu his presence had ro- c

spoctively read the record of their testimony and sigued 1
their names thereto. The Presbytery further represents
that, regarding tho action of these witnesses us entirely '

unauthorized and of no legal yd'oct whatever, whether in 2
respect to their own signatures or of other wituosaes, it
foorgonized the committee uud directed it to road tlie C
testimony to ali the witnesses aud procure their approval
meeting on the immediately ensuing Monday. The committeeseems to have pursued the work with grout earnestnessand diligence, uud the report at the time specified
allowed the following iau:a:.
hirst.That the testimony had, either by tho committee

or by aub-oomiaitteua, been read to fourteen of the witnesses.namely,.Messrs. Picraou. Wood, Poarsall, Prime,
Green. Morria, Shelly. Leverlch, Wuugh, C*rueWo, Homington,Hathaway, Nichols uud Mra. Talmuge, and that these
witnesses after tho reading hud eubsenbou their names
respectively to their own tflltittOD^
Srswul.That two of tho witnesses.namely. Dr. Tulmngo

and .Mr. Corwin, whoso testimony was very volumiuous,
and who, owing to tlio urgent pressure of other engagements,could not apare the time to hour it reud. appended
their signatures to tho same without houring it reud, ill
tho assumption that tho record waa correct, a* tho only
tliing they could do in co operating with the direction
of tho Presbytery.
Third.That iivo of tho witnesses.namely, Messrs. i

Dickinson, Van Dyko, Hallock. Crosby aud Wright did not
appear before the committee at all, or before any sub-corn- 1
uiittoo acting under its authority, aud that consequently 1
the testimony lias not been read to them under any authorityof tho Presbytery. These gentlemen purport to
have read and signed their testimony by themselves, but *

this was without tho direction a ml authority of the Pros- :
bytcry, uud honco in its judgment without any logai effect.
The Presbytery is not so informed of tho fact thut it can
certify to it.
Fourth.That one of tho witnesses.namely. Dr. Porter, jis in Kurope. aud hcuce that it has not been possible to

road his testimony to hiui und procure his subscription to
tbe Maine.

Fifth.That, as tho Prosbytory is informed, tho testimony
of Mr. Halaay was transcribed trorn the record without the
knowledge 01 direction of the committee and seat to him
in a distant city, and think this copy lias been read and
signed b» him and returned, all of which proceeding was
and is without any authority of tho Piosbyterv.
Tho Presbytery submits this statement that the Synod

of Long Island, in considering the complaint made against
its action in tho case of Dr. Tulmage. may bo duly informedof all tho facts relating to the subject matter. The
Presbytery feels it to bo due tit the truth to stute tho facts
without any attempt to justify or even excuse the fuiluro
to secure tho proper authentication of tho testimony duringthe pendency of the trial other than to say that tho
failure is uu omission without any intention to violate the
rulo. in the responsibility for which all the members share
ulike. D is fur the Synod in its wise discretion to decide
what it shall do in view of uu omission which tho ProahitervMineerolv roirroth.

On motion of Dr. Spear, opposed by Dr. Tan
Dyke, the committee was discharged. After a few
changes had boen made tho paper was unanimously
adopted.

OVERTURES FROM THE TAllKBNACLE.

ltuv. Dr. Hastings moved that in future the Presbyteryshould meet in the Tabernacle. Dr. Talmago,bo said, had tendored its use free of charge,
and ho (tho speaker) was in favor of tho meetings
being held there, in order to demonstrate that all
bitterness and ditl'erouces of opinion bad been forgotten.Dr. Van Dyke thought tho time had not yet
como to make a change, and hoped any movement
in that direction would stop. Itev. Mr. Crosby
was of tho opinion that tho Presbytery
would be broken up by such a change. Dr.
Spear suggested that Dr. Talmage's proposition be
accepted for one time, at least, and that tl^tj next
meeting bo held there. Tho suggestion was acjcepted by Dr. Hastings, whereupon Dr. Van Dyke
said that whorever the Presbytery had mot it had al|ways paid the janitor $5. He had understood that
the assessments of tho Tabernacle hod not beeu paid
for several years, and a church which olTcred to relievethe Presbytery of any burden should bo "just
boloro being generous." Tho question was llnaliy
put to a vote, which resulted iu tweuty-onefor holdingtho next meeting in the Tabernaclo and live
against. After permissidn had beeu granted Dr.

THE MOTHER'S STATEMENT.

Tho mother of tho boy, Gorolina Kaiicoriui, makes
the following statement under oath:.
That on or about tho 18th day of June, 187U, being in

conversation with Robert Prati at the office of the Mayor's
Marshal, No. 7 Gity Hall, in tho city of New Y'ork.sho
asked Mr. Prati if fie could procure the discharge of her
son. Paolo Kancorlni from the Now Y'ork Catholic Protectory.The said Prati answered that he could. The said
Geroliua Kaiicoriui represented that such discharge had
already been refused by tfie Superintendent. Mr. P. C.
Dooie.v, whom she believed to be a just man uud a man of
prluciple. Said Prati responded that lie was acquainted with
persons connected witli tho New York Catholic Protectory
who Were higher iu command than sumi P. <7. Dooie.v, and
that through them lie would procure tho discharge of the
said Paolo Kaiicoriui. Prati added that lie was not in the
habit of working for nothing and demanded £lo for the
procuring of the discharge of said boy, adding that if
such sum were paid tho hoy would be in tho mother's homo
before tho 4th of July next ensuing.
The said Gerolina Kaiicoriui, being a very poor woman,

represented that it would he impossible for her to procure
such a largo sum a»$lo, but offered to give tho said l'rati
&'», which offer the said Prati accepted. The following day
sho sent tho tnouev to suid Prati at iiix office, by Kvadro
Mezaardi, who paid the sum of $.*> to said Prati persouallv.
Tho said Gorolina RoncoHni further says that her hoy

was uot discharged from the New York Catholic Protectoryuntil the J Uli day of September, 1*71*. and then only
when his period of stay and his personal conduct thotoiu
moiited such discharge.
The affidavit of Mezzardi avers th.it ou or about

the 19th of June ho was requested by Geroliua to
take $5, which she gave him, to the office of Robert
Prati. to whoui ho paid the name, Prati promising to
procure Paolo's release. Iu addition Geroliua duelarea that "on the 17th of October a man named
Ferdinand Sarzauiui, who resides at No. 33 liaxtcr
street, brought to her room in the same houso and
handed her $5, which he said he had received from
Robert Prati to briug to aud give to her."
The above affidavits and extracts therefrom give a

pretty clear idea of the case. It will be observed
that the money is said to have been returned on tho
17th inst., the day on which the charges were laid
before the Mayor by Mr. lioguetand Mr. Dooiey.

NEW ORLEANS AND ITS AUXIL-
IARY SANITARY ASSOCIATION.

To the Editoh op the IIkkald:.
To pessimists, who delight in other people's miseries,it may cause a mauvait quart U'keure- to bo

told that the city of New Orleans has for tho present
year, at least, escaped au epidemic of yellow fever.
This may bo an affair of small moment to the world
at large, but to the often unfortunate citizens of that
town it is an affair of no little importance. Many
readers of your paper will acknowledge a vital interestin this happy escape. While they may not residein the city itself, they are bound to it by a social
or commercial tie, tho severauco of which implies
much discomfort and uuliappiuess. Until the effortsput in force this summer for the first time
have undergone more searching tests, in order to de-
tormiue their absolute infallibility, it may not be
amiss to call attention to the tact that for the perse-
veriug and energetic enforcement of these efforts
the Auxiliary Sanitary Association of New Orleans
must receive the credit. This association, organized
and financially sustained by the principal merchants
ot tue town, has demonstrated the benefit to be
derived from an economical and honest disbursementof funds, directed by intelligence and energy.
Through the efforts of this association the city lias
been thoroughly cleansed, the private aud public
privy vaults twice or thrice oisiuiectod, garbage

Mississippi miles below the city. It was tormurly
the custom to deposit this garbage iu the vncuut
lots ou the outskirts of the town, to tester and
putroty under the influence of tjie summer sun.
The gutters.fruitful sources of infection.were
flushed dally with water trom the river. Apart from
this, a vigilant supervision of the general health of
the city wus maintained. To those who ore familiar
with the caruless habits of residents of a liot
climate and how irksome the enforcement of the
simplest sanitary rules, the work accomplished by
the Auxiliary Sanitary Association is soiuuwhat
remarkable; moreover, by tact, resolution and
energy. It has aroused) an indolout and "laitsrr/aire"population to a moderate appreciation pf the
efficacy of cleanliness and common sense sanitary
reforms. The association was tortuuate in its choice
of officers and directors. Its executive couimlttco
was composed of mou chosen for their special quail-
flcatlons. The remarkable executive abilities of its
vice president, Mr. KUward Fuuuer, and his tirm
and tireless efforts toward the accomplishment of
the end in view, as well as the Intelligent scientitlc
direction of l»r. White, liuve contributed largely
toward the result attained. The peculiar situation
of New Orleans in antagonism to an underground
system ot drainage has necessitated the adoption ot
privy vaults above ground, it is now the opinion
of tliose most competent to judge that yellow fever
is simply a "tilth" disease. From this point of view
it requires no particular study to recognize the materialafforded tor the spread of yellow fever through
this Hurlaco vault system, lioiubay, subject to a
licat even more severe and continuous than that of
New Orleans, has by the adoption of a
xvstpiii of tho dailv Iransnortatioii of all fioc.il
mutter beyond tbo city limits, where it in
consumed in turnaces, become, from a pest hole of
discaao, a city whose death rate in at u minimum,
and where epidemics engendered by lllth are now
unknown. This same system is in the course of
adoption In certain foreign cities, notably in llrout
Britain. Tho Sanitary Association of New Orleans
owes it to the success of its tuture to utukc a persistentelfort toward the sceoiuplishment ot some such
system tor that city. The successful results of such
an experiment would no tar toward the elucidation
of tho "tilth" theory in regard to yellow fever.
