PARNELL'S APPEAL FOR AID.

The Earl of Desart arrived in this city from Eng-
land on Sunday last aud is staying st the West-
minster Hotel, where a HeEmarp reporter had an
interview with him vesterday on Irlsh and English
toples of woment. Lord Desart, whoso estatos nre
fn Irelana, s o tory in politics, as his futher was
before hiwm, and noturslly takes a view of Irlsh
affairs entirely opposed to those of the adberonts of
the home rule policy. He {8, however, one of those
peers of the Euglish rcalm who have fought thelr
way by ability sud hard work to eminent places in
literature and in journslism, Those familiae with
literature in Englund know that uo mun las so hasd
& voad to travel in stepplng beyond respectable we-
dioerity as he whose title forces him into the band
of ** Distingnishod Amateurs.” This shell of ama-
tourdom Lord Desart hus foreed himsell beyond,
und he ocoupies to-day, by dint of talent and by
the force of hard work, a leading place mnong
professional writers of fietion and in journalism.

Lord Desart (William Uliek 0'Connor Culfe) is Lhe
elidest son of the third Earl and was born in 1545,
He was eduocated at Eton and Bonn University.
After & short oxperience as page of honor to the
Quoen he reccived at tho ago of sixteen a commission
in the Grepadier Guasrds, and in 1863 left England
with his ropiment for Canasds, whoro ho remuined
two years. During this time ho visited the head-
quarters of the Army of the Potomae, where he was
the guest of General Meade, His first novel, ©'Ouly
o Woman's Love,"” was published in 1508; his second,
“Heyond These Voices,” appearod in 1870; tho
next, *Children of Nature,” in 1577; *Kelverdale® in
1578, and *The Honorable Ella' in 1870, This year
hLie has “Mervyn O'Connor'’ running in serial form
through Vanity Fair, Indeed, all his novels wont
through the test of serial publication befors appear-
ing in book form. Besides the works named above
Lord Desart hos isaued several pamplilets and for
some years past has Leen an indelatigable wuruullut.
contributing leading seticles, eritfoisms aud roviews
to the priveipal Lopdon journals, Withal, he is a
genial gentloman, an ardent tox hunter, 8 mwan who
knowa the vaue of work and is willing to do his
share in the field ho bhes chosen for hounorable dis-
tinction,

VIEWS OF AN TRISH LANDLORD,

MURDER COMING TO LIGHT.

ACCIDENTAL DISCOVERY OF A BEELETON IN A
WOOD—A HORRIBLE DEED KEPI SECRET LY
THE MOLLY MAGUIRE INFLUENCE—FACTS DE-

VELOPED BY A CORONER'S JURY.
Scnaxros, Pa,, Oct, 21, 1879,

A dramatic investigation of & murder which, it is
thought, was perpetrated two years ago is now in
progress at Dunmore, two miles from this elty, and
the people ot that neighbordood are very much
oxoited over the affair. A foew days age o party
of boys while out gathering chestunts in the woods
on the Moosle Mountains “discovered s human
skeleton in o weird, uncanny nook, three miles from
the pearest Labitation. The grim discovery was
first made by little George O'Neil, who wus ou a
chestnut tree when he saw it, and wos so over-
come by fright that he fell headlong to the
ground almost beside the ghastly skull. The boys
ran bome in terror from the spot, and soon the
aeigiiborhood was ularmed aud a purty of men pro-
ceeded to the scene of the discovery. The grass had
been burned about where the akeleton lay, and some
pleces of charred wood were scattored about, show-
ing that an effurt had been made to destroy all
tracos of the crime. The ouly particle of clothing to
be found wus & shoe on one of the feet of the akele-
ton. Much speculation was indulged in concerning
tho remsins, and, from the uppearance of the

THE COMONER'S INVESTIGATION,

vestigating the case, From the testimony already
elicited It appears that twe years sgo John Lorson,
who lived alone in & portion of a Louse whieh was
alwo occupied by Mr. and Mrs. Robert Honodon, sud-
denly disappeared during the night, sftor havin
been badly beaten by two men named Swelmel{ an
Malin, sud hus mover been seen since. Mra. Hhods
Hennlon, who lived with her husbanud in an apart-
ment adjoining that occupled by Lorson, testifles
betore the Coroner's jury that the night before
Lorson’s dissppearance he cawme into her house md
uskod h 1 to pany him to his land-
ludy, Mes, MeAndrow, s powerful Amazon, who
keovs n shebeen bouse clowe Ly aud is known
throughout the reglon s “Rod Biddy.”

HATDEN'S PERIL.

The Poison Feund in Mary
Stannard's Body.

PROFESSOR JOHNSONS TESTIMONY

Important Admissions in Favor
of the Defence.

New Havex, Conn., Oct. 21, 1879,

In the Hayden murder trial the entire day was oe-
oupled with the testunony of Profussor Juhnson, of
Yale Qollege, & chemical oxpert. As the Stato's wit-
ness he wus called to ussist in the identification of
tho wrsenic found in Mary Stannard’s body with that
yurchased by the scoused on the day of the tragedy,
Further than this, the State sought through him to
got at rest any susplcions that th.u polson had been
placed iu the body after death as evidence against
Hayden, This has been more than once mtimated,
The Professor's testimony, although strietly sclen-
tifle in its charactor, was somewlhat in the churacter
of su exhuustive lecture on arsenic and its proper-
ties, nnd was listened to with close interest,

Uhe parts of tho murdered girl's internal organs
which were remowved from the corpse six months
after desth wers sent to the witness for snalysis,
snil arsenlo could be idontifiod in each, Frofessor
Johnson produced the results of his analyses,

ARSENIUAL SPECIMENS,

e held up and unlocked a mmall black walnut
ense, ahout Afteen inches long, ten wide, and threo
thick. "Thisfolded, as doos u double slate. A turn
of the key and the contents wore exposed—thirty
proofs of tho terrible dose of poison administered
to the girl, The Judge, jury and spectators bent
forwand cagerly as the caso was opened and held up
before them, Thore were thirty lttle glass tubes
about the aize of pencils, or perhiaps a triflo thicker,
aud four inches long. The pointed ends were
sealed by melting. In some tubes were the
white powder of the ordinary arsenle of commerce.
Others were yellow with sulphides and the colors in
one of these beautifully shsded from yellow into
orange and erimson, Copp t ite, or
Paris green, was readily distinguishable by its bright
green shade, On the interior of several tubes wero
mere stains, yellowish brown; others were ns if
fuintly smoked by o candle. Beneath cuch tube was
o printed lable stating its conteuts, Professor John
son proceeded to describe these tubes, which were
in several scotions, containing respectively the
poison found in the stomach, tho liver, the dia-
phragm and cesophagus, part of an intestine, one
kidaey and one lung.

Kelly said that sho was taken
slek with the malarial fever and went home to the
residence of ber father in Montelalr, The revorter
wont there after herand found her to be a woman
sbout twenty-five years old. The reporter asked
ber if ske had beon in the employment of the Blair
fiumily about the time of the shiooting of Armstrong,
#ho repliod affirmatively, and at tho reporter’s re
