Effect of Reviving Prosperity on Pnrty

Politic*.
There was published in tho month of

August a report, at second hand, of u conversationbetween Mr. Tildon and a democraticvisitor at Greystone, which seemed
so characteristic that few who know Mr.
Tilden doubted its genuineness. Like most
second hand reports of a free conversation
it was probably inacourate in detuils, but
its main substuueo so evidently bore
tho impress of Mr. Tilden's mind us

to preclude the idea that it had been inventedby sorno imaginative person and
put in Mr. Tilden's mouth.' What was

alleged in connection with the publication
was that the conversation was had with a

well known democratic Congressman, who
repeated it in Washington to the correspondentof a newsjmper. As there has
never been any denial it is probably safe
to trust the strong internal marks of genuineness.
In the conversation alluded to Mr Tilden

was represented to have said that a democraticsuccess in tho next Presidential electionis of lnr-reaching importance in view
of tho certain revival of business. He predicteda career of prosperity extending
through many years, and thought that tho
parly which happened to be in power in
fo nurlir utaivnc urniil/l ltn 1 il/olw n vofoi'n
iWi vu4ij nvwjjva vr wuivt i/w IW A%.VU*<U

iontrol of tbe government for an indefinite
period. This line of observation illustrated
lot only Mr. Tildcn's peculiar Hhrewdless,but his limitations. It assumes that
lio mass of his countrymen are men of his
>wn coldly intcllectuul type, who set no

»ront value on anything beyond success.

Ln the absence of any powerful stimulus
itted to act on the popular imagination it
,vill no doubt always hold true, as Mr. TilIcnassumes, that masses of men are swayed
jy pecuniury interest, and that an adninistvationhas good chances lor rotainngits hold on public confidence so

long as the industry and business of
;ho country are prosperous. But from tho
moment that anything occurs to set the
popular mind in a ferment tho sense

if pecuniary interest becomes weaker
than tho gi-ccn withes with which the
Philistines vainly endeavored to bind the
limbs of Samson. Who stopped to weigh
business consequences when the electric
news spread over the country that the
rebels had fired upon Sumter? What did
3ur Revolutionary fathers carc about pounds
dt ponco when they emptiod the carjoesof tea into Boston Harbor? In
^ quiescent state of public feeling pecuniaryinterest is undoubtedly the supremo
motive which sways great communities ;
but this motive is as frail as a cobweb from
tho moment that strong passions are

aroused and fervid enthusiasm comes into
play. It was tho favorite maxim of the
lirst Napoleon that "imagination rules the
world," and hence his constant efforts to
dazzle and astonish his countrymen and
to intoxicate tbem with tho brilliancy
of his achievements. The love of propertyand even the love of life are weak
motives against any strong impulse of the
pofiular heart. Mr. Tilden underestimates
tho force of those popular enthusiasms
which his cold and calculating nature docs
not share. But, in the absence of great and
pervading passions, tho politics of a frco
country are pretty sure to hinge on fiscal
niidulinna nnil tlin nnnditinn nf tinaini-.au

Now, even assuming that for tho next
ten or twenty years we are to huve no politicalquestions which do not turn on businessconsiderations, Mr. Tilden's reasoning
has one serious flaw. He had uo accurate
perception of the date when the tide of returningprosperity would begin to flow in.
lie seemed to expoct its beginning in
tho first years of tho next administration,
whereas, in point of fuot, it began within
less than a month of that remarknblo
conversation. Instead of operating to keep
in power the party which carries the next
Presidential election its tendency is to continuein power the party under whose auspicesthe now era of prosperity comes in.
Had tho revival of business been delayed
until 1881, Mr. Tildcn having been in the
meantime elected President, he would have
lullen heir to the financial policy of his
predecessor, as he did in State politics after
his election as Governor. Bat a revival
of business which begins so satisfactorily
in 1870 will exert its chief politioal effect
in 1880, especially as it cun bo so clearly
traced to tho recent resumption of spocio
payment-', of which the whole credit belongsto the republican party. Tho rovival
has come too soon to aid any othor party
than thoone which in the author of resumptionmeasures, and under whose ascendancy
these measures arc bearing their full lruit.
The astonishing democratic victories of

1874.the "great tidal wave," as it was

called.took place tho next year alter the
disolating panic ; and had the distress continuedwithout alleviation the doinoorutio
party might have gainod control of tho governmentand had its chances of continuingin power through the succeeding
period of prosperity. Mr. Tilden is liko
an almanac maker who should miscalculate
for the year 1881 the astronomical phenomenaof 1870. Ho wan correct in thinkingthat business prosperity would keep in
power thi) political party under whieh
it should tuke place, hut he did not
read aright the signs that it was so very
near. With a duo rectification of dates
Mr. Tilden's reasoning points to tho probabilityof a new and long lease of power to
the republican purty.
But thiH conclusion would Dot necessarily

follow if tho democratic party had hodio

great issue to present capable of stirring
popular enthusiasm. It baa no such issue,
and its statesmen lack tbo genius to discoverone. Mr. Tilden's threadbare fraud
issue could tako no hold on popalur feeling,
eT» n if tho cipher disclosnr. s had not smothcrcdit and made it odious. The democratic
crusade againat tho todcral Election law
witi conducted with such indiscreet and
reckless violence as to reuct against the
purty and exclude all genuine popular sympathy.Tho democrats arc destitute of any
popular rallying cry potent enough to
counteract tho great advantage possessed
by the republicans in the brilliant fruits of
resumption. The whole tide of business,
:ho whole logic of events, is ngainst them.
It would be a grout uimtuko to attribute
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the long and briiliuut success of the old
democratic party to the soundness of its
financial policy. It was due to quite other
causes. The Embargo caused a severity of
commercial distress which would have
swept the party out of power if it had not
been able to kindle patriotic indignation
against England lor impressing our seamen.

The second war against England, which
soon followed, electrified the popular heart
and insured the ascendancy of the democraticparty for the next generation. The
brilliant victory of New Orleans, at tho
close of tho war, made General Jackson a

popular idol, and the party subsisted
tor a long time on the enthusiasm
inspired by his heroic qualities. It
was badly defeated under his immediatesuccessor, in consequence
of financial distress, unrelieved by any

u:.t. * ii i i

miug wuicu couiu rouse mo popular nouri;
but it soon recovered itself by a skilful
appeal to the passion for national aggrandizementin the annexation of Texas.
But public prosperity could not retain it
in power when it had no longer any appcnl
to popular enthusiasm, and when tho wkigs
fell heir to such an incentive. Although
the war with Mexico was a democratic
war two distinguished whig generals bore
off all tho brilliant honors, and one of them
was elected President. Such is the great
advantuge of having something to offer
which inspires the feeling of patriotism or

the strong popular tendency to hero worship.If the old democrats had a great
card, in the hero of New Orleans the old
whigs had afterward a great card in the
hero of Bucna Vista.
The democratic party at present, besides

resting tinder u financial cloud, is destitute
of any inspiring policy and has no great
popular hero ; the republican purty, on tho
other hand, basks in commercial sunshine of
its own creation aud has in its ranks
a military hero whose fame is brightened
with fresh lustre by rellection in a universal
mirror of foreign appreciation. Although
it might safely rely on the former of these
advantages it seems more than half inclinedto venture on the seductive experimentof utilizing the latter. t

So far as concorns antagonizing Russia

thoro appears tobo little difference between
an absolute annexation of Afghanistan to
tho domains of the Empress of India and
tho pluu of controlling the government
of tho country by a British resident,supported by a British army,
und leaving a titular Ameer on tho
throne. This is disclosed by our spcciul
cable despatch to-day aR tho scheme of
Lord Lytton, and is reported as under
favorable consideration by a Oubinot Council.Tho situation does look serious, indeed.
In a despatch from Simla it is stated

that'tho report of tho Russian occupation
of Merv is "known to bo untrue."
Perhaps the next report from India
will be a correction of the denial.
Russia has intended this occupation
for a year, and two expeditions wore on

foot to accomplish it. One was to move

from the Oxus across tho Kizil-Kum, tho
other from tho Caspian Sea. That from
tho Caspian is in retreat; that from
tho Oxus, we are told, has succeodcd.
In theso two facts pcrliups wo may
discern tho plan of tho expedition, for
it is supposablo that tho Caspian column
was a loint intended to draw tho doienders
of Merv far away irorn tho neighborhood of
that city in order to expose it uncovered to
tho rush of the troops across the Kizil-Kum.
Menaced lrom the sido of the Caspian, tho J
Turcomans conoontratod thoir resistance in
that direction, and drove bcioro them tho
Russians, who perhaps gave way with well i
feigned eonfusion until they were as fur
from Morv as is on the other side tho point
at which tho Turkestan columns were to be j
concentrated, und then these columns

^
rushed across the sands and surprised tho
city. All that we know of the Itnssian plans J
is in accordance with such a scheme ; and j
it is difficult to understand how anything
but tho fact of tho capture could havo informedthe people of Merv of what was on
