LAKDING OF THE KAVAL OFFICERS AND MARINES,

About nine o'elock an order was {ssued from the
Bagship for the marines from cach ship to “stand
by" to land together by signal on the arrival of the
Pamilico with the troops from Fortress Monroe, and
report to General G, W.Gotty, their commanding officer
fuz the day, The Pamilico made her lunding heroat
a listie before middey, and the troops, sbout two
hundred and fifty lo number, together with the
band from the Fort, were st onee disembarked. The
marines of the fleet, numbering someihing over a
hundred, were landed st half-past eleven,und tell in on
the shore to receive General Getty and his commauand,
The coremonles of <t day were openod ut twelve
o'clogk Ly & national salute of twenty-one guns
from the flagahip Powhatan, followed immedistely
afterward Ly a torpedo salvo of thirteen explosious
in honor of the thirteen origiusl States whose
ludependenco the surrender st Yorktown, uinety-
eight years sasured. This salute was
fired from the beach, where the nocessucy
electric Lattery and applisnces bad Leen placed,
the whole belng 1 and di 1 by Licut t
Allan (.

Thoy were
tollowed (mmidistely by the commanding oflicers
of tho other vesscls—Commander Francis M, Dunee,
of the Marion; Comwmsnder Honry F. Picking, of
the K ge; Com dor Bobley D, Evaus, of the
Baratoga, ond Lientensnt Commander A, 8.
Crowinsbield, of the Porssmonth. As the sailors of
the fleot were not lsoded, the officers not on duty
on  board ship were allowel to wituess tho
“fructions’" as wpectators, tho only requiremout
being that they should wear thelr uniforms in honop
of the day. At a quarter before one o'clock the
Powhatsn saluted with sevention guns in bonor of
the Governors present.

ON TRIAL

FOR MURDER.

FATAL QUARREL BY TWO YOUNG MEN—DETATLS
OF THE XKILLING AND TUE TESTIMUONY
EDUCED.

Semaxrox, a,, Oct. 28, 1879,

The exciting trial of Thomas Barrett for the mur-
der of Thumas Callahon, whom e shot aud killed at
a place called Boonoe Hill, on tho outskirts of Scran-
ton, the lst of Juno last, has crowded the court
room here to-lay with an anxious sudience. Barrett
Is a young man of average appearance, dark coms-
plexion, rather boyish looking and is about twenty-
four years of age, The mau be killed, although only
eighteen years old at the time, was & giant in stature
and welghied about ono hundred and cighty pounds,

DETAILS OF THE KILLINO.

On the 31st of May they were together with sev.
eral other young men about nlue o'clock in the even-
ing and begau fooling, Callaban ecaught Barrett by
the ear, remarking that he eould wring it off, He
hurt Barrett and a quarrel ensued, during which
Callabhan whipped his antagonist, whom ho kicked

DBarrett then eame to the eity, had
his wounds deessed nnd appealed to a police offieer
to protect him as far as bis boarding housc, which

Mieroscopic Tests of ~Arsenic in
the Hayden Triak

DEMONSTRATIONS BY AN EXPERT.

Identifying the Poison Found in Mary
Stannard's  Stomach,

New Haves, Oct. 23, 1870,

In the Hayden murder trial another day Las been
occupled with strictly expert testimony. Profeasor
Dana, of Yale College, has giveu s mass of testimony
whieh, for care and precisences of detail, 1s praised
in the highest terins by the scientific gentiemon who
weore present. Ilecognizing the fact that the dofence
will erons-examine severely, ho has svidently uimed to
make his story complete in every particular, and he
fortifiod hi 1 wall i slips of mem-
ory by referring tuntly to um books.
Hia testimony is not only of great scientific interest,
but of fmportance ns supporting the count in the
inidetment charging Havden with having sdminis-
tered Lo the yirl the ninety gruins of arsenle found
in her stomuch.
