Hotel Stakes, which was 8 very cne-sided ailair,
But as there were four other events, which
woera  firet class, the wice between the young-
sters, like owe of LRip Voo *Winkle's tipples,
need not eount, The lrst ruce woas o mile dash,
with eight contestants, and it was won by Mr.
J. T. Williams' Vern Cruz—a capital lorse,
that bos been on the shelf for nearly two years,
will be rememberod a8 beiug one of the best 1hree-
year-olds in the conutry two years since.

HEATING THE CARS.

THE “L" ROADS AND SOME OF THE SUBFACA
LINES TO BUN WULLL HEATED CAks DURING
WINTKR- - HOW THE IMPROVEMEST WILL DE
EFFECTED,

The approach of the freezing New York winter
sugeents o many thonsands of citizons the question
whether the street and <L vailroads are to be mude
nany oo comiortable in the matter of heat than
they have heretofore beeu. The =L ronds, to be
#ure, hive sineo thelr opening attompted to warm
their cars, sud have fu somo degvee succeeded, pars
tieularly on the Melropolitan road; but, beyond one
or two samplo ears, which for the most part wore
miserable tallures, tho surface roads have utterly
fpuored the fact thut thelr patrous were susceptibile
to tho freezing blaats, The travelling public—and
g0 far us this city ls concerned aliwoat every man
and womnan may be thus elassed—consider that thoy
have somoe elavm npen the managers of sarfaco romds,
It 1s now protty ponerally bolioved that thelr charters
were glven them for nothiug, their rosds bunilt at &
ridlenlously small cost compared with the »L*
rouds, aud that for years they have reapoed a peou-
niary harvest far beyond tho modt sanguine oxpecta-
tlons of the managers, For this the puble have ro.
reived dirty and cold cars and huve had to hang on
to n fteap during the erowded hours, This lnst ne-
cesslly was happlly Morated by the opeuving ot
tho <L rouds, but (ha receipts of the surface roads
bave, in okt cases, boen almost as large os ever,

It would sesm thst New York city has been pecu-
lisrly unfortunate in its street roads. Brooklyn lhus
hind for somo time lunes of cars comfortably heated
by sunil stoves. A HERALD roporier, in o couversse

Ton with an official of a Brooklyn voad, was assured
that the vxpeuse of these stoves was trifling, and

Tho question of beating tho surface roads fa if
anything s moro interesting one io the public gen-
erally than that coneerning the “L" rosds, On the
Intter the public have had so for cloan cars snd most

nerally dry ones, while on the former » clean and
5:; ear in winter has been the exception and not the
rule. It would certainly seem from the interviews
the rter lind with some of the surtsce road offl-
wials that they had vu;y littlo idea of nccommodating
the plo who with foolish gouerosity allowed the
muETn tuki possession of the public thoroughfures
for nothing, The Third avenue rowld is the tirst ex-
coption to this. The roporter called on the presi-
dent, st his vffice in the company's bullding, Sixty-
fifth wtroot and Third svenne, aud sfter & pre-
Linuary conversation said:—

"a‘lﬁ_ru yout going to heat your cars this wintor?*

“We are.""

“How are you golng to do it?"*

“We have talen into consideration s grest many
metaous and systems, and have finally come to the
coneclusion to use s hot water system.

“What is the destgn?*

*I'lic apparatus consists of a single good sized
wrought iron pipe, placed close to the front of the
suat near the floor the whole length of the car. This
pipe is serewod into s east fron Elﬂ chamber at
one end and an oxpansion chambor at other end
both of these attschments being under the seats and
out of sight,””

“How do you get the water in?"

Tl pips, besting chamber and part of the ex-
pansion chamber are filled with water ssturated with
salt, which prevents froezing in any weather, The
pipes, onee filled, are expocted to ladt all wioter."”

“Now, where is tho heat?"”

“lhe heat is put in on esch trip. It will not take
two minutes to do it. We will have s furnsce at tho
Sixty-ftth strect depot, and will heat iron slugs to
sn intense heat. Thowe slugs wre put in e fire chame
Ler at the end of the car, There is no fire or any-
thing of that sort, but tho slug hests the water and
the wator the ear.'

It woews to be s very simplo method.”

“Yos, it 12; and wo expoect it to give great satiafac-
tion to onr pstrons, It will cost us considerable to
fix our ears upin that way, but wo aro busy at ik
now and will have them all ready by the time the
cold snap cotnes,”

“What is the cost of hesting s ear aftor the ap-

tis in all up and ready?” .

“I'he cont then will be very trifling—about one
