TIIF. ALLEGED BRAZILIAN FORGERS ON TRIAL.
Iu August last Detectives King and Lyoii, of tlio

Central Office, unearthed one of the most stupendousattempts to flood the Empire of Brazil with
counterfeit bills that was ever ooucocted. T'rom advicesreceived by the police it was gleaned that thore
was a baud of keen and well-to-do Brazilians, who
had raado their headquartors In oue of the side
streets, within a stone's throw of the municipal policepalace in Mulberry street, and that they had enlistediu their plans a number of expert engravers to

scent but little difficulty was experienced iu tracing
tlio principal* auil capturiug untold wealth
in the shape of Brazilian notes, and perfectcounterparts of thu genuine ones, exceptingthe signatures, which it was
intended should be writteu in Itio Janeiro.

plates, too, wore seized, and Seiior Francisuos A. It.
Sauabria and Jose li. llabellqua were taken into custodyand held tor trial. Their counsel, Mr. William
F. llowo, secured on a technical point their dischargeone o by the Supreme Court, but tlio govern
mciit caused the arrest again of Sauabria and Babcllqun.At another timo Mr. Howe succeeded in gettingthe indictment against the running prisoners
quashed, because they wore indicted tor torgury and
thu forgery was uot couplote, as the necessary signaturesto the notes were lacking, but the Uraud
Jury found an indictment for attempt to commit
forgery, so that this avenue to their escape
was closed and the accused were Anally arraigned boforethe Court or General Scssious yesterday by AssistantDistrict Attorney llell for trial on this last
indictment. The court room was crowded with
rcprescittivos of tlio Brazilian government and quite
a uumber of Spaniards who seemed to evince grout
interest in the proceedings. Immediately after
the jury were sworn Mr. Howe arose and callingJudgo Co wing's attention- to thu iudictinuut on
which the prisoners wore theu arraigned, moved
that lie take thu case from the jury, as that documcut
failed to specify tlio commission of any crime
known to the law. Judge Cowing, after hearing
argument, concluded to poripit the questions raised
to lie considered by tlio jury on the evidence. PresidentGodall, of tile Continental Bank Note Company,
was called, and gave evidence of the arrest of the
prisoners and the finding of plates and unsigned
bunk notes in their possession, owing to thu latenessof the hohr the cross-examination of the witnesswas deferred until Monday next, to which time
the court adjourued.

TUB MARYLAND ELECTION CASES.ARGUMENT

AOAIN8T TUB CONSTITUTIONALITY OF THE

FEDERAL ELICTION LAWS.
Washington, Oct. 24, 1879.

Tho following was among the business transacted
In tho United 8iatea Supreme Court to-day;.
Mo. 7. original; ex parte Aiuort aieooiu ct al.,

petitioners..Argued by Bradley T. Johnson for
petitioners, and by Attorney Oeuurxl Deveus in oppositionto the petitions.
The petitioners in this caso, five election judges

duly appotuted under the law of Maryland, were indictedin the United Status Circuit Court for cl<e
district of Maryland in November, 1878, upon the
charge of violating the federal election laws while
acting as such judges in the Congressional election
of November 6 in that year. They were
tried at the November term of the said
Ccurt, convicted of the offences charged in
the indictments and sentenced to various
terms of imprisonment in the City Jail of Baltimore.They now pray this Court lor writs of habeas
corpus and a discharge, upon the ground that tho
statutes under which they were indicted, convicted
and imprisoned (sections 2.012, 2,018, 2,017, 5,514,
5,.715 and 5,522 Hevised Statutes) are unconstitutional
and void. Tho case is analogous in many ruspects to
that of Augustus F. Clarke, petitioner, reported yesterday.The following is an outline of the argumc-Dt
of petitioners'counsel:.The power to enact such laws as those in question
can be clsimod only under articlo 1, section 4 of the
constitution. Congress can exercise that power
only by passing laws to rogulato the manner of holdingoloctions for its members in the several State*.
The laws making such regulations must be appropriateto the object in view and consistent with the
constitution. From these principles it follows:.

That the power thus granted is an exclustvo
and entire power, and must be exorcised over tho
whole subject of regulating the manner of holding
elections; otherwise It will produce collision with
State regulations, uud, being paramount, will supersedethem and leave a part of the subject unprovidedfor.
Srcond. If this power is not exclustvo and' entire,

aud may be exercised over a part of the subject, then
such part aa it doea regulate must be beyond the
control of the States.

TAirtl.Tho power must bo exercised by appropriateaud constitutional law, which law must set forth
the regulations made and not delegato the power of
making them to any other power or authority whatever.
