TIIIRTY-THItEE PERSONS MISSING.

Captain Diaz Recites the Tragic
Scenes on Board.

CONFUSION AND DISOBEDIENCE.

[by telegraph to the herald. 1
New Orleans, Oct. 24. 1879.

Your correspondent visited Captain Diaz, of

the unfortunate steamer Nuevo Pajaro del

Oceuuo, this evening, and found hiiu still eonlinedto liis bed at the Restaurant do la lteforuia

Espauol, and sull'cring from the severe injurieshe endured during the terriblo disasterwhich overtook his ill fated vessel.The captain is a man about thirtyeightyears old, of large, strong frame,
apparently able to endure any umouut of bodily
lutigue under almost any ordeal. Ho now lies
us helpless as a child, uiul is dependent on his

nurses lor the slightest assistance. He seeuied
to suffer greatly from prostration during his recital

of his lute unfortunate experience, llis
narrative was several times interrupted, and he
hud to wait some time to gain strength in order
to continue it.

STATEMENT OF CAPTAIN DIAZ.

He says the Nuevo Piqaro del Oceano on the
lUtli of October lust left Havana lor St. Jugo do

Cuba, touching at Nuevitus aud Giabura, to

which last place most of the cargo was consigned.The cargo consisted mostly of provisionsfor the army, including wines, brandy, rum

and petroleum, with a largo quantity of anus

aud ammunition. There were on board, in additionto the officers aud crew, four merchants,
all of whom are supposed to bo lost, aud thirteensoldiers, only one of whom was saved. Of
tho officers of the vessel Captain Diaz aud the
lirst aud second mates were rescued, and

only thirteen of a crew of forty-two
were saved. Tho total of thoso who were

ubourd tho ill-fated steamer wus tifty-uino
souls. At the tiiuo of tho disaster.four o'clock
on tho morning of the ISth of October.tho
watch was just being changed, and tho captain,
with some of his otlicers, were taking their
coffee on tho quarter deck, tho horizou being
clear ull around.

uivinjs the alarm.

Tbere was some light talk and jesting going
on at the moment, when suddenly a cry of
"Fire!" came from one of the otlicers of tho
stcumer then in charge. An examination was

immediately made of the lower deck, in
aa instant a tlumo of fire shot up
high into tho air, just between tho
boiler und the main hatch. The pumps were

manned ut ouee, and every exertion that men
could make was made to subdue the ilomes.
Every moment, however, they seemed to get
more intensely hot. Tho heut of tho tiro was
extreme. In order to avoid, if possible, tho
smoke which seemed to envelope and stille the
men working ut the pumps, tho command was

passed to "Veer ship."
ENGINEERS STIFLED TO DEATH AT THEIR TOSTS.

This gave 110 relief, however, for tho engineerswere stilled to deutli ut tho engines, and
the steamer still moved on. This fanned tho
tire, which uow seemed to tuko utmost eutiro
possession of the doomed vessel, into the wildest
lury. As the tiro reached the petroleum and
other intlummublo material, of which tlio
cargo consist«m1, a tretuor seemed to go
through the en tiro length of the main deck, as

if the vessel was bursting asunder from some

terrible pressure. The fire hud now increased
to such an extent that the men were dreadfullyburned as they stood ut the pumps, uud now
all abandoned theiu in tho wildest terror. In
tho confusiou that ensued the voices of tho
officers were no longer heard or obeyed, uud the
utmost disorder uud insubordination followed.
An attempt was now made to prevent the loweringof the boats in tbo mad manner in which
it was being endeavored, as it was understood
that tho moment they would touch the water

they must till and all hope of safety in that
dirootiou would be lost forever. As tho officers
eudcavored to etfect this tlioy were hurled forward

by the crew, uow crazed with terror, uud
inly intent on saving themselves.

llOATS LOWERED AND UPSET.

Tbo boat ou the starboard side forwnnl wm
owered ami Immediately swuuiped, passing di-
cctly under tho wheel of the steamer, which
was still moving on. The captain, while endeavoringto prevent ft like disaster to tbo boat
on the larlKturil side, was hurled head foremost
into tho water. This boat also was dashed
to pieoea. If any 0110 was saved by tho bouts
tho captain thinks it must have been those
astern, as they were the best on tho steamer.

Everybody who was able to do so now sprung
into the water, preparing to meet death thus
rather tliuu endure the pitiless embraces of tbo
raging flames. For a while tho sea was blaek
with liuinuu beings, clinging desperately to
little pieces of wood.anything, in fact, that
they could eateh.hoping it might save them.
'I he steamer soon burned to tlio water's edge
and disappeared.

STMOUOLIMO IN T1IK WAVES.
The situation of those who had jumped overboardwas distressing in tho extreme. Tho

slightest motion of the waves as tliey clung
desperately to tho little jdceesof planks threatenedto engulf them. Some were hold enough to

attempt to better their situation, but met a

watery grave. Captain Diax at one time was

ucar a young iuau when they saw the liteboat
at a distance. The Captain, seeing a chance to
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save many lives, told his companions to

swim to tho boat, and directed tho other
men in their movements. The youug
luuu started boldly forward, but that was the
last seen of taiui. The Buffering of tho uieu as

they clung to pieces of plank, now inude into a

temporary raft, was intense. Many were almost
devoid of clothing and others entirely nuked.
Tho Captain hud a ring on one of his lingers
and that was all tho property he saved. He bad
no clothing. She second officer fared but little
better. Ho saved only his cap, and was almost
us naked as the Cuptain when ho was rescued,
his head ouly being covered.

CLIKOING TO A FUA1L HAFT.

With every roll of tho sea thoso clinging to

the raft of trail material were iu constant danger
of being sweut otl into tho water. The exhaustionwhich followed this coustant

strain ou body and mind wore down tho

strongest ami oravest. \\ ueu tne Uglit 01

tho reselling steamer was iliseovcred Captain
Diaz was found to be almost lifeless and
luid to bo borne aboard the Louisa II iu tho
anus of his eeeoud officer, whoso attention
to him had never ceased for one instant.Captain Diua informs mo that when
he was taken abonrd the Louisa II he was delirious,and 1ms no recollection beyond his last
look at the raft, when he saw one after uuother
of his comrades sink iuto the waves as the last
of their little strength failed.

8TOUY OF T1IE ItESCUE.

Simon Itivalta, the second officer of the

steamer, completed tho narrative. Ho said:.
"At about seven or eight o'clock ou

tho evening wo were rescued I thought
I saw a light in tho horizon, and it
seemed to bo coming directly toward us. My
opiuiou was continued by seeing a part green
light, aud I then was satisfied that the steamer,
lor such it was, was coming full on to us. I
then culled upon the men to gather togetherali the little uowor of stromrtli tlicv

had left and shout as loud as they
wore able. It wus this weak cry of
uluiost dying men that saved us. When wo

were discovered Captain Voss did all that

humanity could do to rescue and relieve us, and
wo owe liiiu a debt of gratitude that wo never

can repay. I think I owe iny safety to the fact
that 1 waited until our unfortunate stentuer

from some cause stopped, and then I took to the
water."

Seiior Pedro Pablo Barrcras, one of the passengers
saved, says ho was in the cabin when

he hoard the alarm, uud at the time wus asleep.
On reaching the deck ho saw at onco the desperatecondition of affairs, sprang at one bound
into the water and sustained himself on a plank
until rescued.

POSTMASTER OREEN, OF JERSEY <TTY, SEVERAL

THOUSAND DOLLARS SHORT IN HIS ACCOUNTS.

IIK CLAIMS TO HAVE UEEN ROBBED BY UIS

CLERKS, AND MAKES C.OOD THE DEFICIENCY.

Jersey City last evening to the oU'ect that a largo
deficit 11ad been discovered in thoaccountsof (ho I'ostiuaHtor, Mr. Henry A.

In order to got at tho farts s reporter
called upon Postmaster Uroeuo at his residence. No.
Its (Iraud street, when Mr, Uroono made tho followingstatement regarding tlio alt'air:

"Aboutone year ago " said he, "I was taken stck,
and luy recovery was so alow that almost two
mouths elapsed before I could resume my duties at
tho otllce. 1, of course, loft tho entire business In
tho control of my clerks, and it was during Hits
period that tho peculations begun. The deficit is
confined strictly to tho stump and postal card accounts,and has been continued for a period of over
rIuo months."
"Are you not obliged to make reports to the governmentat stated times respecting the amouut of

sales and tho balanco of stamps ami postal cards on
hand at tho time of settlement?" ho was asked.

"Yes, such s statement has to bo rendered every
quarter, or tour times a year. 1 was aware
that I was being systematically robbed, but I
was unable to discover the guilty parties,
and for tho solo purpose of detecting Hit in
1 permitted tho pilferiugs to continue,
I ho delicti of each quarter I represented as being
accounted for by the amount of stamps on hand.
On Naturdav, Sunday and Monday last I, together

we discovered the exact amount of tin- deficit, t at
oiiee deposited the amount to tho credit nt the governmentin the Sub-treasury at New York, both
agents expressed their opinion that I had
been the victim of misplaced confidence. I

1 do not leel at liberty to stale upon whom tuy suspiciousrest at present, but 1 intend in make tuanychanges on the l*i of November. To check any

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FLOODS IN JAMAICA.
Fearful Less of Life and Destructionof Property.

OVERWHELMED BY THE WATER.

Peasants and Mues Drowned While
Returnng from Market

Kixaarux, Oct. 16, 18id.
The canteen half of this island was visited from

tlio 11 til to the llth iust. inclusive with deluges of
rain, which, swelling the mountain torrents and
the streams around Kingston, lias resulted in a

fearful destruction of life ami property. The main
arteries of communication from Kingston, the cap.
ital, were reuderod impassable, the railroad train
lines imbedded in sand, the former of which are

still unworkable. Telegraphic communication with
the outside world has been suspended, but the
newly opened lino to St. Ann's hay. oil the north
aide, has since been repaired. The loss of lifeaiuong
the peasantry on Saturday, wli u the storm
was at its height, was terrible. Many returning to
their lionics after disposing of their produce
in Kingston attempting to cross tlio "gullies"
which traverso the Liguanea Plains ami spread out
far and wide liko a sea in such weather, were swept
out to sea in many cases, in others their bodies
have been found dopnsited ou the banks. Houses
liuvo been swept away, bridges destroyed, chasms
opened in the roads, and in the streets of Kingston
water and gas pipes exposed. Among the numerouseasualties oue instance will sulhee. Soma
peasants attempting to cross the Dry River, seven

miles to thu east of Kingston, found themselves at
length upon an island with a raging torrent before
thorn. Huddled together with their donkeys and
produce they awaitud with heartrending shrieks tho
incoming of the waters, which, r.sing gradually, at
length overwhelmed thorn all. Not one single human
body has beeu recovered.

noPIES SWEPT OUT TO SKA.
Another account says :."The injury to property,

caused by tho lloods, in Kingston, St. Andrew and
tho Port Itoyal uiountains, in immense. Soma thirteenliven wore loet iu Kingston, while horses,
mules, shoop, goats, huge trees ami timber, bridges,
houses and sacks of coffeo and plantain trees were

swept out to sea. Great distress prevails among ths
poor. Tho tolograplr laud lines have been thrown
down and communication with many districts entirelystopped. No accounts have been received in
Ki ugston from any of the other parishes, liusiness has
been almost entirely suspended iu consequence.
Captaiu Webster, of the Atlas stoutner Etna, report!
that on tho morning of tho 13th, about twenty milpe
northeast of Morant Point, he passed numbers of
dcud horses, sheep, cows, goats, logs of mahogany
and of cedar.
Liahbp Tozer, of Zanzibar, is expected here on

ton. Formidable preparations are on foot for hia
public reception on iaudiug. lie is to be the gueat
of tho Lieutenant Governor for a time.

FURTHER DETAILS OF THE CALAMITY.PEASANTSWASHED AWAY WHILE ATTEMPTING TO

REACH THEIR HOMES.
Kingston, Oct. 16, 1879.

Tho one absorbing topic now occupying publlo
attention is tho recent heavy rain. Commencing on

Saturday, the lltli inst., and lasting almost without
cessatiou until Monday evening it has boen proliflo
of disaster. Old residents remember that in 1H48
there waR a somewhat similar experience, but every
man whose memory extends so far back agrees with
lus fellows iu admitting that not even during that
historical downpour was thero such destruction of
life aud property as has been caused by the one Jusl
over. Saturday is tho general market day throughoutthe island. Early in tho morning ths
peasantry gather in large numbers in the
flMvnr.il tiiwim and villfii'twhnrrt thnv diatioM

during the day of thoir fruit and garden produce, returningto tlicir homes lu the gloaming. This
city, as the metropolis of the colony, Is, of course, the
great centre of this weekly trade. From daybreak
on Saturday the open space in front of the hand*
some Victoria Market presents a scene of indescribableconfusion and activity, By dusk the noise is
over, tho peasants have sold their produce, mads
their purchases and are on their return Journey.
Although it had bceu a very rainy week a large numberof people were collected in town on Saturday
last, as usual, and many of them had come long di»
tauces. The day over they trooped out of the city,
hastening home.

CAUOUT UY THE FLOOD.

Just at this time began the heavieat rain of the
year. Drenched to the skin the poor people hurried
on; the rain came down more and more heavily; the
already saturated earth re:used to absorb it, and
every mountain valley became a stream ot
water, which, discharging into some ravine,
transformed it into a raging water course. Situated
at the foot of a chain of lofty mountains, Kingston
lias not only many of such raviuos, or "gullies,"
on its northeast and west, but several discharge into
tho harbor after running through tne city itself. It
was at tliesc places that tlic majority of the fatal accidentsoccurred. Iu attempting to cross them tho
people, with their doukeys, were hurried away by
iho swiftly rushing water, and man and beast alike
carried to watery graves. On Sunday morning it
was found that many of the lower classos of the
townsfolk had me: the sitmo fate, cither lu attemptingto cross "gullies" or in consequence of thoif
houses having been washed away. No loss than six
bodies were louud in various parts of the town and
couvoyed to tlic Mortuary on that day, sud other
bodies were recovered on Monday and Tuesday.
Sandy (Hilly, dry at ordinary seasous, was so deep

for. and it is impossible to estimate the number of
people who mot thotr fete at thia spot.

HWKIT TO IllCSTnCCTlOS.
A party returning to tho cunt wore swob' away

at tho crossing of tho Dry lliver, but a few
miles from the city, and seven of these are
said to have ucn drowned, but it is too early
us yet to attempt to sum up tho deaths, for we
are still cut otf from most parts of the island. In
Kingston itself tho damxge to property lias been
enormous. Hugo chasms havo boon cut in some of
the streets, many thoroughfares being impassable
in places: water and gas pipes havo been laid bare;
houses ami walls h.ivo fallen; the roadwaya have
been denuded of metul; the tramway lines have been
much damaged, iti short, the havoc has boon fearful.
Itsilway tratllc has boon suspended, owing to the
overflow of the ltio Cobre, which hsa covered the
lino with a muddy deposit for railos. The C'uble
Company's overland line from Holland Hay to this
city tins been broken, and we have bail no news from
tho outsldo world since Saturday last. It is extremely
fortunate tlust there was but little wind with tho
rain, otherwise the damage would have been even
greater than It has been. Accounts from sueli part*
of the Island us have their communication with thia
city re-established are to tho effect that the damage
to the ooft'ee and pimento crops is very great, and
that both.a fair yiold having been looked for.will
now bo vory short.

OlCSEllAL SKWS.
Tho Spanish war steamer Ranches Ilarraztequl,

which has been lying here for some time past, baa
shown no aigtiaof intended departure. It may be
that a rumor ot a Cuban expedition to lie despatched
fioui this island has something to do with her continuedpresence, although it is dtfB nit to understandwhy, if that be the case, siio should lie idly in
Kingston Harbor. Tho overland telegraph lines in
course of erection by the government are nearly
completed, one or two places lieiug already In communication,telephonic as well as telegraphic, with
tins city, and a low days more will see every town of
importance so united to us. The lines will be under
the control of the Oeueral Post Office, and messages
will be sent at s very cheap rate. l'he route for lbs
extended lino of railway has been surveyed, and
hones are entertained that the rail* will soon be laid.
When that 1- done s marvellous impetus will be
giveu to industry.
