X«\t to the science of the government of
man l>y G >d tiuit of the government of man
by man has the justest eluims upon human
attention. Particularly in this oountry,
where there are no trammels of law upon
the tree exorcise of religion ami fewer upon
personal liberty in all its relations than

.anywhere else on earth, it is reasonable to

expect that theology and polities should
ho the most attractive pursuits to the purest
and wisest and ablest men. JCow the case

is in respect to theology we do not propose
to inquire. In respect to politics, however,

everybody knows that the fact is the reverse
-%f ...i. .....firms Their pursuit does
v,t .

not, at the present time, attract purity ami
wisdom anil ability to nearly the extent that
natural suienco, art, polite literature, mechanicsand even mercantile occupations
do. When a man of good character nntl
fortune applies himself to politics his
friends generally deprecate his course and
apologize for it us an eccentricity if they do
not condemn it outright. If his social
position is an eminent ono he is considered
to be lowering himself. If ho possesses
conspicuous talents he is considered to be
degrading his fucultios. In any event he is
bound to encounter both ridicule and remonstrance.Nobody possibly credits him j
with disinterestedness; everybody asks,
"What is lie after?" But if, on the contrary,
bis character is smutched or his fortune is
ruined.if, in short, ho has ceased to be a

gentleman.it is regarded as natural
that ho should "go into politics" for
lack of other occupation. Having iorteited
the confidence of his neighbors by his
moral obliquity or liis carelessness or stupidityin private dealings, it is held perfectlyappropriate that ho should apply for
the eonlideneo of the people at large and
become a candidate for offices in which he
would be a trustee of public interests. This
picture of the present situation of our poli-
tics, particularly in New York city, is not a

pleasing one. Wo exhibit it with shame.
But all the world knows that it is a true
one. Europe reproaches America with itH
accuracy, and prides herself on the superiorattractions of politics in England or in
France, for example, to gentlemen, over

what is ottered in the United States.
What are the causes that thus every day

aro repelling men of purity, wisdom and
ability further and further from politics
into intrinsically inferior employments?
Why aro the associations of political lifo so

increasingly distasteful to gentlemen ? Why
aro talents diverted lrom administration of
the affairs of city, State or nation, into the
management of railroads, factories, bunks
and a hundred other varieties of business
enterprise, or into the seclusion of professionalpursuits ? Why is the standard of
qualification lor a public trust lower than
it is for a private trust ? There aro many
causes, and the one to which we especially
direct attention to-day is the multiplicationof "bread and butter" politicians.
By a "bread and butter" politician
we mean a man who applies himself to

politics for a living precisely as a mechanic
does to his trade, and who is at ns great a

loss for an occupation if he is thrown out
of politics as a dram sollcr would be if bis
bar were oiosou uy a prouiuuory liquor
law. There is little rieed to describe the
species minutely.not much more than
there is to explain what tlio words
"plumber," "carpenter" or "blacksmith"
signify. If any New Yorker is so inexperiencedthat ho does not recognize
its existence let him step into the City
Hull and look at the oocupunts of most of
the desks in tlio building, or let him run

over a list of the public contractors
aud identify the men when they fall in
his way, or let hnu attend one of tho
political primary meetings; or, best of all,
let him got admittance as a visitor to a

caucus of the so-callo.l General Committee
of either of the parties.Tuminany, antiTauiiuuny,republican or greenback.it
makes no diil'crcnco which. In any and all
of these places he will behold a mass of
men who do not follow politics for honor,
for patriotism, for the public good, nor

oven from political conviction or lovo of
party, but solely lor a living.at the best
for "bread and butter," at tho worst lor
pelf. Show them that they can profit more

by shitting from one party to another or by
dishonest c alitions, or by any kind of
hugger-mugger, and there is no moral restraintpowerful enough to prevent their
improving the chance. These men constitutethe so-called political machine.
They are the great practical negation of tho
theory ol government by the people. They
ussun.o the ground that popular governmentmeans government by the professional
politicians, and they have so tenacious a

hold upon all offices and all party organizationsthat a dozen such revolutions as

would suffice to overthrow u throne would
not bo sufficient to root them ont
Those "bread und butter" politicians in

this city control almost absolutely ull tho
entrances into politics. If they lot u gen-
tlemuu through they do ho solely from
motives of policy. Ho is admitted by their
suflVrunce, not by bin own merits. Either
they want to vurnish their ticket with his
respectability, it he comniundM u large
measure of public esteem, or they expect
to "bleed" him for liberal contributions
into their political cash-box if ho 1h

wealthy, or they need his eloquence or bin
logic to defend some partisan measure if
he in pleasing in speech or powerful in

argument. Now, a stream which flown out

ol a mud puddle cannot run clear. A city,
u State, a nation, the portals of whoso
public life are guarded by n brigade of
"bread and butler" politicians, cannot bo
bent administered till the janinsarios are

disbanded auil admittance is allowed with*
out the necessity oi knowing their couutcrsign.How to disperse this "bread and
butter" brigade is (be foremost practical
question 111 the politics of the city of New
York, and pretty nearly foremost in tbe

po.ilios of t lie .Slate and the nation. Wu
venture to offer a suggestion toward such a

desirable result L ligthen the terms ot

most of the public olh^es, and then theru
will be a possibility of starving it out of

existence. Suppose it encounters a politicaldefeat.its members can contrive to

subsist by hook or by crook until the next
election day, provided ibui ollioiul terms

Tlie Captives Sale.

Our despatch from the Los l inos Agency
seems to establish as a certainty that the
women nnd children taken captive by the
revolting Utus are all safo and well and
have received no bodily harm. No communicationhas been received lrom any of
the womon themselves, but a courier with
this story is apparently fully credited by
the Indian authorities on the frontier.
This is a piece of good news, and one that
lessens in a great degree the possibly horribleproportions oi the mussacre. Since it
seems difficult and even impossible to pursuethe savages it is pleasant to know that
there is this much reason why their pursuitand punishment should bo less imperiouslynecessary.

for impressing spiritual truths upon
minds gonerally absorbed by things
material.

there is a wide gull fixed.a groat space,
apparently vacant, but nevertheless occupiedto its full capacity by whatever air the
congregation is to breathe during the service.The sexton and his underlings,
liini.fi lininon Vnnw n.« Hfill as t.li« tifiW.

Holders do that the weather is cold, and to
their ordinary human honesty the significanceof the day perhaps adds a certain degreeof intensity ; so they devote special attentionto the furnaces, in the basement,
that supply warm air to the church. There
is a peculiar quality of delight in doing
anything that has the merit of rarity, and
as fires havo not been lighted in churches
for about half a year the men at tho furnaceswork with a spirit and onergy that
seldom characterize people who labor for
hire ; thoy are going to have the establishmentwarm if fuel and labor can make it so.

Hut the walls arc of stone, which absorbs a

great deal of moisture ; perhaps, too, tho
floor is of stone ; the windows have been
partly open all summer and fall until
withiu the past day or two, and it seems

as if the chill of the bnilding would
never abate. Suddenly one of tho
men thinks of the ventilators.appliances
which seldom come to mind, but which
nevertheless afford egress for a great deal
of nir that may bo light enough to rise; so

these are promptly and securely closed. It
matters littlo that neither hot air nor uny
other kind 01 atmosphere will willingly
intrude upon space from wbicli nothing
cnn bo displaced to mako room for it; bosides,a knowledge of this or any.other fact
in philosophy is not reckoned among tho
qualifications to bo inquired about when
a church is selecting a sexton and his assistants.If the ventilators were leit
open the hot air would rise steadily through
the registers, displace tho fixed air of the
building, and afford a warm and tolerably
pure atmosphere to be breathed by the
worshippers who .enter. As, however, tho
church does not seem to warm rapidly, tho
furnaces aro driven to their utmost capacity,their surfaces become red hot, and
whatever air ascends from them is deoxygenuted,loul with carbonic acid gus, and,
perhaps, carbonic oxide, while the sickening
smell of rusty iron, peculiar to furnaces
uowly lighted, makes its presence known
the instant a person enters the door. In
suah a building the strongest, brightest,
most devotional natures will become stolid
and then somnolent, and the preuclior, no

mutter what his text and subjoct, will inevitablyfollow their exainplo. When in
the lute autumn a preacher wonders why
the plcasuut places of Zion are made desolate,and why devotees would lather sleep
in some church other than his, let him look
to tho manner in which the air is warmed
una tno supplying 01 iresu mr muue impossible'."When ho has remedied these it is
time to bluuio his hearers or his sermon.

Three Amateur Politicians.

The amateur politician, independent of
oflice or its concomitants for a living, possessingtalents and resources that inHuro
him a snccesslul career in private life, is gettingto be so rare u phenomenon that soma

persons believe he is cxtiuet like the dodo.
For the inlcijuation of tho incredulous,
therefore, it is desirable to call attention to
u lew unquestionable instances of his survival.
Tho first is Mr. Juntos W. Wadswortli, the

republican candidate for Comptroller of
the State." Mr. Wadswortli is the sou of n

hero who died in buttle for his country, but
he lays no claim to public favor upon ancestralconsiderations; ho has proved himselfcompetent for public trusts of high
dignity and responsibility by u very honorablelegislative career in the Assembly.
The snino compliment with regard to the

proois ol competency lor excellent publio
service, arising irom legislative experience
in the Assembly, deservedly belongs to Mr.
William W. Astor, who is a republican candidatefor the Slate Senate in one of tho
city districts.
Nor must wo omit espooial allusion to

the anti-Tammany nomination of Mr.
Charles H. Marsh ill.one of tho foremost
merchants and most admirable citizens of
New York.lor the really important placo
of an Alderman at Large. We trust that Mr.
Marshall will restore somo of tho ancient
respectability to that place by accepting
the nomination, and wc hope that the publicwill recoguize the worthiness ot the motiveswhich induce him and Mr. Wudsworth
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and Mr. Astor to become candidates tor

Ily the verdiot ot'^ a Loudon jury Mr.

Rosenberg, the publisher of u newspaper
called the Town Talk, lias been pronounced
guilty of publishing libels knowing them
to bo false, lie had grossly libelled two

ladies, Mrs. Langtry and Mrs. West, and it
was testified that his publications were entirelydevoid of truth. On behalf of Mrs.
West it was said in court that "there was

not tho semblance nor the shadow of
a fact of any kind upon which his
monstrous superstructuie of lios had
been built." It was certainly an ox-

tremely aggravated caso. The Indies
libelled had obtained within recent
years a quasi notoriety as "professional
beauties." They were handsome women.

certainly unusually handsome women to bo
scon in England, where it is iar less commonto see remarkably handsome women
than it is in this country. It is the usage in
Loudon to lionize anybody and everybody
possessed of any noteworthy attribute, and
society lionized these ladies lor their
beauty, and some enterprising photographersobtained their portraits and made merchandiseof their unnsuifl charms. But the
ladies themselves were apparently in no

way to blame for this, and a sensible jury
lias declared them entitled to the full proItcction of the law. Doubtless the sentence
that will be passed upon Rosenberg will
make libels less salable articles henceforth
in the offices of the many journals of which
his is a type.

Cooper Sentenced*

Cooper, who is described in the reports
as tho American forger, was yesterday called
up in London and sentenced to five years'
penal servitude.a light sentence judged
by comparison with the punishment which
English courts ordinarily udminister for an
offence like his. It is thought that ho escaped
a lite sentence by pleading guilty. The
touching story ho told m court, with a

view to procuring a mitigation of penalty,
and the scene made by his melodramatic
talents, should not excite a mistaken sympathy.As the history we have given ot this
criminal ubundantly shows, tho story was

all false. Inasmuch as Court, counsel and
everybody concerned were fully informed of
liiu Itnrv it iu rlifHfiilt'. tn nndnrufnnd wlint

coulil have boon the object of thin display of
histrionic genius. At ono time there was

quite a rush to England of accomplished
forgers from this aide the Atlantic, who
were tempted by what they regarded as the
loose practices of London bankers; but if
the bankers are sloven in their professional
ways the lc^erH by this time understand
thut the courts and juries are sharp, close,
severe and relentless.

The English Mission.

It is reported that the President
"startled" Mr. Evarts on Thursday by
offering him the place of United States
Minister to England. Inasmuch as such
an offer from the President, if it was a surpriseto the Secretary, was equivalent to an

invitation to take himself out of the Cabinet,it may well have been startling, becauseit must imply that tho Secretary lias
dissatisfied the Executive with his recent
demonstration in favor of the stalwarts,
and, naturally, lie could not preciselytell whether it was because
he had been too stalwart or not
stalwart enough. Bat we rather doubt the
report that this proffer of the mission was a

surprise to the Secretary; tor, in l'nct, the
appearances are that he liau already guessed
that the President hail an intontion of that
sort, and even that he himself might accept
the place, and that he hud toned his recent
campaign speech with a view to those facts.
For if a man goes to Londou just at the end
of a Presidential term he may not want to
come home a f w months later, and if his
staying there is to depend upon the will of
a new President of the stalwart stripe, why,
it is wise to stand well with the stalwarts.

Studying War vs. Playing Soldier.

The artillery school of militiamen just
dismissed at Fort Hamilton was of a nature

very rare in this country, but one urgently
needed. Details irotu the various batteriesof light artillery attuched to the
State militia were sent to the fort, organizedinto temporary bnttories, supplied
wiili guns ana Horses belonging to tiio

regular army, and, best of all, drilled
by reyulur officers. Tlio exorcises were

just us tborough and rigid as a lot of
recruits would linvo received, the principal
difference being that a body of men supposedto be of intelligence superior to that
of recruits composed tlio class and -learned
a great deal that professional pride will
cause them to remember, but which they
never would have learned in the ordiuury
routine of militia drill. Qive us more of
such schools ; every Statu should have
them.

Homo idea of tho
oxtent of this advertising patronage may bo
formed from the returns through tho mails
in tho shape of replies sent direct to the
llKiuT.n office. On two days, selectod at

random, tho number of lgtters or answers to

advertisements received was 3,f>82 and 3,8/54
respectively. Those numbers, however,
only represent the letters which come

through the Post Office, and do not inelndo
the answers deposited in the letter boxes of
the Hkiuld and its branch offices. Even at
a rough average of 3,(XK) letters a day wo

have the enormous tlguro of 21,000
letters a week or 1,095,TWO answers a year
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to advertisements appearing in the Herald,
and which have to undergo sortiug and
arranging before delivery to the persons
to whom they are addressed. In the distri-
bulion of this msil mutter tin re is an amount
of labor performed not exceeded by the post
offices of many respectably sized cities.

Welsh. Among other guests present at the recep.
tlou wore:.George W. Childs, Postmaster James,
of Nmv York; General Robert l'utorsou, Horaco U.
Euruess, ox-Govoruor Hartranft ami luauy others.
It ia a principle of the Punn Club that tlieru shall
not be any speeches made on such occasions as the
present. The result was that tho large assemblage of
gentlemen who had gathered to hear tho thoroughly
practical romarlss from Mr. Potter rcgardiug the

great commercial (questions whloh are of such vital
interest to both Englishmen and Americans jvere
disappointed. Knowlug that a spocch iroiu tho sucLessorof Mr. Oobden as tho member for Itochdala
would not be the featuro of the evening, your correspondenttook advautago of a few moments'
leisure which the guest of the evening enjoyed to
tender hira the use of the Heiiai.d's columns through
which to say a lew words to tho expectant public.
Mr. Potter thankod your representative, and said
cheerfully:.

MR. POTTER ON KUKK TRADK.

"The land question is to us of inimcdlato and paramountinterest, but to Americans it can be only rela- 0
lively important. As wo have not timo, in a brief
conversation, to discuss both tho agricultural and
the free trade problems, it is wiser, perbaps, to eonlineour remarks to the latter. Now, although I
have boon only a briof timo in your country, I have
travelled ubout it some and talked with a great many
men, roprosoutliig all shados of opiulon upon tho
subject, and am therefore better qualified to speak
than 1 was before 1 came over. You will never bear of
mo saying at Aylesbury or anywhere else that tho
larmei's of the United Status are emigrating in large
numbers to Canada. I am a free trader because I
thoroughly believe in it. Indeed, I take It for
granted that my good faith toward this country will
never bo called in question. I bellevo that free trade
tends to bind nations together; that treaties of
commerce are worth all the troatios of poaeo
)vor written; but I know porfectly woll
that those beliefs of mine are notarguments.The reputation which Americans have
ibroad, for 'cutencss is the main bulwark of pro.
motive ideas throughout Europe. Their statesmen
my to ours, 'If there was anything in this free trade
idea Brother Jonathan would have adopted it.' This
is to them both logic and argument. What can anybodynay to men who permit other poople to do all
their thinking for them?
"Now, the facts as I find them here are these:.

The balance of trade between Great Britain aud the
United States is very largely in favor of this country.lu round numbers the direct importations
From the United States have reached the enormous
figure of £80,000,000, while your people take only
£10,000,000 worth of goods from us..or just
eue-itftli. This condition of things applies
almost as strongly to other countries.
Now, your exports roach the large total of
$800,000,000 per year, but of this onormous amount
only one-tenth (or $80,000,000) aro manufactured
goods. This is the great poiut which it will do the
poople of this country good to ponder. It indicates
unmistakably the pre-eminence of the agricultural
clement.au clement which laughs at jorotection,which defies froe trade to injure it. The canitil
which represents nlue-tenths of your vast exports
will sooner or later make itself felt. It will demand
legislation which will bring goods into the country
in return for the products of the soil.

ENORMOUS DRAIN ON ENGLISH GOLD.
"It is not.never was.the fact that ootton was

king. I tell you it is the soil which is master hero.
Look at a few items. Corn, cotton, provisions, miueraloils, aud so on to almost any limit of words.
Tuese nre preparing for oven greater demand than

to be the downfall of protection in this country. I
will toll you why. It may happen that the season
will prove better in England aud in all Europe than
we now expect. It may happen that there will be no
great war in Europe to increase the demand and
to diminish the production. In that event we shall
not want oven s> much as last vcar, especially If wo
have to pay gold. There is a limit to gold, aud a
balance of trade of noarly $320,000 000 (£04.000.000)
in your favor must eventually make us say:.'Toil
must take our goods or we can't buy.' But you
cau't take our goods because you can't sell
them again without losing money, you soo,
because of the enormous protective tariff. You
would be surprised if I told you' that I was shown
some Scotch linens the other day in ono of the
largest wholesale draper's in New York on which the
duties and commissions (landed in the warehouse)
equalled 137 per cent of tho original cost!
It is a fact, and It moans a great deal. Why, I
visited Lowell aud Fall Klvct. Bald the msnagor of
one of the largest cotton mills lu Lowell. We really
do not need protection any longer; we certainly do
not fear free trade. It is equally true of other
branches of trade. The struggle will coina between
the soil and tho manufacturer, aud believe me tho
soil will settle it. I do not mean that you :tre ever
to have absolute free trado hero* Where the raising
of revenue by direct taxation is so disliked a tariff
for roveuuo is wise.

mtoTmmoK wo lonoeb needed.
"The people of tho United Btates will not Indorse

an income tax. therefore they cannot do better for
their country than to retain tariff regulations. But
protection is uo longer ncedod. Your people bava
gone beyond it. Look at your mercantile marine.
The Alabama business was bad.terrible for you,
there is no question.but tho roal fact, considered
from the side of political economy, is that'just
at the moment you sufferod the damage there was
a great revolution going on in the building of ships,
which your maritime laws would not permit you to
avail yonrsolves of. Thore was a sudden change
from wooden to iron vessels and you had neither
shipyards where iron ships could be built nor could
you buy them abroad to bridge over the interval
until you could erect your rolling mills and your
forges, so that you could create them for yourselves.
No, no; the people of this country must not blame
us for monopolizing the steam carrying trade of the
ocean. They must lay the censure on obsolete laws,
which they ought to have the eourago to revoke."
