Granting the correctness of this theory,
thore ssems to be good reason to anticipsto s fresh
riss, ressonablo enough at first, growing into
extravagance us it proceeds and Aunslly culminating
in u more or losa serious bresk. The first stage was
thoroughly developed to-day in nn slmost complote
recovery from yesterday's depreesion and the preva-
lenes of & universally buoyant murket. Iron
Mountain, Union Pucific, Erie, Wabash, Kapnsas und
Texas and the coal shares were prominent for
strength and sctivity. From 48! yesterdny Iron
Mountain ross to 48 to-day.
