A firm of shipbuilders on the Clyde hns received
an order from the Hussiny governwment for o mon-
ster irop-clad, which is to be practically invulnera
ble, and the subject i stirscting considerable inter-
est in English otticial eireles. The vessel 18 to have
wo armored deek fn shape like the buck of u tortoise,
with sharp edges all round, on which an iron ram
may expend its foree ouly to its own injury, or,
st  most, cut through n mere fringe into
one of pumberless watertight compartmonts,
The surfeves above and beluw tho water being
ot the ssme slope wonld offer no mark for an oppo-
nent’s shiot, wiilch would glanco off without doing
the slightest injury, and ouly vertical fire, which is
alwuys unrelistle, or buttering from above at close
quarters, which the monitor's own heavy guns might
repel, could ba used sgninst such s foe. The old sys-
tem of boarding might avail; But, a8 the ship 18 to
be 600 feet lo length by 100 feet broad, sie would

robubuy carry & great number of men, and board-

ng might not be eway. The torpedo wlonoe she
would have to dresd, and against the torpedo
she would have to take her chunee with the
rest. Her armuament, sccording to conjecture, will
consist of four or more l00-ton guus, mwounted
on the dissppearing principle, together with
applisnces for Ew}wtlna torpedoes; and 1t s in-
tonded to make her for attack as well as defence at
laast the equal of auy other ship aflost. It is caleu-
lated that u vessel of such b build, though provided
witli 10,000 horse power engines, cannot be of great
spoeed, but thig is regarded as of Y Couse-
tFlonuc i & #hip which 18 described as uunnalﬂabl‘e.
