THE SITUATION. .

First—The White River Utes, the only Indians of
that tribe who are positively known to have been on
the warpath, have retrested indefinitely, and no one
can toll wipre they have scattered or where the war-
riors are who commitled overt acts. The presump-
tion is that they have sdopted the old policy of divid-
ing up and mingling with other bands at other ugen-
¢ies, or, if that would not be sateat present, owing to
tho friendly promises of Ouray, tuey will awaitin
#ocure retroats the opportunity for such an afilintion
and sharing of rations during the approaching
winter,

Second—It s sossible that Ouruy'sinfluence and
vounsel may be powerful cuough to secure the cap-
ture and delivery of some of the prineipal offenders—
a concession which, bowever, would be reluctantly
made by the Northern Utes on the most liberal con-
ditions the government could offer. The HEmsLD's
Iatest despatches show how the Northern Utes claim

fo have been misled in t ‘to Thornburgh's
mission and for what reasons they fought his com-
mand and rassacred Meeker, Now, if the ‘govern-

ment should agree to reinsiste them on thelr reser-
¥ation on condition of thelr surrender of their chief
als, many of the tribe might consent to the

nin, but the question would then arise whether
thoso thus willing were powerful or nnmerous
e¢nough, in slang phraseclogy, to “deliver ‘the

goods.”
. A BOP TO CENUERUS.

Third—8hould the governinent insist on an uncon-
ditlonal surrender of the participants of the two
massacres and give the White River Utes also to une
derstand that thoy have forfeited their tenure, no-
body hiere believes that they would help Chief Ouray
o more than a futile dalliance with the Unitod Btates
Sathorities. The Molly Magulre system, completo
snd dastardly and successful as it was in the
Pennsylvanis mining districts, was clumsy in
fomparison with the system of mutual sllisnce
for offence and defence that prevalla among savages
0 closaly connected as the various Ute bands, Itis
mot surprising that Ouray and Douglass ancosedsd in
mving the lives of the women and children at the
Agency and that they turned them over to General
Adams on his application. That was a cheap sop to
the governmont Cerberus.

THE NEWPORT OENTENNIAL.

EVACUATION OF THE FPLACE BY THE BRITISH
TROOPS—BOME REMINISCENCES OF THE DAYS
THAT TRIED MENS BOULS.

Newront, Oct, 25, 1370,

One hundred years ago to-day occurred a very in-
teresting event in Newport's history. On that day
the British evacuated Newport. Three years prior
to December, 1776, & fleet of seventy-five sail of
PBritish men-of-war and transports, under command
of Sir Peter Parker, entered Narragsnsctt Bay, and
on the 8th of that 1 lod 8,000 British
and Heaslan soldlers wunder Sir Honry Clinton
and took possession of the ialand, General Clintonm
was in command but s very short time, ss in Jasau-
ary, 1777, he was superseded by Earl Percy, and he
returned to England, Later in the same year Earl
Percy turned the command over to Major General
Presvott. Ou December 8, 1776, the Thirty-second
British regiment was landed on Loug Wharf, and
on the same day the ra of the
English forces were lapded on & shore farm
in the sdjoining town of Middletown. On the fol-
lowing Monday the troops disembarked in Middle-
town and subsequently marched to this city. From
this date up to October 25, 1779, Newport remained

BRAZILIAN ESTIMATES OF REVENUE FOE THE
CULRRENT FINANCIAL YEAR—MERCHANT SHIT-

tive here to-morrow evening.

The Indlaus aro very much inflamed sgaiust the
wlites on aceount of the advance of the troops, and
Ouray thinks that |f it is d they will defend
themselves, refuso to rotroat and contest the further
progress of tho troops.
