Death 1o Austria!’ were posted on the walls of
Naples in the morning, but were torn down by
the poliae.”

ing partics, Hmall .E;l‘tl“ of Indisns occaslonally
suceeed in ng troops and commit robberica
and outrages upon the uull]'h:ﬁ ts and
wail routes, some of these partics entaring Mexico
from our gide and others coming from that
couutry into this. It has beem pretty well
estunlisbed that wost of the ralds made by
onr  Indiaus have thelr origin on the Fort
Stanton [ndian reservation. I have repeatediy calied
the sttention of the authoritios to this fact sud to
the impossibility of stopping them unless the reser-
wation is plwng directly unider the comtrol of the
military, when I am. satisfled we wounld be able to
put su end to them. It will bo seon from Geueral
Ord's report that the troops in his dej mont have
been very uctive, having marchied over forty thousand
miles on scouts and in tollowing the teails ot raid-
ing parties, and much of the good order which has
obtalued on tho Rio Grande s undoubtedly owin,
to the energetic movements snd general sotivity g
tho troops.
NO MORE GREAT 1NDIAX COMUINATIONH,

There has been no general combination of hosatile
Indinps In this military dvision doring the past
yeur, and 1 doubt that such combinstions can ever
agnin exist, The coutinuous setilements of the
vulleys of the Arkausass, tho Smoky Hill, the Platta,
the Black Hills and the Yalley of the Yellowstone,
and the eonstruetion of the Unlon Pacifie, the Kan-
sas Pucific, the Atcluson, Topeks and Sants Pé and
the Northoru Pacific rajlroads and their nutural con-
nections, following the Indian wurs of 1868 and 1876,
have thrown too mauy obstacles (n the way fur
Indian runners to communicate intelligence among
the various tribes.

INSUFFICIENCY OF FOOD.

In additlon to this the great soutBern buffalo
horda, together with the eli, lntai:ﬁn and deer, upon
which they dependod to subsist tholr wartiors, are
now neosrly gone. Therefore, Indian troubles
that bereaftor occur will be thome which arise upon
the diffurent Indien reservatious or from sttempts
mude to reduce the nuwmber and sizo of these reser-
vatious by the concentration of the Ind.an tribes,
und 1 think I can safely say in the natore of & Warn-
u.!g to the governmeunt that there is great danger at
all the ngeucies of wild Indians, where asufficiont mil-
itary force is not prescnt, of scenvs occcurriug wimi-
lur to those recently epaciod at the White River
Agency. Many complaints have been forwarded to
the Wuar Department through these headquurters
since my lnst report, showing that there has I an
insufficieney of food at some of the Iudian agencies.

" THE FOLCE INADEQUATE.

In my last annual report [ callud attention to the

hensive and fully describes the operstions in
his ,department, and especially the expedition of
Colonel Milea and the boneticinl ¢ffects arising from
it, to which I wish to sdd a just commendation by
saying that Colouel Miles, in the organization of lis
column and in his solitierly bearing, hus given satis-
faction to his superiors and igspired confdence in
the officors snd men under his cominand, When the
buffalo again return south of the northern bonudary
line they will be rollowed by the Indisns sow living
nortl: of that line, or st least by their hanting par-
ticw, and as these Indiaus are dependent for thoeir
main supplies of suimal food upon the bufinlo herd
1t will be exceadingly difficult to establish sny inter-
national conditions which will preveut auch an inva-
sion of our territory.

THE REMOVAL OF INDIANE.

There s one vther source of trouble thet I desiro
to allude to, and that is the r sl of the Indi
trom the loealities in which they were born aud
repred, I have never known it to be done without
Erm!.ucmu trouble. The Indian is deeply attachied to

18 pluce of birth, and be never abandous it except
under eompulsion; and when that occurs and his
removal is sccomplishied, it is invarisbly followed by
& homesckuess wlhich is so intense that it fre-
q:‘enu:r torminates fatally. I bhave no doubt
that the gronmdwork of she presomt Colorado
trunble arises (rom a suspieion ou the part of the
Indians that they are to by deprived of
their homes by & concautrstion in order
tn make fower agencies. It should not be
forgotten that thero is no ostablished system of gov-
er t & Indi for the punishment of
erime, and the little influcnce possessed by their
ehiets (s entirely disregarded whenever in the
opiuion of the individual Indian his prosont safoty
or other intercsts are thr 1, nud 8 eum-
munities so loosely governed, composed of men o0
wiid and savage in thelr naturs, we must a8 o
natural sequence expect to bo occasionally startied
by some most sanguinsry outbreaks. There sbhould

woys bo some power to control or punish, We
cannot govern highly elviliged communities withont
at least the force of lew to gulide and even punisn,
and mueh less ought we to expect to control wild
Indiane without a foree to compel obedience to such
rules as may be wisely ostablislied by the proper au-
thoritdes for their bonofit.

JOHN DLACKWOOD, THE PUDLISHER.

The death of John Blackwood, the tamous pub-
lisher, senlor partner of the firm of Willinm Black-
wood & Sons, Edinburgh, and editor of Blackwonl's
Magasine, |s announced by cable. He waa born at Ed-
fnburgh, December 7, 1818, laving beén thoroughly

of the couptry, Iu what oceurred at Camp Bobin-
pon the troops Lad no respousibility. They had but
to obey the orders origisating i requests from the
Indiau Bureau, and the ouly thing to bo regretted is
that the oeeurronce wight bave been avolded hisd we
bad an overwhelming force to meet I8, but we Lhad
uob. 1t is also to be deplored thist the most guilty of
tiw band of Northern heyennes, which os
about the ssne tme, have not been punished, oy
murdered men, women and children in Kansas and
bave goue froe, and this circamstance will be likely
to give enconragement (o those and othor [ndisus sb
sote future e 1o attotupt the seie thing.

TOTORIA'S OUTHRKAK,

In the Department of the Missouri mueli tronble
was oveasioned by an nvasion of the Indlan Terri-
tory by squatters, but the prompt action of the
Prestdent of the United Btates o giving full author-
ity to the troops ta sct Las resulted (n putting a
stop for the present to these restless advouturers,
and we hope very soon to elear the Territory of |
nnothor class of deaperste eharacters whoe for s long
period have rendered ilfe sud property lusecure
there, In New Mexico a band of Apaches, under
Chiel Victorin, broke away from their roservation,
to which they had gono reluctautly, and the rosult
hiae buen bloodshiod, exponee and anxlety, They have
Killed flve woldlers, two scoulbs and fftean or sixteon
ertigens, including one, it not more, familles of wo-
men amd clildron, but bave to some extent been |
already punlehed by the troops, who are wtill
in pursusit. The most recoul information from
Now Mexieo, though not yet nl'l'ltllllf confirm.d,
govs to show that great destruction to life and dan-
ago to property have been comittod in the Mesilla
Valley by these samn ludians, alithough they nro
coustantly and energetioally pursued by onr troops,
thelr tactios belug to attack snd plunder somo
given point, thou to seattor Hke quails and moet
ugain ot souse distant point previousiy vaderstood
for plander and ogmn sestter. Therefore it i ox.
em;llml; diffleult for our troops to overtake and
sl thom, At present, howovek, the prowpect
oake falr that they will soon be overtaken sud killed
or captured.
