AN ACTIVE MONEY MARKET.

Important Action of the Comptroller otf
the Currency.

it was not *o mucli a question of how to wake
money as how to borrow it for temporary use that
exercised the mimls of stock brokers to-day. We
hud occasion to predict, a week or more ago, that a

stringent money market was almost inevitable
daring the few days immediately preceding the 1st
of November. The sharp rates for accommodation
prevalent yesterday and to-day have proved the correctnessof tho prediction. Apart from the demand
for money for legitimate uses in tho circles of trade
and cominerco and the phepotuensl call for it in
the stock market there exists an additional incidentaland temporary demand to meet the requirementsof the present financial situation. The city
government is gathering into its treasury $0,000,000
of subscriptions to the new loan, and for a day or

two thla sum will be out of circulation. November1 is "quarter day" and every rout

payer that does not aspire to tho dignity
of a bank account is fobbing his greenbacks iu anticipationof that tearful but inevitable ovent; tho
Tax Office claps on an interest penalty should real
and porsonal property holders fail to step up and
sottle before tho 1st prax., and this locks up moro

monoy, and all railroads, insurance companies,
banking institutions and dividend and interest
payers of every kind and description, which have
promised and vowed to dlanurso and mean to do so,
are getting their funds woll iu hand against the payingout process which is to follow. All these things
constitute a sort of sponge, which is just now soppiugup a good deal of the circulating medium, and

money was wanted to-day It bad to bo paid tor.
There was nothing cheaper to bo done in the
way of call loans than 7 per cent, and at the
end of tho day the additional shavo of
>4 to % per cent was demanded and accededto. Things in a money loaning way
were naturally bad enough, but they were made
worse by the action of tho Comptroller of the Currency,who, it appears to us, with some lack of judgment,stepped in at a most inopportune moment to
enforce a law which ho should havo seen put in
practico weeks ago. The act of Congress concern-

ing national banks prohibits the certillcation of
checks to an amount beyond the sum actually standingto the credit of the drawer. For many years
this law has been a dead letter and banks havo certiflcdupon tho porsonal credit of the depositor,
Without regard to tho amount standing to his crodit
at tho time of certillcation. 80 few havo the instancesbeen where this accommodation has bcon
abusod that the banks have gono on certifying and
the brokers havo gono on overdrawing and
tho wholo business of tho Stock .Exchange
has gone on growing on this sort of fungus
foundation until the point of imminent danger has
boon reached. The Comptroller of the Currency,

erumeut official, has blundered into peremptorily

and tben given some time to cure. Pretty much all
the banks shut down upon their certifications today.nomouey in bauk, no tolling red ink certification.Consequently the usual custom among brokers
of letting thoir accounts stand overdrawn until near
the close of bauk hours and then making them good
was rudely interfered with, and they were forced
Into tho money market as borrowers at an early
hour and were kept thero the day through. In the
absence of the tacilitios offered by a clearing
house and tho Impossibility of despatching tho immensebusiness of the day without certifications tho
only recourse Is to evade tho law. It was done once botoreunder similar circumstances, and it is proposed
to do it again. The iqodus operandi will be to lodgo a

demand stock noto with the bank with which tho
broker deals and get tho same discounted.the stock
deliverable during the day being considered collateralsfor the same, while it is understood that the
broker acts as agent for tho bank and collects and
handa in the returns in payment of the discounted
note. From tho money pressure stocks worn all
lower by 2 to 3 pur coat. If there were any particularreasons to affect them they were kept quiet today.Late lu tho afternoon the market rallied perceptibly.aud closing prices, though feverish, woro

considerably better than the lowest.

Meigs visited the national banks and notified them.

Many conservative houses notified
their customers to increase their margins, a great
many holders of feather weight stocks sold out aud
there wasva general effort to "make things snug."
