George Hinds was

hired by the Greenfields, as will be seen below, to

sworn statement of George Hinds is as follows:.

HINDS' CO.NFKSSION.
"Kuowiug tbe uncertainties ot life, and being in

possession of grave and important facts which h <ve

recently come to my knowledge, anu wbieh
may hereafter arise iu this case, with
a view to the perversion of justice and tbe
shielding of Nathan Orlando Greenfield from what I
doeiu a just and merited puuisbiuout for tbe killing
ut Alice, bis wife, October 21, l»7f>; and feeling that it
is justly due and eminently proper that John J.
Latuoree. tbe District Attorney of said Oswego
county, should be thus early ud vised as to such facts
so coming to my knowledge, aud such eflorts as are

now, t>> my knowledge, being made in behalf of said
Greenfield, or are likely heruattor to bo still further
made on his behalf to tbe end uforesuid, X do, upon
my solo = u oath, administered tbis day, affirm and
diciure before God tbe following facts to be true:".
[Here follows an account of tbe arrest of Hinds,

ivuo was a witness against Greeuiieid by the aeienceon some feeble charges, in order that they
might damage tbe effect ot bis tcstimouy.]

Another report says that he is dead. It appears tl
lie entered a saloon iu Chicago on Tuesd
mght iu a somewhat intoxicate 1 couditi
and challenged every person in the saloon
run hsui a race, wrestle with him or fight with hi:
As all refused, he called them cowards ami other c

probrious epithets. A fight resulted, iu which Cssis
was stabbed four times, once in the left breast, t
cut penetrating the lung; again its the loft cheek
gash being cut Iroiu his eye to his mouth. A sevc
inelt gush was made under the lett arm, and a c

severing the lett ear and penetrating deep into t
neck. Canty resided at No. 1,4(13 La Salle stm
Chicago, and was taken thither. He was in busiut
for himself in Chicago, and was married, but wit
out children.
The chief ot Police of Patersou received word fro

Chicago that Canty was there shortly after 1
arrival. It was said that he could be arrested at a.
time. The Chief laid the matter before the couu
authorities, who, however, never took any ui-tion
the matter ou the ground that there was no tui
from which the expenses could be drawn. Sin
then it has been well knowu iu Patersou tUut Can
was iu business in Chicago and in constant cc

respoudeuco with frieuds iu Patersou. Tho inactii
iu tisis matter has caused a good deal of comment
Patersou.

The Steamer Stato of Georgia, of the State 11:

arrived in.this city yesterday afternoon trom Oh
gow, after a terrible voyage. The State of Geort!
lett Larue ou October 19 in ugly weather, wi
showers of rain anil u strong northerly wind. T
next day the wiml increased and the i

ran very high. Toward the alternoon
blew a perfect hurricane and tho steamer sliipp
large ({iiantities of wutcr. Oue of the huge wu\

overtook a member ot the crew and hurled hi
against the bulwark with Much force that his coll
bono was broken anil ho waa knocked seiiselc!
The crippled sa lor was rescued with much di;
cully. On tho 'fist inst. the storm iuc
eralod to a trosh gale, but on too following day
again swept through the rigging ot tho steamer cat

iug her to roll heavily and ship enormous quu
titles of water. The next live days brought a si
cession of storuis similar to the first ones, the wii
being northerly. On October 2'J a gale set in fro
the northwest. The barometer tell rapidly anu ti
wind increased. Finally the sea became furious, tl
wind blew terrifically and the waves rau molintuii
high. The steamer was tossed about like a cork «.
the ocean, and the waves were so gigantic
to in. ke a complete breach of the vesai
sweeping it from stem to stern and su
merging everything ou the decks. Tl
crew could do no more than keep themselves tro
being washed ovcrooar.l. Tliey were off the coast
lialilax and kept well out to sea until the storm
a measure abated. The next two days' weather w
uot so rough, and the State of Georgia got safe in
port, 't he chief officer, Mr. Murray. saidtoaUKBal
reporter yesterday, "I havo been crossing tl
Atlantic as a sailor for thirty years und I never e

perienccd such a storm betore. For six hours la
Wednesday the wind und sea were worse than I ha'
ever heard ot. Every few minutes the steamer w
buried under mountains ot water, .-ucli as terrifii
all on board. There are hundreds of bbtps whit
sailed front all parts ol tho world which will uev<
see port agaiu. It was impossible tor the State
Georgia to be wrecked on tlie high sea, but wli
would become ot an inferior vessel."

countered severe weather, but did not have much
tl great storm.
