Waller renched the Colirt, followad by John T. Wait,
the sentor counsel tor the defence, When Professor
Johuson came it was nearly twelve o'clock; hence it
was decided not to open the case until the after-

examined a portion of the yellow stained
stowsch  and  discovered that the digcolora-
ticus were caused by arsenie: we first washed
the section of the stomaech i hydrochloric acid and
then with ammonia which precipitated the yellow
sulphide; this vrecipitated it in ammonia snd from
the solution placed in the Marsh apparatos after add-
‘ng sulphuric seid we procured the arsenic mirror;
iu this comparatively new process we used only
throe chemicals, while Professor Doremns in the
JBishop-Cobb analysis used ten; in the analysis we
weighed the stomach and spleen, which together
welghed over seven pounds: thou took & weighed
portion, one pound, two cuuces and ffty-seven
grains.

A FATAL DUSE OF ANEENIC,

The witnoess unswered, in respouse to an inquiry
that “If his tbody was found to contain arsenic, to
what wonld you aftribute its remarkable preser-
vation—to the presence of the poison?' that

two  grains  of arsenic ure not always [atal,
and  after taking It much of it would be
thrown off the systemn by vomiting and

purping, but & small portion of it would be nb-
sorbed, He (witness) was hoere gquizzed st leogth by
the deteuce as to the effects of wsenic when taken |
into the system. In answer to Mr. Greene the Doe-
tor said he bad never injected arsente into bodies for
dissecting purposes, and did not know how mueh
it would require, us it was combined with other ma-
terial for the purpose; did not think it would take a
number of vunces; had examined many hundreds of
bodies, though vone that had Leen buried us long us
the ome in question; the body ot Mps. Wesley
W. Bishop, which he exsmined, had been buried
five months at the time,

doso the Doctor was discharged, and Dr, W. 8. C.

meut was not made until about poon, but the pews
travellod among the parties Interested us tust us
though transmitted by clectrioity. The lLouse of
Stettauer Lbad but two rivels in Chicigo, as far as
the volume of busin.uu trapsucted and the ramif-
catlous of their counections ure conceraed. lu the
aggregate it is estlmated that their dealings amounted
sauually to  between 0,000,000 and  §7,000,000,
In the absence of any statement from the frm
which it will ba impossible to obtain for several
days the gossip amony the trade was all to the
effect thst, in their endeavor to outdo and nndersell
their rivals, the Stettauers took risks wlieh o more
conservative firmm would vefuse. The oredit of
Hieitauer Brothers & Co. nas not, it is said, bosu A1

ALLEGED CONFESSIONS OF THE KELLOGGS,

Adjoumment Granted the Defence by
Judge Daniels.

[BY TELEGEAPH TO THE m'.nu.n.]
sSyracuse, N. Y., Nov. 3, 1879,

Two weeks ago Nathan Orlavdo Greenfield was
seutenced to be hung on the 1Uth of Doecember for
the murder of his wite, Thp Court then adjouruned
thll to-duy ju order to give Greenfleld’s couusel un
opportunity to make s movement for & new trial, The
Court reconvened at eleven o'c¢lock this forenocon, all |
the counsel being prosent save ex-District Attoroey
Lamaoree, of Oswego., Judge Huntington, for the de-
feuce, held & brief cousultstion with Judge Daniels,
in which be stated thut they had some very impor-
tant evidence from Indimpn, of an eutirely new and
sturtling character, which they should present, and
npon which they should ask that a new trial be
granted, Judge Huntipgton wished an usdjourn-
ment till afternoon, in order to give him an onvpor-
tuuity to consult his associutes, The awdjournment
was grantul.

ADJOURNED YOR TWENTY DAYS,

A few minutes laler Judge Daniels said to your
correspondent that lie felt ineclined, on account of
this being o cupital matter, to go to the bottom of
the wuobole affair. If thers was anything in
the pretendel pew evidenee from Indisos he
would adjourn his court, if necessary, to give
the del all reasonable opportunity that they
might be constrained to usk. If, said ho, their stute-
ments regarding new and important evidence are
true they can be substautiated, and if they are not
true that fuct can also, doubtless, be shown by the
people in affidavits.

The Court reassembled at half-past twelve o’clock,
when Judge Daniels ann 1 that, in

with o suggestion made by counsel for the defence,
lie felt inclined to grant an sdjournment, in order
to give the defence ample opportunity to prove
that some one else committed the murder. They
bhad submitted several aflidavits to Lim, which
he had read, and they wanted him to obtain
several others from Lafayette, Ind, The affidavits,
five in number, which had been slready obtained in

Indiann showing that parties other than Nathan
Orlnudo Greenfield committed the wurder, wers or-
tered served on the people by Thursday of this week,

and the remaining afdavite ars Fri-
duy of next week, The court ourned till
Friday, November 21, at nine o'clock A, M.

ACCUBED BY A BROTHER.

The first aflidavit, contsining newly discovered
evidence, is that of Franms Kellogg, who lives at
Medical Bridge, Tippecanoe county, Ind., two mies
from Lafayette City. Frapeix is a brother of Royal
Kellogg, and on last Friday Francis made affidavit
in the Tippecanoe Cironit Court that his brother

Royal came to his lhouse in Beptem-
ber, 1876, und stated thast he had got into
trouble in New York State; that  Alice

Greenfieid had been murdered; that the night =he
wos murdered he and George Hinds and Alden

ENT OF BCOWS.

The Bosrd of Pollco Commissioners met yesterday
to make final arrangemonts for the election to-day,
Several resignations wure received from inspectors
and poll clerks. Ineach instapce the resigning mem
bers sent communicati giving ious’
why they should be relisved from their duties and
responsibilities on clection day. Their places were
quickly fillod. The Board held & second session st
fivo o'clock. On recommondation of Superintendent
Walling two stages were ordered to be in readiness
opposite Poilce Headquarters for the purpose of
transporting reserves of the police force to any part
of the city whers their sorvices might be required,
On motion of Mr, MacLean the following resolution
was sdopted :—

Rosolved, That the officers of pollce detalled to duty at
the polling places on the 4th lust. will eall the partienlar
tention of the inspoctors of eloctivns and poli clerks to

tinn 47 of the kinﬂ.lﬂn Inw, requiring vhie easting and
vass of ballots to be in presence of lto publie nnd the
person designnted by th vandidatos to witnoss the esa-
vans, and that sach porson is allowad Lo be near snongh Lo
wee whother the daties of the luspdotors ure Nlhgnllr
periormen; to seetion 50 of the Eleeiion lsw, roquiring
the inspectors secarely to puste or attach to onch states
it ol canvass coe basllot of sach kind found to have
been given, and to state io words ot fall lengeh, b
dintely -:rp. ite such ballot, and written puﬂrr in wuel
lmllot and partly In the papor to which It shall be pasted
or sttached, the whole number of such batlots recelved,
nid to weations 44, &, 51, 02 aud 53 of said law, prescrib-
ing the method of canvass.

Mears of poliee so detntled will state to in ors of
wlpetiuns and poll cierks that no payment will be made to
any luspoetor or poll elork who shall oot haye tlll{‘wﬂ‘l-
wlivd with a1l the requirements of the law relatin his
duties, and that the Bowred of Polics will o nlorma-
thon to be glven t the Grand Jury of sl vielations of the
Elnetion law, eommitted or sulfured to be commit Ly an
inspector of eloction, to the end that the person so d-
fug shull be punishod secording to law.
