THROUGH A DRAW

A Mooiclair and Greeowood Lake Train
Plunges Into the Hackensack.

ONE KILLED, THIRTEEN INJURED.

Perilous Position of Eighteen Passen-
gers in a Floating Car.

THE ENGINEER'S LEAP TO DEATH.

Where Does the Responsibility for the
Accident Rest?

An ddent d early y day moruing on
the New York and Greenwood Luake Railroad, by
which one mun lost his life and a number of other
persons escaped slmost mirsculously, aithough sev-
oral were slightly and two severely wounded. It
scems that the draw of the bridge which crossvs the
Huckensack River is kept open during the night
for the couvenience of passing vessels, and is not
slosed until within a short time of the arrival og
the first morning train from Montclair. Yesterday
morning (b was still open when tho train whicn
leaves Montcludr at 5:50 apy bed, and as the en-
glueer failed to observe the signal of the open draw
hils engine plunged headlong iuto the river, Fortu-

1y the train o igted of ouly one passenger car,
or the loss of life would lLave besn fearful. The
locomotive was entirely submerged and the car went
over with 16, At the time ot the accident the train
was moving at the rate of thirty-five miles
gn  hour. Somo of the passengers on a
truin on the Newark and Pstersoun branch of
thi Erie road saw the train approach the bridge and
suddenly disappear into the river, but the people on
tho fll-fnted train were not aware of their danger un-
til they were thrown from thelr seats with terrifie
torce. 'The cosch went over the draw at an angle of
torty-five degrees and in consequence the seats, the
stove and the ocenpants were all hurled to the lower
endof it. Fortunately, as the car jumped the track
the trucks were wrenched off and it is owing to this
circumstunce that the passengers escaped with their
lives.

A TERRIBLE SITTATION,

At the bridge the river s said to be pt lenst thirty
feet deep st low water, and it the wheels had re-
mained asttached to the body of the coach their
welght would certainly have dragged the car to the
bottom before any of the passengers could have
found their way out, As it was their relesse wan
difficult of accomplishment. When the car righted
it floasted on it Lotto:n, but the weter poured in
through the deoors sud rose rapidly. The moment
wis oue of intense excitement for the passengers, and
their greatest danger consisted in their complete be-
wilderment resulting from the shock. One of them,
however, Mr. Willism H. Dewar, of Belloville, had
suflicient presence of mind {o rush to the platform
and gpring on the eastern abutment of the bridge us
the car rightad, As he did so the car lurched and
the door closed violently. The car floated up the
streawn, the water coutinuing to pour in at every
crevice. Svon the frout part begau to sink. The
bewlidered and bruised passengers woere imprisoned
io a death trap, and for & few minutes there wus dau-
ger that the ear would go down, drogging ite in-
mates with it, Only one or two managed to escape
by the windows, and to one of ihese, Mr, Charles 11,
Aelntyre, Mr. Dewar throw an axe, at the same time
shouting to him to cus o hole iu the roof. The in-
Junetion was obeyed, but before it was sccomplished
the car was half full of water and the people were
comvpelled 1o stand on Lhe seats to  save themselyes
from drowning. Asslstance was at hand, however,
and all the passengers, of whom there were ouly
elgliteen, wero rescued,

LEAPED TO HIS DEATH.

The train was in charge of Willinm Starks, an ex_
perienced conduetor, who went down with the
cosch aud passengers into the water. Ira Dexter, an
old emvloyé of the Erie Hailway, was the engineer
and Johin Muskel the firemun. 1f there was o signal
ueither of them saw it, and Maskel wes firet to ob-
serve the open draw. Dexter saw the dunger and
roversed the engine, but it was too late. Both pre-
pared to jump, the fireman calling to the engineer
to come over to his side. *I can see tor mysolf,”
ciled Dexter, and one jumped to the right and the
other 1o the left, The leap of cach was simul-
taneous aud was mude just as tho engine
jumped the chasm. 7The firemsn plunged ioto the
river, awd, slmost without realizing what he was
doing, swam sshore. Dexter was not so fortunste,
lustesd of jumping loto the river he leaped upon
the bridge. His head struck one of the besms and
Lo rolled over on the bridge u corpse. His skull was
fractured, his sealp frightfully lacerated and his
brasns ocozed out from the wounds in Lis temples.
Dexter's mutilated body was removed to his home in
Seventh street, Jersey City, and notice was given to
Coroner Wiggin, of Hoboken, to Lold an inquest.

porter lagt evening al bis home in Moutelair, N, J,
On belug questioned he said :—1 wan firing ou No, 2
yosterdny worning when she wout throngh the
open draw of the Hackensack Bridge. lra Dexter
was running the englue; 1 was  lreman,
we swung around & slight bend in the track at this
polut, I saw the opeu draw first, snd eried out,
ponting with my bsud, Dexter saw the danger and
roversed the engloe., We wers going st a good head.
1 ealied to him to come over on my side to jump; at
tho saine time [ prepared to lesp. I saw thit we
were golug into the river and that thin was our only
ehance, Dexter, in reply 1o my warning, sald, ‘I
cun see for mysell.' At the samo time he got down
o Jump and 1 saw him loave the tender, Hia body
was thrown full length and ho strock the switeh,
kuocking bis head sgainst the irou. Ho was killed
slmost lustantly, sud when 1 found bim his
shull was erushied in. I left the tender, jump-
iug 1o the left. It was too late, s the ougine was
thon half way over the track luto the Hackensack
Wiver, I foll on my side into the mud and water
snd struck the ground pear the bunk. In the exelte
ment [ did ot potice that 1 sd been hurt, and 1 sue.
seoded 1 drageing myself ashore. [ saw tho car
fosting on the water. There was o mau on top eall,

ing for an axe to cut out the passengers. The car
left the trucks aud wheels before it struck the water-
and this & why it floated. 1 was not able to 4o wuch
afler I reachied thoe track, owing (o the pain lu wmy
sldo and toot. My head is bruised, bul not dan;
| gerously, My hip feels very strange, although Iam
able to walk sbout some. I cunuot say who was 1o
blame. 1 think we bhad over a dozen passengers on
the train, but owing to the eleotion the car was not
as full as vsual, Ido not believe that the passen-
gurs were all saved. Icould ot find the *Colonel,’
who was scting baggupge wmaster, and Lelleve he 18
lost. It was 3 close call for all of us, snd I am thauk-
tul that my life was saved. The enginecr, I belleve,
hias a wife aud two children living in Jersey City.
He said he could see for himself, and mado his last
jump. 1 am sorry for the poor fellow. e was a

good wan. ™
WHO 1S 70 BLAME?

wHe will never be negligent again,' sald ons of
the clerks at tho ofice of the company yesterday
afternoon, to a HERALD reporter.

«Paor fellow, lie paid the punally of Lis careless-
noss with his lite," remarked another,

«T'he signal lights are sa_n'rwwd." sald Superin-
tenduent Douglass, *that when the draw is open the
danger sigosl is displuyed, This tndicates that the
engineer was not properly sttending to his duty.”

Subsequent inguiry showed, however, that the
sigual lights are not turned with the bridge, but

must be reversed by the bridgeman. There were
charges yesterdsy that the bridgeman, James Moore,
and Michaol Mauning were derelict im their duty.
Moore, on the other hand, says Manning signalled
Dexter to stop lis train when it was still 200 yards
frowm the bridge, and it is cluirhed besides that the
train was four minutes shead of time. The com-
pany is also arraigned tor providing su insufficient
signal systezn for the road. It is understood that at
the inquest Coroner Wiggins will endeavor to ascer-
tain the truth in regard to this matter, so that the
respoukibility may be put where it properly belongs.

THE FURSUIT OF THE APACHES,

A despateh reccived from Fort Bayard, New Mexioo,
wiates that Msjor Morrow aud his command, who
were sent out a month ago in pursult of the Apache
Chie! Vietoris nnd his followers, nad who pursued
them noross the line to their Wding plece in Mexico,
returned to that pisce yosterday,s little the worse
for wear, but full of life and spirits. Since lenving
his retreat at the headwsters of the Rio Lasaimas
sud the Negro Cuchillo, from wlich positions he
was forced by the troops, Victorln nas tended
toward Mexico, following a truil throogh the
pastea  between the Guadalupe and the Alamos
mouutaine  and crossing the southwestern cor-
ner of Texnms. Morrow struck Victoria on
the 27th ot October, and fought him and
punisbhed him severely, at & point about sixty miles
south of the line, near Carobiss Llver i Moxieo.
Morrow lost two wen killed snd had two wounded,
YVictoria's band scattered, and Morrow, boing 200
miles from his snpplies apd two days’ march from
the line, was compelled to return. t for these un-
townrd circumatances Major Morrow would have
followed the Indiaus untl they surrendered or were
compelled to stand and Aght.

Morrow reports that Victoria hud been reinforced
by Niccubers, Apaches and Hal's baud of Chihuahns
Apaches, The command has nndergone mwuch burd-
sliip, at oue time being seventy lours without
wauter. It lost u great wsny animals on the chase
after Vietoria through thirst and otber hard-
shipa. While Morrow was iu old Mexico a part
of the command nnder Captuln Curroll, with two
compunies of the Nimth eavalry, thoroughty
scoured the Membres, Florides apd Magillon woun-
toins, The troops which made the vxpedition into
Mexico behiaved nobly under the most trying hard-
ships, and aro eager (0 take the field again and chaso
Victoria to his tute. Major Morrow thinks Victoria
will return a8 scon as he gathers sufliclont rene-
gaden, apd an this ls more than likely, the milntary
suthoritics are already proparing to give him a warm
reception.
