YALE'S ATHLETIO INTERESTS,

THE EUPERVISORY GRADUATE COMMITTEE
AGREED UPON—ND OPPOSITION TO THE
PLAN—LACK OF INTEREST IN ROATING
MATTERS,

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE HERALD,)
New Havex, Conn., Nov, 7, 1570,

Thao plan of the Yale gradustes, formulated joiutly
with the presidents of the three athlotic associations
of the university, for the appointment of w super-
visory graduate committes to overlook the college
sthletic Intervate, was to-nignt adopted unanfmously
ot o full university meoting, st which also were
present the New York and New Haven alumnd, Atthe
opening of the mesting President McHenry submitied
in writing the plan proposed, points of which have
been given to the Hemarp., They are subatauntially
a8 follows;—First—Thers shall be a supervisory
committeo. Second—There shall be four gradustes
and three undergraduate members, the latter being
athletic presidents, Third—The groduate part of
the ¢ommittee shall be eelf-perpetuating. There

was only one smendment to this plan, which wus
the tuarowing aside the Hwitstion coucerniug the
number of graduate membery, aud leaying thelr wp-
polntment exclusively to gradustes, with the under-
standing that George Adee and G, Bt. Joln, of the
Bhlsl‘.lmhl Bejentific School, should be on the com-
wittee,

NO OFPOSITION TO THE PLAY.

There was but little discussion over the plan and
no opposition. Presdent H.eum explained thot
ull the New York alumni who been seen were
tavorable to the proposition. The gradustes don't
want to interfere with the management of the ath-
letic intorests, nnd bhave folt o delicscy in doing so.
All they desire is to ald the colleglute athletic in-
terests, Chawrman Woolsey, of the Preliminary Com-
mittee, sald that the proposed committes was only
advisory, and no sptrit of interference,
The graduates huave been  beaten and hi
exporience which would be valuable to undaer-
graduates. Tho athletics are now managed well,
but there has bheen bard luck for the past three
years, sud an experiment is worth o trial under the
el The gradustes hoave 'studied Hur-
vard's methods, and have schemes to meot Harvard
more on an equality, He wanted the Ilnlvmit; to
#peak unanimously, snd be was sure the New York

umupi would indorse the university's action. George
Adeg, of New York, said he had spoken with man
New York graduates, and all had favored the project.
He wanted no coergive committes. Ho thought the
New York sud New Haven gradostes were working
toward the same end. FPresident McHenry thought
there was some fundamental resson why Yale had
been so badly beaten, and believed the graduustes
could apply the remedy. Otber gpeakers made the
points that tho captans have sieh limited experionce
they can’t judge of the necessitios always; that the
captains would bhave the savantage of the commit-
teo’s experience and be {reed from the responsibility.
There wus o long discussjon whether undergradustes
should be on the eommittes, which was finslly set-
tled in the affirmative.

LACK OF INTEREST DEPRECATED.

Following the settlement of the supervisory plan
President McHeury and Captain Rodgers spoke, con-
demuing the reul Inck of the interest in boating mat-
ters, which was inl idering the appa-
rentoptbusiasm at the beginning of the term. Thesub-
stance of tho remarks was that there are only eleven
men in trainmmg for the crew, which Is poor en-
couragement tor the labor and mouey being ex-
pended freely, Messrs. McHenry and Rodgers
thought there should be two eights in prac-
tice. Mr. McHenry said, “We've got to
beat Harvard, that's all.” Mr, Eudﬁan thought
that one reason for Yaie's poor showing was that
shie was uutsed to having s erew for the University
crew to row agaivst. Thore must be two eights.
Unless more men teain Yale mq{ht u# well give up
ail hope of besting Harvard. There should be a
competitive clght down to the time of ﬁoinu to New
Londonggo give the crew practice. He approved
heartily (bf the supervisory plan, saying that the
captain has too muech to do, and the movement is
the best thiog Yale has done for s long time, The
mecting then adjourned. The New York and New
Haveu slumnf are soon to elect the members of the
supervisory commiites.
