We doubt it. His party has learned a
lesson this fall, a lesson which it will not
forget between now and next year 'Ijho
leaders of both paerties this year 1u-

The News from the Arctie Oceamn.

The reports from the Arctic Ocean by the
ships of the whaling fleet which have just
arrived at San Francisco are ot great inter-
est with regard to the American Polar ex-
pedition, Captain Kelly, of the Dawn,
gives an especially full and clear account of
the state of the ice and the position of the
Jeannette in Beptember., The Dawn went
through Behring Struit June 27, and came
out October 18. She was therefors one
hundred and twelve days in the Arctic
Ocean, and her commander saw the whole
course of the summer and the many
changes in the movement of theice. He
had observed in the Pacifie, south of the
strait, a heavier flow of ice northward than
he had ever known in his experience—ns if
the current and the wind together were
moving in that direction all the ice that
had been made in the regions immediately
south of the strait, Although we regard
it as a ridioulous exocess for man to send
coals to Newcastle, we may see that Nature
does it on a large scale in thus
sending intd Polar waters all the ice made
in more southerly seas. In August the
Dawn was at Iey Cape, where the ice was
then solid and precluded an advance tow-
ard Point Barrow. All through the season
there was reason to apprehend that the
fleet would get shut in, and its movements
were carefully made under the inflnence of
that danger. In the early part of Sep-
tember there was a grent deal of iece
in the vicinity of Herald Island,
but a etrip of open water led to
within twenty-five miles of the island,
where the smoke from the Jeannette was
sighted, As the ice on each side of this
piece of open water threatened to come to-
gether the whalers moved to the south, and
narrowly escaped being shut in. ‘Three
weeks later, however, the ice opened
rapidly to the north, the water was
clear all around Herald Island, and on
October 7 Captain Kelly saw Wrangel
Land, distant only twenty-five miles,
It will be observed that Captain
Kelly did not see the Jeannette, He saw
the smoke {rom a steamer at a certain point
on a given day, but could not make oug the
vossel. ‘That this smoke came from the
Jeannette 1s, however, made certain by the
report of Cuptain William M. Burnos, of
the Sea Breeze, who saw the Jeannette her-
self in the same position at the same time,
twice on September 2 and agnin on Sep-
tember 3. At the time the Jeannette
was seen by Captain Barnes she was at
a point from which she could have
reached Wrangel Land in twelve hours if
she had open water. There can, perhaps,
soarcely be a doubt that she did reach
Wrangel Land—if not at the time when she
was thus sighted, certainly later, when, as
reported by Captain Kelly, the ice gave
way and disappeared so remarkably in
October.

The Loss of the Champion.

Another passenger steamer cut to the
water's edge and sent almost instantly to
the bottowm by ecollision with a ship re-
peats substantially the aiready hall for-
gotten tragedy of the loss of the Ville du
Havre. Iron steamers at their best can
have but little chance to keep afloat
it severely rammed by the bow of
a heavily freighted merchantman; for
by comparison with the enormous
force of such a blow the best plates
in a ship's skin ocan resist no more
than would so many plates of tin nnder a
trip hommer. And in this eonse the rula-
tion of force to resistance was not nt its
best for the steamer, but at its worst. The
Champion was twenty years old, and
althongh the report is that she was in good
condition hardly enongh is known of the
precise effect of that many years’ use on
iron plates in a ship to entitle any one to say
that it does not greatly wenken them, and the
probabilities are that it does. If the per-
petual vibration of an iron rod, or bar, or
plate, destroys the crysinllization of the
metal, and thereby reduces its tenacity to
the lowest point, it is diffioult to see how
any plate that has been for iwenty years
in the side of m steamer in common use
ean be of sound iron. Perhaps, therefore,
the resistunce was slighter than it should
have been aund the force of the blow
was extremely great, for the Lady Uctavia
is of iron ulso, and constructed, it is
said, with plates much heavier than those
now commonly put in merchantmen. It
is difficult to underatand Low this cu-
lamity can be regarded as due to any other
cause than that which also destroyed the
Ville du Havre—bad seamanship. On each
vessel the other was clearly seen and an-
nounced, and yot they collided bow to bow.
It was the duty of the steamer to get out
of the ship's way, and an attempt was
made to back her when it was actually
too late to do so. It ig likely that a slight
change of the helm at that eritical moment
would have been more effective, but the
ship appears to have been sighted from the
steamer somewhat late for a good lookout
and there was a misoaloulation of distance.
This isattributed to the state of the ntmos-
phere, which was apparently in some de-
gree foggy ; not foggy enough to conceal
upproaching vessels, but evidently enough
to prevent an acourate measnre of distance.
It is perhaps not fair to consider that any
ship can be navigated with absolute safety
in foggy weather. If we consider how con-
stant wre the fogs om certain parts of our
const, how numerons are the ghips that
traverse those waters, and yot how few ool-
lisions oceur, it must bo admitted that such
vigilance as is eonstantly exercised on the
splendid Atlantic stenmers can aceomplish
o great deal toward overcoming the dangers
of that navigation; but the fuct that an ao-
cident does oeceur now and then, despite
every possible precaution shows that the
skill of navigators has not yet overcome all
the difficulties of nature in this respect.
In the large numbers of persons lost by this
accident all the passengers but four ure in-
cluded, and not 8 woman was saved except
the stewardess of the steamer.

Wrecked at Bea,

We publish on another page a terrible
story of suffering at wea eaused by the cap-
gizing in midocean of the schooner
Petrel, n whaler, belonging to New
Bedford, when fifteen persons, include
ing the captain, were lost. The dis-
aster occurred in a gale om the 20th
of October, and for five days the six sur-
vivors clung to the wreck, exposed to
cold and storm, without other covering than
their clothing, and continually drenched
by the icy waves that swept over them.
The survivors suffered terribly from the
pangs of hunger and thirst, only finding
relief by chewing beeswax, which excited
saliva, and so moistened their parched
mouths. At one time they even con-
templated cannibalism, but foriunately
this horrible experience wns averted
by the timely appearance of the
Austrian bark Rebus, which vessel brought
them to this port yesterday. The details
related by these rescued seamen are graphio
in their charascter and prove how perilous
ig the life of those who go down to
the sea in ships. To the landsman who
sleeps secure under his roof-tree the story
of the whaler Petrel will read like a chapter
from a novel, but it is unfortunately too
true, verifying the old adage that trath is
stranger than fiction.

Worse complaints have been made by
steeruge passengers by ocean steamers than

cers consider the proper thing when deal-
ing with emigrants is sach that were the
emigrnnts Amerieans of the lower order in-
stead of foreigners there would le a head
or two broken on the pier on the arrival of
almost any steamer. Bome of these mis-
erles seem unavoidable, but for nbuses like
those complained of on the Franoce there is
no possible excuse, and if it were the cus-
tom at Castle Garden to earefully interro-
gate several passengers from each shipload
of emigrants an end might be put to such
treatment.

Dirty Bireets.

Filthy streets are again the oxder of the
day. Only the slightest touch of winter
hos been felt ; we have had a mere shower
of snow, not enough to whiten the pave-
ment even as it fell, and yet thig little,
worked up with the aceumulated dust of the
streets, has filled them wilh a tenncious,
slippery mud that is ankle deep in many
gutters and thai makes the attempt to cross
Broadway in the ordinary rush of vehicles a
piece of daring adventure. Does this first
expericnce of the winter imply that we are
togoon in this way? Are we to have re-
peated again this year the horrible story of
Inst year? Bhall wo never see the pave-
ment sguin until May? If the sireets had
been reasonably clean when the receat
snow fell it would have left searcely a
trace of its visit; but now it has
deposited what is perhaps to be the
firat layer of the winter's accumu-
lations, As soon as the snow began to
fall last winter, or the mud and water to
ireeze, the Police Commissioners calmly
washed their hands of the subject. It was
impossible to clean all that away with the
appropriations, the little they could clean
would hardly show in the mass, and they
left it aloune. KEvery onme will remember
how suddenly they cleaned up when
chnrges againat them were sent to Albany.
Now, a8 the same lactics seem to be ndopted
by the Board, and as charges have such a
brillinnt effeot, we lLope they may be sent
in earlier,

Pauper Emigrants.

The State Board of Charities is doing
wisely in circulating the resolutions adopt-
od at ita last meeting concerning the erip-
pled, blind, lunatic and infirm paupers
who reach this country in great numbers.
The Board is satisfied, as most observers
are, that many of these beings are sent here
by the towns and cities of their nativity,
and it asks members of Congress to
work for an appropriation with which
to return such paupers to their
friends. Those of them who remain
here must be supported at the public ex-
pense, in one asylum or snother, unless
they chance to bleed the general pocket
more severely by following their home pro-
fession of begging—a profession which in
this country should be stamped out by the
severest means that may be necessary. Two
such paupers have arrived in Now York
within s week ; thousands are nlready here,
and tens of thousands will come unless
prevented by law. Let Congress see (o the
matter ; it is an international affuir of more
importance than many others with high
sounding titles.

Elevated Rallroad Riding,

The experiences of thousands of passen-
gers on the east side *“L" road during the
five cent evening hours last week were
very unpleasant. The management was
munifestly unable to cope with the amount
of the travel. The cars always were over-
orowded. Inastances were not infrequent of
the earrying of pussengers past their desti-
nation by reason of their being unable to
extrioate themselves from the jam in the
nisles during the stops. The time made by
the truins was much slower than is desire
able. More than onco there was a block.
nde on the tracks in the Bowery. During

. the intervals passengors were secumulated

at the stations in dungerous numbers,
Confusion and discomiort were visible
everywlhere, Buch faots ought to impel the
direetors immedintely to enlarge the num-
ber of five cent hours so ns to distribute
this burden of travel to an extent whiech
will enable the road to sustain it sulely and
decently.

The ruddy planet Mars, now nearly st his brights
eat, is under close telescopic scrutiny. Thetwo
moons which for so many years escaped telescoplo
dotection have to be nowly timed and rated. The
astronomers st Wnshipgton hoped to rediscover
those minute bodies about the middle of Uctober,

but Mr. Qommon, of London, osught sight
of them os esrly ss September 31, when
Mars was far from being at his bright-

est, Ho used a telescope of the reflecting
port, having & mirror three feet in diameter, und
regacded by some (despito its inferiority to the
Roase telescope in size) as the most powerful tele-
soope in existen¥o. The inner satellite has since
been rediscovered. Phobos (for so the little moon
is called) was about threc-quarters of an hour be-
fore its computed time, judged by the rating of 1877,
Of course, astronomers infer, as it is essior to sup-
pose, that the Washington nstronomers csleulsted »
period of revolution & few seconds too long, not
that the littlo moon has really been accelerated in its
motions, The error in the calculated period wherein
this moon eircults around the planet Mars smounts
only tu s fow ds, though of in soveral
hundred revolutions thoe small error correspond-
ingly multiplied has iotroduced s much larger
error, for precisely the same reason that =
clock which lost s second in & day would be more
than an hour bohind the true time in ten years. It
wus, indead, expected by many that the inuer satel-
lite would be much more seriously out of place,
capecially when it was looked for in vain with the
maost powerful telescopes after the outer satellite
Deimos had been found. It is amusing, by the way,
to notice how readily Phobos was seen.when Profos-
gbr Asuph Hall told astronomers in 1577 where it
was to be looked for, yet how long the search for it
lasted when no one knew precisely where to look
for it,

A DESTRUCTIVE OCYCLONE.

A VILLAGE ALMOST DESTROYED~=RAILROAD
PROPERTY DAMAGED.

At forty-ive miputes past twelve o'clock to-dary
the town of Strasburg, Blank county, Mo., was
vinited by & tarrible cyclone, whicl eame from tha
Northwest, csusing great loss to property, but no
lives wore sacrificed, so far ns can mnow be
ssourtained, It had Dbeen raluing all the
morning, the storm being sccompanied by thander
and lightniug, sud sbout noon & heary, sullen look-
ing cloud was observed in the northwest, The
storm siruck the town shortly afterwsed, blowing
down a chureh, three or four stores and s Llsck-
smith’s shop, Thetown was an important one, on
the line of the Missouri Pscific Railroad, snd the

The latest reports show that the storm aross s
few milos to the northwest of Kanwas City, and
croswed the St. Louis, KEunass City sod Northern

miles furthor south oromsed fthe Chioago
and Alton FRaflroad at Odossa, where the
depot was unroofed and considerable dsmage done.
