of which he is a master. Before him all other Englishorators seem dull and prosy. In all his great
ipeochos, recently delivered, Mr. Bright has reierred
to the United States in terms so eulogistic that the
conservative journals condemn him as a man who
likes other countries butter than his own. They
thiuk he might better have been "a l'roosiau,
or French or Turk or ltoosiau, or even
an Ital.an." and that, having yielded to

temptations to belong to other nations, ho Is not an

Englishman. Mr. Bright's audience at Manchester
thought differently, for when the well known

Hunilut, seeing the fan drop, clutcucs at it, apparentlyat lirst because he cau use it to hide his
fiercely rising emotiou from the King; but, rememberinghimsell, he raises himself on his elbow and
offer* the fan with most courteous and graceful
gesture to Ophelia. He sees that she is crying, aud
then for a brief rnoueut lie gazes earnestly at her
bent head and tlowiug golden hair, realizing the effectof his thoughtless words on her gentle
nature. Then the progress of the "mousetrap"play recalls hiin to his thoughts
of revenge, and, swittly, he passes from the
tender, yearning, remorseful lovor to the tiger-like
avenger of blood. This is to my mind.and I have
seen "ilamlot" at the Lyceum many times.the
loveliest rendering of any portion of the play. And
it is also skilful, tor Hamlet retains possession of
the fan all through thu scene, aud when he comes to
the lines, screamed out in the frenzy of triumph:.

Kur ibuii dost know. O Dauiou dear!
This realm dismantled was

Ot Jove hiiusulf; and now reigns hero
A very,very.peacock,

he pauses at "very" for a simile, aud then, suddenly
catchiug sight of the fan in his hand, the word peacockconies in with most powerful and startling
appositcuoss. It is a touch of comedy which comes
a* a most refroshiug reaction from the terrific
climax of the play scene. It Is in such touches that
the thoroughly artistic and sympathetic style of Mr.
Irving is revculed.

AT THE OPERA.
Colonel Maplesou's cheap season of opera is in

full swiug at Her Majesty's Theatre. "Carmen"
and "Miguon," with Miss Hauk in tho title rule of
both, have been the feature so far. Thu former impersonationis uow familiar to tho Londoners; the
latter is new, hut Miss Hauk has scored again. Homo
of the critics arc down upon the way in which she
dresses the part, and want thu toed stockings instead
ot ballroom shoes. Tne t'xyarn says that thu costumewas peculiar:."An elegaut tunic of drab, with
a pauier of deep brown merino, fastened coquettishlywith a broad sash of crimson satiu uud.

That
dress, the ludy will doubtless recollect, included,
among other things, a pair of Hessian hoots with
gilt tassels and.a crinoline." Dut, then Miss
Hauk lias pretty feet and uukles, and who could
expect to overrule lier decision as to what beconioa
them? The musical critic of the Turns thus speaks
of Miss Hauk's impersonation of Miguon, which
he says was a succeaa ill every respect :

Even her jealousy of thu conqueringKilinu cannot wholly change this keynote of her nature.uud Miss Hauk was right iu playing this scene In a
more sohdaud manner than is generally done, while, en
the other hand, thu lively Styriunne waa given with proper
spirit. Wo cannot pay her a groaler compliment than by
saying that she resembled Goethe's Mignou rather than
the vulgar caricature which the French librettists have
made of that lovely creation. Vocally, also. Miss llauk
gave full satisfaction. She was in excellent voice, and
the Styrivniiu already alluded to, as well us the pathetic
munologuu In tiiu second set.two widely different styles
of music.wus given to perfection.

OPKRA AND DnAMA.

ITALIA IRREDENTA.

HOW THE PEACE CONGIG.sh WAS BROKEN UP.
More than six hundred persons assisted at tho

Congress held at Naples, on Sunday, the '26th ult.,
for promoting a general disarmament, while many
distinguished publicists of Italy aud other countries,in apologizing for thuir abseuco, expressed
their hearty sympathy with tho movement.
Prusidout Kicciardl hafnig opentd tho proceedings,was followed by Signor Sbarbaro
aud othnr eminent Italian jurists, who aigued
for arbitration us a substitute for warfare. In answer
to a general call, Daren vou lloltz-ndorfl' addressed
thu meeting, and. In the course of a vigorous pleadingfor disarmament, he contended that Prince Dialuarck'sideal was essentially a pacific ouo, while as

to Italy, ho said that all civilized nations so loved
her that if ever she were destroyed It would he not

by aggression from without, but by suicide. Durou
vou Holtxendorff was loudly applauded oil resuming
his seat. Home contusion was caused by Marlino,
tliu internationalist, who tuu.lu a violent speech
against military Institutions in general aud that of
Italy in particular. Called to oruer by a delegate of
police, lie withdrew thu oilunsive remarks. Finally a
resolution was carried to tliu elluct that the governmentsboitld take into consideration tho uuauuuous
vote of tliu Neapolitan Congress In iavor ot disarmament.

COUNT TELEENEJi'8 HKMOTAL TO PAB18.
Count Telfener, says the Uuiue correspondent of

tUu London Glob*, wus reputed to be the richest man
in Italy, Hq. purchased out of King Victor Kiumauucl'sestate* ill the country, and bo also bought
the lute King's palace at Maccao und the royal villa
oiitaide Porta Saliiru. The purchase or the Maccao
palace waa effected before, and that of tho royal villa
en the Via Salaru after the death of Victor Kmuiuuuei.Ou the occasion of the purchase of tha
Maccao puiace Signer Tclfeuer was created a count.
Last year Count Telfeuer married for his second
wife Ada, the shiter-lu-law of Mr. Mackey. the milliouuaire,who now resides in l'uris. l'urt-of the weddiugfestivities consisted in the exhibition of races
between Count Teifeucr's horses, ou a course laid out
in tho royul villa, which was tlirowu open for the
day to tho public, snd was honored by visits from
King Humbert and tile notables of ltome. The title
of the royul villa was cliauged, in compliment to
the bride, and wuh styled the "Villa Ada." Honors
and riches seemed to pour lu upon Count Telfou. r,
and ho was eloctud to represent i'oliguo lu the Chamberof Deputies. Doubtless he would have made an
excellent legislator, but he never took hie seat, aa technicalobjections to his return ware raised ou the
ground that as an Austrian subject by birth
ho was inelegible to represent an Italian
constituency. These objections might, of
course, have been overcome by letters of naturalization.The newspapers, however, announce
ihut Count Telfcner has resigned his Heat for I'oliguo
und intends to tlx his residence in Pari*. where he
will open a bunk. By this trausior of domicile Koine
loses a mtUiounalre, and it may be expected that the
estates and palaces purchased from tho royal family
will lie offered for sole. Tho Telfener Palace at Maccaois furnished with regal suinptuoaity. The Villa
Ada possesses very extensive grounds commanding
most magnificent views. Tho palace, erected by VictorEmmanuel, is not ttnished in the interior, knt
requires some thousands to render it habitable.
Humor said that these properties, on which the lato
king expended millions, were sold to Telfener for
comparatively trifling sum.

RTI1ANGE EVENTS ON TIIE DANUBE.
From tbo Lower Danube alarming Intelligence is

brought respecting the strangely abnormal condition
of the earth's crust in those wild but lovely regions,
whore the rugged Carpathians constitute the
Komnano-Huugariun frontier. These mountuinous
districts were terribly convulsed by the earthquake
reported some days ago from Eastern Europe; and
thu island of iiabagai, which lies in mid-Danube off
Moldova, not far from the Iron Gates, and in closu
proximity to the tumultuous rapids that agitate
thu breast of thu groat river from Orsova to Drenkova.has been the scene of some extraordinary
phenomena, which have stricken its inhabitants
with * panic. During the earthquake a hugegulf was rent in thu surface ot thu island, and
promptly emitted an enormous column of scalding
water, by which s considerable portion of iiabagai
was, within a few hours, inundated. On Sunday,
the 18th of October, this destructive geyser ceased to
spout as suddenly as it had commenced, but wheu
the vast gap whence it had flowed was dried up, it
was observed that several ragged-edged craters hod
formed themselves at the bottom ot the rift. These
craters have ever since, at brief intervals, vomited
hot earth and black saud in large quantities, and apprehensionsare entertained that either the island
will altogether disappear, or that it will becomethe site of a pcrmanont volcano. A.
little further up the river the picturesque ruins
of Golubacz Castlo, an ancient feudal rortalice built
upon thu remains of a Roman stronghold, havo been
completely demolished by the earthquake, which
has also tilled up thu gloomy caves iu the rocks beneathGolubacz. These caves wero credited, or
ruther discredited, as the chief breeding places of
thu 'malignant*mosquitoes that lufest the Danube
and its banks between iSaslasch and Turno-Severln.
Their destruction, therefore, is a legitimate source
of exultation to the riverain populations. Not so
thu development of volcanoes and boiiim; springs in
the neighborhood of countless Wallachian and Servianhomesteads.
