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THE COURTS.AnotherLegal Victory for
the "L" Railroad.

DECISION IN ADMIRALTY.

Three Years' Imprisonment for Taking
Life and Two Years for Robbery.

Ainoug the decisions handed down yesterday by
the General Term of the Court of Common Pleaa

was that in tho auit of Kufu* Story against the New
York Elevated Kailroed Company, which came before
the Court on appeal. The piaintilT is the owner of

Noa. 7 and 9 Front street, at thecorucr of Moore street,
aud claims to be the owner of half of the bed of the
street. He brought this suit to restrain the Elevated
llailroad Company from building their road oppositehis premises. It was claimed that the two
lots were under conveyed by the city in
1773, aud that as Front street was hot
then constructed aud tho strip which became the
tr.-et win not uxceuted from the deseriptiou, the

plaintiff owned tho foe ot one-half (he street in

front of hie premises. On the argument below,
howover, the late Judge ltobiuson overruled this
point and refused to sustain the injunction. Judge
lieu oil, who writes the opinion of the General Term,
holds that tlie original grant under which the plaintill'claimsdoes not convey a fee to any part of tlie
street upou which the elevated road is erected. "It
seems plain to me," says Judge Reach in his opinion,
"that is held by the city in trust for the general
public. Doubtless the plaintiff is entitled to the use
ot the street in common with others and may complainif unlawfully subjected to spuciul damages.
The case of The People vs. Kerr, 27 N. Y..
1KB, sustained bv Kellinger against the SecondStreet Railroad Company, 50 N. Y., 209,
seems conclusive upon the proposition that
plaintiff as abutting owner having no freehold interestin the street is not entitled to compensation on

account of its appropriation to public use because
of resulting inconvenience to the enjoyment of his
property, if the position be maintainable that the
fee of Front street remains in the city, as I conclude
it does, 1 am uuablo to see any ground or principle
upon which the plaintiff is to be entitled to the reliefhe demands. The judgment should be affirmed
upon the opinion given below."
J udge Van brunt writes a concurring opinion.

IMPORTANT ADMIRALTY DECISION.
In the case of Joseph Willett anil others against the

steamboat Orient a decision was rendered yesterday
by Judge Cho&te in the United States District Court.
The suit was for seamen's wages, aud after default of
the owners of the steamer and a decree in favor of
the libellants, but before the sale of the steamboat,
tlie insurers un the hull of a canal boat which was
totally loot by collision with the Orient, while the
can tl boat was in tow of another steamer, applied by
pentiou lor leave to intervene for their interests and
to have the decree opened to be allowed to defend
They claim that the Orieut is responsible
for the collision ou the ground of ueglivence,
that the value of the Orieut is not sufficient
to pay in full the seamen and the claims for damages

' caused by the collision, and that in such a case the
lieu of the pariy injured lias a preference over tho
lieu of the seamen. Judge Choste, rendered a decisionin favor of the seamen.the present libellants.

OUT OF HARM'S WAY.
plumber, named Thomas Lenehan, was arraigned

in tho Court of General Sessions yesterday under
two indictments. Some years ago ho was convictod
of robbery and sentenced to seven years' imprisonment.The Court of Appeals reversed tlie verdict
and he was set at large. On the cveniug of tho Sth of
juiy last 110 oniercu me saiuon 01 uim uiuuneim,
No. 104 West T\i enty-sixtli street, in company with a
woman, and having called for a nuuibt-r ot drinks
refused to pay for them. Liudlieim demanded the
money and a quarrel ensued, in the course of which
Lcnehan stuck tho point of his cane into Lindlicim's
ri;:ht eye, Iroin the effect of which injury ho soon
alicrwnrd died. After his arrest for the crime he
was released ou $g.0(k> bail, but on the ltttli ult. lie
was rearrested ou another charge. It appeared that
a wagon driver named Snyder, in the employ of Mr.
Shepherd Knapp, admitted that at the iustlgattou of
Lcnehan ho had appropriated about S-00 which he
had collected and had given him a part of the pro
ceeds of tiie theft. Lcnehan pleaded guilty to the
two offences.manslaughter in the third degree, for
which Judge Gilderslueve sent him to State Prison
for three years. He rccoived an additional sentence
ot two years for receiving part of tho stolen money*
referred to.

MUNICIPAL AND STATE AFFAIRS.
Dr. F. Lo Hoy Satterlee brought suit against

the city through bis counsel, Mr. Clifford A. 11.
liurtlett, to recover $500 for attending court and
testifying as an expert ou behalf of tho city at the
request of tho Corporation Counsel. Dr. Satterlee
is a police surgeon, and an answer was put in on
behalf ot the city, setting up that tho plaintiff
could not recover against the Corporation because,
under the city charter, being a police surgeon and
an officer of the Corporation, ho was prohibited
from having this claim paid out of the city treasury.
To tins answer Mr. Dartlett interposed a demurrer,
claiming that a police surgeon was uot a corporate
but a state om.»r. Judge van lirunt, in supreme
Court, Sboelal Term, rendered a decision yesterday,
sustained tlie demurrer and gave judgment absolutefor tiio plaintiff.

UNITED STATES SUPREME COURT.
IMPORTANT DECISIONS.PECULIAR RESULT OF A

NAVAL COCUT MARTIAL.
Washington, Nov. 10, 1879.

The following cases wore disposed of in the United
Stales Supreme Court to-day:.

No: 179. TUe United States, plaintiff, vs. Herman
Hirscli et al.Uu certificate oI division from tlie
Circuit Court of the United States for the southern districtof Now York..The defendants were prosecuted
on au indictment containing four different counts,
to all of which they pleaded the statute of limitations.The indictment was touud February 3, 1877,
and the offences were charged to have boeu committedSeptember 13, 1873. The ttrst two conuts
are framed uuder section 5,440 of tlie ltcvised
Statutes, and set forth conspiracy to defraud
the United States of duties ou certain goods
Imported from abroad. The other two counts are
tirawu under section 5,445, and charge talse entry of
the goods at the Custom House by fraudulent invoices,and by false classification as to quality and
value. The Judges of the Circuit Court certify a
division of opiniou on the question "Whether trial
is barred by suction 1,044, tho indictment
having been found more than three years
alter the commission of the alleged offence,
or whether it was within the provision ot section
l,04ti as having been found within five years uext
after the commission of the offence." This Court
holds that tlie plea of the statute of limitations of
three years is good in bar of the first two counts of
the indictment, and is bad as to the third audfourtli,
and it is ordered to be so certified to the Circuit
Court. Mr. Justice Miller delivered the opinion.

.no. 5 (original, ex parte). Alviu It. lined.Petition
for wrila of habeaa corpus aud certiorari..The petitionerwas a paymaster's clerk on the United States
ship Essex. Ou tlie 26th of June, 1878, he was tried
by a naval court martial tor malfeasauce in offlco,
found gudty and duly sentenced. The Admiral declinedto approve the judgment and seut tho proceedingsback to the Court that the sentencemight be reviewed. Tho Court thcreupou
imposed another severer soutonce.two years' imprisonment,with loss of pay except $10 monthly.
$500 and dishonorable discharge. The petitioner
brings lus case here upon a writ of habcuscorpus, alleging,first, that tho uaval court martial could fiave
no jurisdiction over a paymaster's clerk; second,
that the first sentence exhausted the power
of the Court, and that the second was therefore a

nullity; and. third, that the Court could revise its
former decision only on the ground ot mistake, and
that there was no mistake aud consequently no

power of revision. Tins Court holds that none of
tho prisoner's points are well taken; that the uaval
court martial had jurisdiction over the person
mud tlie caso; that the exercise of its discretion
within authorized limits cannot be assigned for
error and made the subject of review even by au

appollate court, and, finally, that n writ of habeas
corpus cannot be made to perform tho functions of
a writ of error. The petition is therefore denied.
Justice Swayne delivered the opinion.

of her nation, said:.-"My name is Louisa Gouldou.
1 live at No. 211 West Thirty-fourth street. In March,
1878, I advertised rooms to let, with or without
board. On tho following morning, at about eight
o'clock, a gentleman waited on me to inquire about
the apartments.a suit on tho second floor dlroctly
over the parlor and my bedroom in which 1 kept my
jewels locked up in a casket that generally stood
upon tho bureau. I showed the untenanted rooms

to the newcomer, and beseemed greatly pleased with
them. Ilia name was Justus Knnpp, he ssid, the
nephew of a wealthy Mr. Knappwhom he mentioned
as reference In coDjuuctiou with Mr. Appleton, the
publisher, lie himself was stopping at the Uramurcy
turk Hotel. At three o'clock in the afternoon he
reappeared end, saying he was ready to pay a

month's rent in advance, drew out a cbeca hook and
signed an order for $1UU on the Second National
Hank. Then lie lauucheU into conversation, told
me ho propoaed going to Europe in thu following
June, and proved by his couveraatiou that he was a
well read man, conversant with tho world and Its
ways, liuring our conversation he lntroduoei^ tho
subject of dianiouds and pursued It, as I
atterward supposed, with the purpose of leadingme to speak of my own valuables.
While ne was sitting there 1 introduced him
to Mr. Thomas French, who was stopping at the
house. When he rose to go he said he would
bo back in the evening with his trunks. He was at
tho door precisely ut sis o clock, hum a* ho said lie
would await tlio arrival of bis trunks 1 showed hint
luto tho parlor and weut dow n to rojoin niy guests
ut table. Wliou 1 cauie up I was surprised to tlud
the bail door ajar, the parlor unoccupied auil my
bedroom door standing wide opeu. 1 rau to the
bureau and found my I car a realized. The casket of
jewels was gone uiul so was Mr. Kuapp aud his baggage.A few rta.v s later a letter cauie to the house.
It I'outaiucd a phologtaph of my deceased husband
and a lock ol hair which had been inclosed in a
locket I wore. In a note which accompanied them
was written:.
As these must bs scry dear to you f send theiu. I am

Being Wast. Forgive mo. Forgive ma. Korjrivo me.

"Tho writing was Mr. Kuapp's. It corresponded
with his signature oil the cheek tor $lt*>. which 1
liad louud to be worthless. I pnt the case lu a dotuctive'sbancs, but notinug ever came of it."

METHODIST CHOKCH TO PALL.DENTIST OSMVNTUB WEDGE.

The quarrel in the Methodist Church of Morristown,X. J., which in sketchwl in the Hkilald oi

September 111, has grown in importance from thai
date until every fireside in the town is agitated ovei

the controversy. People who side with Dr. S. L
Bowman, the paator, will not deal with storekeepers
who sustain the position taken by the deposed clast
leader, S. It. Osinun; and so also the friends ol
the latter have withdrawn their custom from all
those who advocate a strict support of the pastor's
position. This affects uot only grocers, dry goods
and shoe dealers, but even jewellers and the keepers
of saloons, restaurants, confectionery stores and
rum shops, and strangers at the hotels have not
been In town an hour wheu the merits of the case

are explained to them, with a request for their
opiuiou on the subject. A prominent gentleman
who has been familiar with the matter from
its inception says that from a feeling of jealousy at
the better adaptability of one man for the work of a
Ciospol evangelist a petty quarrel bas extended to a
-whole community and the questions can only be
settled by the Triennial Genera Conference of 1330.
The discussions may cause a division in tbe MethodistChurch that will extend over the whole country,
as did the Old and New School split in the PresbyterianChurch, which began in Morristown thirty-

meulator, Barnes. The question in this cade is tn

alleged misuse of the arbitrary power reposed in the
preachers oi the Methodist denomination. Dr. S. K.
Oxiuuu, a dentist, and a class-lusder in the Church.
which is the wealthiest in the State.obtained a

larger attendance at his class meetings than the ministergathered at the general weekly prayer meetings
of the congregation, and, having thus excited the ire

"1MKOEALITI, FALSEHOOD, IMFBUDENCK."
The Church has now decided that he has injured

it; that is, certain persons, including the pustor,
liavo so decided and nave preferred a series of charges
against him, in which he is to be tried by an ecclesiasticalcourt. These charges are immoral conduct,
in that he taunts aud reprouciics his fe.low membersof the Church, quarrels with and refuses to
obey bis pastor, sows discord iu the Church ami
promotes its disnaiou, aud disturbs tbo peace aud
irritates tbo brethren by attempting to raise subscriptionsfor the securing of another place of worshipiu opposition to the Church. Falsehood in his
solicitations for aid and iu his statements connectedtherewith are also charged, and evil speaking
in saying that Francis Dsy and Benjamin Day were
liars, and ltev. Dr. 8. Van Bensclioten, his former
pastor, a falsifier; imprudeut conduct in exhibiting
no change of oouduct or proper humiliation after
being reproved for the above offences by the preacher
in charge is also imputed to Dr. Osmun, aud to all
these charges he has hut one reply to make. Ho
bus never desired to separate from the church, but
his friends desire him to lead the meetings of his
class us heretofore and demand his restoration.
That accomplished they go buck iu full lollowshlp
with the church with numerous additions to the
flock.
The members generally, who attend his meetings,

say they are determined to stand by him in any
event, and are ready with hearts, hands aud money
to servo God by erecting another church if not
allowed to worship in the old one. But in any event
they are determined to lay the wholo matter before
the General Conference, requesting that the arbitrarypowor now allowed to the pastors be restricted
so that the laity may gcuorally exercise the rights to
