may to the best of their ability strive to conceal the
fact, but the truth is that in Italy affuirs stand io 8
rather complicated ¢Bndition. Whoever has closely
studied the bistories of the European States will
readily understand that every popular agitation will
in more or less thme engender some radical political
change. The party known as the Italis Irredenta
has usually been underestimated botl as to its num-
bers and its lofluence, Nothiug, bhowever, can be
more unsafe thau to deal lghtly with any political
organization which bLas its root in natioual
feeling. The Italia Irredenta is the liueal
snd  legitimate offspring of  the  eurlier
Italisn party called Glovame Ttalia, which,
ander the leadersbip of Mazzini, eould be crushed
by wo tyranny and which lald the inviolate founda-
tions of Italian unity, As the primitive party ss-
pimilated to itself all the young intelloctual vigor of
the time, 8o the Italis Irredenta has now gathered in
{ts ranks all those bold and resolute spirits
who are the springs of revolution. The sasociation
reckons among its members the most popular
pames in the country—professors in the various
unlversities, poets of very enviable reputation, and
publicists of the broadest ideas, It ls regularly or-
ganized, and earncatly works in all the principal
zitios of the peninsuls, The Lialia Irredenta includes
ihe men who, in 1860, under the generalship of Gari-
baldi, conguered the kingdom of Napies; who, in
1866, wrested from Ausiria the ahnost impreguable
passes of the Tyrol; who, in 1867, without weapons
worthy the denowination, almost captured Rome;
who, in 1870-71, rushed to nesist republican France,
sod, opposed to sn overwhelming force of FPrus-
sians, won she only battle of the war. And, indeed,
these and their youuger brethren, who crave for
military glory, are not enemies to be despised.
YRES TTALICE."

Colonel Haymerle was right when, in his pam-
phlet, “Hes Ltalice,” adidressed to his government,
he signalized this wssociation as s powerful agent
likely to sooner or later imperil the peace between
Italy and Austris. Time alone will prove, however,
whether the diplomatist erred in declaring that his
government would mever reuounce its right to pos-
sess any of the provinces now under it control.
The vider Metternioh bad already deseribed Italy as
8 “geographical point" and nothing more, and
sffirmoed that *Venice and Lomburdy were the in-
alienable Inheritunce of Austrin;'’ und yet both of
these provinces becsine a fow years litor part of the
Italian state. In 1859 Count Giulay said, as he
threw upon the floor s bottle of chumpagne, thot
thus he would erush the Pledmountese army.
But the bottle did not bresk asnd the battle
went agaiost the bosster, Luter on  Mon-
sieur Houlbier from the tribune of the Freuch
Assernbly pronounced his  famous  “Jamais,’’
snd yet the Italian troops occppled the Eternal City,
and there 16 uo aign thut Italy will ever lose its new
eapital, The principal result of Colonel Huyinerla’'s
pawphlet bas been to sidr to its profoundest depths
the national tecling of the Itulisns, The agitation
in favor of “redeeming™ the Tyrol and Triesteo is no
lopger a matter exclusively concerning the Italia
Irredents. All Italy more or less openly protests
sgiinet the wnsipuations of the Austrian attoche,
Even the comservsiive journals of tie peninsula
bave with one accord repudisted, though in a mod-
erate way, his pret Such us the
Guszetta o' Hladia and the Gpinione have cbarscterized
his vieWs us a stullification of the modern principlos
of nauonulity us an apology tor bayonet rule. The
Italian army, though highly flattered in Haymerio's
pamphlet, s far from being pleased with his
thoories. KEven for the more woderate and cautious
i1 is & mere matter of opportunity.

REGULATIONS FOR PILOTS,

THE USE OF STEAMDBOATS FORBIDDEN BY THE

JNEW YORE COMMISSIONERS—MOV.MENXT TO

REDUOE PILOTS' FEES,

A meeting of the Bosrd of (ommissioners of Pllots
was held yesterduy, with President Ambrose Snow
in the chair. On Friday Inst the Board addressed a
letter of advice to the pilots, calling sttention to the
existing rates of pilotage and suggesting that some
action should be voluntsrily tuken by them to se-
cure a reductl The Commissi were, thoy
said, sctuated in making this proposition by a re-
gurd for the pilots’ intereats as well as for those of
the port. They say that the fecling among mer-
chants and shipping men is that the pilotagechisrgen
are too high., In respomse to the document a com-
mittea from the pllots appeared befors the Board
yostordsy and d their willx to moet
the shipowners and hants in s on

the subject of radud.::f the pilotage chnrges, It is
their intention to confer with the commlttocs ap-
pointed by the Chamber of Cemmerce and the Ship-
owners' Assocwtion.
