With

audi a atream flowing from two sources it was uo

wonder that the stock market should have been

floated to higher figures. That this was the case is

evidenced by the comparative list of prices as printed
below. Evou such stocks as became in a manner

waterlogged during the money pressure got afloat

to-day, being pumped out, so to speak, by the returningease In money and the belief in higher prices
to come. Axnoug these was Erie, which, escaping
from a state of stagnation, rose 2 per cent and

kept it; Iron Mountain, which did the same thing,
and the bituminous Btocks, which closely followed

suit. Apropos of theso latter, it seems to us uuaccountablethat in the market price they should have
so far hung behind their anthracite biethren. There
has been less speculative interest developed in these

properties, probably because popular attention has

not been directed toward tlietn. but as u matter of

faot tUo bituminous coals liavo advanced in market

price very ponsiderubly more than tho anthruoites,
and tho demand for their production is at present in
excess of the supply. Nevertheless, while tho aut

thracites, as represented by the two Delaware*, are

soiling respectively at 1)3a and S7>£, the bituminous
shares are quoted at 31 for Maryland coal, 26 for
Cumberland, 40 lor Consolidated and 41 for New
Central. In view of the fact that these stocks havo
in the future a much surer prospect of paying divl*
dends than the anthracites, it is difficult to divine
why their market price should be so much lower.

There was quite a stir in Chicago and Alton which
was prolific of higher prices, as also later on, in Iron

Mountaiu, which gained nearly 2 per cent., also in
Sioux City, and Lafayette, Burlington and Muncie,
which latter gained even more, on the new scheme
for its consolidation with tho Lake Erlo and Western
road. Also in Nashville and Chatanooga, tor which
vnrv mimic]nrahlv hiuher prices are prognosticated.

STETTAL'EIt BROTHERS it CO. REMAIN IN CHICAGO
BY ADVICE OF THEIR ATTORNEY.TERMS.OF
SETTLEMENT PROPOSED.
Oho of tho largest meetings of creditors ever held

in tliU city tool: place yesterday at tho St. Nicholas
Hotel. The creditors were those of Stettaucr Brothers.V Co., wholesale dry goods dealers of Chicago.
Over two hundred merchants wero present. Mr.
llliss, of Wright, llliss & Fabyau, was chosen chairman,and Morris U. Wall, of Wall A; Seward, Philadelphia,secretary. Mr. Tenney, of Chicago, the
attorney of the suspended ilrm, was called upon for
a statement. Ho explained the absence of the membertof tho lirm by sajing that tho unfsvorabls
features ot tho luiluro and many more attributed to
it by the prosy hail inflamed tho feelings of the cretW
itortt to such an extent that their clamors might
make it uncomfortablo for them to come here, ami ht
had ail vised theia to remuiu in Chicago. Ho detailedthe causes which led to the failurefirst.that tlii capital of the firm haa
never becu luige enough for the buaineae
they were doing; and, second tnat the capital had
been reduced from year to year, uutil on January 1,
1«79, it amounted to little more than a mere shadow.
The firm, in order to make up tho deficiency, began
to speculate. They Invested largely in the Board of
rrade in Chicago anil engaged to a limited extent
in stock speculation anil wining operations, and in
tlioae outside "flycia" lost $400,000. They borrowed,when these stock speculations culminated, ia
April last, $i'-o,i*iO from their father-in-law and
$UH,000 from their mother-in-law, in tho hope of
bridging over matters, as they expected almost to a
certainty to receive $.">00,001 additional capital.
They failed to get it, and about October 1 they paid
Abraham Stettauer his claim of $11M,000, a deposit
account of country customers uf $115,000 and $C5,0uQ
duo to Levi ltoseufeld. In addition they secured to
Mrs. lloseuteld $111,000 by mortgago and thres
