! A GRAND PROUESSION,

From the front of Benutor Bayard’'s house, over-
lopking as it does the entire city, could be seen the
fligkering lights borne aloft by the sssembling hosts,
*As yawe the woods of Dunsinane,'’ so approsched
the waving torches. Here the slmile ends, for
here wae h not ¥ Everything
bejng in readiness, ss announced by o rocket,
Benator Bayard entered an open carripge with
three members of the reception committee at
haif-past seven o'clock, and the ride toward
the Opera House began. Below in the wvalley
eould be heard the elatter of drums, while along the
tree-lined lane leading to the main rosd gatbered in
the gloom were many people who had walked thius far
into the country that they might have an earlier look
atthe hero of the hour, It was s patient assemblage of
facen all along the route until the carriago bearing
Bayurd approached; then the shout was taken up,
and with the velocity ot sound travelled far ahead.
There was & delay of & foew minutes at the corner of
Maryiand avenue, where the procession had been
forming.
