WAS QUIETLY "PUT OUT OF THE WAY** AND

HER PROPERTY SEIZED.

Cortland, N. Y., Nov. 13, 1879.

Coroner Hendricks, of Cortland county, continued
ho inquest at Trnxton to-day on the body of Mrs.
siuisa Pope, who died at Chittenango, August 5,
876, under circumstances which have lately de'clopedthe fact that she was poisoned to death. The
icrsou suspected of the poisoning is Mrs. Frances
hrouder, now living in jail at Morrisvllle, Madloucounty, on tho cbargo of poisoning her
wn mother some few weeks ago. District
ittorney Smith and cx-fJeuator Kellogg, of Madison
oauty, appeared in behalf of the people. At the investheldsome three weeks since Dr. Manlius Smith,
liemist, of Syracuae University, tostlttod to finding
rsenic in the stomach of Mrs. Pope. The chemist
ras not present to-day, bat Bent an affidavit giving
his additional fact that he had verified his former
nalysis and had found arsenic and also mercury and
opper. Both the copper and the mercury were in

ery small quantities, but rather more than the
rsenic. The chemist adds:."Of course neither
rsenic nor mercury nor copper should be
.mud In the normal liuinuu body. There
i no means of discovering in what form
hey were introduced into Mrs. Pope's system. If
orrosive sublimate had been taken it would account
or the mercury and Paris green and would account
or the copper and arsenic. 1 get the mercury in the
urm of a metallic auhstance and the copper I reooglizeViy tests."
The people desired to show that fhe motive which

ctuated Mrs. Shrouder in poisoning the old Isay
vas to obtain possession of her property. It is
mown that when Mrs. Pope died she had $8u0 in
[overununt bonds and this amount Mrs. Shrouder
ras charged with stealing, but she declared at the
ime of her arrest that she know nothing about the
>ouda and had not seen them.

;ho bonds, as sho brought tne scissors to cut them
>ff. Alter Mrs. Pope's death a relative, uumed
Mrs. Hannahs, of Utica, casio to Chittenango to
ibtain possession of the bonds, and witness heard
lira. SUrouder say, in answer to a question as to
whether or not her tamily would give up tho diseasedwoman's property, "I've got them bonds,
iml they've got to get them from me first." The
father of Mrs. Shrouder then spoke, saying, "I'll
dick them bonds in the stove first, before the Utica
folks shall have 'em." The witness recalled this
latter remark especially, because lie wrote it (lowu
In his diary. Still later, when Mrs. Edick. another
Uueida county heir, called up to look after the property,Barnard said to the witness that the Utica
folks shouldn't have the bonds and they couldn't
touch him for it because hfs wite owned his i>lace.

SUSPICIOUS or DB. ENDKBK.
Rev. Dr. Eudcrs, paajor of tne Reiormod Church,

testified that Mrs. Pope sunt for Uim several times
before her death to talk with him ubont what dispositionshe should make of her bonds and mortgages,but that Mrs. Shrouder or her mother were
always listening at the bedroom door, and whenever
Mrs. Pope alluded to her property they would tush
in, when Mrs. Pope would throw up both her hands,
as if warning tho witness to sav nothing In their
presence. No physician was called at the time of
Mrs. Pope's death, but a lady who was present states
that she complained of a terrible sensation in her
stomach, which the District Attorney expects to
show was an indication of arsenical poisoning.
The verdict of the Coroner's jury was as follows:.

"There are strong indications that Mrs. Louisa Pope
came to her death iroin arsenic and mercurial poison
administered to her by Charles O. liarnard and
Frances Shrouder, with Intent to murder her."

NOT GUILTY.

LEBANON, Pa., Not. 13,1879.
The Jury In the Zechman murder case, after being

out twenty hours, returned a verdict this morning
of "not guilty."

THE PASSAIC TKAGEDY.

More testimony was taken in the inquest in the
Nieuman case in Passaic, N. J., yesterday. Three
unimportant wituosses were examined. Koman
Xieuinan, the son of the murdered man, is still confinedin the County Jail at Peterson. No one is
allowed to see him except his counsel. The defence
claim that the old man wont to the barn to feed the
horses and fell down with the ladder against some
agricultural implements, fracturing his skull.
Thus they account for the blood in the barn. They
will not deny that a bad feeling existed between
father and son. but claimed that it was due to the
alleged fact that the old man was contemplating
marriage, after having told his son that he could
have the farm to obtain a livelihood from. Helative
to the bloody clothes found the defence claims that
Koman wore them the day before when cleaning
two rabbits he had shot.

Toettul was a Hessian and thirty-two years of age.

At the close of his
erm of service he went to Dennison, Texas, and soon

istween the murderer and his victim had been of
very friendly charade^, and Toet to I, being fond of

Irlnk. ran up a bill of several dollars at lironner's
aloou, and when asked to sottle roiused to do so.

THEORY OF THE MU11DEK HELD BY THE

Myron A Buell, the murderer of Catharine M.
Richards, will positively be hanged to-morrow
morning, between the hours of ten aud eleven. Tho
gallows was to-day erected in the court yard. Great
excitement prevails. His final confession has not
yet been made public.

THEORY OF THE MURDER.
The oounael for the people think that Buell lied

in the confeseion first made. They believe he attemptedto outrage the girl first, and when she
threatened to tell her parents then he killed her.
Their theory is that Buoll thinks that his determinationto murder will appear less disreputable
thnu if he admitted that the gratification
of his murderous lust was the principal
motive. He is a singular being, and on the trial
told tho story of his movements and inserted his innocencewith such sn appearance of trnth that many
sincerely doubted his guilt until he made the con-
fessiou. He was twenty years old at the time of the
murder aud the girl fourteen, but she was lsrge aud
finely tormed. Her father will be one of the Sheriff's
jury.

Dear Editors.I am about to do a rash act, which

1 hope the world will forgive mo for doing. It is
nearly five weeks since I returned to Philadelphia
from my Southern tour. 1 stopped at the Allegheny
House on my return until last Saturday. 1 was in
debt for one week's board, and I was politely told by
the proprietor that 1 could stay no longer. On
Sunday 1 stated my case to Mrs. Thompson. She
gave me $1 and told me to go to the Women's ChristianAssociation on Seventh street and get employmentand lodging. On Thursday morning 1 went,
but the clerk of the Employment Bureau sneered
at me when 1 told her who I was, and she said she
could not find me any employment without reference.1 went away in search of employment, but
no intelligence office would give me employment unless1 paid them. I did not want to give them my
dollar, for 1 knew unless 1 got employment that day
1 would have no money to get anything to eat nor
nowhere to stay. After walking all day to threo
o'clock P. M.. 1 asked a policeman what he could do
for me. Uo sent me to the matron at No. 419 Clintonstreet. I told her who I was, and that 1 wanted
employment. She sneered at me and said that she
could do nothing for me. I then went back to the
Women's Christian Association and gave forty-five
cents for supper, lodging and breakfast, what they
charge. Yest< rday morning I wont to the KmploymoutOffice, No. 34 South Seventh street, uud gave
tho agent fifty cents, with the understanding that
lie was to return it at night unless he
got mo a situation during the day. I waa
not successful, therefore lie returned the fifty
cents, and 1 went to the Woman's Christian Associationlast night aud stayed, returned to the office.
No. 34 South Seventh street this morning, hoping
the ageut would get me something to do, but he did
not, and 1 left about half-past two P. M., and walked
out near the Oermantown Junction aud sat down on
the stoop of an empty house to' write this. My
valise is held for board bill at the American Hotel,
in .Baltimore, with my notes in it that I intended to
write my book. I have a trunk at No. 304 East
Twenty-seventh street. New York, and I have some
things at the Allegheny House; but what are they to
me? for 1 have come out here to lay my head down
on the railroad tracks to-night to be run over. 1 am
in hopes this wid be found in my pocket and publishedin all the above-mentioned papers, when I am
dead. I want my body given to the medical studeuts
in Philadelphia. 1 am perfectly sane, but 1 have
nothing to live on nor nothing to live for. So goodbyto the world. Mrs. MATT1E POTTS.

P. S..1 have no friends nor relatives; am a native
of North Carolina, laved at Now York city for nine
years.

TO BE CAKED FOB.
Mrs. Potts was brought up at the Central Office

this morning, and for a time there was some doubt
as to what could be done with her, but Chief Oivin
finally recollected that there is an old statute making
it a misdemeanor for a person to attempt to take
their own life, and on this held her for a hearing. It
was afterward decided, alter consultation with some
of the officers of the courts, to rnske arrangements
whereby she could be plsced In a temporary home.

THE LOST CHAMPION.

CORRECTED STATEMENT OF MR. MITCH KL, ONE

OF THE SURVIVING PASSENGERS.DID THE

CAPTAIN DEsF.RT THE SHIP?
Mr. Joseph Mitchel, of No. 199 Washington street,

ono of the surviving passengers of the ill-taleJ

steamship Champion, in conversation with a Herald

reporter yesterday, said that the statements obtained
from him on his arrival In this city were, in many
respects, grossly inaccurate because of his being
stupelifcd by liquor at the time. He did not know,
he said, one-half of what he was saying, and made

many statements tuat he now knows to bo
mistakes, ills manner, while in conversation,
was extremely straightforward and cool, although
at times ho showed plainly that he had
not entirely recovered from the nervous eouditlonhis extraordinary escape had created.
Ho said that he had never drank liquor beforeand was tilled with it on the way to the city.
He was cold and in a stato of extreme nervous dobility,and the liquor seemed to quiet aud warm him
more than anything else. As he now tells the story
of the disaster and rescue it Uiifers widely from his

previous statements and reflects greatly upon the

eaptain and officers of tho ship. When the ship
struck, he ssid, (to was iu his statoroom and insdo
all haste to reach tho deck. Ho is positive that ho
did not occupy more tnau two wiuuies m uuiug
till*. As ho was going ou deck lie met
the stewardess going below. She was crying
out. "My God. my God. tho ship is sinking t" and
wringing her hands. He did not see her alter that
and does not know bow she was saved. When he
reached the deck he could not see the captain or officers.nor did he see the meruit, lie never saw the
rait aud did not know whether there was any on
buard. He looked about lor a life preserver, but
could find none. Then he turned his attention to
the bouts and saw some people, whom he thiuks
were uasseugers, trying to lower one. &>me one
called lor an axe, but none could be
round. He thiuks il there wore any o 1
the crew about they would have known where to
find the axes il there were any on board. The ship
then begun to settie lorward, and he ran up the atterlieckto catch the rail, lieloro reaching there, however,the ship gave a groat lurch and went down
headloreiuoet, carrying him and others with it. It
was about eight minuteB, he thought, 1rem the time
at the shock until she went down.
He heard no one calling the passengers, and says

distinctly that he believes tho captain left the ship
on the rait with some ol the crew within throe
minutes after tho shock. It was a very clear night
uid not foggy, and he is quit* positive that the boats
were not lowered or cut away, hut went down
with tho ship. The story of his struggle with the
waves aud the assiatauce received from a skylight
oas already beeu told. Ho is very positive, indeed,
ibout his statements reflecting ou the crew, and
lays he is willing to make affidavit to the facia as ne
relates them. He went to the company's office in
;his city, he says, and asked the manager what he
:ould do for him. He had lost $205 in money and
ill his clothes and effects.

rXSTIMOXY OP THE FIK8T MATE OF THE XgLDT
OCTAVIA.
Philadelphia. Now. 13, 1879.

The Investigation by the British Conrt of Inquiry

minutes to three I walked forward and saw both my
lights burning brightly and the lookout at his post;
L then wslked up on the poop, and in a few minutes
noticed a green light on our port bow; thinking it
was a sailing vessel I took a bearing of the light,
which was north-northeast; I finally saw, with tho
aid of night glaasos, that the vessel approaching had
a masthead light which burned very dimly, and yet
a few minutes later discovered her rod side light;
the first light 1 saw was the grceu side light; I was
Btauding to the weather side of the wheel, aud about
three minutes after I saw the green light I saw tho
rod light, the former boing shut out entirely, and I
made sure she was going astern; I saw the red light
about two minutes and said it must be a Now York tugboatgoing to apeak ua; I said this because I thought
she was going around under the lee quarter; then
slio shut out the red light and showdd a green light
again; about three minutes alter I saw the
light first she appeared to be sheering
about; she was either badly steered or
altering her course; when she shut out
the red light and showed the green I was almost
certain there would bo a collision, more or less, and
beloro 1 had time to do anything the steamer struck
us end on a little abaft tho stem; when she struck
us 1 was on the weather side of tho wheel; it was a

heavy shock and caused me to stagger, and when I
was going down off the poop 1 met the master; I ran
forward on the forecastle to see which vessol was
most damuged; I looked over the bow; of course,
the first thing I saw was the steamship in actual
contact with us; one of her anchors was lying on
top of our stem; 1 only heard one man cry tor help.
Ferguson was piled with questions by members of

the Court, but insisted that he had no time to get
out of the stoamer's way after seeing the green light
the second time, and that scarcciy half a minute
elapsed after this before the collision occurred. In
all only ton minutes passed between first seeing
tho green light and the collision. Xhe bight waa
dark but the atmosphere clear.
Xhe inquiry will be resumed to-morrow.

THE FALCON DLSASTEli.

CAPTAIN EIKEY EXONERATED.
Baltimore, Md., Nov. 13.1879.

report in the collision case between the steamer

The steamship City of Bristol, bound from Philadelphiato Liverpool, laden with cotton, arrived in

found to be the brig Harry Davie*, Captain MeFee,
bound from Churlotietowu, Prince Edwurd Island,
to the Barbados. She had encountered the same
storm as lia.l the Northuru Chief. On the night, of
October 21* she was dismasted und waterlogged. The
hutches were torn off by the violence of the waves
breaking over the deck and the water poured into
the hold at a dangerous rule. The hold was filled
with a miscellaneous cargo, principally fish Every-
thing was ruiucd. Before dsylight the next morning
the ship hud filled so rapidly that the cabins aud
forecastle were Hooding, und it was but a short time
before toe crew and oificcra were obliged to remain
ou deck. They guthered a largo amount of iood aud
water together and prepared tor a aiugo. The deck
of the vessel was laden with boraea, sheep and cattle,und the presence of these animals did not add
to the safety of those on board, for, becoming frightened,they rusbed in a body to one side of the deck
and almost caused the vessel to capsize. Many ot
the animals died during the atorm, und when the

THE MISSING STEAMERS.

NO TIDINGS DECEIVED OP THE JOSEPH PEASE

OR TELFORD.ALL HOPES OP THEIR SAFETY

ABANDONED BY THEIR AGENTS.
No tidings liavo yet been received of the two

steamships which left this port in the beginning
of October, and which were reported as overdue
in yesterday's Hkiiali). It is believed by their
agents in this city that both vessels have gone
down in a storm which prevailed off the Hanks of
Newfoundland a short time alter they sailed. The
steamship Joseph Pease, one of the vessels, is an
extru steamer in the lied Cross line, of which llowriugit Archibald are the American agonts.
When she last arrived here a regular steamer
of the lino was lying in port and the agents decided
to load the Joseph Pease for Marseilles, France, with
a cargo of whoat aud ooru. Mr. ltowring, of tho
llrrn of her American agents, said yesterday afternoon:."Iam positive that tho vessel is lost, for
she is oat over torty-foHr days. It is her custom to

go across in about thirteen daya. Her longest passagewas dtteeu days. I felt at first, when the informationof the delay reached me, that the vesael
had met with some mishap in the violent storms

prevailing on tho Atlantlo after she left here, and
was probably making ner way to^ome haven under
canvas. Kven it that were tho case enough
time would have elapsed since she left for her
to have reached the other side before November 1.
But If she were disabled we wvrnld have heard from
her before this. Some of the many steamers uow
travelling between this country and from Europe

wouldhave brought the news that she was making
her jvay under difficulties. We are almost assured
that she has gone down. Her crow are, of course, in
that event, aUlost, for information wonUl have been
sent to us or our Loudon agents on their sate arrival
at any port in any vessel. The captain, Joseph Parkman,who oommanded the Joaeph Pease, was an able
seaman and well skilled in the management of steamships.aud had been in tho Joseph Pease three years.
The crew were shipped in Newcastle, England, just
previous to her coming here with a cargo of tin. The
Joseph Pease is an iron vessel, built in Stockton,
England, in 1870, aud is of 1,751 tons displacement.
She was the property of Dixon It Harris, our London
agents.

THE TELFORD.
The other vessel, whose arrival in tho port of Antwerpis awaited with much anxiety, is tho Telford,

of Newcastle. She was an extra steamer in the
White Cross line. The New York agents of the
line.Joshua S. Tucker & Co..have been uneasy as
tober safety since the 20th of October. On that day
she ought to have put into tho harbor ot Antwerp,
allowing her sixteon days to complete her passage.
Her agents sent a cablegram to Autwerp yesterday
and also to their office at Newcastle asking if anythinghad been heard of the Telford, hut none was

put the vessel down in the list of missingsteamships. Three moutha must elapse
botore they will begin to pay insurance
losses. Mr. Joshua 8. Tucker said of the
Telford yesterday:."There is not the slightest hope
that the vessel will over reach port. She has gone
the way of the llenina, of the Hull line, and the
Zanzibar. She went down undoubtedly and left no
oue to tell the story of the disaster. Thero are many
reasons that wonld account for the accideut. Uraiu
is very difficult to place in a vessel. The heavy seas
which wasu a steamer's deck at this seuaou of tho
year might have got in with the grain, and if that
was the case, it would have swelled and caused her
sides to givo way. The strength of her iron plutos
would have '

gone for naught against the
force of the swelling cereals and the
openings thus made in her sides would admit
more water to add to tho distresses or the ship.
At any rate the Telford complied with the legal restrictionsin the loading of the grain, it being placed
three-quarters In bulk and ono-quarter in bags.
Another circumstance that would aifect a vessel
loaded with grain in a violent storm is the shifting
of her oargo. If she were thrown on her beam ends
it would be a most difficult task to right her. The
vessel was not heavily laden, for when she was leavingport her "PUmsall" mark was above the
water line. I was thinking among other
things that might have occurred to the Telfordthat she might have overtaken the
Joseph i'eaae. of the Ked Cross line, and ran into
her. The Telford was manned by a crew of twenty-threemen and commamtod by Hubert Wilson.
He was a specially genial and agreeable gentleman,
and was a moat careful seaman. The disaster that
caused the loss of his vessel must have been one
tluit could not have been prevented by skill. We
have not the litmci of the crew, an they came h<jro
from Newport, England, In the venae I. She was
owned by Mr. J. Wait, of London, and ia of 1,747
tone burden and haaa carrying capacity of L13X tone.

1 then believed that she was
loa 'eu with oil, but since reaching port 1 think It is
possible that she might be In ballast. She was a
vessel of about four hundrqd tons register, and had
not been in the water a long time, for her barnacles
wcrg not of auy size. I did not put out any boat.
We were out of tbo trade winds but a few
hours when a stiff breeze fllliM our sails, snd
1 was determined to make the most of it. The sea
was troubled, too, and <tlicre was no evidence of life
on board the burning ship, and therufore no vory
urgent ncccH-ity to lower a boat. However, I, being
In bulla-1, could have carried off $400 or $600 worth
of her propurty. The cabin was below ber decks,
for we could aeu the woodnn stanchions from our
vostcl. There was fresh paint on the after part of

John Emil Kubcly, tho correspou-out mud assistant

bookkeeper of Heury Clausen A Sou, the brewers,
arre-tcd uu the previous evening for forgery, was
charged In tho YorkviUe Police Court yesterday with
having Ireely used his employers' money, as well an
their naino, and was committed tor trial, with $9,000
lixed as his bail. Kubuly is a Swiss, thirty years of

the notes from Kubely. The cortitled chocks he
had received from burroughs k Chichester In paymentfor them he had already disposed of,
but ho got them back through the day
aud returned them. When Le Baron was
questioned ho said that Kubely had called upon him
and offered the notes rfcr sale, saving that ho was a
member of tho firm of K. Dun to & Co., commission
merchants in hops and, malt, at No. 74 Broad street.
Mr. Le baron, when apprised that the notes were
forgeries, also learned that there was no such firm
as K. Bantu k Co.

ON TUB WATCH.
Whilo these developments were coming to light

Detectives ltadford and Dunn, of the Central Office,
had been engaged to facilitate the unravelbng of tha
evidence against Kubely, and they kept a sharp surveillanceover all parties concerned In tho transactionsto whom suspicipn could point. On
Monday tho assistant bookkeeper sent word
tbat be was ill and unfit for business, and
when inquiries were made at his hotise he was found
to have been absent for days. This aroused suspicion,aud Detective Dunu was recommended to
look him up. Dunn was not familiar with Kubely'a
looks, aud with tho exception of certain scars on bis
face and a vague outline of his general appearance
ho had no knowledge of him whatever when, on
Wednesday last, he took up a post of observation
near tue banking house of Honry Clews k Co. He
had been told that Kubely had deposited certain
sums of money with that concern, and now that inveatigationhad been fairly started he beliovod that
the assistant bookkeeper, if concerned in the forgeries,would be obliged to appear downfbvuin his efforts to cover them. Of all
tho business men who trooped in and out one eaaeht
his attention. Not that tho person had any peculiaritiesof dress, but. there was something in bia
manner u> waru mm out as a man wuoso lumu was
suffering from unrest. There was but little in hia
appearance which the detective recognized as cliarac-
tens tic of the man he was looking tor; but hia
nervousness made so deep au impression that he
hurried into Burroughs & Chicliostor's office to see
if they could idoutity him. The only person there
who knew Kubely was absent, so Dunn dashed out
again and kept the object of his suspicion in Bight.
After a while he passed him, made a short turn, aud,
saluting him, cried, "Hallo, old fellow! How are
Clausen and all the rest?"

"Oh, very well," said the other, awaking from hia
preoccupation.
"Clad to hear It," said Dunn, quite heartily, "and

yourself? By the by, now, what's this your name
is, anyhow?" .

"Kubely," said the other, innocently, and the detective'shand caiuo down upon his shouider as he
spoke.
Taken to the Central Offioe and placed in confinement,he was visited there by the Clausens as soon

as word of his capture readied them. They tound
him thoroughly dispirited.
"You've done a kindness," he cried oat when they

appeared, "to the wolht man in this place," and he
gave an eloquent glance at the row of cells which
certainly have held very unsaintly people In their
day. He then, it is said, admitted the forgeries they I
were already cognizant of and said there was yet
another note out lor $'.1,300. He confessed to having
embezzled various sums of mouey, and mentioned
as one instance certain transactions with the agency
at Savannah. He said he had been stopping In the
Unltod States Hotel, and thither the detectives went
without delay to selzo wliatever effects he mlgnt have
taken there with him. Un reaching it they discoveredhow opportune Dunn's arrest had been.
Kubely had prepared to go to Europe and had
taken passage on the steamer France, wnich was to
sail at three o'clock. He was arrested at two, just as
he was on his way to have his baggage taken aboard.

His trunks in the Cuited State* Uotel were all
found packed au<l ready for removal. In one four
notea were round, all dated November 1. There was
one for $1,400, another for $4,000, a third for $6,200
and the laat for $'J00. A certified check for $600, a
forgod noto for $560 on the Bank of Elizabeth
and $00 In cash were next di*covt-red. Then thera
was a lorwed note for $675 on tho Groenpoint Bank,
drawn on June 17, and coming due on September '10.
This one Rubely had taken up himaeli, and it is possiblethat it wa* to cover these earlier forgorie* he

fiut th4 spurious paper of later date on the market.
u his truuk was also found a genuine note a couple

of years old. This, it is believed, was used as a
guide ih preparing forgeries. Kubely's other effects
were bank books, showing that hs had $1,000 do,posited with Henry Clews A Co., $000 in the Gorman
Exchange Bank, and $240 in the Mechanics' Bank,
Brooklyn.
When bo was arraigned in the Yorkville Police

Court yestorday it was learned that additional
charges' were awaiting him from still auother
source. Two botes had been purchased of him by
O. N. liogert k Co., of No. 108 Broadway. One was
for $2,100 the other for $1,400. He had, it is alleged,
represented himself to this concern as one of the
firm of E. Dante A Co., and,' never doubting
tho authenticity of tho notes, they had disposedof thorn to a third party who,
on hearing of Ktibely's arrest, made haste
to return them. Bogert k Oo. bore their responsibility,and as the Clausen* bad already attached
Kubely's effects the concern will bo losers to the aggregateamount of tho notes. They made one complaintagainst the prisoner and two others ware
made by the CDusens, In one inatauco supplemented
by an alhdavlt of be Baron. The prisoner himself
seemed overpowered with grief. lie la a slim
nan. with dark hair, and hid his face In
his hands through tuoat of tho proceedings,
opening his inouth only to plead not guilty and
waive examination. Justice Smith flxod nia ball at
$:i,b00 on each complaint, making a total of $V.0U0.
Besides the poaitlou he hold in Clausen's office

Thn
loungers about the pilot honso talked very freely
about the matter, and cliucklfd over a discrepancy
which tlyjy considered to exist between the state*
ment of the lawyer of the steam pilots aud that of
Mr. Oovorley, of the Anchor Una. One old pilot
aald"Tne fact la, if theso men do not aooept a reg.
ular salary, they hare fixed things with the steam*
hip companies in another way. When the monthly
statement that the lawyer speaks of cornea to light
it will be found that the steamship coinpaniea own
the Hercules, aud as owners take about aeventy-Ava
per ceut ot the profits, so that, although regular
pilotage uiay be collected, they will gut the money
back lu the way of a monthly dividend."
Thn pilots say the whole .1flair will be settled as

aoou as tt gets to a court of law.
The Uerculua was still on tbe screw dock yesterdaymorning, and quite a crowd of the curious wars

lounging around watching the ineclienlcs putting
tho finishing touches to her copper. The spectators
were evidently very inuoli Interested In the business,and examined the Uuroulus as closely as they
would have doue if alio had been some blockade runnerdestined for Chill or Pern. The vessel commencedgetting up steam shortly liefora noon, and
presently floated off and steamed down to pier 19.
