and passion, and shows other notions that

a democrat can appreciate the greatness of

 republican soldier and a republican the

patriotism of a democratic Senator when
soldier and Senator have done well for the
country.

The speech of General Grant, wiich, ac-
cording to a reporter, *he deliberately
drew from his pocket in manuseript,” has
sevoral features of interest. The General
vomes back n better American than when
he went away. He calls attention to the
fact that our country is so rich that gen-
erations must pass before we are compelled
to consider those problems of national sub-
sistence which disturb the older nations.
These, however, are obvious reflcctions
which ocour to every American who goes

abroad. The noticeable point in the
General's address is his allusion to
the Southern question, We are at

the close of o fierce and passionate cam-
paign. That campaign has been marked
with republiean vietories. The leaders of
the republican party, beginning with Mr.
Evarts, Mr. Blaine and Mr. Conkling, made
this enmpaign npon secticnal igsues, urging
upon Northern men to vote as they did after
the fall of Fort Bumter—to vote in passion.
If we understand the policy of these repub-
lican leaders it was to earry this issue into
the election forthe Presidency; to keep alive
sectional hatreds and animosities towardthe
South; to revive the war feeling, in the hope
that a gust of passion and hatred might
sweep them into power.

While My, Blaine, Mr. Sherman, Mr. Evarts
and their fellow statesmen stand before
the country as the champions of section-
alism General Grant suddenly proclaims
himself as conservative among conservative
republicans, He is proud that he is an
American citizen—that he enjoys ‘‘acommon
heritnge” with the BSouth. He asks the
South to feel with him an *‘equal pride” in
their citizenship. He compliments the
lenders of the Confederacy ns men *‘‘who
fought, and fought bravely.” He contends
that they have *‘equal claims with ourselves
in the greatness of our great and common
country.” Atthe same time while General
Grant is making these deliberate declara-
tions we have leading Confederates going
out of their way to pay him honor. Alex-
ander H. Stephens, the Vice President of
the Southern Confederacy, compliments
General Grant ‘‘for his generous, mag-
nanimous and patriotic sentiments ex-
pressed to the ex-Confederates at San
Francisco.” General Longstrect, Lee’s
chief lieutenant, welcomes ‘‘the great
American soldier-statesman.” Even Robert
Toombs, although he is ready to try the
war over again and proclaims ‘‘death
to the Union,” sends his ‘‘personal
congratulations” to General Grant. These
are only straws, to be sure, but they indi-
cate the possibility of great changes in the
campaign for the Presidency. Even taking
General Grant at his word, and believing
that he will not allow his name to be used
s a candidate for the nomination, his per-
sonal influence thrown against the “bloody
shirt,” *stalwart” wing of the republican
party and antagonizing the most distin-
guished and eloquent statesmen in that
party cannot but have a profound effect.

While we note, therefore, with pleasure
the declarations of public men like Gen-
eral Grant and Senator Bayard in behalf of
harmony and peace, it is painful to turn to
the views of ag distingnished n man as Sen-
ator Carpenter. The Senator, through the
c¢onvenient medium of a reporter, has been
alarining the country on the subject of
democratic nsurpation. It almost makes
one's hair stand on end to eontemplate
the fature ns it is seen by Senator
Carpenter, To his mind there are con-
spiracies everywhere and frands and treasomr
against the public peace. Kellogg is to be
ousted from the Senate to complete the
“golid South."” The democrats are to dis-
franchise some one State, *“‘California or
Pennsylvanin,” *‘upon the slightest pre-
tence, real or manufactured.” They have
already taken one step in this direcotion by
the unseating of Mpr Bisbee, of Florida."
This will give them the control of the
House hy States. Thoy can then make
their own President. It will be their
Jasé chance, the Benator says, because
the increase in the Western Repre-
gentatives from the next census will give
the Northwest the preponderance of politi-
cal power. A more gloomy prospect it
would be impossible to imagine. But to
suppose the ecombination of treachery
and treagson necessary to bring about this
result possible is to concode the worth-
lessness of American institutions. We will
do the democratio party the jnstice to be-
lieve that they will not take any victory
that does mnot ecome to them by
the operation of law. Wise and
conservative as Mr. llanyes has proved
in the Presidentinl chair, his administra-
tion has nover recovered from the fact that
he is the choico of the minority of the
American people. Even when doing his
best tor all sections Mr. Hayes has been
compelled to staguer under this Burden.
The wise men of the democratio party
would not care to elect a Dresident who
would go into office with the resents
ment ol conservative people against
him. He would be hamstrong by
secured by a violation of the
popular will. Whether the democrats or
the republicans elect the President it is im-
portant for the country-—for our self-respoot
gt home and our good name abroad—that
the election should be honorably conduocted
and that the people should have the fullest
and freest opportunity ol expressing their
will. It is important also that the issues
of tho campaign should be wholesomo,

living, national; not appeals to passion nor

a revive! of sectional asmimosities, noran
attesipt to exalt one section of the country
sbove another, There are many living
questions in our politics, the decisiun of
which concerns all classes and all sections.

Our hope is that the conservative words of
the two statesmen who have returned home
from long journeys—the republican ex-
President and the democratic Senator—will
be weighed by the passionate men of both
parties. It would bewell for the intolerant
republicans, who believe in fighting the

battles of the war over again in every ean-
paign, if they would unite with General
Grant in his aspirations for a common
country and justice for all. It would be
well for the violent democrats if they saw
in politieal success the pesce and glory of
the Union which are so earnestly desired
by SBenator Bayard.

The Last Fight of the Humscar

Few chronicles of modern warfare surpass
the story of the battle of the iron-clad
Huasear, of the Peravian navy, with several
Chilean vessels, for its exhibition of des-
perate gallantry. From the first the Peru-
vian wes hopelessly overmatched, but he
fought to the last gasp. Early in the com-
bat the ship was so erippled in her steering
gear ns to become unmanageable, and as
she thus floated at the mercy of the waves
the Chileans easily kept on the safe side of
her, and with their enormous weight of
metal simply hummered her to pieces.
And those on boaurd the doomed sghip,
officers and men, went through their part
of the performance with o heroism that
could not be surpassed in any navy.
Indeed, the maritime nations who are
fondest of referring to the desperate
stories of their naval history might be
proud to add to their records a tale like
that of the Huascar. Spaniards, and, least
of all, South American Bpaniards, have not
been regarded ns the sort of men likely to
fight in this way on the ses; but it will not
take many fights like this toestablish their
fume. 'There sre some names in the report,
however, such as Grau and MacMahon, which
seem to imply that all the heroes were not
men of pure Spanish blood.

Conviet Labor.

The interstate committee of legislators

who have been considering the various
phases of convict labor adjourned on
Thursday with the assurance to the pablic
that they would present to their several
legislatures the facts they had gathered
with a view to the remedy of existing evils.
The prevailing systew of hiring out con-
viets to the highest bidder was the princi-
pal subject of discussion, and the points
given in the order under which the Massa-
chusetts committee was appointed, pub-
lished in yesterday’s Hxrawip, indicate the
various questions at issue. With one excep-
tion they refer exclusively to the economio
interests of the community, but the excep-
tion slluded to has an ethical importance
that should not be hidden by material in-
terests ; besides, it affecta the general pros-
perity and security to a degree that legisla-
tors never secem to realize, We refer to the
question of the effect of contract labor upon
the reformation of the conviect. Most of
our penal institotions are professedly re-
formatory, The statement may provokea
smile on the strength of what observing
men know of the moral condition of dis-
charged convicts; but law and sentiment
assert the theory. If they did not our sys-
tem of punislunent would not be a whit in
advance of the ways of the barbarous nations
of two centuries ugo.
‘What are the reformatory influences preo-
vided by s State for the bemefit of its
criminals? Punishment always, generally
o chaplain, and sometimes a library—only
these, and nothing more. What are the
influences, besides the perverted nature of
the prisoners, that oppose these? A great
many, but in many Btates the worst is the
contract labor system, by which the men
are placed practically, body and soul,
under the control of eontractors who eon-
sider themselves charged only with the
duty of getting the greatest possible quan.
tity of labor for ihe smallest possible pay.
The mechanic or laboring man in the oity,
with every incentive that love and neces-
sity can offer, is seldom or never seen
to work as hard as the inmates of many
a prison are cbmpelled to do, yet
the Iatter has absolutely no recreation or
reluxation but what be gets from food and
sleep, while all his surroundings tend to
lessen Lis laboring capacily by depressing
his spirits. A contractor determines how
much per day a man should do of a certain
kind of work, and the rule is uniform, re-
gardless of the condition of the prisoner,
provided he is not excused on account of
sickuess. If the work is not done the
prisoner wust be punished—not for s own
good, not for an actual offence, not for the
Lenefit of the State or community, but
solely that the contractor shall not suffer a
few cents in pocket. If n more brutulizing
system lns ever existed in penal institu-
tious history has kept silance about it, For
nearly a quarter of a eentury the civilized
world has sorrowed over the prison suffor-
ings of Jean Valjean, who went into juil a
tender hearted youth and emerged a hard-
ened criminal, but many s New York eon-
viet suffers more severely and unnecessarily
than the hero of “Les Misérables,”

What is the econowmic result of this sab-
mission of the State to contractors, and the
consoquent intensifying of every bad habit
of the conviet.is not hard to imagine, The
loss to which o professional eriminal sub-
jects the State eannot be made good by the
labor of half a dozen honest men, for the
expenses of trials, incarcerations, &o., are
but o small partof the total, Many of them
leave families of paupers behind them, while
everyone ol them who lives by his profession
wastes many times ns much as he uses, A
pickpockot steals’ a wateh worlh two hun-
dred dollars and sells it for twenty; a burg-
lar gets for his share of a house robbery
nbont one-terith as much as will have to
be expended in replacing the stolen articles,
The community loses at this rate by many
a rasenl who might have been reformed in
prison had not an iteh for the semblance of
eeonomy turned the man over to awet of
taskmaosters whose system would ruin any
Lonest mechanio and ean do nothing for a
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Afer the HBattle.

It is the sombre Macbeth who said that
the time was when the brains were out the
man was dend. The time was when the
elections were over the people ceased to talk
about the elections. Banners were taken
down, the polls were eclosed, the exeited
statesmen slept off the effects of prolonged
unxiety, political enemies met and became
friends again and business resumed its
normal condition, Unfortunately, we
have now & series of coniroversies arising
out of the last election which threnten
to become as exciting as the canvass
itself, Here is the horny-handed Barney
Biglin and the kid-gloved George Dlisa
guarrelling over the divine right of bolt-
ing. The ex-President of the Irish Repub-
lie, Commander-in-Chief and Genearal-
issimo William R. Roberts, baving been
denied by the people of New York the
privilege of hanging those of his fellow
citizens adjudged worthy of that courtesy,
insists npon having a new election, Mr,
Q'Callaghan, the distinguished Limerick
slatesman, from an uptown district, has
been denounced as & Judas by the revolu-
tionary Danton of the democracy, John B.
Huaskin.

All this is deplorable! The election is
over, and why should we not have pesce?
Let the chiefs of the factions retire to their
ordinary avocations, Barney Biglin ean
take his shovel and pick and resume his
labor. Stout-hearted Irishman that he is,
he believes that an honest day's work is the
best contribution to his country’s good.
The kid-gloved George Bliss can retire to
his velvet-cushioned library and give the
winter evenings to chess and Wugner's
music and Horace, Commander-in-Chief
Roberts can do nothing better than to
develop his scheme for the eniranchise-
ment of Ireland. We can think of no
occupation that would do the General more
good and the people less harm. It would
develop his mind. 1t is a vast, compre-
hensive, endless scheme, and if Captain-
General Roberts will only sit right down
and apply his gigantic brain to it New York
will have rest. As for the Limerick states-
man, Mr. 0'Callaghan, he is not a Judas ;
but a good, honest, true Irishman, of royal
descent. As for Haskin, we fear there is no
keeping him quiet. The blood of Dunton
isin his veins.

The Coppers Case.

Denis Coppers bought a burial plot in
Calvary Cemetery, in which was room for
four graves, and intended that it shounld be
his place of final rest on earth and that his
family should be buried there with him.
His mother actually wae buried there, but
when Denis himself was brought over ob-
jections were made by persons in charge of
the cemetery. Denis wasa Freemason, and
the rules of the cemetery are that such per-
sons cannot be buried there. Bome noise
was made over the case at the time ; 1t was
freely diseussed by people generally and it
went to the courts for settlement. It hasbeen
decided in the Supreme Court of the Btate
now that Denis Coppers must be buried in
the ground which in his lifetime he pur-
chased for his grave ; that the custodians
of the graveyard have sold the plot, ac-
cepled the purchase money and in all
needful ways completed a contract of sale,
and cannot at this late hour get up and
propose new conditions as impediments to
such p use of the land as was contem-
plated when it was purchased. As this is
common sense the publio ought to be glad
that it is also law. Our courts do not take
into consideration the peculiar attribates
and qualities that comsecration imparts
to land. They do not and can-
not comprehend consecration. As the
Btate is effectively divorced from the
Church the courts have no ecclesiastical
eyes. They view the purchase of a grave,
therefors, as they would view the purchase
of any other piece of land—as a mere con-
tract—and they interpret the entangle-
ments of a contract without prejudice from
religious conoceptions, It will not be easy,
perhaps, for the religious corporation in-
volved to content itself under this judg-
ment, and it may appeal; but the decision
is likely to be the same everywhere, and if
the Church is to have a remedy it must be
by strietly ecclesinstical methods.

The Toombs Boom.

We trust that our readers will not be
alarmed by tho despatch sent by General
Toombs to Chicago in reference to *“the
death of the Union." General Toomba is
a frank, eccenirio person, who holds a posi-
tion in the Bouth something like Wendell
Phillips in the North-—doing what he
pleases, saying what he pleases, nobody
disliking him and nobody earing particu-
larly what his opiniens are, except that
they are irank, fresh, original and generally
amusing.

would not work and the crossbeam above
their heads wos displaced, and the
wretches were obliged to stand trem-
bling on the platform, with the nooses
on their necks, until the apparatuscould be
adjusted. The interval nccessary for the
purpose s estimated by the Bheriff's
apologists at one minute. But who can
measure the agony which it is poasible to
concentrate into less time than that? Let
anybody, who wishes to test it as nenr as
may be, take a watch and while counting
sixty beats of the second-hand imagine
himself in the situation described.

Why not execute the penally of death by

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as it is swift? It is an impartial process,
dealing death instuntancously and vindi-
cating murderers’ rights by exempting them

The Probable Efect.

The news that the imperial government
of Germany proposes to enlarge its army
will have a depressing effect on Europe.

What with the distress in Ire-
land, the agitation and fdepression in
business in England and the unecasy politi-
cal situation in Germany, compared with
our own prosperity, it would not surprise
us to see the emigration to the United
States larger next year than it has been for
a long time.

It will
not do for you, next year, gentlemen, to
talk about the solid South, when your own
efforts this year would break the Southern
line. There has been a romor that Mr,
Blaine was thinking of a journey to New Or-
leans. Weshould like to henr that this ru-
mor is correct. Mr. Blaine's appearance in
a Bouthern B8tate, and particularly in
Louisiana at this time, would be a very im-
portant and fruitful political event; and
Mr. Blaine ought to be shrewd enough to
know this,

ities, Fires of incendiary origin in tene-
mont houses are not uncommon, and per-
haps always have the same motive. If the
full penalty of the law for arson were in-
flioted in a case like this it might have a
good effect, for it would prove to even the
most ardently speculative spirit that this
way of making money is not a profitable
adventure. There was, of course, a fire
escape to this house. Nobody seems to
have used it or thought of it. What is
the reason? Were the tenants ignorant of
its existence, or was it inasccessible ?

The Business Boom.

It is gratifying to know that everything
is prospering in Wall street. When we read
of seven hundred thousand shares having
been bought and sold in one day it means
good times for the brokers, with plenty of
money and large commissions. Bt we hope
our people will be careful, all the same.
The boom is a good thing when it runs in
one direction. But there is a law of nature
declaring that the wave which washes the
shore must recede. In their anxiety to go
with the advancing boom we hope our peo-
ple will be prudent enough to avoid being
eaught in the receding.
