EXECUTION IN GEORGIA.

[BY TELEGEAPR TO THE HEBALD.]
Qoopxnsrowy, N. Y., Nov. 14, 1879,

The murder and outrage of Catherine May
Richards by Myron A, Buell, at Plainfiela, Otsego
county, June 45, 1879, was avenged by the law in the
Jadl ut this place at forty minutes aiter ten ‘o'elock
this morning. The execution was conducted by
Bheriff James F. Clark in the most systematio snd
orderly manner, and in strict compliance with the
law. Not over thirty persons witnessed it,
and they included clergymen, physicians, jury,
officers and representatives of the leading
newepapers, Buell remained with Bev, Mr. Wells
untll miduight, He retired at one o'clock this
moruing and slept like a child until six o’clock,
when he arose, fecling quite well, as he averred.
Rev. Mossrs. Wells and Hiller administered the sac-
ramonts, ahd they are much gratified with his rve-
Hglous disposit Hisp ts, sisters and brothers
ealled at the jail at eight o’clock. When parting
with his mother he begged her to look to the Baviour,
aud gave a little present to each member of his
tamily. He “braced up’' strongly to make his people
fesl better. The reading of the death war-
rant and vreligious exercises, with the ex-
eception of a briet prayer on the freld, were
conducted within the jail. At thirty-six minutes
after ten  Buell, ducted by Deputi
Kelly snd Merrills; came out an the seaffold. Hov,
Mr, Wells' prayer wus & model of brevity, Buell
stood firmly, keeping his oyes upwurd, until the
end, His lips were moving continaally us if in
prayer, He shuddered when Lis arms and logs
were strapped.  While Sheriff Clark was pulling the
cap over his head Duell again told him he had noth-
ing to say. The Sheriff pulled the drop lever at
twenty minutes befors cleven A. M., and the_body

these ofences were treated by Catherine's father
can only Dbe accounted for b his not
having realized their intent an purpase,
The suspected man, who maintsioed the
greatest composure throughout the investigation,
did not leaye the place, but, having an inkling of the
suspiolons, engaged Senator Morgan, of Winfield, as
his counsel, The body wus now exhumed, and the
suspicion that the girl had been outraged was
found to be true. The Cogoner's jury then met st
Unadilla Forks, and after two days’ deliberation
brought in s verdiet that Buell was Catherine Hich-
ards'’ murderer and debaucher, and he was con-
signed to the Cooperstown jall, just one week and a
dsy nfter the crime was perpetrated,

BUELL'S INDICTMENT AND TRIAL,

On the tollowing September the Grand Jury in-
dicted him on thirteen counts of wurder, and on
the following February 17 he was put on trial.
Buell, who was then not twoenty-ons years of iyge,
wias o singulsrly stolid apd self-contained young
mwan, His hend was shapely and indicated intelli-
gence amd power; his complexion were bronzed aud
incontrust with his light hair, and lus eyes were rest
loss and bead-like. The theery of the prosecution
wus that he attempted to outragethe girl by pulsing
n cord or strap about her neck to stifle her;
that he used moro force in his efforts than
Lo anticipated, and so killed her, and then lsid the
bady by the bull's stall atter turning the bull loese,
to ervate the belief that the anumal was the sols
cause. Ho ulso struck the girl on the head and faco,,
to ecanse the Lruises, with s milking stool which
was afterward found near by with blood on it.
Thao trial ended on February 27, the‘gur{ bringing in
a vordiot of guilty aftor two hours’ deliberation. On
the day following Judge Murray sentemced him to
be hanged on April 18, 1879, refusing the application
of Buell's counsel for a new trial. Counsel, two days

TWO OF HIS MUEDERBERS, DREWS AND STICH-
LER, HANGED AT LEBANON, FPA.—TOUCHING
SCENES—CONFESSION OF STICHLER—THE ACTS
OF A DESPERATE THIEF AND ASSASSIN,

Lesaxox, Pa., Nov. 14, 1879,
The Cedars of Lobanon were veiled by a heavy
mist this morning, and ere thoe populace was

Then several of the immediate friouds of the men
walked up to the scaffold and shook hands with
them and retired. A lurge number of ‘strangers also
came forward, and Drows had a kind word fer all
At length he said “Goodby; wil live good.*
BINDING THE CULFRITS,

The Bheriff and his deputies then ascended the
plattorm nnd shackled their hands Dbehind and
strapped their legs, The nooses wers adjusted in
the conventional manner, under the left ear, and the
white caps drawn over their heads. At this instant
Drows suid to his accomplice, in ng'mm. "ﬂo!.

SHEATS EXECUTED.
A COLORED MAN PAYE THE LAST PENALTY FOR
KILLING A WOULD-BE FRIEND.

DaxrersvirLe, Ga., Nov. 14, 1879,
Jordan Shoats, n colored man, wis executed here to-
day for the murder of John Ledbetter, & white man,
on the 24th of February last, It seems that Bheats
and his employer were indulging in o quarrel when
Lodbotter interfered, and Bheats shot him. After a
brief trial Sheats was sentenced to death, At twenty
minutes past one o’clock the condemued, who had
spent a quiet night and boen all the morning 1n the
company of lis friends and family snd the
preschors, was moarched to  the  seaffold.

His appearance created great excitemont, the
crowd prossing close to see him, He spoke
to maveral ons a8 he mmdo Lis way to the
soaffold, and seemed fectly ecalm and unmoved.

FIICHLER'S CONFESSION,
Frauklin Stichler, born in the year 1850, charged
with murder in the first degree of Josiah Haber. 1do
many bad thungs. I worked attheconl mines, Iworked
for a dozen moen at Indisntown Gap, and for Israel
Brandt, who is now in jail convicted for this mur-
der, Thefiret I | wus-at steali hick :
then I swore to myself that I wouldn't steal ::5
more, Then they came aftor me to stoal veal,
they ooaxed me snd coaxoed Wise and Brandt, and
now they have me in the prisou for murder, snd I
guess there i8 no help for me.

X PHILADELPHIA, Nov, 14, 1879,

The Beitlsh Court of Inquiry met sguin to-day af
the Commercinl Exchange to continue the taking of
testimony regurding the conduct of the officers and
crew of the ship Lady Octuvia st the time of the re-
cent collision with the Chamipion nesr the moutn of
Delaware Bay.

David Hunter, the boatswain of the ship, was
oalied and exsmined :—Our watch went on deck,
Novemwber 0, st midoight; my duty was to see thab
the mien obeyed the chiof mate's orders; the chuef
mute wus on doek ull the time from midnight until
after the collision, as fur ns Icould see; about three
o’elock 1 went aft on the poop to keep his company;

Lthink I firet saw the light nt sea, becauso I passed
the remark with the mate: we thought perhaps It
wis & tugboat, and he sont me torward to ses if our
lights were burning bLright; I wont and reported
that they were all right, returning to the mate; I
saw one light at Arst, s bright mssthead light; we
stood there watching the light, and about five
minutes afterward we wsaw the green light;
then we saw the red light sbout five minutes
afterward nnd stlll kept om our course, be-
eause we thought the steamer was going cisar of us;
ns he was coming down and stan acroas our
bows, ho suddenly sheered to port snd showed his
proen light, snd then wo knew s collislon wus in-
evitable; we saw the red light sbout six minutes;
