Au article appeared in the Ueuald a few days ago
giving the particulars of alieguU extensive lrauds uu

the revenue, through tho importation of church
goods, by tho firm of V, l'ustot, doing business at
No. 12 Barclay street. In order to ascurtaiu what
the implicated parties had to suy in the premises a

Hkbald reporter called at the pluce mentioned yesterdayand found Messrs. Dieponbrock and Hteinback,who represent the tlrni in this city. Mr. l'ustet
being absent in Germany, where he resides. Upon
inquiry an to wu«uier tuey nsu any staiemeut 10

uiuko iu record to tho allayed transactions Mr. l>iepeubrockreplied as follows:.
"Iu th» first place we court investigation into tUe

mannor in which our goods are imported, and wo

re tolerably well satisfied this whole story of alleged
frauds on tho revenue has originated In business
rivalry. One of the charges is that we have been in
the habit of selling church regulia out of our already
Imported stock, on which we had puid the duty, to
Catholic clergymen, who might coll on us and rnako
oath that the goods wore for their own use, instead
of our importing the articles after the aifidavit had
been made."

"Is that charge correct?"
"It is. We do not deny having mado such sales.

I will tell you how they happen. A priest, for instance,cornea to our store three days before Christinasand wants a full sot of vestments, valued, we

will say, at $1,000. We will suppose that the cost of
the vestments has been a donation from sonio of
the clergyman's church people, who, perhups,
Would wish him to appear iu it ou Christmas Day.
Now, the priest is anxions to save tho duty of sixty
per cent on the articles, aud, instead of paying
$1,000, he pays trom $400 to $000. We, on the
other hsud, are, of course, anxious to muko a

sale. The priest thou makes tho required oath and

gets the vestments, less the duty. Then we uso the
oath mentioned to import other vestments of a similarvalue to those sold to the priest. There is one

tiling I want to say. and that i8 that whenttvor wo

imported church regalia we always gave the clergymenthe benefit of such free importation. In other
words, whenever we imported an article in this manner.freeof duty.we never charged the priest for
the duty which wo had not paid on it. Then again,
it is asserted that wo have not complied with the
law in importiug statuary."

"WOBKS OF ART."
"Is that Included in the charges brought against

your house by the government officials?"
"No; we have had no trouble whatever on that

account. Wo claim that the statues imported by
us, being made by artists, aro works of art, and as

such'they should pay only the duty imposed by
law on such importations. Most of the statues are

modelled by Professor Kuabl, and come from Mayr's
Artistic InstltlUo, Munich, and are painted by artists.They are not common works, by any mouus.
Now, in regard to the statement tnut wo had importednew books for old ones printed twenty years
ago, in order to suve the duty, there is no foundationwhatever for that. Certainly the government
hasn't brought any such charge ugaihst us, and 1 am
at a loss to know where it could come from except
from lhaaourca 1 have already Intimated."
"What portion of your goods, if any, was seized by

the government?"
"Nathiug at all; not one cent's worth either in

the store or at the Custom Mouse. More than that,
there was no money paid by us to compromise auy
suit brought by the government. It is not true
that a eivil action was commenced against our firm
by tpo government. There was simply a hearing
before a united States Assistant District Attorney,
who, together with two special agents of the Treasury(Messrs. Tichoner and Kimball), examined our
books. As a result, there was no ball required or
given. Such a thing us ball was not even mentioned."
"Would you like to innke any reply to tlio alleged

altering or forging of priests' oaths by your firm ?"
"Such a thing has never been done in our house.

The ultlduvits of the priests who may order or buy
shurcli regalia have to be given by them in blank,
and are tilled out by us as soon as we ascertain by
what steamer the goods arc coming and us soon us
we know the marks on tlio cases containing such
goods. We cannot fill out the blanks bcloro that,
as the government requires us to give the murks on
the boxes, the name of tho steamer by which
they, are shipped and the port from which
she has sailed. From a great many of
tho priests to whom we sold regalia in
the manner already stated wu did not
receive the required affidavits. We lost tho duty in
suvcral cases on this account. In ono instance wo
sold to a Catholic clergyman hero in the city a sot of
vestments valued at $1,200 for $*00. As *wo got no
alUdavit from him we were losers to tho extent of
the difference. Tho whole trouble seems to be that
we have probably allowed some Irregularities to
cruep iuto our business while endeavoring toaccoiuluodatetho priests; but ns to the charge of defraudingthe government, wo indignantly deny it."

CLASSIFICATION OF MOODS.
"Your firm is also charged with a wrong classificationor silk goods?"
"Wo deny tilts also. On the entry such goods woro

classified as 'church regalia, thirty-five per cent,'
and it would require an expert to decide whether
tho goods wore entitled to pay such a duty or more.
The lurgest amount of our importations wore cheup
goods for poor churches, and the duty on them is
not more than thirty-five per cent. Of course,
every importer tries to get his goods parsed
at us low a rate ot duty as possible.
Ag ilu, I observe by the papers that we are oharged
with Importing ami passing gold crosses as jewelry.
Now perhaps there are some who might be unoer
the Impression that tho crosses mentioned were
largo and valuable ones, such as bishops wear,
whereas thoy aro very small and such as ladles
and children wear for ornainente, and the best
of I hem are valued at not tuoro than $11.
Outside of the newspapers we know nothing
of such a charge. The government has not mentionedruch a thing. It Is also said thut the governmenthas lost through us, on statuary aloue, the
turn of $TJ.OUU, while the fuet is that we
claim front the government for excessive dulieaon this class of goods £15,UU<>. During
our business experlonco of over twelve years
In the ctly, tbia la the ttrst time that a breath of sus'piciou has been cast upon the integrity of our

, house; and if the government has at any
time suffered a lost by our importations it has been
wholly without our knowledge or intent. During
tlie past few days we have bron called upon by u
large number o( Catholic clergymen, who have expressedtheir sympathy In regard to the newspaper
notoriety which wo have of late unjustly received."
Mr. Stctnbaek, who was present during the Interview,fully coucuired iu all of the above statements

made by his partner.

ROTTEN TELEGRAPH POLES.

THE COMPANIES TO BE COMPELLED TO BRAND
THEIR TOLES.

falling telegraph poles lu different parts of this city
have of Jate been more numerous than heretofore.
Only a short time since an action was commenced
against the corporation to recover damages for injuriesreceived through an "accident" of this nature
and the city was mulcted General attention has
been drawn to instunces of this kind and the city
authorities will, it is stated, be asked to take some
derisive courso in the promises. Alderman Morris,
on August 10, 1870, had an ordinance passed, which,
if enlorced, would relieve the city from liability in
cases of injuries received from rotten poles. The
Mayor signed it on tho very day ufter its passage.
The following is a copy of the law:.

ItcHolved, That the Commissioner of Public Works be
and ho is heroby directed to notify tlio several telegraph
companies owning or using tho telegraph polos now erected
or that may lHiroatter bo oroctod in any street, avonuo or

public place within the corporate limits of thu city of Naw
York to britnd or paint upon it conspicuous place on every
such polo within thirty days after being so|notitleii the name
of the company or other owner of every such polo, livery
telegraph company or other wuur of any such polo who
shall neglect or refuse to comply with the directions mentionediu litis resolution shall bo dooinod guilty of a misdemeanor,and on conviction thereof shall thereby incur a
penalty of #10 for every day such violation shall continue,
and it shall bo Mid is hereby made thu duty of tho Commissionersof Police to report every such violation to tlio
Corporation Attorney, who shall prosecute tho tamo, and
tho offer dor shall lie punished pursuant to tho provisions
of sections JO and 21 of uii act relative to tho powers
of the Common Council of the city of New York and tho
criminal courts of said city, passed by tho Legislature of
this State January 23, 1833, and to the provisions of sectionr> of article I of sn act in relation to thu Police Departmentof tlio city of Now York, passed April 13, 1863.
And ho it further
Unsolved, That oach of the departments and officers of

the city government using telegraph pules bo and they aro
hereby respectively required and directod to brand or
paint in liko manner upon uvory telegraph polo so used by
them tlio nuiuo of tho department using uvery such tolographpolo.

It will bo scon that If tho authorities were diligent
in enforcing compliance with this law on tho part of
telegraph companion, thu persona injured would bo
able to discover what persons wore responsible for

poles. Ah it in at present the citizen sues the city
for negligence, and in ninny ciikok it is almost iinjf'HHibluto fasten tlio responsibility on tbu really
guilty persona. In case prompt attention to the law
Ik not given by tho companies, it is intended to
adopt, it ia s 'id, inoro vigorous measures to secure
the ordinance being respected.

AGENT BllOWN'8 FINANCES.

Josl'ih T. Brown, an agent of tho Mutual Life InsuranceCompany, at Mo. ICO Broadway, has been
arrested by the Sheriff on an order obtained from
Judgo Donohuo and released on $13,000 ball in a

civil suit brought against him by Jacob F. Wyckoff
to recover $11,310 71 which the latter alleges he
loaned him. the papers lu the ease being returned

by the Sheriff > eeterduy. In tho first complaint Mr.
Wyckoff alleges that on August 24, 1878, Mr. Brown
applied to him for tho loan of $3,&00, having a short
time previously represented to Mr. Wyckoff
that ho was worth $1U0,U00 over and above all debts
and that he bad been tor many years an agent of
tb« Mutual aud other life insurance companies in a

prrccutugo that yielded him an annual average net
profit ot about $10,000. The loan was finally made,
as he claims, on tho Htrcugth of these representationson August 2C, and five days later Mr. Brown,
as lurthcr charged, went into voluntary bankruptcy,his schodulcs showing over $242,000 liabilities.In an interview some time utter the bankruptcyproceedings iprere taken Mr. Wyckoff avers
that Mr. Brown admitted that some time previous to
going into bankruptcy he hud sold out a Urge part
ot his business, aud that on August 24, previous
to obiuiniug the loan, be had been advised
to make the application in bankruptcy and had
determined and consented to do so. My. Wyckoff
alleges in the second complaint that ou April 4, 1877,
he loaned Mr. Brown $20,000, of which a portion
was srtorward repaid, leaving a balauce, which is
now sued for; and that, in case there was default in
payment of the loan, Mr. Brown was to trausfer his
life insurance business to Mr. Wyckoff aud to manageit in tho latter's interest until the debt was paid.
At tlie office of Mr. Brown it was stated yesterday
that he was vory sick and uucble to attend to busiu>ss, and was not expected to go down town for
some little time to come.

TIIE UNPOPULAR CENTAL.
Tho Oraln Trade of the Prodnee Exchange still con

tiuiics its opposition to the ceutal system, aud considerableexcitement was created yesterday at the
last "call" when Mr. J. H. Herrick, chairman of the
Committee ou drain, informed the trade that ho had
been instructed to read a letter from Mr. Mr. W. J.
Langsou, secretary of the Chamber of Commerce at
Milwaukee, ia which that geutlcmau stated that the
late ot the cental system (tor the present generation)depended on the adherence of the Lourd of
Managers to tno uuciarauoua luey nau made lu relationto it. Mr. Laugaou, tu addition, says that the
friends t tin- system in Milwaukee believe that
Ni'W York can moro easily inaugurate tho system
than any other market on the continent, because of
Mm more direct relatione with Liverpool, where the
cental la in vogue, and llial If New York adopt ami
llrnily adhere to the system the other markets of
tho country will Inevitably follow. Ho claims that
nine out of every ten men In unv business communityare in favor of tho cental and that the opponent*
of tho syatcm are old Ingle*. Tho reading of this
letter was received with groan* and hlaaea. Accompanyingit waa a set ol reaolutlon* from the Chamber
of Commerce at Milwaukee, In which that body indorse*the cental syateui. A motion waa made to lay
the roso.ntlon on the table, but it waa not seconded.
Mr. Henry T. knoelau i then said tluit he had a

copy of a act of resolutions lately adopted by the
l'oorin Hoard of Trade condemning the cental syatcm.11c waa proceeding to read them when Chairmanllerrick declared him out of order and said
that the call" must proceed. This decision caused
great excitement, and amid the din Mr. Knoelaud, in
a loud voice, read hia communication.

VACANT POLICE JUSTICESHIPS.
Mayor Cooper is overwhelmed with applications

from friends of candidates for tho two police Justiceshipvacancies. Wtallo the present deadlock
exlata betweon tho majority of tho Hoard of Aldermenand the Mayor it will he impossible to have
any nominees confirmed. A good deal of wirepulling,however. Is in proprcaa to again bring
about a combination between the anti-Tammany
and republican members of the Hoard. Until such
a deal I* accomplished no chance exists for tho reappolntuioutof -liisllro llcnry Murray. The names of
Mr. Charles II. Truax atid?Mr. lloorgo H. Mesne. Jr.,
are now ponding beforo the llosrd for consideration,
but it is oil the alale to reject both. The claims of
Mr. William F. kinU.itig are pressed before the Mayor
by ex-Judge sutlu rland, William A. Beach, ox-.Judge
Fiillertou, Judges liurrctt, Urady, Olldersleevo and
others.

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BLACKWELL'S ISLAND ABUSES.

A THOBOUOII BE-OBOANIZATION CALLED FOR IN

THE MANAGEMENT OF THE INSANE.BETTER
CONDITION OF AFFAIRS ON WARD'S ISLAND.
The Advisory Board of Physicians aud Surgeons,

consisting of Dr. B. Wood, Drs. Jauewuy, Palleu, I.
P. P. White, Loouiis, Whitman V. White aud Allen
Mi'L. Hamilton, who were requested by the Commissionersof Charities and Correction to report upon
the couditiou of the lunatic asylums, aud especially
alleged eases of neglect, cruelty and abuse,
yesterday fllcd their report at the department.
Speaking of the institutions on Ward's Island under
the charge of Dr. McDonald the report says:."The
Board uuuniiuously expressed its commendation of
the management of Dr. McDonald." They ilud that
"the institution is very much overcrowded, there
boiug 773 patients in the main building, which was

designed to hold but 434. In addition to this number300 are very imperfectly provided for in an

unsuitable 'borrowed' building. The natural
tendency if such overcrowding is to increase the
frequency of accidents and assaults and to lessen
the chances of smnvurv. The Board uri>i>iitl\- ree-

omuieuds the payment of suitable salaries to the
assistant physicians." The report expresses gratificationat the general mauanageweut, the
condition of tlie kitchens and the small percentageof aicknesa, lesa than three per cent
of the patients being in restraint and
tho records showing an average of lesa than two
per cent in restraint during the past year. "Consideringthe overcrowded state of tho institution,
this," says the report, "iH a remarkable and gratifyingexhibit of the management. The Board advise
an increased'per capita expense and tho employment
of a better grade of paid help." The report concludesas follows:.
Thuobligations of tlio Honorable Board of Apportionmentare suon a» to Uunian<l of It to investigate tlie tacts

that tlie charitable institutions under the charge of the
Commissioners of Charities and Correction arc not cou(luctudso thoroughly and humanely as they would be if moro
funds were at their disposal. This metropolis ought not to
bo behind the spirit of the ago tn tlie conduct of Its charities.The taxpayers of New York undoubtedly would not
object to a tow mills in addition to their taxes, nor should
tlie Honorable Hoard of Apportionment hosituto to itdvunce
tlie general cause of immunity by increasing the comforts
of tlio insane, thereby giviug them greater chances for
restoration to mental health, Ijy such accommodation* us
are imperatively demanded.

ItIts. HTIUtW AND KINGSTON CF.NKUltKD.
The report us to the alleged abuses tu the lunatic

asylums on BlackwuU's Islaatl is not so complimentaryto tho management as in the case of those on
Ward's Island. Speaking of the ease of Emma Morrison,who was delivered of a child while ihe
"straight jacket" or camisole was on her xiersou, the
roport say#:.
This oatuisuls was very properly placed upon her to preventIter doatriicllvuueas.to protect her from constant

nakedness, anil to koep her tioiu eating her bed linen uud
clothing. The hoard was unauluioua that the use of tile
camisole was proper and humane. Dr. Strew, the superintendent,uud Dr. Kingston, the assistant. superintendent,under whoso medical care she was. did not know of
Knnua Morrison's pregnancy until after tho birth of the
child, litis hoard unanimously censures them in not
knowing the conditlnu of Kiuuiu Morrison, hut sustains
their actiou in causing her to wear tlie caniisolo.
Relative to the alleged starvation of Caroline Weil

"the Board finds that it had no foundation lu fact,
that she died from causon not stated, but evidoutly
from collapse iu consequence of a sudden
and overpowering diarrhoea, to which
alio succumbed iu a very few hours. The
story of Caroline Weil's starvation originated
In malice toward her attendant (Dr. Pitkin) upon the
part of some one conueeted with the medical staff
or nurses of the institution." After describing the
treatment given her by Dr. Pitkin, the report uoes
oil to say"This case is most glaring, having boon
giveu of the public press without any semblance
whatever to truth, with a tell aiid'iualignaut design
to injure Dr. Pitkin, whom the Board believes to be
a conscientious physician and houorable gentleman."

the rat poisoning case.
In the case of Alice Day, who died from a dose of

rat poiaou, "the Board finds thut one of the nurses
was so careless as to leave a pan filled with rat poison
iu an unlocked closet, to which access was had by
the unfortunate patient, who unobserved ate of It In
such quantities as to produce death. Evory effort to
avert the catastrophe was made by the superintendentand the medical staff, but they were uninformed
of the fact until it was too late." The Board censures
the nurse in oharge of the ward, hut as she had
already been dismissed by tho Commissioners no
recommendation of future action Is made.
The report concludes as follows:.
From tho investigation of those three casos this Board

necessarily became Informed el facts witii rogurd 10 tho
general management of the institution* for tlio insane
situated on hlackwell's Island. The accompanying
testimony, which was stenogrupliically reported,
clearly indicates that u complete reorganisation
Is Immediately requisite, and this Hoard therefore unai.l
inously recommends that tho honorable Commissioners of
Charitiee and Correction take such stops as may he noeus
Mur.v to orgnntKo the intuitu turns upon a buaix tlinrouxly
conducive to the better treatment and care ot the iuaane
there confined.
The Hoard appointed Pre. Fallen, A. McL. Hamiltonand Whitman V. White a oomiuittee to aid the

Commissioners in aueh proponed reorganization.
They also recommended that Pr. McDonald, superintendentof the Ward's Island institutions, be likewiseput in charge of the Blackwell's Island Asylum,
and that be bo allowed a paid asalstaui-iu-chief at
each institution.
A reporter of the Herald was informed that no

actiou will bo taken upon this report until the returnof Mr. Cox. Two Commissioners state that
under this report they must reorganize the medical
staff.

1 KANSAS PACIFIC RAILWAY.
An important suit, which hss been pending for

sonis time against tbe Kansas PaciAc Railway, was

called up yesterday in Supreme Court, Special Tenu,
on behalf of Kphraitu Williams, the plaintiff, who
desires a speedy triel. The quostlon presented for
decision is the title to some half a million of tho
capital stock of the raiiwey company, which the
latter claims to liavo forfeited for the non-paymentof assessments. The plaintiff contends for
various reasons that his stock was not liable to assessment,or tr indeed it was so liable then that
the company did not go to work in the legal way to
enforce snch liability. An interesting aspect or tho
case seems to be that if the l.'ourt shall sustain the
plaiutitt's view something more than the enormous
amount of live millions of stock holding like relation
to the company is ready to be presented for similar
judgment. Also it is alleged that sinre repudiating
tbia Stock thu company baa issued other stock ill its
place, so that If tho company Is compelled to recognizethe claim of plaintiff and others similarly situatedthen an caress of capital will ap|M>ar, amounting
to more than one-half of the company's present issue.Judge Van llrnut set the case down tor trial the
tirst Monday of December next. Mr. Knox appeared
for plaintiff and Mr. Uurrill tor defendant.
