order to produce popular discoutent from which
they would be quite unable to reap any profit. They
ure, in tact, looked upon now as s0 many obstrie-
tionists, preveuting the developmeut of public im-
provement rather then contributing one jota to the
genoeral weltare, 1t is not to be inferred from this,
however, that the evil {8 removed or that anything
hus been done to prevent the recurrence of tho
evints of last winter and spring. It is not at all
cortain that the hydraof Nihilism has been crushed;
evarything, on the contrary, concerning the future
mo ts of the lead ins in the same un-
certainty as before, and it is very probable that we
ghall hear of ‘Nihilism sgain before long, as the
great prineiple of its adberents is that they
must always maintain a certain nmtstion among
the public in order mnot to be forgotten.
Yor some time past there has been nothing new to
b registered concerning the sctivity of the “Secret
Soclety" in Rusais, but another cl tine print-
ing prees was discovered on the 8d inst. in 8t. Peters-
burg, at & private house, and the peopls there were
capght in the act of printing a pamphlet of seditious
contents, The type and n ipta of revolu-
tionary contents wero scized, and seventeen men,
toguether with three womon, were arrested. Many
arrests huvs been made sgain by the police among
the students of the capital, and it is said that
another important political trial is shortly to take
Dlace in 8t. Petorsburg. About twenty-five persons
will be tried, and, ns I am informed, the preliminary
examinations have already been completed.

There have been some rumors nflost of late about

who presch the destruction of property snd soclety.
These nibilists deserted the camp headed by the
“Executive Committee’ of the secret society and
feclared themselves as *“ordinary republicans,”
whose chief objeet ia to fight tor the wtient of
the constitutional liberty ot the nation. A revolution
and the institution of 8 republic are the extrome
lhuits of this new section of nihilists, while the
true nikilists, who originete from the Xussian polit-
fenl exiles in Geneva, oqudaubunrwe conatitution
and the republic as they do the absolute form of gov-
ernment. The g:mllmauunl of this new party, in
which they sddrees the people and profess their
creed, appeared first ded on the walls in the

NORDENSKJOLD'S EXPLORATIONS.

Licutenant Howgaard, of the Vegs, is publishing,
in the Copenhagen Dagblad, s serios ot lotters of
groat In s i communication he
#ays:—On the morning of the 18th of Septomber
tho Vegs again got up steam and tried te pro-
cocd  through the ‘*ice under Immonse dif-
ficultles  ond  several tHmes Imminent dap-
ger ot destruction, and om the next morning
whie was obliged to be made fast to an ieeblock clowo
to Cape Wankarema, surrounded with large blocks
of les aud a thick fog, which rendered any further
progress quite Impossible, Agaln, on the 21st of
September, the Vega tried to proceed on her voyage,
bLut up to the 20th sho only advanced a couple of
wiiles 8 day, sud Lientenant Howgsard atates that no
ralling vessol could have avolded destruction, and
that & stoamer constructed of iron would undoubt-
edly boave been smashed by the ice—only s strong

wooden  whip being capable of standing the
kpocks  which the Vegs reevived. Finally,
tha Voga was jofbound om the th of bSep-
tomber, closs  to  Cape Jinredien, in a

temwperature of only 2 degroes below zero, 120 miles
from the Stralin of Beliring, and  aftor o voyage of
4.0 miles enleulsted from Tromed, During tho
month of Oclober the ice had inervassed so mueh in
wirongth thet an  leshouse was bullt on shore,
with the view of making mognetical observations
there. A tent was now drawn over the ship, the
rigging having been lowersd, and o thick o ering of
wuow was lako on the deck, while ull other nocessary
proparations 1o leswen the effects of an Arctle winter
wore e, Every Saturday evening lectures wero
deliversd on pualtable wabjects. The toniperaturs
in the ecabinn vared from 10 t6 14 degrees
of heat (Colsius), In the middie dock betwoen U antl
12 degrees, in the ongine room between 4 and 5 e
grooes, and in no part of the ship did the tqu.p.,mmm
full below wero, In the esbins of the petty officors
aud the erew, as well a8 In the middle deck, lamps
woro kept ourning all dsy long.

1t will bo a fitting aum
to the folly-of our policy Joward the Porte if we find
ourselves dragged inco o contest sguinst them, with
Bussias backing them up. It is really too foolish of
Ministers not to recall Sir Heury Layard, A certmin
amount of misdirected energy Bir Henry hos, but it
is the energy of a bull in & china shop. The Turks
ure now entirely cured of their illusions andsir Henry
is personally unpopalar. He ought, in the publie
int ts, to be lled. Ho was pitchforked into
tho diplomatic service, and he might, therefore, be
civilly bowed out ot it without any spolia opima."
