AFFAIRS VKUST MUCH COMPLICATED.

Arrival oi the Chinese Embassy
at Havana.

Private advices from Havana up to the 13tli reveal
the fact that Governor General Blanco upon leaving
that city for the front iu the Eastern Province, iu
couseouence of the disaster befallen to the Spanish
army under General Valera, in his imprudent march
iium Uolguiu to Las Tunas, made up his mind to

assume the direction of operations in said locality
for an indefinite period of time, so as to endeavor to

retrieve that unfortunate affair. From habitui* of
tho palace it is averred that all preparations looking
to the foregoing resolve were deliberately takon
after lengthy cablegrams passed between him and
Premier Campos. The Premier directed Blanco to

proceed to the Held in the Eastern Province, accompaniedby a commission of prominent surrendered
revolutionary leaders, such as Sefiorea J. 13.

bpotoruo, ltoa, Clsneros aud Galvez, with
instructions to exhaust every means to open
negotiations with any of the present leaders, and to

offer auy and everything with the tangible addition
of S'iuu.OOd in gold as au inducement to submission
acain. This was done in order to gain tiuio for the
solution of the final abolition of glnvery aud lor

the carrying out of other reforms now before the
Cortes. But the recent invasion of has Cinco Villas
and Camaguey by a formidable rebel force under
General Gregorio lienitez, aided by a considerable uprisingof whites and blacks in Remedios, Cicufuegos
and Trinidad render, the situation exceedingly complicated.
Seuor Ramon de Armas y Ccspedes, representativeto the Cortes, who, on account of his poor

health, had repaired to Cuba, left Havana for Madridby the last mail steamer accompanied by his
nephew, Sefior Jose de Armas y Cespedes, a writer of
some note, said to have been engaged by Seiior
Eugenio More, president of the Slave Owners' Committee,to write agaiust the abolition of slavery.
Three sugar estates, Trieurvirato, in Trinidad;
Alava, in Remedios, and Me la lieina, in Cienfnegos,
have been fired by the stampeding negroes and nearly
consumed. The rate of gold has steadily advanced,
closing on the 13th at 24!) per cent, and still tending
upward. A census ot all coolies now in the island is
being hastily made at the request of the Chinese
Consul General for the island.

ARRIVAL OF THE CHINESE EMBASSY AT HAVANA.EARNESTENDEAVORS TO IMPROVE THE

CONDITION OF THE COOLIES IN THE ISLAND.
The Chinese Imperial Embassy have arrived at

Havana. The members have been received with
open arms, not only by the authorities, but by the
best classes of representative Cuban people. Tho
Chinese merchants are preparing for a grand public
reception soon to be civen to their distinguished
countrymen. The embassy consists of Ling Liifbg
Yuan, Consul General; Chun Shen Yin, Consul
for Matanzas, and the four consular agents. Sing
Toh, Low Choong, Tsung, Sain Hincho and
Yeong Wing Chung. The work entrusted to
this body of officials by the Chinese governmentis of the most delicate nature. To
Improve the standing of the Chinese here
and elevate them to commercial and social
equality requires a reconciliation of tho Cuban peopleand Spaniards to a race against whom they have
a deep seated prejudice, and is a task by no means

easy of accomplishment. But It could not have beeu
intrusted to more careful and experienced hands.
Ling Livig Yuan is peculiarly adapted to the office
he holds. Having distinguished himself in the variouspositions under the Empire, he goes to Cuba
with a knowledge of diplomacy and politics which
augurs well for the success of liis mission. Chun
Sheu Yin is also an able diplomat, having at iirst
been spoken of as the head of the present embassy.
The rest of the party will remain directly undor tho
orders of the two leaders until the consular work
has progressed sufficiently to enable them to act intelligently.The entire embassy will remain in
Havana city for some time.

PROTECTION FOB THE CHINESE.

The treaty which gave occasion to the present
work was negotiated after the frequent complaints
of Chinese residents in Havana and Hatauzas to the
home government. The consequence was ^ho establishmentof a commission of inquiry, which went
out under the direction bt Mr. Burlinganie. tho
Americau Minister to China. Although the facilities
ottered to the commission for investigating the
alleged cruelty to coolies were meagre, still enough
was learned so that a report could be Issued recommendingthe government to seek a treaty at the
haudaof Spain. The commission discovered that besidesthe barbarities practised toward tho coolies
there wus a systematic injustice done the more intelligentand educated class of Chiuamen, who have
established themselves in the marts of Cuba. There
are on the entire island of Cuba upward itt a hundredthousand Chinese residents. Of these fully
three-fourths are laborers. Many work independentlyof tho coolie system, ranch as the negroes iu
the Southern States of America. The remaining
fourth cousists of merchants and manufacturers,
fuany of whom are quite wealthy. These are engagedmainly iu the sugar and tobacco trade, in
which they are singularly expert. Some few have
retired troui commercial* pursuits altogether, and
ure living in seclusion. But the main body of* the
Chinese are coolies, who have been imported from
the Celestial Kingdom tor purposes of speculation.

ILLICIT COOLIE TRAFFIC.
Formerly the Cuban government had entire

charge ol the emigration ot Chinese laborers. But,
on tho proclamation ol the Krnptrorof China lorbiddingthe exportation of coolies under the slave,
system, ttic Spanish government prohibitod tiie
Cuban authorities from engaging iu the t raffic. This
excited the greed of a tew Cuban speculators, who
were aware of the large proiits accumulated by the
government from their plan of farming out Chinese
labor to planters and manufacturers. Accordingly
a number of coolie transports were fitted out tor
t>i. i.-....... ,,f survln.......

now an iflieit traffic. At present it is estimated that
tlierc are tifty vessels engaged in tine clandestine
trade. There are good grounds for believing that
these traders are aided in their plans by Chinese
ufticiuls high in authority. In faet, it has been assertedthat they are to lie found acting as regular
agents for the coolie trade. Several societies and
companies exist in China under the name of colonizationcorporations. Chinese field laborers and artisansare gathered from all parts of the Kuipire. and
eaeli individual is compelled to sigu a contract bindinghimself for a number of years, ofteu for life.
Tin; remuneration which la stipulated for this servitudeis generally little above board aud clothing.
The unfortunates are treated kindly until tlioy are

put on board the trauaport ships under the guise of
colonists, which makes the immigration legal in the
eyes of the Chinese authorities. But after leaving
port the cruelties aud indignities practised on these
poor wretches is something terrible. They are in
most cases confined in the foul hold of the ship,
which Is tre<iuuntly too 9thy for brutes. Here they
remain close prisoners until the vessel reaches Cuba.
The world is well acquainted with the terrible sufferingswhich the coolies undergo on these transports.In order to avoid investigation by tic Cuban authoritiesthe coolies are lamlod at out-of-the-way seaports.'But facts have come to light which show that the
Cuban government is fully cognizant of these matters,
utid yet takes no steps to prevent the nefarious
traffic. The Chinese Kmhssy will send consular
agents all through t tie Island, and a caret ill examinationof all plantations will be made, for the purpose
of discovering who the ringleaders of the coolie trade
are.

CHINA CAHlSO FOR IIKH St'lUKCTS.
There are many reasons why the Cuban people

object to associating with the Chinese, either in
business or society. Clannishtiess lias prevented
any sort of overtures on the part of the Chinese
themselves. The cheapness of Chinese labor Is naturallyobjectionable to the working classes. During
the late insurrection numerous efforts woro mails by
both the loyalists and insurgents to enlist the
coolies in their arnitos through their leaders. This
was an impossibility unless it was sccotnpllsbed by
force. The Chinese, always passive In political turmoils,refused to take any part in the revolution.
Here and there a Chinaman entered the Insurgent
uriuy, but there was no widespread sympathy for
either cause. The consequence is thst they are
looked upon with suspicion equally by the Spanishand revolutionists. To correct auv wrong impressionsiu this quarter will lie an important part of
Hiug Hiang Y nan's work. Hitherto there has been
no means by which the Chinese residents of the
Island could meet together and make tnoir grievancesknown. Unlike their countrymen lu other

» countries, they have failed to establish any secretbenevolent societies, such as the Polling Congsee ofNew York or the Mix Companies of Han Krauclsro.The consequence Is that the terrible outrages arecommitted upon the defenceless coolies, who have
no means of soliciting the help of their
friends and countrymen. Itt fact all efforts
to ostablish such societies have been thwarted byInterested parties. The embassy intend to euoourt
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age the formation of all organization* tending to improveihu condition of the emigrant, and will apply
to the authorities for the neaessary protection
against intrusion during their meetings. At Santiagodo Cuba, a short time ago. a society was
started, but there were not enough Chinese in the
vicinity to make it a success. It is only in the populousdistricts, such as Havana and Matanzas, that
any objection is offered to organization. The plantershaving coolies in their employ exercise all the
authority of slave owners and will not allow their
laborers to meet or discuss their condition under
any circumstances.

suri'itnssios of tbi opium tiiadz.
Another g^uat evil wuich the embassy will help

the Cuban authorities to suppress is the secret
opium trade, which is producing an excessive mortalityamong the coolies on plantations. There is a
class of men who live entirely by peddling opium
among the plantations. The members of the embassyexpect to effectually stop this evil.
Tbu diplomatic relations of the Chinese representativeswith the Spanish government and local authoritiesare of the most cordial nature. Tliey are not

looked upon as intruders. The better classes of the
Chinese are greatly pleased at the new turn of affairs.
Previously tliey were reluctant to engage in any
movement tor the amelioration of their race, being
unwilling to be classed as coolies and malcontents.
But now, with the consuls of Cbiua present, they
arc ready to engage in any work which promisos to
better their oondltiou. The Cubans are lully aware
that there is no uggressiveness iu the matter. The
Hinbuasv are sirnnlv present to help the government
to suppress a grt-ut wrong.

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PRIVILEGED PILOTS.

GENERAL OPPOSITION TO THE SUBSTITUTION OP

STEAM POK BAILING VESSELS.OPINION OP

EX JUDGE POKTKK.
"The developments of the put week," said a representativepilot to a Herald reporter yesterday,
coupled with cortuiu admissions by the steamship

agents at this port, have been sufficient to convince
us that those of the cratt who have gone to uian the
new steamboat are salaried and will alone be patronizedby the various stcaui vessels bailing to this
harbor. The time since the initial trip of the new
steam pilot boat, though brief, has been sufficiently
eventful to strengthen this conviction, and a strong
opposition has been developed." It is not to be understoodthat oil the pilots of Bandy Hook and New
Jersey are adverse to the introduction of steam vessels,but to a man they reprobate and oppose the establishmentof a privileged and subsidized ciass on

the waters hereabouts. Competition between steam
and sailing vessels in the pilot service when neither
is specially favored is not feared by the gallant fellowswho scour the sea within a radius of 150
miles of Baudy Hook iu all sorts of weather;
but the old hands loel aggrieved that a set of indifferentmen shall be allowed to remain around tbe
entrance of the harbor, and without any effort or

enterDrise be assured tho best class of work, while
ttiey, braving.the dangers of the deep, are compelled
to travel far and wide to aecure the second and third
class work. It wan the existence of such a privileged
clasa aa ia hero contemplated, it la claimed, that led
to tho enactment of the Pilot law of 1803, under
which the Pilot Comtuiaaiouera are now acting.
Among the petitioners for that law were all the great
shipowners and merchants through whose thrift
and enterprise the supremacy of. New York's
commerce wus maintained, and the list, among
others, contains the names of Moses H. Grin-
nell, Charles H. Marshall, John J. Boyd, K. £.
Collins, the Howlands, the Aspiuwalls, David Ogdeu
and Nathaniel Ogclen. It appears that the
foreign steamship companies last year sent representativesto Albany lor the purpose of in-
duciug the Legislature to reduce tho pilot fees,
but after long deliberation and exhaustive argu-
uit>ut and hearing that body 'decided that for the
effort expended aud risk iucnrrud the preseut rate
was only adequate, aud so refused to interfere in tho
matter. Failing here, it is claimed that the corn-
putties took the matter into their own hands, and tho
subsidizing of the new sioam pilot boat, for which
they iu the ttrat instance advanced the money, was the
result. "The remote results of this new depurture,"
say the complainants, "ure such us to claim tlio earnestattention of all owuors of sailing craft and tho
great commercial body of the metropolis. If the
prosent move of tho foreign steamship companies ia
not resisted it will require no more than live years
to drive all sailing vessels out of tho pilot service,
aud then such dire experiences as that of the Mexicoand Bristol will repeated on the LoDg Island
and New Jersey coasts."

"EFFICIENT A.NP SUCCESSFUL."
The Pilot Commissioners, it appears, before passingthe new bylaw prohibiting steam pilot bouts

from entering the service, took legal advice on the
subject front ex-Judge John K. Porter and Mr. WilliamAlleu Butler, and yesterday the foliqwlug opinionof the former was circulated:.
My opinion Mas been requested uu too question whether

the substitution, by a portion of the pilots, of a steamer
for the ordinary pilot boat, without the convent of the
other pilots, would be consistent with their rights under
existing lawn. My opiuion is that it would not. The Stato
nan exorcised great care in the organization of a complete
and symmetrical system of pilot laws, sucuriug to the
pilots equal privileges, under the direction of the Hoard;
holding out equal inducements to those duly qualified
for the discharge of their responsible dutios.
important as they are to the interest* ot commerce.and involving the necessity of skill, courage, experienceaud fidelity. Ou the faith of these laws and of the
equality of right they were intended to secure, the respectivepilots have made investments auch as were required
at their hands, have withdrawn from other pursuits which
might have buen more profitable, aud bave faithfully compliedwith the requirements of the law and the regulationsof the Hoard ot Commissioners.

if a portion of the pilots are permitted to club together,
aud bv the Introduction of a different class of vessels
from those in effective and general use, and tuo expensive
for their associates to command, the necessary tendoucy
will be to put their brothel pilots at a disadvantage, to
compel tbcm to sacrifice the investments thoy bave alreadymade, and to drive many of the most valuabletuun among tlieiu from a calling for which
they aro eminently qualified and to which they have devotedtheir lives, The tenth soctlon of tho act of 185H
hows the evident intention of the Legislature to give
equal privileges and advantages to those possessing the
required standard ot merit and capacity. It Is not a qualificationdemanded that tho pilot should possess moans to
enable him to become th# owner of a steamer, nor should
his inability to do so put htm at a disadvantage in respuct
of associates yho may in this rospoct be more fortunate.
The ninth section evidently contemplates the use of a
class, ot boats to he approved by the ltoard, aud the uee of
any other Is made a ground for revoking a liceuso. In
the like spirit the twelfth section alius to secure the
seine end uf equality ot rights and privileges aud

8eneral uniformity in the survlee by authorizing tho
nerd of (lommissiouore to make general regulations

fruiu time to time biudiog upon all the pilots, and to pro>vent a portion of thorn from combining togetbor in such a

way us to be injurious to their fellows. No single host's
crew should ho allowed to make regulations for themselves,nor to substitute a new kind of boat, unlike those
iu general use, tho tendency ef which would be to destroy
uniformity and put the pilots on a footing of unjust Inequality.All experience shows that the existing s> stein
has boon emiueutly elUoieUt aud successful The sbaudouinuntuf sail vessels aud the substitution of steamers ought
not. therefore, to he miide, unless the pilots, as a body,
should recomiuwud it, aud it thus made it would he generaland uniform.

WRECKED OFF BERMUDA.

off tho northwest reef, Bermuda, on the night of November4. Tho captain departed for Fall Hiver after

Canima the brigautiue left Prince Edward Island
October 21 for Hamilton, Bermuda, with a cargo of
potatoes and other cereal products sud s deck losd
of horses. .Almost from the begiunlng of tho voysgo
she experienced very heavy weather, the men

AN OLD MAN CLAIMS THAT HIS COAT WAS

NODDED OF THOUSANDS.COSTLY DKKAEFAHT1NO.
The action of Oervert Oerkcn against James C.

Betts and John II. Oetts for the recovery of f lti,MOO
was commenced before Juatice OUbcrt in the Kings
County Circuit Court yesterday. It is alleged by
plaintiff that ou July 0, 1M74, ho went to the Kaatern
Hotel, kept by defendants, in tbo vicinity of Houth
Ferry, this city, for the purpose of obtaining his
broakfast. Not being satisfied with the food placed
betorc him he gave s new order. A dispute arose
between himself and the proprietors, when the
defendant, James C. betts, took possession of
his overcoat, containing $10,800, ka security for
the payment of tho meal ordered. Plaintiff further
alleges that npon regaining possession of his coat
he discovered that tho money was gone. Ho thereforecommenced an action againat defendants for
the above amount, with interest from July 0, 1874.
The answer of the defendants was to the effect that
plaintiff, being unable to pay for the meal be ordered,left bis coat as security. The garment was

placed upon a shelf beneath the desk, whuro It remainedtor several weeks. It wss busily redeemed
for twenty-five cents, the price of the breakfast, aud
taken away l>y plaintiff. Nome time after plaintiff
returned and made Inquiries eonccrniug a pockotkookcontaining $10,800. He was Informed
that no ouo had seen it, aud soon
alter began a suit for the recovery of
that stini. The suit was finally discontinued, however,tor want of proseoatlon. The present action
was commenced in 18111 and had not yet been prosecuted.Plaintiff was yesterday represented by CounsellorGeorge A. Avery. Counsellor Oscar Frlsbie
appeared for defendants. On opening the esse Tor
trial Mr. Avery represented his client as bavlug
once been a very wealthy man engaged in businessIn Wall street. Counsel claimed that if

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drew his money from the bank* and carried it abont

Mr. Betts, he said, gave no reason for taking his
coat: witness told some one that there was money
iu the coat, hut did not say how much. He told the
policemaii, however, ihat the amount was $1(5.MX).
Witness testified further that James C. B.tts said,
the same day, that the money was scattered about
and had fallen nut. The o tilcor saw hiiu pay for Ilia
breakfast. When further cross-examined witness
test!tied that lie had slept ill a Bliisville cow stable
for three or four months, lie said that he sued
Adams Express Company In 1WH1 for $4,000, which
aiunnut ho claimed to have loft with the company.
Ue also borrowed $80 troui a Mr. Hupp and never

paid it back. Tho case will be continued to-day.

THE DETERMINATION OK THE DIRECTORS NOT

TO RUN THE SECOND AVENUE DINE ABOVE

SIXTY-SEVENTH STREET RECONSIDERED.TO

BE COMPLETED TO THE RIVER BY SPRING.

LIGHTING THE THIRD AVENUE ROAD.A

NECESSARY REFORM PROMISED.
For soue time post rumors have existed to the

effect that the Manhattan Hallway Company hud decidedthat the Sucoud avenue road was not to bo run

above Sixty-seventh street 011 that avenue, but was

to turn off and join the Third avenue line. This
rumor, of course, was tho means of creating considerableexcitement along the line of the Second
avenue road, and particularly amouR the residents
of the uptowu warm, who looked rorwaru witli

feelings of pleasure to a comfortable mora,
ing ride in a capacious, cleanly and well
lighted car, such as are nsod on the Sixth *

avenue line. The rumor appeared to have
more thau ordinary foundation, from the fact that
work above Sixty-seventh street was stopped and
that the efforts of the company seemed to be directedsolely toward completing the lower portion
of the road. It was noticed as well that engineers
had surveyed the turnings from Second avenue and
iuto Third avenue, and the impression that the
roads were to be joined at Sixty-seventh street grew
stronger daily.
In order that the matter might be understood positivelya reporter of the Hebxld called at the office

of the Manhattan Company yesterday. Mr. Jose K.
Navarro promptly consented to see the reporter and
give the information desired.
"Mr. Navarro," said the writer, "I have called to

seo you in relation to a rumor about the Second avenueroad."
Mr. Navarro answered, "We have had a great ,

many rumors about all the roads from time to time.
What is this particular rumor?"

We are making improvements
constantly in our cars, however, and you will flud
that the light in one of tho new cers is very good."
"Do you think it at all probable that thore will be

any cbaugu made in the system of lights?"
"Probably there will be. We might put argand

burners on tho lamps now in use, and I think the
lights would then be just as good as dosircd. We
will certainly put better lamps in tho new ears as we

get then), and probably will altar tlie old ones.

Finnegan, his
owner, told me his horse had trotted at different
times, in private, quarters and halves at a rate of speed
which would make that remarkable time a possibility.
He is a young and a very strong horse, and his
2:18 at Sau Jose was matte in a mere jog. From what
I have sren and heard, it appears to me the great
trouble in this Htate has been a lack of thoroughbredmarcs, but I believe this is about overcome, at
least it ought to lie from the number of fine ones
lately imported by wealthy horsemen. The climate
of California offers great inducements for Eastern
horsemen to winter their stock here. It eunblcs
tliom to exercise nearly every day, which is of great
value to trotters." Hpeaking of Uarns, the Geuoral
