No dramatic creation which has one of Wilkie

Collins' novels as a basis can be devoid of interest
or lacking In strong incidents, but in order to utilize
for the benefit of the playwright the material providedby tbe novelist requires In the adapter a

trinity of talents. An admirably written story
of every day life caunot bo spoken on the

stage as It is set down between the covers

of the book: the unbroken thread of the narrative
must be interrupted iu its dramatic reproduction
by the frequent falling of the act drop; it is absolutelynecessary to compress evon the most importantchapters of the novelist's work unless the
drams is prepared for the Chinese stage. The

adapter must, therefore, possess literary mimicry,
as it might be termod, that he may alter, without destroyingconsistency of style, those sentences which
read well but become stilted or exaggerated when

spoken behind the footlights; he must possess
good dramatic instincts, that each division of the
dramatic story may be marked by an effective
climax, and he must possess equally good judgment
as to what hs shall compress and what shall be carriedbodily from the play into the book. "Self
Conquest" Is an evidence that tho anonymous
adapter is weak in these essentially requisite talents.The motive of the play, which is
the novelist's, is strong, but the dialogueis not evenly good, and much of
it is vapid or unnatural or entirely unnecessary;many of the incidents are highly dramatic
but loosely strung together, and not so located as to
emphaticidiy mark the conclusion of each act with
effect, and, while much of the story is so compressedas to necessitate the taking lor granted the
occurrence of most important incidents, others are
unnecessarily long drawn out and minutely detailed.
Tim nt "Knlf Connuost" runs in this fash-

ion:.Clara liuriiliani, a weakly girl in all respects
vtlier than optically.she is possessed of second
sight and out-Hellers Hullor.fears the return trom
Airtca of Lieutenant Wardour, who imagines himself
engaged to her. Lieuteuunt Aldersley entering
to ask her hand for a waltz, incidentally asks
if sne is in love with him, whereupon she
instantly foils upon his neck, declares herselfviolently in love, postpones the waltz,
aud sits down to wait for Wardour's arrival from
Africa. She has calculated the ship's arrival with an
accuracy that would shame any ship news department,Wardour arriving in less than half a minute.
She lopulsea him, and he swears vengeance on the
man who has robbed him of her love.
Captain this one and Lieutenant that one.
it rains officers in this scone.declare at
the end of the dance that they are

going to the North Pole.a resolution suggested,
perhaps, by the heat of the ball room.aud Wurdour
and Aldersley are of the party. The curtain drops
on the act, leaving no particular Interest in the
play, as the characters havo doue or said nothing
which particularly interests the audience in them
or the North Pole.or the "Artie" regions, as all
the gentlemen except .Air. Wheelock designate
it. Perhaps the lack of interest is due in a
measure to the indifference to elocution, good Englishand corroct pronunciation on the part of
some of the oflioers, who nsed "went" tor
"gone," wished to know the "reasing" for contain
things, and altogether detracted from the merits of
the play by their speech and bearing. From such
blame Mr. Wheelock must always be excepted. The
second act Is in a hut in the "Artie" regions,
where some good low comedy business is done
by Mr. Cahill, after which Wardour discovers
the "robber" in Aldersley, and the act, which
was really quite good, closes effectively on the
departuro of the two men on an exploring expedition,
from which Wardour intends that Aldersloy shall
never return. The third act is simply given up to
the two leading ladies.Clara and her confidant
Lucy.who promenade in the night aud
wonder what lias become of the "Artie"
expedition. Clara's second sight has given her an
impression that Aldersley is iQ danger, and the
evening paper being served just then it is
found to contain the desired intelligence. It
being quite dark the pu^er is naturally
banded over to tlie lady gifted with double sight,
and she reads the news that their friends have
been shipwrecked. The second sight is furthor
utilized by Clara, who, going into a trance, sees her
lover "dr-r-r-iftiug on the ice Hoe with his enemy."
A scene in the Hat reproduces the vision, and the
curtain descends. The act is weak in action, and in
place of the vision the scene should have been enactedas part ot the drama.
The fourth act represents a hut on the Xewfonndlandcoast, in which the principals, together with

their connections, as mentioned by Mr. Gibcrts, congregateby accident. Wardour.'a shipwrecked iellow
in rags, enters, lie is recognized by friends and
recognizes them, though ho is nearly crazed
by hunger. lie is accused of having murdered
Alderaley, but, on seeing Clara, ho rushes out, and,
returning, bears the almost lifeless body of Alderaley,which he has evidently carried from the "Artie"
regions, to her. "There," he exclaims, dropping
the inanimate form into her lap, "found at last!"
He collapsos at once, bnt Alderaley recovers and explainsthat Wardour accomplished "Keif Conquest"
and spared, and afterward saved his .life. Wardour
revives to make a long explanation, and the lovers
having kissed him and assured him he is doing
nobly, he dies.
Mr. Wheeiock acted admirably and made everythingof the part assigned to him. Miss Aliuayneacted with a certain rellnemcut, bnt most coldly.

Miss Jeffreys was excellent, and the rest of the cast
with the exception of Mr. Callill, was either indifferentlygood or really bad.
The play has the elements of a success in its plot,

but it has been badly put together and does not, exceptin the second and in a portion of the larft act,
make the dramatic effects that are suggested by
reading a synopsis of the action. In other words,
It would read well, but its acts poorly.

provender and attracted a critical audience to
the Academy of Music, which, uuder such circumstances,is one of the most homelike and beautifulauditoriums in the country. Although
Theodore Thomas was the conductor and the
orchestra comprised artists who have worked
together for a decade, it cannot be said
that the concert was the exact success it
houhl have been. The reputation of the Brooklyn
Philharmonic is deservedly high. For twenty-two
years the society has einployod the most experiencedconductors.EisfoH, Bcrgutauu, Thomas.
aud the best artists obtainable, but the merest tyro
knows that no company of artists, however good,
lea uy a conductor Uowever experienced, can hope to
interpret enjoyably such works aa Beethoven's immortal"Fiftn Symphony" with but one rehearsal,
and that a public oue. Judged by anybut a Philharmonic standard last night's concertwas a triumphal success; measured bythe exacting test of previous years it was
fairly good only. Whether the selection of Tavhaikowsky'aconcerto tu B minor was judicious or foolishmay beupcu to argument. That Franz ltumiuel
did all that expert knowledge, facile manipulationand perfect practice could draw from the piano goeswithout aaymg, but the fact is that the Academy Is
large and the best of pianos seems weak and unsatisfactoryas the master of a situation where an orcbestrais to be a subordinate only. TUe orchestra
was badly handled, and achivved success in
tha "'Hide of the Vulkynes" anil "Siegfried's lieath"
only, disappointing not llie critical ear alone, but

IRISH BISHOPS AND IRISH LAND.

Lublin, Nov. 7, 1879. '

At the recent meeting of the Boman Catholic
bishops of Ireland, the Primate presiding, the followingresolutions about the state of Ireland were

adopted:.
f\rst.That it is the urgent duty of government to

take effectual measures to save the people of Ireland
from a calamity which has come upon them through
no lault of their own.
Second.That with the sad experience of the operationof thn Poor Iiiw act for the relief of the mosses

during the past generation, wo consider its provisionsunsuited and insufficient to meet the necessitiesot the impending crisis.
Third.That some scheme of public works, which

would at once relieve the present wants of the people
and be productive of permanent benefit, should be
promptly devised and carried into immediate operationthroughout the country; such scheme to embracearterial drainage, the reclamation of waste
lands, the construction of earthworks for trams and
railways, the plantation of mountain and marshy
districts, as well as the improvement of tenaut holdings.
Fourth..That a deputation, consisting of the

Primate, the Archbishop of Dublin, the Bishops
of Klphin and Limerick, wait on the Lord Lieutenantto request His Grace to submit those views to
Her Majesty's government.
Fifth. 1'hat we applaud and cheerfully boar testimonyto the generous conduct ot many landlords in

our respective dioceses toward their distressed tenantry,and that we appeal to others to promptly
imitate their example; that we beg of public administrativebodies as well as private individuals to continueand, where possible, to extend the employmentof the laboring classes.
Sixth. That while making this appeal for the relief

of our people, and resolving to use our utmost effortsto bring about practical resu.ts, we feel it
equally our duty to exhort our flocks to act under
their trials with Christian patience and charity; to
h»it> .«i»h other tn the utmost ot their ability: to
respect the rights of others; to pay their just debts
to the fullest extent of their power, and to obey the
laws, while using at the same time all peaceful and
constitutional means to improve their condition,
especially by the reform of the land Iuwm, which are
a main cause of the poverty and helplessness of our
country.

THE CHAMPION DISASTER.

TESTIMONY OF THE CVPTAIN OF THE LOST
STEAMEU.

[From the Evening Telegram, Nov. IS.]

keep a good lookout; there was a man ou the lookoutforward at the lime; 1 had turned in about teu
minutes, but 1 had not goue to slucp when the collisiontook place; some one on deck sang out, "Sail
ahead 1" three men and the ilrst officer wore on
watch; mate had no orders to take a man off watch
to set sail, and it was against my knowledge, if he
ever did so; the Lady Uctavia struck us at right
angles.
