PROPOSITION TO ABOLISH THE ANNUAL BEOATTA
OF THE NEW TOBK TACHT CLUB AND ADD

ADDITIONAL ATTRACTION TO THE ANNUAL
CRUISE,
The marked succoss of the past cruise of the ,'ew

York Yacht Club when compared with the limited
uuiuber of competitors in the annual regatta has»tI
traoted the attention of yachtsmeu to the fact that
owners do not take so much interest in yacht racing
as they used to do. The visit of the Cambria and
Livonia to these waters stirred up a feeling of
rivalry among yacht owners, as ull wore anxioue to
have their yachts selected as the representatives
of the United States to meet the Englishmen;
but since thou the entries iu the regattas Mid
the luatch races have steadily decreased year
by year. This year the auuual regatta was ao uninterestingthat everybody came to the conclusion
that yachting was dead, ami It wus not until a magnificentfleet of some thirty yachts took part in the
annual cruise that it became apparent that there
was quite as much Interest iu the sport as in former
years, only yacht owners preferred cruising to
racing. It is not because there is not the same
spirit of rivalry as to the respective speed of the
boats among tbeir owners, but tbey prefer to race in
cruising trim instead of haviug the expenso and aunoyunceof placing their boats ou the ways to be
overhauled aud pot-loaded.
During the cruiso the matter was talked over to

some extent, and the Herald correspondent, after
sounding the feelings of a number of tbe yacht
owners, published their viows in the Herald of
Sunday, August 17. The idea so oromulgated was
to do away with tho annual regatta to raco for the
prizes during the cruise, and Invest tho money spent
iu the club regatta in the charter of a steamer with
passouger accommodations that could accompany
tho fleet in the cruise and carry those members of
the club that could take a fortnight's excursion.

T11IS YKAll's 11KOATTA.
The annual regatta of 1878 attracted the following

list of entries:.3 keel schooners, 2 first class centreboardschooners, 3 second class centreboard
scbooncra, 1 first class centreboard sloop and S secondclass centreboard sloops. That was then considereda very poor showing for a club owning as
many handsome yachts as the New York Yacht Club,
but tbe regatta of last June was even worse. In
that event there were only 2 keel schooners, 1 flryt
class centreboard schooner, 3 second class centreboardschooners, 1 first clsss centreboard sloop, 2
second clans centreboard sloops and ii keel sloops. It
will bo seen by the above that there was in reality no
race between the ilrst class centreboard schooners
and sloops, If those prizes were Riven during the
cruiHe and sailed for in cruising trim the case
would, it is believed, have been very different.
The annual cruise of 1878 started from Qleu Cove,
under the command of Commodore Nicholson Kane,
with a fleet of nine schooners and four sloops. This
year, owing to the absence of Commodore Kane in
Europe, the command devolved upon Vice CommodoreThomas, and that gentleman had the honor of
commanding one of the flnest fleets that ever sailed
under the flag of the New York Yacht Club. They
started from Qleu Cove with a fleet of fourteeu
schooners and eight sloops, and during the cruise
that was augmented to seventeen schooners and
thirteen sloops. Any one that took part in the cruise
is perfectly aware that there was no want of rivalry
among the yacht owners, and that they raced from
port to port with as much interest as if they were
sailing for a $1,000 cup. In fact, they were so
anxious to get to port ilrst that from time to time
some of tnem torgot all about Bailing orders and
started half an hour before the signal, aud then
saluted each yacht as they arrived as if they had
fairly beaten them on the sail.
At the last meeting of the New York Yacht Club

the talk over this matter began to take somedeflnite
shape, as a paper was read beforo the meeting advocatingthe abolition of the annual regatta, as follows:.

"It being conceded in all quarters that the annualJune regatta has for some years past ceasod
to induce the cordial participation of yacht owners,
end conseoiiAntlv to afford an attraction to the lav
member* of tlio club at all commensurate with tbelr
outlay for annual dues, it has bnou suggested that
the regatta of next year be suspended, and that the
appropriation to be made for tnat event be applied
to the carrying out of a scheme which it is believed
will materially add to tho interest of yacht owners,
besides greatly increasing the enjoyment of the
club members at large.

THK PROPOSED PLAM.
"The proposed plan in a general way is aa follows:.
"Fir»t.To approprlato tho customary sum for

prizes, the said prizes to be sailed for during the
annual squadron cruise from port to port or in such
manner as tho yacht owners participating in the
cruise may direct.
"Second.To charter a steamboat to accompany the

squadron, which shall afford passage and such sleepingaccommodations as may l>e possible to members
of the club free of charge.
"Third.To employ the services of a responsible

caterer to furnish meals and refreshments on board
the steamboat at his own risk and at prices to be
regulated by the committee who may be placed in
charge of the excursion.
"fourth.To engage a band of music to accompany

the fleet if the appropriation will permit of the nec'essary expenditures.
"It is assumed that the presence of a steamboat on

the cruise and under the control of the club will be
recognized as a desirable addition to tho fleet, the
necessity for such a vessel to act as a committee's
boat In taking time at the start and flulsh of a race,
in towing vessels into position and in affording reliefin case of accident being unquestionable. It is
estimated that the cost of a suitable boat for ten or
tweive days will not exceed $1,000 or $1,200, or somethingless than tho joint cost of the two steamboats
and two lauuohes, as now furnished at the annual
regatta. This would leave the usual sura to be appropriatedfor prizes and save $400 or $500 for music
aud contingent expenses."
In view of the above the following resolution

was adopted:.
Resolved, That a committee of five be appolntod by the

Chair to consider the toanibility of the above scheme and
the propriety of adopting it; the said committee to report
at the next geueral mooting or a special meeting called
for the purpose.

THE EART, OK DUNRAVENS EXPERIENCES IN

HUNTING THE MOOSE AND THE CA1UUOO.
THE AUl'.lUCAN ARCTIC EXPEDITION.
A meeting of the American Geographical Society

waa held at Chickering liall last night, Judge
Charles P. Daly presiding. A tribute of respect to
the memory of the late ltev. Dr. Joaeph P. Thompsonwas read by Professor Hitchcock, and a record
of the proceeding entered upon the minutes of tho
society. The Earl of Duuraveu then read a paper on

hunting the moose and the cariboo, prefacing his
essay with the remark that although the subject
might seem to be a trivial one for a learned society,
still be hoped to say something worth remomberiug.
The Earl's paper opened with a description of Arizonaand of the wonderful natural parks of the
Great West. The mountains, too, were graphically
described, aud their iiuportauco as a factor in the
economy of nature was dwelt upon at great length.
Nothing can be more interesting, ho said, than
to stand on a high mountain top and
study the configuration of vast plains and
watch the course of large rivers, which
have so much influence upon the destinies

mountains of Arizona wuou lie first visited thuui.
only a mountain path, and it was a liard road to
travel. In tlie winter and spring tlio parka swarm
witb game.ill summer time the liuuter is moro
likely to catcli tlie glimpse of a white dress in the
distance than of a doer. The first man the Karl met
in the park said, "Hay! is this a good place to drink
whiskey?" "Certainly," answered the Karl, and
he then expressed the opinion that the usages
of the country everywhere, Maiue included,
show that all placea are good enough to drink
whiskey if you have any to drink, lie alternated
hunting and fishing. Trout fishing in the ice was
described, and the Karl instructed his hearers.how
to cut a hole through two foot ice, the proper wuy

he did when he first attempted it. There is nothingmore beautiful than beautiful scenery, and alter
several days'hunting it is delightful to take a.day
off to enjoy nature.

INDIA* INTERFERENCE.
The Earl's hunting operations were with him a

congenial theme. He was doubtful at one time
whether there were such animals as mountain sheep,
classing them with griifius and other impossible
beasts. He succeeded, however, in getting sight of
one, and a long time afterward succeeded in killing
some. His first effort was destroyed by the presence
ot ludians. As a rule, the speaker said, ho was partialto Indians, but he did not like to have
them interfering with his huuting, especially
when ho had expectations of getting a mountainsheep. Ainoug the savages at that time
was Sitting Bull.so called because he was never
known to sit still five minutes at a time. In this
part of his paper the Karl facetiously observed that,
unwelcome as the emigration of the Sioux was to the
people of Manitoba, it was possibly due to that-of
Bitting Bull that the Prime Minister of England recentlyreferred to the emigration from the United
States into Canada. Moose calling is an exceedingly
difficult game. You may kill your moose within a
very few days, and you may not get a shot in a
whnlft u«ngnii Manv & ( urilinn )m uhnf frnm a.

pine tree near bis camp, into which be wax accustomedto climb on lazy days, lie thou followed one

PRESIDENT DX PKYSTElt's ADDRESS AT THE
SEVENTY-FIFTH ANNIVERSARY OF THE NEW
TORE HISTORICAL SOCIETY.
Tbe New York Historical Society celobrated tbelr
oventy-fiftb anniversary last evening in their rooms
on Second avenue, near Kleventh street. Tbe weather
waa unfavorable, ana consequently tbe attendance
was not so good aa It might otherwise have been.
Mr. Frederic De Peyater, IX. D., president of the
society, delivered the anniversary address, taking
for a subjoct "Tbe Life and Administration
01 JUGUaru, uri or ueiiomoui, uumraur 01

the Province* of New York, Massachusetts
end New Hampshire." President Do Peyster
gave a vory interesting aecount of the government
of the Earl of BeUomont, showing the many obstaclesthst he had to remove, und also giving a sketch
or the capture, trial and execution of Captain Kidd.
In conclusion Mr. De Peyster said:."I have only to
add that a careful study of the history of the period
has convinced me that Lord BeUomont was persistentlymaligned aud abused, solely because he had au

eye to tho publio service and not to individualadvancement. Strang to say, his
enemies were to bo found among all
classes, a fact which, to my mind, however,
determines his great honesty and independence
of character. Those engaged in illegal trade haled
him because he was not to be bribod or cajoled into
tolerating the least infraction of the laws. The merchantswere also his enemies becauso he would not
violate his obligation of oihee au«l wink at their evasionsof the acts of trade. All opposed to Leislcr and
Milborue were against him because he carried out
the act of Parliament ordering that Justice be doue
to their memory. Even the greater part of the clergy
were arrayod against him.those of the Dutch
Church because he would not tolerate the
iniquitous conduct of Delllus, and those of the EnglishChurch because be would not alienate a portionof the estate attached to thn Governor's residence.Thus it will be seen that the private Interestsof a large class were opposod to the law.
and Belloraout, as the representative of tho law and
Its faithful administrator, was reprobated and vilifiedby that class. It must not be thought from
this that he bad no friends and adherents amoug
the ooloulsts. On the contrary, his coroialltv and
fair dealing won for him the esteem of all rightmindedpersons, and by them he was both appreciatedand respected. His only weapon in dealing
with his enemies was the trnth. To him is eminentlyappUcable the famous lines of Horace:.

FACTS ABOUT NEW MEXICO.

Mr. L. Bradford Princc.Chief Justice of New Mexico,
appointed by President Have*, and who waa forniorly
a Senator in the Legislature of thi* State, lectured
laat evening in the Flnt Presbyterian Church, on

Clinton street, Brooklyn, under the aii«picea of the
Long Island Historical Society. His suLJoct was "New
Mexico: Its History, People and Resource*." Tho
lecturor, after giviug a minute history of New Mexico,gave an interesting account of the people, their
manners and customs. There were, he said, three
distinct classes of civilisation.those of the aborigines,the Spanish and American. Artor describingtho construction of the buildings or the aboriginesho said that those structures were kept scrupulouslyclean. Thoro was no characteristic so notablewith them as that of cleanliness. One peculiarityof these people was tho language, of which there
were four entirely distinct kinds. These were so
dilTeront that those who spoko one language could
not speak the other*.

NATIONAL AOUICULTUUAL SOCIETY.

THE CLUBBER AT BAY.
Captain Williams on Trial in the Court

ol General Sessions.

WITNESSES WHO SAW HIM STRIKE SMITH.

A Lively Encounter Between Messrs. Bliss
and Whitchurch.

Perhaps owing to the inclement weather the corridor*of the Oenerul Sessions building were not as

densely packed aa was anticipated in view of the fact
that the trial of Captain Williams had been per-
emptorily net down for hearing. There was, nevertheless,a large attendance, and when Judge Uildersleevetook his Heat on the bench nearly every availablespace was occupied. The indictment charged
the accused with assault and battery, having,
as alleged, unnecessarily clubbed George 8.
Smith, of Brooklyn, while he was waiting at
Madison Square Park to witness the military
review by Governor Robinson on the 15th ult.
Jointly indicted with him was Policeman Fleming,
of the Twenty-ninth precinct, of which Captain
Williams has charge, but the latter preferred to have
a separate trial, which was accorded. Promptly at
eleven o'clock the accused, who was in uniform,
took liis seat at tho bar; and beside him were seated
his counsel, Mr. Dllhu Root and ex-United States
District Attorney George Bliss. The prosecution
was conducted by Assistant District Attorney
Rollins, and when the case was called by
that gentleman it was promptly proceeded
with. In the immediate vicinity of CaptainWilliams sat Mr. Samuel Whitchurch, secrotaryof the Taxpayers' Association, who, as is well
known, has been mainly instrumental in bringing
about tho complaint on which the indictment was

found. Some time was taken up iu getting a jury,
the usual quostioua being propounded by the dofenceas to whether any prejudice existed in the
minds of tho jurors called. To the interrogatoriesof Mr. Bliss a few admitted having

MU. \V HITCHmen ON THE STAND.
When Mr. Samuel Whitchurch, the complaining

witness, took the stand a dead silence pervaded the
court. It was expected that the main developments
in the case would be derived from him. but in his
statomont for the prosecution there was nothing new
from the testimony he has already given
before the Police Commissioners on the trial
of Captain Williams. He said he was standingamong the spectators on the day of the parade,
on the east side of Fifth avenue, the westerly side of
Madison Square Park, about seventy feet north of
Twenty-fourth street. The carriago occupied by
Governor Robinson and others was drawn up at the
reviewing stand ana the horses were driven down in
the vicinity of Twenty-third street. The coachman
took a short turn to the left in his effort to get near
the curbstone. In this endeavor he was assisted by
a policeman, who removed the bystanders until he
got the horses' heads about throe feet from where
lie (witness) stood. There were three row* or

people where he was tending. Presently he heard
a voice cry out, "Stand back!" "Stand
back!" Witnoas was then three feet Irotn the curbstone,but retreated further, as he did not desire that
his toes should be trodden upon. He retreated to a

grass plot. Just then he saw Captain Williams comingthrough the crowd with his club extended.
There was an open space on his right hand and he
moved further Ironi that officer. Witness then saw

him make a jump and down came his baton, the
point of which he saw on the collar bone of a young
man, whom he now knew as Charles W. Smith.
At that momont Officer Fleming (No. f>0) came

up and, pushing himself between Captain Williams
and Smith, struck the latter a severe blow on the
tomple. Smith fell and witness cried out, "Shame!
shame! on such brutality," while the crowd cried
out to "Shoot him!" The witness then stated that
as the column was coming down the street he steppodforward to witness it. Smith was taken off in
an ambulance.
In cross-examination Mr. Bliss handled Mr. Whitcliurcnwithout gloves, llrat questioning him as to

the positionjho occupied when the affair was in progress.Mr. Whitchurch was pertoctly cool and collectedduring the ordeal and did not materially
change the statement elicited by Mr. Kollins. He did
not hear Captain Williams say anything during the
occurrence, being deaf in one ear. Ue had soon him
before, he said, and common report had given the
policemon ot the precinct in his charge a reptutationfor brutality, and when he saw Captain Williamscoming along he wanted to get out of the way.
Ho had a prejudice gainst the police of that preciuct,though he admitted that some of the men in
the department were as good as could be found. He
did not see the blow actually descend, but the point
of the club held in the hand of Captain Williams
rested on Smith's collar bone. Mr. Whitchurch then
weut ou to state, in response to the keen attackof Mr. Bliss, that he was a lawyer
practising his profession at No. 340 Third avenue.
Prior to his active practice he had been farming on
Steteu Island for about six months. Before that he
had been an attorney and had been a partner in
three Arms. It waa in 1MU that he went into the
law business, but besides practising as an attorney
he had been in the insurance business for eight or
ten years.

The crowd gathered iu aud he saw no more,
n reaponso to Mr. lillss the witness stated that ho

hail given hia name to a gentleman at Madison
square after Smith had been struck. Captain
Williams gave him a "prod." Uo was trying to
keep the people back, but the crowd would not give
way and snowed a desire to press forward. The
witueaa added that there was a vacant space betweenhim and Smith which the lstter could have
ranclwil If he so desired. Witness could not say why
MlHhdld not occupy it.

T homas p. Donlou, of No. 'J13 Kast Twsnty-eighth
treet. was the heat witness esaniimd, and, In reaponeeto Mr. Rollins, described what he saw on the
day of the occurrence. He used to work In Cornell

After that the Captain swung hia club
and struck Siuith a blow on the left aide. At that
uiouieut Officer Fleming rushed in and atrnck Smith
on the aide of the head with hia club. Smith Mood
a moment, ahook all over and full lu cuuvulaioua.
The crowd shouted, "Shame! ahame! What brutality!"A little mau wlio wax present reiuouatrated
and Fleming raised hia club aa if to atnke him, wheu
the citizen exclaimed, "if you atnke me I'll put a
bullet through you." Then Fleming dropped hia
club. Somebody then asked for water and a policemanwent for it. Wheu it waa brought Smith's head
was bathed, and when the ambulance cauie he waa
takeu to the hospital.
The cross-examination of the witneaa by Mr. Bliaa

proved quite amusing, tbe alow aud deliberate answer*of Donlou showing that the surroundings did
not in the least discompose him. He waa at first
interrogated as to the position in which he stood,
and then as to the manner in which Captain Williams
held tbe club. He waa emphatic in his replies a*
to seeing Captain Williams striking Smith ou the
side after having "prodded" him in the chest. He
said that it waa Lawyer Hurry who tlrst took hia
name as a witness, aud it was afterward that Mr.
Whitchurch took charge of the matter. The
witness visited Smith in Brooklyn after
the occurrence and served a subptcna upon
liiiu at the roquost of Mr. Whitchurch.
He saw Smith subsequently in New York, but would
not swear whether it was in tho ante-room of the
Uruuri Jury room or at Police Headquarters. un
thin point Mr. Bliss interrogated the witness sit
length, and his seeming contradictions created great
laughter. Before the adjournment counsel asked
that the Court take somo action in view of the characterof tho testimony given by Donlon as to meetingSmith in this city, but Mr. Xioliins interposed
and Judge Oilderslecvo said aB the matter testified to
was collateral no action was necessary, as doubtless
the witness would be in attendance.
"Oh," exclaimed Donlon, "I'll boon hand; you

neodu't fear," which assurance created great laughter.
The further hearing of tho case will be resumed

to-day.

HOME FROM LIBERIA.

BETUUN OP EIGHTEEN SOUTHERN NEGROES WHO

SAILED ON THE AZOB LAST TEAR.HARDSHIPSIN AFRICA.
The bark Monrovia, Captain Richardson, wbich

arrived from-Liberia last week, having left Monrovia
September 21, brought eighteen colored passengers.
They were a part of the ill-starred ship load of emigrantswhich left Charleston, S. C., for the Liberian
Republic on Easter Sunday, 1878, in the bark Azor.
As soon as the returning pilgrims arrived in Mew
York they were transferred to the cars and started
at once for their old homes in South Carolina.
Yesterday Captain Richardson gave a reporter many
details of thuir long story of suffering and unhappiuess,only the opening chapters of which have been
published in this country. The returning party includedthree familiea and several single adult*. Their
friends in this country sent them money with which
to pay their passage back to their old homes. They
say thero's not one of the Azor's party that would
uot gladly come back if they could raise fundi
for the iournev. A more discontented, miserable lot
of people can hardly be imagined than thoae uo<
fortunate*, who have found many more gravea than
homes in the young colored ltepublic.

It will be remembered that of the U7U exodists who
started on the Azor tweuty-nine died for lack ol
proper provision tor their health and comfort before
they reached Monrovia. Some thirty or forty hava
been able to return to this couutry. Of the three
hundred and over remaining there are now only
about sixty persons alive. Tho climatic fever,
which attacks all strangers in the country,
is seldom fatal if the patient has proper
treatmeut and is fairly supplied with 4
the essentials of comfort. But these poor wretches
were most of them paupers when they lauded m
Liberia. They had no food, shelter nor medicine,
except what was iuadoquately doled out by the governmentor by the poor settlers of Monrovia. The
result is that they have perished by scores until
only a remnant of the band remains. The survivors
are now inured to the climate, and the most of them
are at last self-supporting. But not one of them in
earning more than the scantiest subsistence.

1'LANH ABANDONED.
Their troubles have been so incessant and overpoweringthat they have had no strength nor means

to carry out the plans with which they left America.
They expected to go to Bapora, a aettlement on tha
Si. Paul's Uiver. some twenty miles in the interior,
where they hoped to open up small cofTea
farms. But when they reached Monrovia they '

found themselves, through the mlslnanagemeut
and probable criminality of the agents who
had them in charge, wholly dependent upon
the charity of the Liberians, and they hava
not been able to stir outsiae of Monrovia, although
the residents of the capital would gladly have been
rid of them long ago. The emigrants charge thai
the Exodus Association of the South shamefully
swindled them, and, justly or not. they lay most of
their misfortunes at the door of this concern. They
say that every passenger of the Azor paid, beside hla
or her passage money, for provisions for a month's
voyage and for six months' provisions after landing
in Liberia. The money was paid to the associa-
uou ocioro iuo emigrants rmunrxcu ui < uariemou,
and they still show receipts for it. When they
lauded »t Monrovia the provisions were distributed
aud there was touud to be only a scant three weeks'
supply. The unfortunato strangers, in a far-off
land, have been too poor aud miserable to trumpet
tholr wrongs or to make investigation, and none has
been attempted by their friends on this side tlis
water, llut they claim that there has been foul play
somewhere aud that their money has been misappropriated.They were promised shelter for
sis mouths and they had paid for six months' food.
By that time they expected to have worn out the ill
effects of the climate and to have accustomed themselvesto their surroundings aud fouud some steady
means of support. Instead of this they were
thrown, in the bad season of the year, upon thw
charity of the residents, who had only a few days'
notico of their coming, and who have well
nigh supported them ever since, not withoutgrumbling loudly on account of tha
lrksomeness ot the burden. The Asor's party
lauded at Monrovia in the beginning of the rainy
season. No shelter had been prepared for them,
and so the three hundred aud forty-odd souls were
of necessity crowded into a lot of dilapidated and
abandoned houses near the beach. The Liberlan
government, contrary to its practice, took aoina
measures tor their relief, aud some money was taken
from the treasury to buy them food and medlciues.
The only aid which the government, aa
a ruie, extends to immigrants is to giva
twenty-five acres of land to every head of a family
aud to every male adult ten acres. Captain RichardsonHays this government grant has been to most
immigrants of no advantage whatever, as it takes
somu capital to improve the land, and very few of
tho new comors have money enough to buy implemaittiiwith «hi/>h tn davalun tha amallnat

farui.
LITTLK CHANCE OK EMPLOYMENT.

Captain Bichardsou h»v* that immigrants freak
from tliia country have little or no chance of employmentin Monrovia. Kour-ilfths of the resident
populace are laborers themselves and the town has
no noed to import manual labor, besides this the
Kroos, a native tribe, who, the Captain says, l»ck
only civilization to make them much sharper and
more enterprising and prosperous than the
average of their imported brethren, will
work well for a shilling a day, which
ic less than the Amorican negro with two or three to
provide for, requires. The Aiuericau emigrants
lisvo not beeu able to go to the country, and tlm
able-bodied among them have supplied no element
of strength that the town needed. There were very
few artisans in their number, and the most were
drawn from tne commonest ranks of Huutherp held
hands. Thev have done nothing yet to identify
them with the conutry or the interests of Us
people, and the only hope they cherish is
that aomo happy chanee will enable them
to come back to America. There are quite a number
of wornou and children, widowed aud orphaned,
who arc still dependent for the little they have upon
the kind offices of thoir neighbors. A few inuti am

employed by the Liberian government, others
work with the Kroos nnlosdini? the few vessels that
now and then anchor off the shore, and others mils
the scantiest sort of living as hirod men on the
cotTce farmi within a few nillra or town. aaiuraiiv

enough they ran *< >' no bright aide to Liberia, and
their coimtant repining* and helploaaiieaa have madn
thrtn no friend* among tho people, who have about
all they rau do to take rare ot thjtuaelve*. The emigrant*wlilcli the American Colonization Society
have aeut out within tha past two year* are doing
better, although there la conaiderable dlaroutetit
among them. Very few of thaui have moved into
the interior, ae waa tho original purpoeo of tho majority.They hang aboift Monrovia or work on tho
faruia a few uiilea from the town.

ANOTHRK VOVAllR.
The Monrovia, which haa been lying at tho Kmplro

Store*,in Urooklyn, will be placed in a dry dock
tliia week and thoroughly overhauled, she will
then be loaded for another voyage, and will atart ror>
Liberia December 16. The Colonization Society haa
already applied for acroiumodationa for »i*ty emigrant*.and the number will probably be tnrrea*ed
to eighty or one hundred before the day of aaillug.
A clergyman will go out to Join the Kpiaeopal tuia
