In 1360, or nearly five hundred years after Other,
the Norwegian navigator, while living in England,
related his Arctic voyage to King Alfred, by whom it
was recorded, an Eoghish monk sailed to the scas at
the northeo!f Norway for discovery, This uavigator,
Nicholas Ue Liona, wasa & Franciscan friar sad fa-
nious mathematician of Lynn in Norfolk. He was
the possessor of great lesening, being well known for
his sstronomical caleulations as well as for his dar-
ing explorations toward the Pole. He made a calen-
dar or almanac covering the yours from 1357 to 1463
and wrote o treatise upon the astrolube, s form of
astronomical instrument invented by the Arabians
and used in determining poiuts of lagitude. Chaucer
snd De Linns were contemporaries and possibly
scholastic rivals, since Chsucer himself wrote
& trestise upon the astrolabe and was & mathems-
tician of some repute. Belpg ambitious in
mathematics as well as poetry Chaucer may have
regarded De Linns unfavorably as arival in scientific
work; it appe'nr: probable from the ill use he made
of an epportunity—very likely imaginary—to in_
jure the ambitious monk by a reckless exercise of
poetic license and an unserupulous pen. It is belisved
that De Linns was made the unssvory hero of the
Miller's Tale—in the “Canterbury Tules'' :—

This cherke yelipid was hond Nicholus,

On the othier hand it has been concluded that the
Isther ot English poetry was really a jocose friend
and associate of De Linna, since it appears that the
poet in his ““Astrolabe’ mentions the monk ss “s
reverent clerk frere N, Lenne."

Whatever the scquaintance and relations existing
between the early English poet and toe well-nigh
forgotten English navigator of the Arctic scas,
there is mno denying that the voyages of
Do Linna were as real as the military
exploits of Edward III., to whom the monk pre-
sented & manuscript account of his voyages. De
Linpa's book was entitled “Inuentio Fortunata'™
(Fortunate Discovery), and wus accepted suthority
for geographical statements and cartographical de-
linestions made from threa to four hundred years
ago, as well s more recently. De Linna's narrs-
tive, being written and presented to the great Eing
during the exciting times following Edward's war
with France, snd while a terrible pestilence had
hardly ceased raging in England, was necessarily a
tame relation compared with recitals of the terror of
battle and pestilence; hence it was overlooked by
the Britlsh public. The English people were then,

as & mass, ecxceedingly illiterste, and, while
the scholars were unduly interested in
the vulgurities of Chaucer, cared only
for accounts of continental conguest and
bloodshed. So Ignmorant, especially of geogra-
pby, were the Englisk in the fourteenth

century that Hobert of Avesbury declared that the
British Ambassador, merchants and others residing
in Home in 1344, hearing that FPope Clement VL had
granted Louis of Spain the title of *Prince of the
Fortunate Islands” (Canaries), and becoming “fArmly
persuaded that Louis was thereby sppointed Prince
of Britain, they immediastely made huste home in dis-
gust to give information thereof,"
DE LINNA IN FRANZ JOSEF LAND,

Ranulfus de Hyggden shonld here be mentioned
a8 & geographer of note who wus & contemporary of
De Linna and Chancer. He produced s map of the
world, exhibiting an {sland discoversd in the Polar
Bea by De Linna in 1360, The island, from its loca-
tion and description, seems to be that now called
Gillis Land, and Hyggden declares that De Linna ex-
plored it. Beyond De Linna's island is set down a
land where & monastery was located. The land of the
monastery—now g0 recently discovered, and named
Frane Josef Land—at the northeastward from the
Bpitzbergen islands, was visited and described by
Nieolo Lyeno, u Venetian navigator, but a few years
after De Linns was toere. King Edward may bave
done something to commemorsts De Linna's voy-
ages. Itis not unlikely that the compass displayed

The phrase “under the Pole,” when used by an-
cleut writers, does not mean “‘at’’ the Pole, as Mer-
cator secws by his map to have understood De Lin-
na's mention and location of the mountain island,
Hecateus of Abdera, the Greek historfan, in the
fourth 'y B. C., idered the inhal ts of
Albjon Hyperboreans, and said, *They inhabit a
great igland in the ses opposite to Gaul and under
the North Pole.”

as trustworthy relstions, Mercator's map (1569) has
been believed to baa t cartograp 1l delinea”™
tion of the monk’'s ststements, and, as in modern
times the map is found mnot to bharmonize
with an increasing knowledge of the polar
regions, De Liuna has been charged with
ig or decepti It is not diflicult to appre-
ciate the points of misunderstanding. De Linna
‘was right, Mercator was wrong. The latfer's map
exhibits the high rocks of Gillis Land as & mountain
peak of vast dimensions situsted st the polar centre.

Nothing appesring from De Linns ever warranted
such an astounding picos of map drawing.

THE LIMIT OF HIS EXPLORATIONS.

Johan Buysch was the first cartographer who at-
ternpted to show the entire voyages and discoveries
of De Linnua upon & map. In the Plolemy geography
of 1507-8 appesrs & map by Raysch exhibiting the
four {slands of De Linns, the four straits and the
nineteen channels. All these geographical features
set down upon the Ruysch map are, however, as
srbitrary as those of Mercstor, though both were
honestly devised to delineate the statements of De
Linns, Had either of these authors ever visited the
polar seas he would have reslized his mistake in sup-
posing De Linns could survey the entire circle of the
polar ocean and determine the whole num-
ber of iits wstrsita snd channels by per-
sonal observation during no more than five
or wsix Dbrief voysges, The explorations of
Do Linns were in reality limited to the region of and
route to Franz Josef Land, His topographical de-
scriptions, as preserved by Cnox, the German
suthor, clearly point to these localities alone.

It will be » matter not more surprising fhan de-
mirable if Nicholas de Linoa's book, “Inventio For-
tunats,” is some time found in one of the many
English  collections eof manuscripts, whuore
i+ probably lies, practically lost ' under
some changed title. Fortupate, indeed, was
the old Oxford scholar when he ascertained the
latitude of the Arctic lands and places aund arranged
commercial relations with the people living near
Mount Richthoven. He wss nnfortunate as well in
his failure to receive from modern historisns and
geographers the guition’ his remarkable enter-
prise and lubor deserved. More of his history will
#ome time appear from s search in dusty nooks aud
among neglected archives,

In 1380 thure was establinhed a considerable fishery
trade between Eugland and Iceland, Bristol being
one of the points of departure for mer-
chanta, Columbus, In 1477, sailed, it is be-
lieved, from Bristol to Iceland, when he made
his notabls Arctic voyage. Bearborough was an
English port whose traders went to the furthest
North in the fourteenth century, secording to the
“Policle of the Sea,’ & medlwval poem, relating to
British commerce, But why did Nicholas De Linna,
o friar, undertake the exploration of polar seas and
the determination of topogruphical conditions at the
furthest attainable limits of navigation? The monks
of the Middle Ages were the scholars and sclentints
of their thme. De Linna was especially notable

the monk's discoveries differing somewhat from that
of Hokluyt in his voyages. Huylin says:—*Under
the Arctick Pole * % * jg gaid to bo a bluck
rock’ (Gillis* Land), *of wondrous height, about
thirty-thres leagues in compass the land sdjoining
betug torn by the ses into four great islands.”
(These appear to be four divikons of Greeuland,

learning, An undoubted student of Plojomy’s great
googruphy or catalogtie of places with reporied latl-
tudes, be seemn to Lhave desired to fix the latitude of
regions uot well known to the anclent geographer,
By the loss of De Linna’s work wo are doubtless de-
prived of his table of latitudes in the North. He
probably stated them, as the suflix to the title of his
work suggests, This declared his ranyo of voyages
to be betwoen G4 degrees north and the Pole. Lyun
Reogis lles below 04 degrees north, but, sailing for
the Latoden Islands off the Norway const, as it ap-
pears from the Norwegisn relstion that the navi-
gator did, he bore from the Englinh cosst at 54 de-
groos and not far south from Scarborough. A part
of his voyages are belloved to have been made from

Scarborough.
COMMENCE AND RELIGION.

Do Linna’s Northern voyages do mot appear to
have been undertaken for seientific iny
aloue; there were inl ial motives
for lhis efforts. At the period when the scholar
salled to the high North many of the monks in Brit-
sin were engoagod In trade of varlous sorts, In fact,
some of the monks were the most enterprising Eng-
lish merchants of that sge. They united in a trado
organization ealled the Brotherhood of 8t.
