
"GOVERNOR'S DAY."
An Immense Throng of Visitors at the

Seventh Regiment Fair.

PROGRESS OF THE VOTE.
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Unavoidable Absence.

Notwithstanding the threatening aspect of the
leather yesterday, the attendance at the Seventh
Regiment Fair was very large. During the earlier
portion of the day the lady visitors preponderated
numerically, but toward the afternoon
and in the evening the sterner sex, releasedfrom business cares, flocked with
their wives and daughters to assist by their presenceand purses, the object sought by New York's
favored organization of citizen soldiers. At nine

last evening the immense drill room was fairly
crowded with people, most of them evidently being
from the higher walks of life. A portion of this throng
was in all probability attracted by the announcementthat Governor Robinson and sti ff were expectedto be present, as invitations had been extendednot only to our own Executive, but also to
the Governors of States adjacent to New
York, to visit the fair yesterday. Hence it wai

termed "Governor's day." No Governor pnt
in an appearance, however, a fact which
did not aeem to prodnce any depressing effect on
the spirits of the light-hearted visitors. During
the afternoon Colonel Robert Olyphant, aide-decampto Governor Robinson, received a telegram
from the latter expressing disappointment at his inabilityto be present, owing to official duties
which could not be postponed. The fact of this
despatch having been received was not known to
many nutil late, as it had been understood that the
Governor was not expected* to visit the fair until
eight o'clock in the evening. Shortly before that
hour all doubts were set at rest by the appearance in
fall uniform of several members of the Governor'sstaff without their chief. Among these
were Major General John B. Woodward, adjutant
general; Brigadier General Daniel D. Wylie, chief of
ordnance; Brigadier General Campbell, quartermaatergeneral; Brigadier General Jatnes Rearsail,
engineer-in-chief; Colonel Creeney, assistant chief
of ordnance; Colonel Thomas Stokes, aide-decamp;Colonel Briggs, assistant inspector general;Surgeon General Swalm aud Colonel
Olyphant. During the eveulng the Seventh Kegi-
meut nand discoursed good music, and every one
present seemed delighted, including the managers,
who must have been gratified at the day's receipts.
An officer of the regiment in alluding to the attendancesaid last night to the writer, "Colonel Clark is
in the seventh heaven of delight."

A BRILLIANT BCKNX.
When Illuminated in the evening by flaming gasJets from 3.5U0 burners the main drill room presents

a brilliant scene. The bright tinted articles which
are displayed at the several booths, the handsome
costumes of richly dressed ladles, the pleasing ornamentationof flags and banners and the scrupulous
neatness of the place.all go to form a
picture that must be seen to bo appreciated. The
gas in the building is lighted by electricity. Every
precaution that human foresight oould suggest has
been taken to guard against Are. In the drill room
three firemen are on duty, standing by a chemical
Are engine, night and day. in case of- an
emergency. The arrangements for guarding
against lire were made under the direction of
Chief of Battalion Fisher, of the district
in which the armory is situated, assisted by AdjutantC. Graham Bacon, of the Seventh regiment. A
regular guard, consisting of thirty active members
of the regiment, is mounted dally at half-past two
r. m., ana tnese uo amy tor tne ensuing twenty-four
hour*. This guard in selected each day from oue of
the companies, the officer of the day being always
the captain of the company from which the guard
uuder him has been selected.
The immense bale of spotlessly white cotton

donated to the fair by the Gate City Guard, of Atlanta,Ga., continued to be an object of interest
yesterday. It will be remembered that a few weeks
ago the Qate City Guard, while visiting New
York, were the guests of the Seventh, and
this graceful compliment to the latter for the
hospitality of its members has not been tendered
to unappreoiatlve recipients. This has already
been manifested by the large vote given to
Captain Burke, of the Gate City Guard, in the
subscription contests for the gold mounted
Kemington ride and sword. Throughout
the day bright eyes gazed wistfully at the brighter
diamonds which form the $5.U00 set to be disposed
cf by subscription at the booth of Company G.
The tickets for the coveted prize are about twothirdssold, the price being $1 each. A massivesilver cup ol elaborate design, presentedby a Arm of this city, is being
eagerly worked for by the several oompauies and
their lady friends, as it is to be the property of the
company making the highest aggregate returns at
the close of the fair. On this account the original
design of the managers that the daily receipts at
each company's table should be handed
Into the treasurer every evening at the closo
of the fair haa had to be abandoned to
aomo extent, as several of the companies are unwillingto divulge information as to their financial
progress lost It ahould militate against their

To the Editor or tax Herald
Despite "A Genuine Englishman's" comments

on "An Englishman's" letter, I doubt if any
Englishman could give the record of any American
regiment. Could any American, without specially
reading up the subject, trivo the record of any
English regiment? I can answer for it that very tew

Englishmen could. It is not likely that Englishmen
know more about American regiments than they do
about their own. Of one thing I am very sure.an

Englishman mean enough to boast, and ill-mannered
enough to boast here, about what Englishmen might
do or try to do in contests with men of their own race

on this side of the Atlantic (as if it mattered where
men were born and breed wero not everything),
would certainly not talk of English soldiers whippingAmericans. He might in his folly
boast that they would thrash or beat their kinsmen
here, or if he were one of our 'Arries he might say
that they would lick Americans; but no genuine
Englishman ever uses the word whip in that sense.
And, by tho way, let me remark that no respectable
Englishman.I may even say no decent Englishman.
would think of using that unseemly word beginningwith a "b,'* which seems to be thought here a
suitable adjunct to the name "Britisher." I have
learned much that is new to me during my visits to
this country; but nothing newer than this, that
Englishmen, other than navvies (who probably use
the word in a professional sense) and blackguards
(who like to round their speech with strongly
sonnding and offensive epithets) ever indulge in
the use of- this most objectionable word. I even
wonder, permit me to say, that Americans can bring

GENEKAIj HEINTZELMAN ON THE ACTION OF THE
SEVENTH IN 18G1.

Washington, Nov. 18, 1879.
To THE EDITOB or THE HKBALD:.
Yesterday's Herald did not reach me until today,and 1 was quite surprised and much amused

at reading "Englishman's" questions about the
Seventh regiment. Your answer is admirable; but
will you permit me to add a few lines from my experience?In May, 1801,1 was the Inspector General
of the Department of Washington, under command
of the late General Mansfield. Ho gave me the instructionsand I prepared the troops which crossed
the Doug Bridge and occupied Arliugtou Heights
and Alexandria. I was only a major in the regular
army, and, therefore, could not command tho
colonels, but the difficulty was got over by my giving
the needful orders, by direction of the commanding
(miinrnl Thn riitv fiftnr wn renauAil T uaw fin tioral

Mansfield and he told me that the Seventh regiment
wished to cross the river, but he was not disposed
to let them. I said I did not need auy more troops,
but I thought he had better let them go, for if they
returned home without crossing the boyr, would
laugh at them. He assented and they crossed. We
had commenced the erection of Fort ltunyou. The
Seventh offered to aend a detail to dig and I accepted
it, not that 1 needed their services, but only that
they might say they helped to throw up Fort ltunyou.If a battle had occurred at that time, don't
you think they would, as a regiment, have carried

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THE BILLIARD TOURNAMENT.

FIFTEENTH AND SIXTEENTH GAMES.6CHAEFEB
DEFEATS HEISER AND GABNIEB BINS FROM

CARTER.
The billiard tournament was continued at TammanyHall last evening, with "Yuuk" Adams as

referee. Jacob Bchaefer anil J. Randolph Heiser
met in tbe brut game. The latter won the bank, and,
playing with much coubdeuce, made 28 from the lay
off. He missed an easy cushion shot and sat down
with pleasant applause from the spectators. Schaefer
had no difficulty with the ivorieB, and rail playing,
judiciously relieved by necessary open work, accumulatedhim 38 in response. The four subsequent
innings proved unfortunate for Heiser, as he added
so few buttons to bis side of the string that the
showing was miserable. Schaefer was also weak in
his second, third and fourth essays, but displayedsome of his well known skill at
the tilth trial with the spheres, as 21 was
reached before he waa required to retire. Heiser
could only manipulate the balls a points in his
sixth attempt, and 18 camo as Jacob's response. The
score stood.Sohaefer, 81; Heiser, 30. In the seven

following innings tichaefer played poorly, and scored
only 7 additional buttons. His friends looked
on with amazement, and wondered why he
was so careless, though they feltcertainthat, however much his work lacked
strength, he would easily defeat? the light haired
youth from the "Hub." Hoiser's indifferent playinguntil the tenth inning more than justified their
sadguiue expectations, as a novice could not have
done worse, 'then 16 rewarded his effort, and with
but little to speak of in the eleventh and twelfth essayshe creditably gathered 20 in the thirteenth,which run now and then showed bits of
boldness and excellent judgment. The buttons
marked.Schaofor, 88; Heiser, 78. (letting the balls
prettily in contact on the right side rail in the fourteenthessay Jacob quickly piled carroni on carrom
until 20 or wore had beeu added, and then
lucky rouud-tlie-table action made way for
more "railing," until 4e was . announced
by the marker, when ho tailed. Heiser
took advantage of the position in which Jacob left
them and the lower short rail netted him 34, a not
intricate masse proving his stnmbling block.
Schasfer evidently reasoned that the game had
beeu somewhat tiresome and needed life
to make it pass as a tolerable encounter. So
with 40 he increased bis Btring to 174, while
John ltandoluh reached only 113. From the fifteenth
inning Heiser's efforts wero particularly commonplace.and much of Schaefer's execution should not
be remembered against him as it bore the stomp of
intentional carelessness. Jacob made game in the
tnirty-second inning, beating his opponent 130
uoiuts. "A miserable contest." said an old player
and good judge.

Albert Garnier and Eugene Carter next presented

themselves before the audience. The Frenchman
made the opening shot and was playing with more
than average luck in the lay off, when he was abruptlystopped by his inability to get the bulls out
of the lower "bulk" undor the rules, and 5 was
the result of his essay. Carter responded finely in
a neat rail play, which soon reached TO. where being
compelled to break them he did so, but soon thereaftercame to grief in trying a not difficult draw. It
was the player's best run of the tournamont. Duringthe run Carter used the wrong ivory as
his cue ball, but Albert fulled to see it.
Off went tho Frenchman's dress ooat and
he duslied to the table as if he meant to
demolish it. It was not until his fourth tuning that
he did anything worth speaking of, and then with
astonishingly bold play he made 50, his highest run
in the tournament. Carter tailed in his response,
when radiant Albert scored 0. Eugene's cue-arm waa
somewhat abroad as his counts were of a
minor value while Garnler was full of luck
and good play. Marvellously well ho put
22 together in the sixth inning, and his opponent
stopping at half the number in his turn, the buttonsstood.Gamier, lib; Carter, 09. Belh(f the
leader the Frenchman had still more confidenceand trimmed his sails for aggressivework of a keen nature. Rail nursing,
open table and round-the-grecu shots were all the
same to him and ho counted until 45 were reeled off.
No more stronger play by Gamier bad been seen by
his friends in many days and they heartily applauded
his bold work. A miss by Eugene seemed to be
the prelude of leaving him high and dry. Garniernever waa in better trim and the
ivories were inclined his wsy all tho time. His
eighth essay was all excellent, and 36 points came to
him just aa easily as it ever came to a billiard player
in the world. Only 11 was made by Carter in
answer, and Garnier in his ninth trial
was making rapid progress in rail play
toward another fair count when he gave
his cue too little force and Carter's sharp
eyes detecting the movement he claimed his
right to play, which the referee very properly allowedhim to do. Tbo innings progressed with varyingfortunes until the fourteenth for Eugene, when
be wont to the table 98 points behind, ltuil nursing
snd careful open plsy gave him 74, which mude
the scores ao much nearer alike than they
had been that greater interest was manifested by the
spectators in the result. Albert, however, was on
his mettle, and, for the first time during the tournament,when there was a chance of nis opponent
catching him, displayed only trifling nervousness.
His sixteenth inning netted him 15, and, though
Carter courageously responded with 23, Garnier
pleasantly rolled up 47 as the result of his next at1
tempt. Thau Eugene reached 27, and the score
stood.Gamier, 279; Carter, 220.

EVIDENCE OF TIIE VICTIM.

on the head; witness was positive that both blows
truck by Captain Williams took effect ou Smith's
hands, which he kept folded in front ot him; he was
certain that Captain Williams did not strike Smith
Edther on the side or the shoulder. This witness was
not cross-examined.

SMITH ON THE STAND.
Charles W. Smith, the subject of all the investigation,was next called to the witness stand by Mr.

Rollins. He said he was a clerk, living at Mo. 49
Willow place, Brooklyn; on the day of the review
be went to Madison square; he stood
on the sidewalk three feet from the
curbstone; saw Captain Williams and his officers
standing near the reviewing stand; the Captain held
his club in one hand and pushing the crowd out of
the way shouted, "Keep back;" he singled out witnessand struck him on the breast, at the same time
telling him to keep back; said witness to
liini. "What have 1 done that you should
strike me7" whereupon Captain Williams
catching him by the lappel of the coat, raised his
club and struck him in the back; witness then raised
his arm to ward off another blow, when Captain
Williams raised his club once more and struck him
in the side under the left arm; just then
Officer Fleming jumped in and dealt witness
the blow which felled him to the
ground, and he was taken to the Mew
York Hospital, and remained there until morning;
two doctors attended to him; apart from tne injuriesto his head, caused by Fleming, the witness
said ho now suffered pains in the left side and collar
bone; he did not remember having been struck on
the hands as one of the witnesses had stated; he was
positive that Captain Williams had struck him live
blows.
"How much time," asked Mr. Rollins, "elapsed

between each blow?"
At this the witness became restive, and in an im-

patient maimer tuaoereu, u; uear mr

*oh, never mind being so affectionate," said Mr.
Hotline; "let ua get at the facts in this case."
Smith replied again that he was positive that CaptainWilliams struck him five blows.
"Now. sir," inquired Mr. ltoot on cross-examination,"do you remember distinctly the occurrences

of the 15th October?"
"Yes, sir." replied the witness, "1 remember him

quite financially." (Great laughter).
"Is it not a fact, sir. that you remember the occurrencesso 'financially' because you have instituted a

civil suit tor $10,00(1 damages against Captain Williamsand Officer Fleming?"
"That, air," replied Smith, "is a question at large,

and 1 answered it as well as I knew how."
HIS I'lUEVlOCB EVIDENCE.

The witness was then interrogated as to the evldeucehe gave before the Police Commissioners. Ho
said he was suffering rrom illness and did not rememberwhat he had sworn to at Police Ue.idquarters.The cross-examination was searching,
and the witness evidently wished it was at an end.
He claimed that he had a headache, but Mr. Hoot still
opened Are on him.
"Yon have stated," inquired the counsel, "that

you have been a clerk In the Brooklyu Hoard of City

lie seemed to be unable to raise his arms aud eviileutlvsuffered pain; the collar bone was uot fractured,but there was some roughness there; the
witness was of the opinion that the blow on the head
had affected smith's brain.

The ease having closed for the prosecution, Mr.

Koot proceeded to open the case for the defence, and
called, as the Arst witness.

Meyers, civil engineer, of this city.
The paper went elaborately into the different

projects that had been set on foot for the purpose
of building a canal across the Isthmus of Darlen,
showing tho results of the surveys that had been
made from the Bay of Colon to that of Panama by
Lieutenants Wyse and Reclus , of the French Navy,
and trom the Bay of Han Bias to the His
Bayamo, in the Bay of Panama, by Messrs.
Mac Danyal and Sweet; also the studiel
of the Darien route that were made In 1875, undoi
Commander E. P. Lull, of the United States Navy,
and of which Mr. Meuocal was the chief engineer.
After reviewing Lieutenant Wyse's plan at length
Mr. Menocal says that Messrs. Wyse and Beclns sub.
milted to the P.iris Congress several sets of estimate!
and plans, giving the calculated coat as $208,000,000.
exclusive of indemnification to ths PanamaKailroad. He thon goes on to give
the estimated amount of excavation required for the
route. By using the cross section adopted for th<
Nicaragua route the total number of square yards
of earth and rock to be excavated is calculated si
98.302.3U0. This does not include 1,800,000 yards al
rock that would have to be raised from under water,
By using the cross section recommended by ths
Paris Congress as a basis of calculation ths
total amount of excavation wonld be 10,000.004
cubio yards in excess of the amount calculated
by Lieutenaut Wyse. The plan for the canal with
locks from Colon to Panama next received the attentionof Mr. Menocal. He calculated the length
oi that route at forty-one and a quarter miles and
the cost at $04,511,350. The 8an Bias routs, which
was surveyed in 1871 by Commander Lelfridge.
would cost, according to estimates of ths Peris
Congress, $261,536,505, the main objection to it
being a tunnel required to pierce the Cordilleras,
which have an elevation of from 1,100 to 1,500 feet.

The Nicaragua route had, Mr. Menoeal said, re*

ceived hia attention tor the laat eight jean. The
estimates and coat were based on data obtained frost
a line ot actual location. Nothing waa taken for
granted in the formation of the project. The paper
goes on at length to give the curves laid down to
suit the topography, and combats objections raised
to the route by a writer in the Bulletin du Canal
Jiilrruceanitnie. Mr. Menoeal calls attention to the
fact that Lake Nicaragua.the proposed snmmit
level of the canal.is 110 miles long by 30 miles
wide, and its elevation is abont 1073s feet above sea
level. The paper describes in detail tha
progress of the survey from point to point.
On the part of the route which would
have to be built, fonr dams are considered necessary
at Castille, llalas. Machuca and San Carlos. Tha
length of the inland canal is set down st 61\ miles,
that of lake navigation, 50'j miles; slack water
navigation by the river San Juan, 63 miles, giving a
total length of 81J» miles from ocean to ocean. The
following is a recapitulation ot the estimated cost:.

The total excavation required la aet down at

59,633,557 square yards, being something Ilka
4o.800.000 leaa than would be required on the
Manama line. The objection to the length of the
route la answerod by the fact that the total length of
canal navigation ia 61.74 in ilea, and there la no
reason why a steamer should not travel on the lake
and river with her usual speed at sea. The
estimated time in paaalug by steamer from ooeen to
ocean is computed at thirty-eight and a half hours.
The following are the conclusions arrived at by

Mr. Menocal:.First, that however desirable a canal
at the level of the sea, partaking of the nature of a
strait, may be, to better satisfy the demands
of trade, its execution either with or withouta tunnel presents so many difficulties and
doubtful elements as to place its probable ooei
out of the range of a successful commercial enterprise.Second, that a canal with locks can be so constructedas to satisfy all the requirements of ocean
navigation at s cost within the possibility of a privateundertaking, with reasonable expectations
of liberal returns, and without overtaxing the
commerce of the world intended to be benefitedthereby. Third, that while a canal with
locks seems to bo practicable via both Panama and
Nicaragua, the latter route possesses greater facilitiestor the execution of the work at
reducod estimate of cost, baaed on sufficient
information to eliminate unknown elements,
which might materially alter the conditions of tha
project. And furthermore, that the geographical positionof Nicaragua is more favorable to the United
States, whose commerce will contribute more than
that of any other nation to the business of the oanal,
while it will aftord as greet commercial advantages
to foreign nations as other routes more to the south.

It was stated that Mr. Menocal deemed an additionalpaper necoasary in order that he might tbe
better unfold the whole scoue of the Droject before
tlie society; alio, that be propones to soon return to
Nicaragua, where be intenus to make still furthe!
investigations coneerniug tlie proposed canal.

A FISHMONGER CUTS A CAT IN TWO AND GET*
A MONTH'S IMPRISONMENT.

Mr. Bergh was very noticeable in the Court of
Special Sessions yesterday, bis Society for the Pre
voution of Cruelty to Animals being down on the
record as prosecutor in no leas tban fifteen eases.
The defendants generally wore fined in sums ranging
from $1 to $'16.

fishmonger, of No. HI llayara street, who was so*
cused of severing a cat almost in two with a large
finhkuife. The principal witness against htm was
Mrs. Ann Mctiuire, of No. SOU Pearl street.
On tbo '13d of lost October, she said, she
was psssiug through Bayard street with her eyes on
the ground, when through accident she happened to
look into Painter's shop, which is in the basement,
some ten or twelve steps down from the sidewslk.
She caught sight of ihe unsuspecting and unfortn*
nate cat prowling around the place; then eaw it
smell the fish exposed for sale. A demoniacal
look passed over Painter's face, and graaplng
a large tish kuite, rati at the animal, caught
It by the tall aud cut through its body.
The cat howled, aud Mrs. McOuire joined In With a
aeries ot screams. Joseph Tibold, the aged Irish
owner of the cat, living next door, came hurriedly
down stairs to learn the causo of the disturbance,
and round the animal dragging its mutilatad body
to his feet. He picked it up carefully, butchered so
fearfully.severed iu half; watched it a minute or
two, till its last breath it drew, then boiled with
wratu. i ut'u uu miu Jirv. nu uuire rvpsireu iu

court and made charge* against Painter. Mr. Tibold
wm tno next witness aud corroborated the above
story, adding that the prisoner kicked the cat after
he had cut It. Painter denied the charge. He eaid
that he was alouo in ttio aloru when he heard the
cat yell with pain, aud then noticed it had cut itaelf.
He n«id it waa foud of Ush, and no doubt in iU
Hcarch for ita favorite diah pushed against one of
the knives, which fell and cut it. He offered two
witucaaca, the tlrat of w hom. a man, contradicted
hini by declaring that Painter waa not in the abop
but waa aittlug outaide iu hia company when the cat
uieaiidared up to them in a mutilated condition. Hia
other witneaa. a woman, further injured hia eaaa by
declaring that theprovkma wituees did not tee the
cat. The Court louud the prisoner guilty and eenteiicedhim to a month'a imprisonment Tbia announcementaatoliiabed the frienda of the accused,
who wore proaout in large numbers. Painter a fee*
Wore a look of utter wretchedness, but » painter a

hand would be required to accurately picture the
look ot triumph that lit up the face of Mr. Bergh.
