About
the time the war commenced he had entered upon
his second term as United States Senator, but in the
early days of the struggle he offered his sword and
services to his native State. He had four years of
steady service in the Confederate army, the last
three of which were passed as s gen¥ral officer, and
with his brigade he participsted in some hard fight-
Ing, receiving at various times six wounds, some of
which be still suffers from. He has not been a can-
didate for any political office since the war closed.
GENERAL COLINGMAN ON PALTIES,

Having been nsked by the reporter in the course
of conversation what he thought of the result of
the recent elections, and also as to how tho Grunt
movement was progreasing among the Southern
people, Gepersl Clingman replied as follows:—*1
asve not been disappointed at all in the elections
this year. On the contrary, I told our friends
Iast winter, and have rcpeated it from time
lo time, that the republicans would ecarcy
the elections in the Northern States this year.
