Judged by the history ot the past,
under similar conditions, to-day should have been
ono of weeping snd walling, It was nothing of the
sort, but, on tho contrary, eheerful apd chirpy. In-
stead ot erying over spilt milk the wholo speculative
community was upon tho alert to skim the cream
afforded by the chance of s new rise. Thero was no
