THE TELEPHONE IN FRANCE.
SPREAD OF THE SYSTEM.THE GOVERNMENT

DEPARTMENTS TAKING HOLD OF IT.FUSION

OF THE RIVAL COMPANIES.
Paris, Nov. 7, 1879.

The war whtcn tnreatenea to ureas out Dciwecn

the threo telephone c inpaiues (all American) seeking
a foothold iu Paris haa been nipped in the bud by a

compromise which will doubtless be as much for
the interest of the public as for that of the companiesthemselves. To go back a little, the success of
the Go wer telephone as described in the Ukualli of
July 1C led to renewed activity on the part of Mr.
Eiison's representatives aud also to the development
of a third party under the lead of several

gentlemen from Chicago, tho latter seeking
to employ forms of telephones already Introduced
by the Bell Company in the United States.
Having granted a concession to run wires to the
Gower Company the government touud itself under
some pressure to do the same for the others, aud
finally did so, expressing a hope at the saiue time
that some way of uuitiug the several interests would
be found. This bas now been re tched, aud a visit to

the largo and elegaut quarters fittod up by the Gower
Company shows that the introduction of this latest
American novelty is fairly undor way. The facts
and figures are of Interest as illustrating the progress
of American enterprise uoroad. Tho uew combinationis entitled Tho General Telephone Company.
Edison, Gower and other Bysteuis. The honorary
directors are Thomas A. Edison, of Monlo Park, N. J.,
aud Frederic A Gower, of Providence, R. I. It was

iutouded to include the name of Professor Hell, but
this was found inexpedient, because tho Bell telepbouepatent has beou declared invalid in France
owing to previous publication of the principles of
the instrument in this country.
Tho capital of the concern is fixed at 10,000,000f.,

of which about one-half is devoted to the

purchase of tho Edlsou, Gower and other interests,
and the rest to construction and maintenance. The
capital is stated to be all subscribed and the shares
are already held at a premium. Tho actual manageincut of airairs is in tho hands uf a hoard of directors,with an executive committee, of which Mr.
Cornelius Roosevelt, of New York, is a member. The
central olllce is located at tho headquarters of the
Gower Company, No. GO Rue Nuuvo des Pouts
Champs, where active preparations are in progress.

TH* MKTMOU or Oi'KllATIONS.

The premises occupy the upper iloor of a spacious
building and comprise ton rooms, about fifteen feet
square, a reception room JO by 30, and an operating
room 40 by go. Half the smeller rooms are devotedto cilices and the rest to Mr. Gowcr's labora-
tory and private apartments. Tlio operating rootu

is divided along its walls into compartments, on tho
system of tlio French telegraph offices, with a con.

tral switch board ior connecting wires together, and
s desk in the middle of the room for the chief operator.It is Auisbcd in American hard pine, end the
yellow tint ot the wood is ulrcudy crossed witli wires
in every direction. The estimated capacity of this
room .is two thousand lilies, and some six liuudredof these are already secured by the
union of the telephone interests. The subscriptionsinclude the leading journals, bunkers,
physicians, theatres, hotels and so on, quite upon
tiie American plan. M. Funic de Uirardin has
already ut Kdisou telephone from bis house near the
Arc de 'ii-iouipbe to the Avenue do l'Opera, while the
ltothscliildH, the Credit Mobilier, the Prefect of the
.Seine, the Minister of Posts and Telegraphs, and a

long list of lesser notabilities iu tin- Paris world
have installed the instruments 01 Mr. (lower. The
office of the New Yoiik Hihai.d in the Avenue do
l'Opera will liatiirully be among tho first to a lopt
I lie system and will offer its fullest advantages to
those having business to transact therffc* well as to
the habitues of lis reading rooms. Mr. (lower
proposes one or more speciul wirea for
the liKRAUi service so that ^ufor million
can pass without delay I etween Vac IIkuai.i)
office and the telephone centre at* all noui*.
The lacts connected with the telephonic system are
laminar enough to the New York public, but to tlio
Parisian mind it still savors of wild Action that an
American In l'aris wishing to And a tru-ud's lodging
viae* should step into the Hkuald office and iu ten
minutes be able to make inquiries regarding it of all
the principal hotels; or without leaving his easy
chair secure places at the theatre, make appointment
with u iriend, ascertain if the American steamer is
arrived at Havre uud thus transact liis business generally.The idea is still too startling, and people
am found who subscribe to the system Willi express
provision that It shall Aral be proved a practicable
means o: communication. uat tne projectors or the
system go ou with their plans, and the uniform of
tiie messengi ni of tlio "Telephone Gow*r" is already
to bo aeeu here slid there on the boulevards.

UBKS or Tlllt SVSri.M IN VUA.MCK.
Aside from the "district system," mo familiar in

America, there arc several interesting Uses of tho
telephones peculiar to Europcau life. In l'aris every
house, pulilie or private, has its amcicrge or janitor
on guard at tiie entrance, while hut low huvn any
prompt means of commuulcatlou from the evneierye
to the tenants on the ltoors above. Speaking tubes
are a costly luxury and bells are of limited application.Even in a hotel like the Continental, where
bells ami tubes have been made a study, it has bcou
lound mat two of the (lower telephones put in, wire
and all, in two hours, give greater satlafnoiioii than
a speak iuu tubo which occupied two weeks in constructionatid cost twenty times as much as the telepiiones.lairgo concerns like the credit Eoucier,
tile Credit Mubilier, the Bourse and tho
Hotel do Villo report tho same experience.
Hot Us take again that of ihu coast guard.
As everybody knows, the western and northe'ru
coasts id Eraucc are provided with c >ast guard slutiotis,wifhm sight of each other anil connected by
telegraph Willi the nearest towns. At Intervals,
also, tin re aru batteries and military posts, though
tho latter are m<>re numerous along the eastern
frontier. \* a Ulcgr pn force at each of tlie-o
thousand point* is expeualvc, tho government was
Inclined to welcome the advent or the telephone
until it was found thst it, too, required a battery
and some electrical knowledge. Hut with the adventof the Gowor telephone tins lust objeclion was
obviated, for Without the aid of a 1> tiery tlio instrumentnot only sounds a whistle like a distant logburn,but can be made to release a spring that stalls
a clock work bell winch will pioduceauy amount of
souud required, in tho public telegraph service it
was first thought that telephones would be ol' ho

Theory and
law in Europe are everything; in America it is the
demonstrable tact that rules the situation. Professor
Bel! developed a speaking telephone und explained
its theory, whilo Mr. Gower, his friend and pupil,
pro meed a form of the instrument of which ProlessorTytidail said, with a smile, that "no theory
could have led to these conclusions." And so Jong
as this striking difference exists wo may export to
see Amebian inventors pointing out the way to
iresh employ incut for the surplus millions of Europeancapital.

OBITUARY.

DONA MAMA MANTELA ItlitKPATTlICK, COUNTESS
DOWAGER DE MONTIJO.

The Countess Dowagor <le Montij< s, whose ciiiof
claim to lame consists in the fact that her dajghter,
the fair Eugenie, was at cue time Empress of France
and wife ot Louis Napoleon, died yesterday in Madrid.The ex-Empress Eugenie had travelled lrom
Chislchurst, hoping to exchange adieux with hur
mother beloru the final moment, but the
filial desire was fated to remain unfilled, as the

spirit of iho Countess had passed away before
Eugenie arrived. The sad intelligence was impartedto Eugenie by King Alfonso, who awaited her
arrival ut the station, and prevailed on her to accompanyhim to the Alba Palace, where thousands of
visitors called to express their sympathy and pay
their respects. The life of the Countess reads like a
romance. Dona Maria was the daughter of au EnglishConsul ut Malaga, whose name was Kirkpatrick.
lie was a son of one Thomas Kirkpatrick, who owned
a small property called "Knock," in Dumfriesshire.
His second sun, named Hubert, married Heurietta
Gillespie, and was lather of William Kirkpatrick, of
Counuaih, iu Dumfriesshire, who married Mary Wilson,by whom lie had several children. One <if his
t>oiia buttled as a uierchaut at Malaga aud married
the daughter of a lorcigu consul there, by whom lie
had thruo daughters. The eldost was tlio Dona
Maria, whose remarkable beauty attracted the notice
ot the youngest sun of thu great tumily of Mont,jo,
grauuees of .Spain of the first class. The marriage of
thu daughter ot the Scottish merchant was considered
a misalliaiice for a young man of so distinguished a

family, and her inferior birth was stated as a reason
lor consent buiug refused. An application was
made hereupon by the iriends of the family to
thu late ingenious Mr. Charles Kirkpatrick
Sharps, a gentleman who, lrom his wit and
fondness for virtu, was called by Sir Walter
Scott the Horace Walpole of Edinburgh. Mr Shurpe,
it was charged, undertook with considerable
zest the task or supplying his fair countrywomanwith a long and flourishing genealogicaltree, in which tho dagger dripping the
heart's blood ot "the red Comyn" made a

conspicuous figure. The pedigree was beautifully
drawn up and sent to Spain. When it was submittedto lung Ferdinand VII. lie Indulged in a joke on
tho occasion. Looking at the document where the
origin of the Kirkpatrlcks seemed lost iu tho mists
of ancient Caledonia, His Majesty said, "O by all
means let the young Moutijo marry thu daughter of
Fiugal." Thu husband of Miss Kirkpatrick
eventually succeeded to tho titloH aud estates
of this family, aud left two daughters, of whom
tho cider espoused tho Duke ot Berwick
aud Alva, representative Of the Mareclial Hue de
Lerwick, natural sou ot King James II.; and thu
younger, long celebrated tor her beauty and grace as
Countess de Tlieba, became Eugeuie, Empress of the
French. Until recently a Miss Kirkpatrick, grand
aunt ot the Empress, inhabited a very small bouse
in tho third-rate Scottish county town of Dumfries;
aud Her Imperial Majesty has several first cousins
ot the name of Kirkpatrick, sons of bor mother's
Bister, who married her cousin, holding respectable
mercantile situations. One of them was not long
ago settled iu trade at Havre. It is roported
that lor some reason tho Count of Moutijo soon

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anted long before the Count's death. With her two
daughters the Countess then travelled from country
to country, and spout some years in London, where
she lived lu retirement and went little inty society.
On h aving London, which, it is said, she found too
expensive, Mmu. do Montijo returned to Spain and
resided for about three years in different parts of
the 1'eninsula, her place of predilection being
Seville. Hut toward the year 1845 she went to
Paris, and some docuuieuts found at the Pret'octaredo Police under the Commune brought to
light the following queer notes about her:."There
is staying at Mo. 45 Hue St. Antoine, in a rather
shabby apartment on the third floor, a Mmo. de
Montijo, who professes to bo the wile of a Spanish
grandee, ller style of living is modest and she receivesno visits iroin ladies; but throe or tour times
a week a number of gentlemen, principally foreign*
era, come and spend the evening with her and
play cards. It Is presumable that they are
attructed as much by the beauty of Mmo.
de Montijo's two daughters as by the wish to
gamble." On tbo margin of this police note the
Prefect of that time, M. Dolessert, had written,
"Find out whether MfUe. Montijo Is really the wife
of a nobleman;" and on a paper appended to tho
above was this brief statement. "Mine, dc Montijo
is rosily what she asserts she is, the wife of the
Count of that name, but the couple weflkvlrtually
divorced three years after marriage, and the Countessproteases to live on her jointure of 10,0001. a

year." Tho word "professes" was underlined in both
notes and it is evident that the authorit.es supposed
that the foreign lady derived the larger share of
her Income from the maintenance of ono of
those private gambling saloons which have at all
times been common in Paris. Whether this was tho
ease or not neod not be conjectured, but, if the fact
were true, it would entail none of tho discredit
which utteuds the encouragement of gambling In
other lands, seeing that the French look upon games
ot hazard with a wondrous respect and alfection.
As to the note about the beauty of Mme.de Montijo'sdaughters nothing that could have bocn said
oil this head would have been exaggerated, for they
were both lovely to au astonishing degree.
In 1850 the elder slater married the Luke of Alba,

and, thanks to his wonltu and rank, the position of
the Montijos was now vory different to what it had
been before the murriagc. The counters was no
lomier obliged to live lu a third floor lodging of a
second rale street, lior to lay herself open to tliu
suspicion of keeping a caul saloon. .She set np
sumptuously for a lime in the Duke of Alha's house
in Madrid, anil iu 1H61, when alio went bnek to
Puris, hired a mansion in the (,'humps Elysi-os
and became a r gnlur frequenter of tho parties
given by the President, l'rince Louis Napoleon, at
the Elyseo. It should he mentioned that this returnto J'aris, which was toloid to such high results,
lind lint boon undertaken spontaneously by tho
Counters, but hud been in a manner forced upon lior
by her ducal son-in-law. The Duke of Alba liked to
lie master in his own house; Mmo. do Moutijo, who
had a lairly meddlesome and domineering temper,
loved to be mistress too, so that tho Duke
would have ended by leading a difficult tluie
of it If he had not hit on the oasy expedient
of allowlDK his mother-in-law 100,IMS) francs a year
provided she would live abroad. This she did, as
above esid, In a line style, and her daughter Eugenie
was enabled to appear everywhere dressed with tho
grace anil richness suited to her wonderful beauty.
It became a marvel to everybody at this time how a
Hirl of such attraction as Mile, do Moutijo remained
so long without finding a husbaa 1. Who was
twenty-live, and yet seemed in no hurry
whatever to bo married. An English earl, un
American banker, a young cousin of the Duke of
Alba, both wealthy and titlod, all proposed to Iter,
and so did shoals of Frenchmen, among whom was
a famous novelist, who is stilt living. Dot to all of
tliem Eugtnio said "No," not heartlessly, buf with
a Urinly settled purpose, as if licr good genius wore
whispering to her that alio would lose nothing by
in ing patient. And so it betel that nt a ball given by
the Presid"iit at the Elyseo, sonic nights only bofore
tho amp d'ftat. Mile. Eugenie met her future Emperor
and husband. Tho Countess was naturally cburtuod
at tlie attentions lavished by Louis Napoleon
upon her daughter Eugenie, and did much
of the inniirtMivriug that induced the fu-
ture Emperor to offer his hand and heart
to the belles of the season* The Prince of Havana
had declined to give the iinnd of Ids relative to an
"adventurer," and Emits Napoleon sought consolationIn the society of the Countess and her daughter,
who had been guests In ail the Presidential realdeuces.fontainublesu,Conipiegne and St. Cloud.

This was at St. Cloud,
where the mother and daughter were both staying.
The l'rince iHKud Mine, do Montijo to tarry one day
more, lor he might then have something to say to
her, and lie employed those twenty-four hours in ac-
ijiialiiting tit* mintrtter* with his dnterinliiatloti to
marry Mile. Eugenie. The news fell upon thuRt like
a shell. Nothing n this kind had lieon apprehended
by any oil", and both Count do Morny, Al. de Fersignyand Kdgard Ney earnestly implored tlio l'rincn
not to contract such a mfiallUtnce. but
Louis Napoloou was inexorable. Too cotnmuiiioa-
tion was made to the Cabinet on tho 'Jutit of Novemjher. tin tho 'id of December the l'rince was proclaiinedEmperor; on the 33d of January the coming
marriage was officially notitlod to the French people,
ami on the With of January It was solemnized at
Notre Dame. Tho Countess was an extraordinarily
beautiful woman In her prime, and na lute
as DM a Tinted Htates Minister at tho Court
of Kpain wrote of bor:."Although she Is far
advanced in ilie sixties, by a closer scrutiny
one can easily discern th it she was as handsome. If
nut handsomer, than both Luasuio and her second
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daughter, the Ute Ducheaa of Alba, the picture* of
whom repreoeut her a* exceedingly charming end
beautiful. The old l>ucbea» was taller. She goes
usually somewhat beut dowu, but to-day she appearediu her full dignity, grand aud erect; and how
did she display hor triumphant Joy! To perceive
Just here iu JUadri'i at the royal Court,
in the midst ot these old * grandees, her
daughter resplendent iu imperial glory and
majesty, was, of courss, to her a source of
unbounded satisfaction. I saw how, leu by the
Nuncio, *ho took her seat at the royal table; how,
forgetful ot everything around hor, she was absorbed
in looking at bur daughter, who was sitting between
the King aud the Infant Sebastian. Mechanically
iier left seized the bread which laid on her plate, and
l>ut it yet before soup was nerved, and without
breaking it. iuto her mouth, and, to my great
delight, nibbled continually at it.

legal, rigbtful wile, and who bad married her
second to one of the tint aud most powerful grandees
id the country." The Couutess dowager shared the
honors and triumphs of Eugenie, as in other duys
she had shielded her from obtrusive and offensive
attentions, Subsequently, when the Empire fell aud
dishonor seemed to b« the only portion left, the ancieutspirit revived, aud with maternal instinct she
extended the hand ot motherhood to her exiled
daughter. After a brief illness the distinguished
lady has succumbed to fate, and to-day the uoblea
unci grandees of Spain extend to her bereaved
daughter their coueolatious aud sympathetic attentions.

for the past twelve years, died at his residence in
that city yesterday after u brief illness of pneumonia.Mr. Brown was elected twice to the office

JULES NOEL, FRENCH PAINTER.
The cable aniiouncos the ddath of Jules Noel, the

French painter, who was born at Quimper in 1818,
and made bis artlstio debut in the Salon of 1810.
For a while he was chiefly known by his works oif
Oriental subjects drawn from a three years' voyage
in the East. Afterward he devoted himself to delineatingscenes on the coast of Northern Franco,
and niB paintings of Calais suburbs, of old
streets at Quimper, of Moriaix Harbor, of wrecked

Queeu of England's Reception at Cherbourg in
lrfls," brought him substantial profit and uo inconsiderablefame. During the latter years of his life
ho lived alternately at Cuerbourg and Nantes.

WEST INDIES.

ENCOUNTER BETWEEN REGULARS AND REVOLUTIONISTSIN ST. DOMINGO.OUILLERMO DISLODGED.
St. Thomas, Nov. 17, 1879.

There is every probability now tnat a good understandingbetween the planters and laborors on the
island or St. Croix has been reached. The labororshave commenced wore on tne plantations.
From St. Domingo it is announced that
an encounter had occnrrod between the
forces of President Gulllermo and the revolutionists,at San Pedro. Gulllermo was dislodgedfrom the position he held and compelled to
retreat in some disorder to the capital. The revolutionistsadvanced, aud were besieging the capital.
The only outlet from the capital was on the river
side, toward the provlnoe of Seybo, where Gulllermo
wout to try to gather fresh troops. The cause of
Guillurmo is cousiderod lost. Ho only holds
tho capital and the province of Seybo. The
balance of the Republic lias declared against Gulllermo.The do< roe closing the ports of Puerto Plata
aud Monto Christi Is considered merely a paper
blockade. The Republic has no floct to enforce it,
and the mall steamers continue to touch at theso
ports as though nothing had happened. Business
was completely at a standstill. Doth friend and foe
respect the sugar estates around the city.
At the latest advices from Port au Prince peace prevailed.Juilgiug from tho demand for goods and

the revival of trade generally, everybody seems satisfiedwith the new order of things. The financial
situation continues very depressed. Coffee delivctleswere daily increasing. President Salomon has
formed his Cabinet, with Messrs. Laforostrle as
Minister of Finance aud Foreign Affairs; Piquant, of
Wur and Marine; Ebarieste Laroobe, of the Interior,
and Lafontant, ot Public Instruction.
