The preparation or these records for puhl:eatlnn la

progressing satisfactorily nmier the eitleient man-
agcuicnt of Colonel It. N. Scott, of the army. Tho
War Department agent Tor collecting such Oonfeder-
ate records as may bo placed, by girt or loan,
at the disposal of tho government has
been very successful. The Hmitlicrn Hiatori-
eal Society has placed its collection at tho
Bervlco of the department, and valuublo documents
have been furnished by Generals Johnston, Pombor»
ton, Wheeler, .Ioiioh, ituggles and others. In fset,
there is a general disposition on the part of ex-ConlederatootUeers to contribute material to the official
history of thu war. In a few Itiststices records cf
the Confederate armies are held for sale, but Colonel
Scott renews his objection to the purchase of such
documents; aud in liis views I concur. Attention is
Invited to the fact that us yet no provision lias been
made for publishing any or thu records. An appro-
propriatiou for the composition, stereotyping aud
printing of proof copies of tlio records lor 1MU is
rucoiuuioudcd. I.xlra compensation is asked lor two
of the Adjutant-General's clerks, specially connected
With tiio work of the War Jieoorda Ulliou; and 1 recommendthat this bo granted.

REPORTS OF DEPARTMENTS.

Prompt Punishment for Ute OutragesRecommended.

wasbinoxon, Nov. 14!), 1879.
Tho Secretary of War has submitted the annual

report of tUo operations of his department for tlie

past year. In speaking of the army be says:.
TUe report of tlie General of the Army gives in detailtlie strength of the several branches of the service,and shows the aggregate, as exhibited in the

latest returns, to be 1,1^1 officers, 21,'iu2 men, and
3h8 officers rotired. A portion ot this loroe, however,being necessarily employed in detached or

speciul service, constitutes no part of the foroe availabletor actual operations in the Held. The Signal
Corps, the ordnance sergeants, the commissary sergeants,the West Point detachment, the prison
guard at Fort Leavenworth and the recruiting
detachments amount m tho aggregate to II,403 en-
listed men, and are employed ill the performance of
important duties connected with tho military establishment,but not in the field. I join most heartily
with the General of the Army in recommending that
the effective force of tlie liue of tho army be raised
to llf'.OOO men, exclusive of these detachments. I
have had occasion in previous reports to express the
opiuion that a duo regard lor the safety of settlers
upon our frontiers, the guarding and presorvatiou
ot our vast and valuable .military stores uud property,tlie proper management uud control of
the Indian tribes and the delciice of onr extensive
border lines, would justify, if they do not
imperatively require, u much greaterincreasoof tho effective force of the army
thuu is here suggested. Certainly Congress should
not hesitate to authorize tlie enlistment of tho full
number of '28,000 men for the line of the army, exclusiveot llio number required for detached duty.
It is undeniable that most if not all the disasters
atiemitug Indian hostilities are tho result of inadequacyof lorco on our part. Tho wily Indian
seldom if ever strikes a powertul foe. His policy
is to take advantage of our weak {limits on the
frontier to indict heavy losses upon ds. The recordsof this department show that since the close
of the war of the rebellion fifty-five officers of the
sriuy have been killed iu Indian warfare and a correspondingnumber wounded, besides a proportion-

INDIAN HOSTILITIES.

It wan hoped thai tue laat year would prove one of
peace with tliu Indians, but tbia Hope was disappointedby the hostility of tho Utea iu Colorado and
the Apaches in New Mexico. In the eilorts for the
luppresuion of these outbreaks the military authorities,including the oiftcers and men euguged, liavo
acted with great promptness and vigor. The conductof Captain Taine, Company i, fifth cavalry,
and of Captain Dodge, Company D, Ninth cavalry, as
shown in ollicial reports, is worthy of high commendation.The massacre of Agent Meeker aud
others at White River Agency; tho killing of LieutenantWeir, of the orduuuee, a gallant young oilicer
who had volunteered lor duty with the expedition,
and the fall of tno iameuted and gallant -Major Thornburghaud others of his command are events greatly
to be deplored; and in my juu gineut tho government
should persist in its demand for the surreuuer for
trial and punishment of all ludiatis guilty of murder
lu connection with those ailuirs, and should visit
upou the guilty tho full penalty of their oit'onces. If
Indians, who subsist upon tho bounty of the government,can commit with impunity crimes such
as these, and if the United States fails to punish
them, tho savages will Una in theso facts encouragementto repeat the outrages when opportunity aud
inclination shall prompt thuiu to do so, while swift
punishment in the present cases will teach tbeso
people, who understand little besides force, a wholesomelesson.

ler:us "fleeing from justice," as used in section
L.015, liovised Statutes, to defeat the operation of the
statute of limitation in the Federal Courts, aud which
toug ago received judicial detluitiou. iiut lata opiniousof the Atloruey Uuuural have held that mere
tbseuue from the army without leave does not necessarilyamount, lu law, to the luijiediiueiit to arrest
and irial within the meaning of the Articles ot War,
hut that in every case it whs a question ot fact for
the Court whether, by reason ot such absence, a deserterhad or nut beau amenable to justice. * * *

As a settlement of the whole question upou a satisfactorybusis 1 would udvise, in conformity with the
views of the Judge Advocate General, that some certainterm of amenability be fixed in the case ot deserters.This term, however, ought not. iu my
opinion, to be too short, lest a hope ot early immunityshould be held out to encourage a crime
alreudy too prevalent; nor should the law to he
cuacted bo complicated by auy proviso in reference
to the offenders having beou within or without the
territorial douiuln of the United Status, which, as a
rule, it would he wli.itlv iiiimt,,! hla for i lie uovurn-

CONVICT LAllOH.
Congress, by the law of March 3,1879, roqiiired

the manufacture of army supplies, when economical,
to be established at tlie military prison at Fort
Leavenworth. The boots anil shoes and chairs for
tlio army are beuig uiailo there by convict labor.
Measures are instituted to begin tlio manufacture
of harness at the prison, and the question of transferrin),'to tho prison the manufacture of wagons,
ambulances and other vehicles is under consideration.
The Secretary quotes from tho report of the CommissaryGeneral, stating the operations of tho SubBistencoDepartment and tbo recommendations made,

which oru without special Interest.
MEDICAL lUU'.UtTMENT.

The total number of deaths from all causes reportedamong the white troops was 2dl>, or 1*2 per
l.UOO of uicau strength. Of these, ll>2, or 7 per l,Ot>0
of strength, died of disease and 104, or 5 per 1,000 of
strength, of wounds, accidents and injuries, Tho
proportion of deaths trout ali causes to cases treated
was 1 to 142.
The total number of white soldiers reportod to

have been discharged the service on "Surgeon's
Certitlcate of Disability" was C77, or 31 per 1,000 of
mean strength.
The total number of deaths of colurod soldiers reportedfrom all cases was 28, or 14 per 1,000 of mean

strength. Of these, 15, or b per 1,000 of strength,
died of disease and 13, or II per 1,000 of strength, of
wounds, accidents and injuries.
The proportion of deaths from all causes to cases

treated was 1 to 140.
The total number of colored soldiers reported tc

have been discharged on "burgeon's Ceriiticate of
Disability" was 42, or 22 per 1,000 of mean strength.

11KI'OUT OF THE CHIEF OF ENGINEERS.

The Secretary quotes extensively lrom tho report
of the Chief of Engineers, which lias been already
made public. In reference to our seacoast defences
ho says:.
Tho Chief of Engineers very truly remarks that,

in the present condition of our seucoast defences,
Injuries to our citizens abroad and insults to out
flog could not bo resented with that vigor and
promptitude demanded by tbe honor aud dignity ol
the nation, and justified by a knowledge that, corns
what may, our navy yards, maritime cities and
depots for military and naval stores will be unassailablebehind impregnable fortifications and obstructions;and I commend tho views of that oiHcel
respecting the necessity for reasonable appropriationsfor our seacoast "defeuces, as v*prus.<ud in hit
report, to the earnest attention of Congress and tilt
country. * * * **

I again ask attention to the necessity of lcgislotioiito protect tho channels ot rivers and luirwaya
of harbors from injuries arising lrom wanton depositsby passing vessels of ballast, ashes from
steamers and of all substances which would tend to
the toruiutiou of shoals thereiu. aud also to prutuct
the breakwaters, piers aud othur public works constructedby the United States lrom trespass upon as
well as injury thereto. » **

great value to the Wur Department and to the army,
it is very desirable that thn unexplored areas in the
country liable to be traversed by tne troops sud hostileIndians ho mapped us rapidly as possible, sud an
ippropriation ot $.10,000 is earnestly recommended
tor this purpose.

1 transmit herewith the annual report ot the Board>tManagers of the Military Academy ut West Point,

ind invito attention to their recommendations.
It appuurs that the enlargement and improvement

af the cadet barracks is demanded by considerations
hiitli of health and of comfort, ipid it is accordingly
recommended.
The Superintendent, Major General Schofleld, reportsthat it is very important to provide suitable

necommodutiouH at West Point for tho iiosril of
Visitors and other prominent persons who visit
the academy officially during the aumial eliminationin June. The small notul situated on the
plaiu is the property of the poat luiul, tho Uulted
siutcs having contributed nothing toward ita erection.It was designed for tlie accommodation ot tho
parents aud frienda ot cadets visiting West Point
umi ot officers transiently ut thd post. During (he
commencement season it is wholly occupied by tho
boirdot Visitors aud other officials, grestly to tho
discomfort of all ether guests, mainly tho parouts
aud mends of the cadets, tor whose accommodation
tho hotel was specially Intended.

I concur with Ueuersl HohoUeld in recommending
au appropriation lor the erection of » eotiagc adjacentto tho hotel, for the use of the Hoard ot Visitorsand other official visitors to thn Academy. It is
believed that $1U.out) would be a sufficient aum for
the purpose.

lkav1cnworth military pillson.
Tho annual roports irom tho I-cuvcuworth Military

Prison indicate a very satisfactory progress and condition.The labor uf the prisoners has been utilised
is far as possible lu mauuiacturo or articles needed
tor tho use of the army. Kxteusious have been
made to tho buildings, auu alterations of buildings
already in use huvo been made to adapt them to the
hotter occupancy, both for hc..llh slid labor.
Prisoners have be. n employed largely In mechanical
labor, partly in tho work of building the prison wsll,
hut chiefly in the manufacture ot shoes, tent
plus and barrack chairs for the uruiy. The
uuiuhor Is reported as follows;.chairs.
Id.ooo tent piua and 01,".111 pairs ot shoes. The
manufacture ot boots has only been reeulitly commenced,because of contracts previously made With
private mnnutaoturera. The prison farm now contain*about ttl'ty aerut, all but aevou of which have
been cleat cd, fenced, aud are cultivated by prisoners'
labor. Particular attention has been given to sanitarymeasures, diet of prisoners, Ac., and the report
of the prison surgeon shows bqt three death* in the
v.mr out ot u monthly average strength ot Mi men.
The Governor ot tho prison makes satisfactory report111 relation to tho conduct of the prisoners,
having hut seldom to resort to auy severedlselpiiue.
This is attested also by llie tact that all hut au
exceedingly small percentage of prisoners secure
their release sooner tlmu the cxpirsttou of their lull
term, by earning au abatouicut under a regulation
which allowa live days' reduction for each month of
good couduct. The duties required of tho offi era of
the prison are exacting, mid the manner of their performanceis worthy of coiutnondatiou. It la hoped
thai ieglsiutioii, which was asked last winter, may be
secured at the coming session of Congress to
authorise tho use of the earnings of prisoners anil
receipts lor the sale of manufactured articles toward
the maintenance of the prison.

HAY DEN'S TRIAL.

PRESENT STATUS OP THE CASE.A BRIEF REBUMEOP THE STATE'S TESTIMONY.
New Haven, Conn.. Nov. 23, 187'J.

In tlio iiuydcu trial the SUto will tills week nearly
reach the conclusion of the testimony in chief, 11111I
it is not anticipated that more tliuu a day or

two of the succeeding week, at most, will
be occupied. Two important witnesses are

to come. One is Susuu Haw ivy, half sister of
the murdered girl, to whom the contession was

made that she was going to the Dig ltock, lu the
woods near an old abaudouud roadway, to meet

Haydvn and ohtaiu from him "quick medicine."
Dr. Dailey, of Middlutowu, will be callud to testify to

Haydun's inquiries regarding female complaints of a

certain nature. Tho presentation in the case of the
nail marks discovered on Mary Stanuard's cheslt is
tho most important feature which remains to be

brought in. These uaii marks, it is churned by the

Stale, wuru imprinted by the heel oi llayuen a lets

brogau, uud tlioir experts will produce diagrams and
tables ot measurement* showing tlie close comparisonsby location oi tlie nuilb in tlie kw) una tiio
indentation* m tlie cheek. This feature will bo
strongly fought by the defense, beth on orossoxmuiuatlonot the bUte'u experts and by the testimonyot experts employed by the defence, who have
louiid no difficulty in forming antagonistic
opinions.

rut STATIC tOSINU WITNESSKB.
Jtteujawiu Stevens. an old man residing in liocklaud,an intimate of the Siaiiuurds, and wno was at

uue time strongly suspected of the murder,
will probably never appear on the witness
stand tor the Statu. tils health has been
tailing rapidly within a mouth, uud it
was reported yesturdsy that there are few
chances that he wilt live. The Statu has already lost
two witnesses by death.the Undertaker who buried
alary Slauiiard's uouy uud Mrs. Juuo Btudley, of
Ouiliord, who employed tho girl, and to whom she
confessed her delicate condition. A part of the evidenceot the latter, given at the ilrst trial, has been
presented in tnis, lurougU a journalist who heard it,
uud in the event of Mr. Stevens' death a similar
method muy be adopted tor getting his testimony at
the ilrst trial betoru the jury. The trial has been iu
progress since the 7th ot October, or seven weeks,
and it is a somewhat reinarkuble tact that no one of
the twelve jurymen has been incapacitated by sicknessfrom attending to his duties since tho jury wua
ilrst eiupaueiled. This is all the more remarkable m
viuw of tho fact that live of the jurors are well advancedin years.

THE TESTIMONY BEVIEWED.
Tho State lias thus far put iu a vast amount of circumstantialevideuce. There is nothing of a direct

nature to be obtained. They havo shown the purchaseof arseulc by Hayden on the morning of tuo
murder, and, by expert testimony, that
tho arsenic found in the girl's stomach was of
the sume general character as the urseuio sold
at the drug store wlicro he purchased. It has also
been shown that the arsenic trom thiB store was

wholly unlike tau urseuio found in liayduu's huru
two weeks after his arrest, uud which he ciaiuis is
what he purchused at that store. The taot that it
was taken out of tho original wrapper und put
loosely iu a tin box is commented ou. The Statu
has also shown that there was buuiau blood
on tho small bludu of Haytleu's pocket knife, and
that tlie stab iu the uirl's throut was inflicted with
such a blade. Theso presentations were both by experttestimony, and intruded an interesting scientific.lonture on blood coruuscitis. Other facts showu
by tbo Slate uro that Hayden saw tlie girl tlio
day before tbo murder; that bo went to
Middtotown tbe next morning and bought arsenic;
that be nave bur wbuu be returned about noon, una
tbat at tbo time of tbo niurdur be waa apart trom
any human being who can testily to bis where,
abouts. Ills story is that be waa in bia wood
lot. but the State claims tbat bo bad both
tinio and opportunity to niuut tbe girl accordingto an appointment wbicb it ia
asserled bo made, and to commit tbo murder
and return to tbo wood lot. It will be seen tbat this
is all circumstantial, and, us to tbe expert testimony
above described, oxperienco teaches' tbat juries
attach little weight to it. Tbe oounsel
for tbe State have presented their case with
marked care and ability, and a similar presentation
1b anticipated from the experienced criminal lawyersrepresenting ilaydeu. Xhey will endeavor
to break all the force of tbo evidence on
araouio by tbe testimony of men who have
worked In arsenic mills, and who will say tbat tbo

i productions of any mill are tar from uuiform. They
will bring experts on tbe heel print feature and tbe
blood corpuscles on llayden's knife blade. Tlmre
will be inauy witnesses with atories of minor importance,but their cbiet reliance will bo
upon tbe story of Uaydeu, who, under Conineoticut rules of practice. Is allowed to testify in

' bis uwn behalf, ills wife will also bo au important
