THE SCHOOL QUESTION.

KADICAI, ACTION BT THE AltCHBISIIOP OF BOSTON.CATHOLICSCHOOLS TO BB ESTABLISHED

IN EVEBY PAltlSH OF HIS DIOCESE.

[From the Boston Journal, Nov. 25.]
The outcome of the school difficulties in Cambridgeis likely to be a great change in the relations

of thousands of the children of Massachusetts with the

public schools. In the course of the coutroversy, to
which Fatnor Scullv has been a party, it has been
stated that that gentleman's course had the approval
ot the Archbishop; but many persons. Catholics as

well us Protestants, have doubted all aloug that such
was really the case, Such of the doubters as wero

familiar with the policy and methods of discipline of
the Catholic Church were of the opinion that us

soon as jfhulic attention was drawn awuy from the

subject, so that it could not be said that the action
was forced, the Archbishop would quietly take the

steps uecessary to restore harmony in the Cambridge
parish, But the question has now been settled beyonda doubt.
The Synod of the Archdiocese of Boston is a quarterlygathering of all the clergy for the discussion of

disputed theological points. Its sessions cover two
days and are presided over by the Archbishop. The
first day the meeting is composed of pastors only,
and ou the second the assistants come together. The
Synod was held nt the Cathedral last Wednesday and
Thursday, but what then took place is now made
public?for the llrst time. At the close of the theologicaldiscussion on Wednesday, the Archbishop announcedto the pastors that he had something to say
to thorn concerning the school question. The interestcreated by this announcement is representedby those who were present as having
been intense, for there was some doubt,
even in an assembly composed exclusively of
Catholic pastors, as to what lino of policy would
be marked out. But tbe doubt was soon set at
rest, for the Archbishop read a letter from tho Pope
to a Uuiopeau bishop, In which His Holiness urged
the establishment of Catholic schools, and conferred
upon pastors the authority to withhold the sacramentstroin parents who refused to send their childrento them. That, the Archbishop declared, was
to be the policy in the Archdiocese of Boston. At tho
same time.and this was regarded by some as an allusionto tbe Cambridge pustor.ho deprecated any
tyrannical action on tbe part of priests. He then instructedtbe assombled pastors to begin at ouce the
eatablishmentof schools in their respective parishes,
and he informod them that if, after the schools were
in operation, parents refused to send tlieircbiMreu to
tiiem, pastors would be sustained iu denying tbem the
sacraments. He weut even further, and said that it
any priest was satisfied that the public schools in his
particular locality were injuring the Catholic childrenspiritually ho should withdraw them immediatelyfrom withiu the range or the bad influences,
even if thero were no parochial school reudy to receiveand educate them. This he justified on the
ground that the spiritual welfare of the children
was paramount to the intellectual. On Thursday
he repeated to the assistants what he told the pastorsuud instructed them to do all lu their power to
aul the new inovcuieut.
The feelings of the priests concerning this movementdiffer. There are some who are eager to

cng ge in tho work at any cost; others, good, easy
men. see in it a world of labor aud perplexity, and
are loth to take up the burden; aud there is
still another class whose congregations are
burdened with debt already, and wlio can see
iu tbe futuro discontent aud division among
their ppople when called upon to taku their children
from free schools with which they are satisfied and
place them in other schools, the character of which
is unknown to them, at expense to themselves.
But mheanwhile Father Scully has not

boen Idle. The answer with which he
was most frequently met by parents who
were unwilling to send their children to tho
parochial school was that they considered it unnecessaryso far as the spiritual instructioh of the
cluldreu wan concerned, because they could learn tbe
principles of tboir religion in the Sunday school,
which they attended regularly. To meet this reply,
lie has taken a very radical step, no less thau the
discontinuance of the Sunday school altogether,

Customs Appraiser Snyder arrived at the Windsorvery <juietly and was here until to-day
boforu any ouo wax aware that tho wanted man hod

chosen Montreal as his headquarters. Happening
to see the name mentioned in the New York /evening
Telegram of the 21st your correspondent looked tho
matter up, and learns that Snyder has boon having
a "general good time" since his* arrival, and
that, though the police did not know who
he was, yet they kept him under surveillance.He soon found a friend in Mr. Goldring,who lias been engaged in the controversy
with the Vlllo Marie Bank concerning phosphate
mines and Bank Cashier Paquet's defaulting operations.He went down to Mr. Goldiug's gold mines,
in Beuuce county, bolow (Quebec, thus keeping pretty
well out of the way until tho last few days.
Judge Ditteuhoff arrived on the l'Jth, and
since then the party have beon enjoying themselves,
playing billiards and dining and wining to their
hearts' content. Snyder is entered in his own name
at tho Windsor, but goes by the name of Howard in
his escapades throughout the city. Billiards and
drives, champagne and good living seem to be their
forte, and they uppoar to be as happy as men can be.

It was late in the evening before the whereabouts
of the strangers was discovered, so that few details
of their doings arc obtainable. Thepolico authorities
were notiiiud of the identity of Snyder, and 1 believe

HEB LATE TEACHES CONTINUED IN HIS FUNCTIONSBY THE SCHOOL DISTUICT COMMITTEE.

Borne
of the residents -of the district are growing
excited over the matter. To-night Amos
L. Kimball, a carpenter living there, made
a statement of the facts of the case
to City Attorney Itipley afid desired
him to prosecute the teacher. It is undocided as

yet whether it will be done. It is claimed by the
malcoutcuts that the girl was severely beaten before
being caught iif the door, and that afterward she
was made to bold her finger on a nail head in the
floor for twenty minute*, which induced a rush of
blood to the lieud, producing the effects which
caused her death.
