BANKRUPT ELIZABETH.

DECISION IN THE SUIT OP PETER GOELET AND

OTHERS AGAINST THE CITY.THE APPLICATIONFOB A RECEIVER DENIED.

The city of Elizabeth. N. J., which hsfo a populationof over thirty thousand, has beon for a long
time in such serious financial difficulties that its
creditors wished to have a receiver appointed. A receiverfor a eity is a rare feature in legal history.
Only two prior cases to that of Elizabeth are oa

record. One is that of Elizabethtown, Ky., which
was decided last Jane, and the other is that oi
Memphis, Term., daring the preceding summer.

From the parties interested in this last cause celebrt
the following facts were gloaned:.The city of Elizabethowes its rapid expansion and development to

the influx of New Yorkers, who were compelled to
seek outside the metropolis suitablo homes long deniedthem on Manhattan Island on account of tha
absence of rapid transit. In an evil hour a municipalring was formed and this ring went to work in
the most approved Tweed fashion. Experiments
were made to the most lavish extent in fancy pavementsand boulevards and in a brief space ot time
the debt of the city went up into the millions. Tha
usual result of suoh jobbery and cxtruv.igauoo was
reached and Elizabeth was unablo to meet ber obligations.Over a hundred suitH were entered in the
courts against her, and on one day in September, boforethe Supremo Court at Trenton, Ave cases were
heard. One was an application for a writ ot mandamusto oompel the Council of Elizabeth to nieot
and pass an ordinanco directing the lioard of Assessorsto assess a sum of money on the property of '

the city to pay the judgment, and also to compel the
assessors to meet and assess the necessary tax.

THE OOK1.ET CLAIM.
Yesterday the suit of Peter Uoclet and others

against the city ot Elizabeth was decided in the
United mates Circuit Court at Trenton. This caso
was argued before tho Court by Messrs. Elbridge T.
Gerry aud Bradbury C. Chetwood for complainants
and Messrs. Benjamin Williamson and ltobert E.
Chetwood for defendants. The points in tho decisionof the Court arc as follows:.The caso was an

application for an Injunction against tho city of
Elizabeth, restraining its officers from receiving tho
debts duo to tne city, nnd for tho appointmentof a receiver to take charge of
the moneys and effects of the Corporation
for the beueflt of its creditors. The application
was based upon tho grounds that tho city was insolvent,having a bonded indebtedness of upward of
f.'i.UOU.OOO, and being Unable to pay the interest oa
the same. The city officials, after collecting tho
revenues of tho Corporation, spent them in extrava-
gaiit salaries and still more extravagant public works.
The complainants hold six bonds of the city to tha
amount of $120,000, whirh are denominated funded
debt bouds, and were authorized by u city ordinance
and an act of the Legislature. The city did not pay
the interest on these bonds. On September is the
complainants obtained u judgment against the city
for the sum of $fi,HU7 %i, the amount of interest due
them, and an execution which was issued was returned"nulla bona" by the marshal.'

THE PECISION.
The Court decided that tho cases of tho compl inantshave no standing in a court of equity. "it may

bo true," tho decision says, "that the complainants
havo not. a plain, adequate and complete remedy at
law for all that they usk, but the Court is of opinion
thut they have for all that they are entitled to, conceding(or the present that tliey aro Judgment creditorsof au insolvent municipal corporation, and
that thoy havo failed to realize upon their execution
tho amount of their olaim, yet their remedy at law
is not exhausted. It appcurs from the charter of
the city of Klizabeth that the Common Council had
the general power to raise by luxation money to
pay the interest upon tho city debt, upon temporary
loans and upon such uart of tho principal am inuy be
due and payable. Tho supplement thereto, under
wiiich tho complainants' bonds are alleged to b ivo
been issued, Is silent ns to providing the means
of their payment, 'llio Legislature prob.bly
thought that the authority in the original charter
was ample enough, as the supplement gave no

power to incur new liabilities, but simply to tssno
funded debt bondH for the amount of the floating
debt already contracted. Tho Supreme Court of
Now Jersey has the power to compel the Corporationto provide by taxation the means to pay the
accrued interest upon tho bonds of the complainants,which Is all at tho present time that thoy aro

entitled to. Whether this Court has tho right to
interfere by entertaining proceedings infinity after
tho remedies at law have tieen exhausted It will bo
time enough to consider when tho emergency arises.
It lias not yet arisen. Under the circumstances, as

they now exist, tho Court is of opinion that tho suit
cannot be entertained, and tno bill of complaint ia
accordingly dismissed."

Last month a requisition
waa mail* by tho truateoa of tlio t)rld|;o
for the Muni of (ltUl.iktft (III, wtilch tho Comptroller
refused to pay on tlio ground that tho internet on
bridge bonda for tho period for which they wero
iaaued ahotild bo deducted troni tho whnlo r mount
to bo paid by tlio city of New York. Tho CorporationCounacl decldoa that tho Interest ahould tin paid
together with tho principal. A reaolutlon waa passed
author.zing the laaue of tlumo bonda for tlio full
amount.
On motion of Alderman Mott a rngolttllon wa*

passed requesting the Comptroller to obtain tlia
opinion or the corporation Counaol na to whether
tlie expense of relaying the pavement on Third avonuo,from IDlth atreet to 14lsl atreet, In a propercharge against tho owner* of property on the linn of
the work and can be recovered by assessment; anil
